REGULAR AGENDA 

1. Minutes from Regular Called meeting on June 14, 2021. 

Upon a motion by Member McDaniel and seconded by Member Dannhaus, the Board 
approved the minutes from the Parks and Recreation Board meeting on June 14, 2021. 
The motion passed with a 7-0 vote.  

2. Discussion on Recreation Division updates. 

Geri Gonzales, Recreation Superintendent, reported that the Recreation Center pool 
slide repairs have been completed and are awaiting inspection by a structural engineer 
and TML before re-opening to the public; the status of the repair of the pool emergency 
exit and entrance doors; replacement of the Recreation Center parking lot lights using 
CARES and ABLC funding; the status of removal of old lighting bollards at the 
Recreation Center; and status of renovations to the Recreation Center's lifeguard work 
area, Aquatic Manager office, and Multi-purpose room kitchen. 
 
Additionally, staff reported on the current status of the Heart of Christmas event and 
highlighted challenges and changes that they are working through due to county 
construction. Lastly, staff reported on success of fourth quarter programs which include 
senior programs/trips, summer jamboree, and the annual Home Run Derby. 
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3. Discussion on Parks Division updates. 
 
Stewart Crouch, Parks Superintendent, provided updates on current parks projects. For 
Dickey Park, staff provided updates on the completion and grand opening of the 
StoryWalk, status on the installation of the new playground equipment with anticipated 
install of mid-August, and the anticipated completion of the volleyball court once 
weather allows. For Bates Park, staff provided updates of the pavilion replacement. For 
BG Peck, staff provided updates on work to be conducted to address the pavilion floor 
as well as updates to soccer equipment at the site. For Freedom Park, staff provided 
updates on several repairs that have taken place. For Welch Park, staff provided 
updates that concrete slabs and old light poles have been removed / dismantled. Staff 
provided updated that the demo of the Municipal Pool has been complete. 
 
Lastly, staff provided updates on the status of contract negotiation with Clark Condon 
and DL Meacham. These updates include the request for reductions in cost in order to 
be able to move forward with the project with a plan to present the contract to seek 
approval of City Council as of August 24th.  

4. Discussion and possible action on Hike and Bike Subcommittee applications. 

 

Megan Mainer, Director of Parks and Recreation, provided updates on the status of 
solicitation for applications to serve on the Hike and Bike Subcommittee. After opening 
to the community and staff, 5 applications were received, and applicants were invited 
to attend the August 9 Parks & Recreation Board meeting. Applicants Robin Crouch and 
Luis Leija were present and introduced themselves to the board.  
 
Upon a motion by Member Roberts and seconded by Member Sebok, the Board 
appointed Richard Boyce, Terry Brooks, Robin Crouch, Glenn LaMont, and Luis Leija to 
the Hike & Bike Subcommittee. The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.  

 
5. Discussion and possible action on future park development and park naming for the 

Municipal Pool site. 
 
Ms. Mainer introduced the item. In discussion, it was outlined that staff is moving 
forward with various action items related to the Parks Master Plan to address low 
scoring items such as the Municipal Pool site. It was noted that the municipal pool site 
demolition was completed in June 2021. A summary of the condition of the current site 
as well as a summary of collaborative meetings with the adjacent American Legion Post 
241 was presented. Staff provided recommendation to moved forward with municipal 
pool site is redevelopment including, but not limited to amenities such as a splash pad 
for water access to the south side of town, playground, restrooms, shade structure, and 
possible naming of the park. 
 
Board members identified additional concerns with the development of the municipal 
pool site. These include the high traffic on Dwyer, size of the overall area for 
development, accessibility to the community, compacting of the pre-existing pool area. 
The Board recommended considering other possible locations that be more suited to 
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the type of features desired. The Board also recommended further research and 
community input into park features and desired amenities and access.  
 
The Board directed staff to conduct further research and collect survey information 
from the local community in relation to the municipal pool site and other park sites that 
are also under development.  

6. Discussion and possible action on future park development for Veterans Park. 
 
Ms. Mainer introduced the item, noting that Veterans Parks serves as an ideal location 
to provide special events and programming to the downtown area. Board members 
expressed the desire to include elements to honor veterans, to align with the namesake 
of the park. Board members also expressed interest in exploring partnership with the 
county for use of their old EOC building. Staff recommended that the Board approve 
moving forward with further community engagement and input, discussions of possible 
land acquisition, finalizing a concept, and seeking design and development services.  
 
Upon a motion by Member Roberts and seconded by Member Sebok, the Board 
approved moving forward with further community engagement and input, discussions 
of a possible land acquisition, finalizing a concept, and seeking design and development 
services. The motion passed with a 7-0 vote.  

7. Discussion and possible action on future park development of Reuben Welch Park. 

 

Ms. Mainer discussed the future development of Reuben Welch Park. It was noted that 
Reuben Welch Park is limited by its general location in proximity to residential areas of 
the City and the need to address lack of programming space and currently unusable 
condition of the park. The possibility of entering into public private lease agreement for 
the development and use of the park was introduced to the Board.  
 
The Board provided input on possible preferences for use of the Reuben Welch Park. 
The Board also noted the peace and quiet that the park provided, and the possibility of 
the park being developed into a nature / wilderness area.  
 
Upon a motion by Member McDaniel and seconded by Member Dannhaus, the Board 
approved the further exploration of a public private agreement for the Reuben Welch 
Park location. The motion passed on a 7-0 vote.  

 
8. Discussion and possible action on locking access to athletic fields under annual Athletic 

Sports Association agreements and enforcing public rentals through CivicRec.  
 
Ms. Mainer introduced discussion and possible action on locking access to athletic fields 
that are used under annual Athletic Sports Association agreements. It was noted that 
problems exist with un-scheduled use of fields by outside teams / organizations which 
has created incidents of field use scheduling conflicts as well as increased maintenance 
requirements for athletic fields. Additionally, it was discussed that community 
members have accessed the fields during / after inclement weather and caused damage 
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to field surfaces that then need repaired. The athletic associations showed concerns 
that these access issues increased maintenance requirements and placed additional 
time and labor demands on the volunteer base from their association. Staff also noted 
that they are unable to regularly monitor the field use to prevent unauthorized use from 
taking place.  
 
In further discussion, it was noted that there was conflict with the idea of locking the 
fields from Board members and athletic association members. They felt like this would 
limit access and reduce opportunity for the community to access field space in public 
parks. From this, the lack of available backstops and appropriate field space for 
community use was noted.  
 
Upon a motion by Member McDaniel and seconded by Member Sebok, the Board 
approved to explore moving to more flexible agreements to allow for City staff and 
athletic associations to better manage outside field use and allow for appropriate field 
closures related to athletic field preparation needs and inclement weather. The motion 
passed with a 7-0 vote.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

TPWD CO-OP Grant – Staff is working to complete the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department’s 
Community Outdoor Outreach Programs grant application. This application is being completed to 
acquire funding to procure program supplies for paddling, angling, camping, and other outdoor 
education program to provide to the Angleton community. Staff is seeking council approval of a 
resolution to pursue the grant on Tuesday, October 12. The grant application is for $47,309.13 
and planned submission will be prior to the November 1, 2021 deadline.  

KAB Fall Sweep Event – Staff are working to coordinate Keep Angleton Beautiful’ s 2021 Fall 
Sweep Event. The event is scheduled to take place at the Angleton Jr. High parking lot on Saturday, 
November 13 from 8 am – 12 pm. The event will allow for large household waste disposal, paper 
shredding, electronic recycling, and include a tree giveaway. To date, all vendors have been 
confirmed and a communication plan to promote the event has been activated. The total 
sponsorship dollars for the event are $3,500. Confirmed sponsors include HDR Engineering and 
Union Pacific. Partners for the event include Angleton ISD, Waste Connections, and Trees for 
Houston.  

Special Event Permitting – Parks & Recreation staff are working in conjunction with other city 
departments to develop ordinance drafts, standard operating procedures, and a public application 
process for obtaining a Special Event Permit within the City of Angleton. This project is being 
conducted to address a need for more comprehensive vetting of applications for local special 
events. In addition, specific special event permitting ordinance and application procedures will 
allow for improved enforcement of proper execution of special events within the city.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Pool Slide – Lorraine Construction finished the project in early August and TML was able to 
complete inspection by mid-August. TML submitted paperwork for certificate approval and staff 
received documentation early September. Staff purchased certification sticker which was 
received and installed on 10/5/2021.  

Pool Doors – NABCO completed the emergency exit doors in late August. NABCO also replaced 
the pool entrance slider door in late August.  Staff is currently working with the vendor regarding 
aesthetics of door placement and possible alternatives.  

Recreation Center Renovations: With CARES and ABLC funding, staff are working with Award 
Homes on renovating the aquatic area lifeguard, Aquatics Manager office, as well as the 
Multipurpose Room 1 kitchen. The manager and lifeguard offices were completed in late 
September. Staff are currently waiting on cabinets to arrive for renovations in the kitchen to begin.  

Recreation Center Plaza – With ABLC funding, staff have been working to renovate the courtyard 
plaza. Renovations are set to include strand lighting, picnic tables and umbrellas, and concrete 
games, including cornhole and ping pong. Staff also plans to remove the concrete wall around the 
plaza as a parks winter project.   

Hurricane Nicholas – On 9/13, staff prepared the Recreation Center for potential storm impacts 
by bringing outdoor items in, assessing existing conditions inside and out, and closing early. The 
storm was upgraded to a hurricane and hit the Angleton area. On 9/14, staff assessed all parks and 
recreation facilities. The Recreation Center had no power and suffered from water damage in 
various areas including hallways, women’s locker room, gymnasium and both multipurpose rooms. 
Staff worked to clean all areas and sought the services of Blackmon Mooring to eliminate moisture 
and prevent future issues. Additionally, once power was restored, the cooling center opened on 
9/15 through 9/ 19 from 9AM – 6PM.  The facility served as a cooling comfort center that offered 
air conditioning, showers, charging stations, snacks, and water.  The Angleton Recreation Center 
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had about 65 citizens who utilized these resources. Staff also delivered water and snack boxes to 
10 senior citizens at Magnolia Acres who sought help due to no power. The Recreation Center 
returned to normal operations on Monday, 9/20. Staff are working with the Human Resources 
Director on insurance claims.  

Heart of Christmas – Staff has initiated the planning process for the Heart of Christmas event 
scheduled to be held on Saturday, 12/4. Staff is working to relocate event attractions due to recent 
County construction at the former First Baptist Church. Consideration is being made to utilize the 
county parking lot for rides and the BBQ cookoff.  

Events & Programs – 1st quarter events and programs begin this October. This month will bring 
back the Fall Campout and Movie in the Park at Freedom Park on 10/30. A Kids Pumpkin Break 
will take place the week of Angleton ISD’s fall break on 10/20 – 10/22. This will be a three half-day 
camp with fall themed activities and swimming. Other activities include a Halloween themed 
POUND workout, Stars & STEM winter camp, and Mini Athletes. Senior activities will increase this 
October, including lunches, crafts, movies, and physical activities. The inaugural Miss Silver Heart 
Pageant will take place on 11/13.

BG Peck – We have secured a contractor to address the pavilion concrete. The first contractor fell 
through and so we went with our second choice. This application will be the same surface as a 
tennis court.  
 
Staff started installing wheel stops on handicap spaces.  
 
BG Peck playground is up for replacement this year and will be ordered in October.  Anticipated 
install date is early 2022. 
 
Freedom Park – Staff repaired 8 parking lot lights.  
 
Welch Park – Park is being used as storage for Nicholas debris and will be mulched on site. Mulch 
will be used for dune restoration by the county.   
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Lakeside Park Updates – Construction contracts have been executed and DL Meacham plans to 
begin construction on October 11.  Staff is working with elected officials for a groundbreaking 
ceremony where boards, City Council, elected officials, TPWD, DL Meacham, and Clark Condon 
will be invited to attend.  Staff will inform The Facts and the local Chamber of Commerce once a 
date and time is set.  Project timeline is enclosed.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff is working in collaboration with Trees for Houston and TxDOT to plant seedings, 3-gallon, 5-
gallon, 7-gallon, and 15-gallon trees throughout Angleton parks and rights-of-way.   

One of the projects Angleton has pursued this past year was the TxDOT Green Ribbon Project.  
The purpose of the TxDOT Green Ribbon Project is to improve the visual character of TxDOT 
rights-of-way and highway corridors while minimizing negative impacts of air pollution through 
planting of trees and other vegetation.  The City of Angleton has submitted two projects for 
consideration which are enclosed in your packet.  One includes reforestation on SH288, FM 523, 
and Loop 274 rights-of-way and another includes vegetation in place of sod under the crepe 
myrtles on Loop 274.  Both projects are currently under review.   

If TxDOT is unable to fund both projects fully as a Green Ribbon Project, alternatively, Trees for 
Houston is committed to donating tree material and will provide the City with costs associated for 
mass planting.   

Subsequent cluster trees planting on SH288, other identified rights-of-way, and within Angleton 
parks will take place in future years.  Once staff has an understanding of spatial requirements for 
cluster tree plantings and associated costs, a more in-depth long-term tree planting plan will be 
developed and included as an annual budgetary request. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommends the Parks & Recreation Board provide feedback on the preliminary tree 
planting plan.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff is moving forward with various action items within the Comprehensive Parks and Recreation 

Master and Strategic plan including addressing low scoring park components, increase 

programming and revenue, as well as renovating substandard facilities.  Some of the parks in need 

of attention are the Municipal Pool, Reuben Welch Park, Veterans Park, Officer Cash Memorial 

Dog Park, and the Angleton Recreation Center.   

Staff prepared and presented a presentation to the Parks & Recreation Board on June 14 and the 

following input was given: 

 Municipal Pool – Install a large (epic) splash pad along with a playground unit.  Ensure shade 

structures are present for rental income.  Expand the park to other adjacent property and 

possibly include a dog park in the same area.   

 Veterans Park – Designate a space for food trucks, develop a pavilion that is functional as 

well as a piece of art downtown, ensure the stage is covered, combine lower right and 

center pavilions as a potential solution, and need ample seating. 

 Reuben Welch Park – Due to utility constraints, consider other opportunities other than a 

BMX/bike pump course that doesn’t require large restroom facilities.  Staff will come back 

with alternative options. 

 Officer Cash Memorial Dog Park – Consider an alternate location for the dog park so it can 

be expanded and provide ample space for large dog areas.  Reference dog park standards 

for space requirements as well as sizes of parks in other communities.  If the dog park is 

relocated, redevelop the space off of Kiber as a residential park accessible to residents on 

the south side of town.   
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 Angleton Recreation Center – Include outdoor sunbathing seating and additional water 

features, add a loop trail, consider reworking the existing party pad, and revitalize the plaza 

for additional rental income.  

Additionally, the Parks & Recreation Board requested a survey be developed for community 

feedback revolved around park development on the south side of town, municipal pool site land 

use, Veterans Park redevelopment, and Officer Cash Memorial Park redevelopment.  A survey was 

developed and posted from September 3 to September 30.  The results are enclosed.   

In summary, 79 people took the survey and survey results are enclosed in the agenda packet for 

review and discussion.  

Park on the South Side of Town 

 Most individuals would use this park for walking, exercise, play, family activities, biking, and 

playground and splash pad use 

 Most individuals think citizens of all ages would use the park 

 Top five park amenities desired are a playground for (5-12), trails, splash pad, playground 

(2-5), and swings 

 If there was sidewalk connectivity, individuals would most likely bike or walk 

 If there was not sidewalk connectivity, individuals would most likely drive a car 

 The Park would be used most likely on the weekend or during the week at various times 

 78% of respondents would like a splash pad at this park 

Municipal Pool Site 

 A majority of respondents would like to see this site used for park development 

 Top three park amenity ideas include splash pad, playground (5-12), and playground (2-5) 

 74% of respondents are in favor of this site being a special use park for something like a 

skate park 

 A majority of respondents are not in favor of selling this property

Veterans Park Redevelopment 

 Respondents would like to see the park used for food trucks, concerts, events, family

 82% of respondents are more likely to use the park if ample seating was provided 

Officer Cash Memorial Dog Park Redevelopment 

 75% of 59 respondents were dog owners 

 Size of a dog park ranged from 1-5 acres 

 83% of 55 respondents prefer large and small dogs to be separated 
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 The top five dog park amenities included shade, dog drinking fountains, walking trail, wash 

stations, and an interactive water feature  

 Preference for a stand-alone dog park and dog park incorporated into a larger park was 

nearly split 50.00% to 49.12% accordingly 

 Monday is the preferred closure day for dog park maintenance 

On August 9, 2021, staff presented an idea of advertising a public private Request for Proposals 

for Reuben Welch Park.  The Parks & Recreation Board noted they would like this park to be a 

more passive and natural park but agreed to advertise a public private Request for Proposals to 

consider all options.  Staff is currently working on the RFP which will be advertised this fall. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommends the Parks & Recreation Board provide direction park development on the 

south side of town, municipal pool site land use, Veterans Park redevelopment, and Officer Cash 

Memorial Park redevelopment.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff has been asked to consider park development on two adjacent properties located on 
Anderson and Kiber.  These properties together total about 5.3 acres.  Both locations had 
substandard buildings that required demolition.  The front acre of the Kiber plat is where Officer 
Cash Memorial Dog Park is currently located.  

If park development is to be considered at this location, addressing Animal Control Center and 
park development needs would need to be analyzed.  The Animal Control Center may need to be 
relocated to another city property due to its aging infrastructure and need for expansion.  Also, 
staff would need to ensure park development in this area would meet minimum park standards 
as well as address needs outlined by citizens. 

Additionally, staff has researched another potential park location on the south side of town that 
could be considered which consists of nearly seven acres that would be accessible to south side 
residents.  Staff would consider purchasing land in an amount not to exceed $175,000.

(e)  Review all documents or reports presented by the Consultant an d communicate decisions pertaining thereto within 

a reasonable time so as not to delay the Consultant. 

(f)  Furnish approvals and permits from governmental authorities having jurisdiction over the project and approvals and 
consents from other parties as may be necessary. 

(g)  Obtain any independent accounting, legal, insurance, cost estimating and feasibility services required by Client.  

(h)  Give prompt written notice to the Consultant whenever the Client becomes aware of any development that affects 

the Consultant's services or any defect or noncompliance in any aspect of the project.

(c)  The Consultant is not responsible for any duties assigned to it in the construction contract that are not expressly 

provided for in this Agreement.  The Client agrees that each contract with any contractor shall state that the contractor 

shall be solely responsible for job site safety and its means and  methods; that the contractor shall indemnify the Client 

and the Consultant for all claims and liability arising out of job site accidents; and that the Client and the Consultant 

shall be made additional insureds under the contractor’s general liability insurance policy. 

 

(16)   No Third-Party Beneficiaries; Assignment and Subcontracting.  This Agreement gives no rights or benefits 

to anyone other than the Client and the Consultant, and all duties and responsibilities undertaken pursuant to this 

Agreement will be for the sole benefit of the Client and the Consultant.  The Client shall not assign or transfer any rights 
under or interest in this Agreement, or any claim arising out of the performance of services by Consultant, without the 

written consent of the Consultant.  The Consultant reserves the right to augment its staff with subconsultants as it 

deems appropriate due to project logistics, schedules, or market conditions.  If the Consultant exercises this right, the 

Consultant will maintain the agreed-upon billing rates for services identified in the contract, regardless of whether the 

services are provided by in -house employees, contract employees, or independent subconsultants. 

 

(17)   Confidentiality.  The Client consents to the use and dissemination by the Consultant of photographs of the 

project and to the use by the Consultant of facts, data and information obtained by the Consultant in the performance 

of its services.  If, however, any facts, data or information are specifically identified  in writing by the Client as confidential, 

the Consultant shall use reasonable care to maintain the confidentiality of that material.  

 

(18)   Miscellaneous Provisions.  This Agreement is to be governed by the law of the State of Texas. This Agreement 

contains the entire and fully integrated agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous 

negotiations, representations, agreements or understandings, whether written or oral.  Except as provided in Section 

1, this Agreement can be supplemented or amended only by a written document executed by both parties.  Any 

conflicting or additional terms on any purchase order issued by the Client shall be void and are hereby expressly 
rejected by the Consultant.  Any provision in this Agreement th at is unenforceable shall be ineffective to the extent of 

such unenforceability without invalidating the remaining provisions. The non -enforcement of any provision by either 

party shall not constitute a waiver of that provision nor shall it affect the enfo rceability of that provision or of the 

remainder of this Agreement.
