Sales Tax is received 2 months behind resulting in ABLC deficit. YTD Sales tax is up .07% over last 
year after August payment. The last sales tax payment for 2021 will be received in November 
2021.  

Recreation Center revenue was down early in this year due to COVID; however, the current 
revenue trends are positive, and expenses are down YTD to partially offset shortfall compared to 
budget.  Recreation Fund Balance was transferred to cover the roof project of $217,127.  
However, repairs to Recreation Center and Center Exit Doors that were previously approved 
have not yet been funded due to insufficient fund balance.

This application is being completed to 
acquire funding to procure program supplies for paddling, angling, camping, and other outdoor 
education program to provide to the Angleton community. Staff is seeking council approval of a 
resolution to pursue the grant on Tuesday, October 12.

Event. The event is scheduled to take place at the Angleton Jr. High parking lot on Saturday, 
November 13 from 8 am – 12 pm. The event will allow for large household waste disposal, paper 
shredding, electronic recycling, and include a tree giveaway. To date, all vendors have been 
confirmed and a communication plan to promote the event has been activated. The total 
sponsorship dollars for the event are $3,500. Confirmed sponsors include HDR Engineering and 
Union Pacific. Partners for the event include Angleton ISD, Waste Connections, and Trees for 
Houston.  

Special Event Permitting – Parks & Recreation staff are working in conjunction with other city 
departments to develop ordinance drafts, standard operating procedures, and a public application 
process for obtaining a Special Event Permit within the City of Angleton. This project is being 
conducted to address a need for more comprehensive vetting of applications for local special 
events.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Pool Slide – Lorraine Construction finished the project in early August and TML was able to 
complete inspection by mid-August. TML submitted paperwork for certificate approval and staff 
received documentation early September. Staff purchased certification sticker which was 
received and installed on 10/5/2021.  

Pool Doors – NABCO completed the emergency exit doors in late August. NABCO also replaced 
the pool entrance slider door in late August.  Staff is currently working with the vendor regarding 
aesthetics of door placement and possible alternatives.  

Recreation Center Renovations: With CARES and ABLC funding, staff are working with Award 
Homes on renovating the aquatic area lifeguard, Aquatics Manager office, as well as the 
Multipurpose Room 1 kitchen. The manager and lifeguard offices were completed in late 
September. Staff are currently waiting on cabinets to arrive for renovations in the kitchen to begin.  

Recreation Center Plaza – With ABLC funding, staff have been working to renovate the courtyard 
plaza. Renovations are set to include strand lighting, picnic tables and umbrellas, and concrete 
games, including cornhole and ping pong. Staff also plans to remove the concrete wall around the 
plaza as a parks winter project.   

Hurricane Nicholas – On 9/13, staff prepared the Recreation Center for potential storm impacts 
by bringing outdoor items in, assessing existing conditions inside and out, and closing early. The 
storm was upgraded to a hurricane and hit the Angleton area. On 9/14, staff assessed all parks and 
recreation facilities. The Recreation Center had no power and suffered from water damage in 
various areas including hallways, women’s locker room, gymnasium and both multipurpose rooms. 
Staff worked to clean all areas and sought the services of Blackmon Mooring to eliminate moisture 
and prevent future issues. Additionally, once power was restored, the cooling center opened on 
9/15 through 9/ 19 from 9AM – 6PM.  The facility served as a cooling comfort center that offered 
air conditioning, showers, charging stations, snacks, and water.  The Angleton Recreation Center 
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had about 65 citizens who utilized these resources. Staff also delivered water and snack boxes to 
10 senior citizens at Magnolia Acres who sought help due to no power. The Recreation Center 
returned to normal operations on Monday, 9/20. Staff are working with the Human Resources 
Director on insurance claims.  

Heart of Christmas – Staff has initiated the planning process for the Heart of Christmas event 
scheduled to be held on Saturday, 12/4. Staff is working to relocate event attractions due to recent 
County construction at the former First Baptist Church. Consideration is being made to utilize the 
county parking lot for rides and the BBQ cookoff.  

Events & Programs – 1st quarter events and programs begin this October. This month will bring 
back the Fall Campout and Movie in the Park at Freedom Park on 10/30. A Kids Pumpkin Break 
will take place the week of Angleton ISD’s fall break on 10/20 – 10/22. This will be a three half-day 
camp with fall themed activities and swimming. Other activities include a Halloween themed 
POUND workout, Stars & STEM winter camp, and Mini Athletes. Senior activities will increase this 
October, including lunches, crafts, movies, and physical activities. The inaugural Miss Silver Heart 
Pageant will take place on 11/13.

Basic Services Scope of Work 
 
PROJECT UNDERSTANDING   
The Freedom Park Expansion Project presents a unique opportunity  for  the City  to expand on  the current Freedom Park 
amenities, provide for additional storm water capacity necessary to adhere to a private developer agreement, and to expand 
the park by utilizing the previously undeveloped 40 +/‐ acre parcel located immediately north of the current park. The project 
program provides  for attention given  to  the undeveloped  land, expansion of baseball and/or softball activities, multi‐use 
pavilion, connected walking trails, family and child play areas, additional parking, restrooms, storage building and shade, all 
determined during the recently completed Freedom Park Master Plan. During the master planning project, overall budgets, 
design intentions, and a hierarchy of options were documented to guide City Staff and Elected leaders through future funding, 
design, and construction efforts of the park expansion.    
 
Services provided will proceed according to the tasks outlined below and as identified in a Burditt work plan to be developed 
upon commencement of the project. 
 
The Consultant will take City approved program  intentions from the new Master Plan to develop design and construction 
documentation for construction of park amenities consistent with the City’s goals and financial constraints.   
 
Based upon the selected options  in the Final Master Plan document and additional discussions with City staff, the Project 
Construction Budget (including allowances and contingencies) is initial agreed to be Six Million Four Hundred Seventy‐Five 
Thousand Dollars ($ 6,475,000.00 USD) and may be adjusted as required and authorized by the City as the project is 
finalized.  
 
The overall Project requirements and associated services are a detailed and iterative process; therefore, the following 
is not intended to be exhaustive. Rather, it serves to establish a basis of agreement on certain project parameters and 
an understanding of significant elements  to be  included  in  the Project Scope of Work. Following are certain  facts, 
understanding of City expectations, and initial Project Requirements as we understand them:

19. Conduct Final Completion Observation and Closeout; develop and deliver final report to City staff. 

 
20. Walk  through  the  project with  Contractor  and  City  staff  to  review  relevant warranty  issues within  the 

contract scope  to be corrected by  the Contractor approximately 11 months after  the date of Substantial 
Completion.

B. Additional Services include, but are not limited to, any changes due to revisions in the base data relating to 
this matter, additional design changes following approval by the City, and any other services requested by the 
City or previously not contemplated  in  the  services defined under Basic Services. Additional  services will be 
undertaken only with prior written authorization from City.  
 
Substantive  changes  or  increases  to  the  Project  Scope  and  Program  beyond  those  identified  in  Project 
Understanding and Scope of Basic Services may be considered Additional Services and require mutually agreed 
upon fee adjustments.

STANDARD PROVISIONS 

 

(1)     Consultant's Scope of Services and Additional Services.  The Consultant will perform only the services 

specifically described in this Agreement.  If requested by the Client and agreed to by the Consultant, the Consultant 

will perform Additional Services, which shall be governed by these provisions.  Unless otherwise agreed to in writing, 
the Client shall pay the Consultant 

for any Additional Services an amount based upon the Consultant’s then -current hourly rates plus an amount to cover 

certain direct expenses including telecommunications, in -house reproduction, postage, supplies, project related 

computer time, and local mileage.  Other direct expenses will be billed at 1.15 times cost.  

 

(2)    Client's Responsibilities.  In addition to other responsibilities herein or imposed by law, the Client shall:  

(a)  Designate in writing a person to act as its representative, such person having complete authority to transmit 

instructions, receive information, and make or interpret the Client's decisions. 

(b)  Provide all information and criteria as to the Client's  requirements, objectives, and expectations for the project and 

all standards of development, design, or construction. 

(c)  Provide the Consultant all available studies, plans, or other documents pertaining to the project, such as surveys, 

engineering data, environmental information, etc., all of which the Consultant may rely upon. 

(d)  Arrange for access to the site and other property as required for the Consultant to provide its services.  

(e)  Review all documents or reports presented by the Consultant an d communicate decisions pertaining thereto within 

a reasonable time so as not to delay the Consultant. 

(f)  Furnish approvals and permits from governmental authorities having jurisdiction over the project and approvals and 
consents from other parties as may be necessary. 

(g)  Obtain any independent accounting, legal, insurance, cost estimating and feasibility services required by Client.  

(h)  Give prompt written notice to the Consultant whenever the Client becomes aware of any development that affects 

the Consultant's services or any defect or noncompliance in any aspect of the project.  

 

(3)    Period of Services.  Unless otherwise stated herein, the Consultant will begin work after receipt of a properly 

executed copy of this Agreement.  This Agreement assumes conditions permitting continuous and orderly progress 

through completion of the services.  Times for performance shall be extended as necessary for delays or suspensions 

due to circumstances that the Consultant does not control. If such delay or suspens ion extends for more than six 

months, Consultant’s compensation shall be renegotiated. 

 

(4)     Method of Payment.  Client shall be pay Consultant as follows: 

(a)  Invoices will be submitted periodically for services performed and expenses incurred.  Payment of each invoice will 

be due within 25 days of receipt.  The Client shall also pay any applicable sales tax.  All retainers will be held by the 

Consultant and applied against the final invoice.  Interest will be added to accounts not paid within 25 days at the rate 

of 12% per year beginning on the 25th day.  If the Client fails to make any payment due under this or any other 
agreement within 30 days after the Consultant's transmittal of its invoice, the Consultant may, after giving notice to the 

Client, suspend services and withhold deliverables until all amounts due are paid.  

(b) If the Client relies on payment or proceeds from a third party to pay Consultant and Client does not pay Consultant’s 

invoice within 60 days of receipt, Consultant may communicate directly with such third party to secure payment. 

(c)  If the Client objects to an invoice, it must advise the Consultant in writing giving its reasons within 14 days of receipt 

of the invoice or the Client’s objections will be waived, and the invoice shall conclusively be deemed due and owing.  If 

the Client objects to only a portion of the invoice, payment for all other portions remains due within 25 days of receipt.  

(d)  If the Consultant initiates legal proceedings to collect payment, it may  recover, in addition to all amounts due, its 

reasonable attorneys' fees, reasonable experts' fees, and other expenses related to the proceedings.  Such expenses 

shall include the cost, at the Consultant's normal hourly billing rates, of the time devoted to such proceedings by its 

employees." 

(e)  The Client agrees that the payment to the Consultant is not subject to any contingency or condition.  The Consultant 

may negotiate payment of any check tendered by the Client, even if the words “in full satisfacti on” or words intended to 

have similar effect appear on the check without such negotiation being an accord and satisfaction of any disputed debt 

and without prejudicing any right of the Consultant to collect additional amounts from the Client."  

 
(5)     Use of Documents.  All documents and data prepared by the Consultant are related exclusively to the services 

described in this Agreement, and may be used only if the Client has satisfied all of its obligations under this Agreement.  

They are not intended or represented to be suitable for use or reuse by the Client or others on extensions of this project 

or on any other project.  Any modifications by the Client to any of the Consultant’s documents, or any reuse of the 

documents without written authorization by the Consultant will be at the Client's sole risk and without liability to the 

Consultant, and the Client shall indemnify, defend and hold the Consultant harmless from all claims, damages, losses 

and expenses, including but not limited to attorneys' fees, resulting therefrom.  The Consultant’s electronic files and 

source code remain the property of the Consultant and shall be provided to the Client only if expressly provided for in 

this Agreement.  Any electronic files not containing an electronic seal are p rovided only for the convenience of the 
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Client, and use of them is at the Client’s sole risk.  In the case of any defects in the electronic files or any discrepancies 

between them and the hardcopy of the documents prepared by the Consultant, the hardcopy s hall govern.   

 

(6)  Opinions of Cost.  Because the Consultant does not control the cost of labor, materials, equipment or services 

furnished by others, methods of determining prices, or competitive bidding or market conditions, any opinions rendered 

as to costs, including but not limited to the costs of construction and materials, are made solely based on its judgment 

as a professional familiar with the industry.  The Consultant cannot and does not guarantee that proposals, bids or 
actual costs will not vary from its opinions of cost.  If the Client wishes greater assurance as to the amount of any cost, 

it shall employ an independent cost estimator. Consultant's services required to bring costs within any limitation 

established by the Client will be paid fo r as Additional Services. 

 

 (7)   Termination.  The obligation to provide further services under this Agreement may be terminated by either party 

upon seven days' written notice in the event of substantial failure by the other party to perform in accordance with the 

terms hereof, or upon thirty days’ written notice for the convenience of the terminating party.  The Consultant shall be 

paid for all services rendered and expenses incurred to the effective date of termination, and other reasonable expenses 

incurred by the Consultant as a result of such termination.  

 

(8)   Standard of Care.  The standard of care applicable to Consultant’s services will be the degree of care and skill 

ordinarily exercised by consultants performing the same or similar services in  the same locality at the time the services 

are provided.  No warranty, express or implied, is made or intended by the Consultant's performance of services, and 

it is agreed that the Consultant is not a fiduciary with respect to the Client.   

 

"(9)    LIMITATION OF LIABILITY.  IN RECOGNITION OF THE RELATIVE RISKS AND BENEFITS OF THE PROJECT 
TO THE CLIENT AND THE CONSULTANT, THE RISKS ARE ALLOCATED SUCH THAT, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT 

ALLOWED BY LAW, AND NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISIONS OF THIS AGREEMENT OR THE 

EXISTENCE OF APPLICABLE INSURANCE COVERAGE, THAT THE TOTAL LIABILITY, IN THE AGGREGATE, OF 

THE CONSULTANT AND THE CONSULTANT'S OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, AND 

SUBCONSULTANTS TO THE CLIENT OR TO ANYONE CLAIMING BY, THROUGH OR UNDER THE CLIENT, FOR 

ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, LOSSES, COSTS OR DAMAGES WHATSOEVER ARISING OUT OF OR IN ANY WAY 

RELATED TO THE SERVICES UNDER THIS AGREEMENT FROM ANY CAUSES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED 

TO, THE NEGLIGENCE, PROFESSIONAL ERRORS OR OMISSIONS, STRICT LIABILITY OR BREACH OF 

CONTRACT OR ANY WARRANTY, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, OF THE CONSULTANT OR THE CONSULTANT'S 

OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, EMPLOYEES, AGENTS, AND SUBCONSULTANTS, SHALL NOT EXCEED TWICE THE 

TOTAL COMPENSATION RECEIVED BY THE CONSULTANT UNDER THIS AGREEMENT OR $50,000 , 

WHICHEVER IS GREATER.  HIGHER LIMITS OF LIABILITY MAY BE NEGOTIATED FOR ADDITIONAL FEE.  THIS 

SECTION 9 IS INTENDED SOLELY TO LIMIT THE REMEDIES AVAILABLE TO THE CLIENT OR THOSE CLAIMING 

BY OR THROUGH THE CLIENT, AND NOTHING IN THIS SECTION 9 SHALL REQUIRE THE CLIENT TO 

INDEMNIFY THE CONSULTANT." 

 
(10)   Mutual Waiver of Consequential Damages.  In no event shall either party be liable to the other for any 

consequential, incidental, punitive, or indirect damages including but not limited to loss of income or loss of profits. 

"(11)   Construction Costs.  Under no circumstances shall the Consultant be liable for extra costs or other consequences 

due to unknown conditions or related to the failure of contractors to perform work in accordance with the plans and  

specifications.  Consultant shall have no liability whatsoever for any costs arising out of the Client’s decision to obtain 

bids or proceed with construction before the Consultant has issued final, fully -approved plans and specifications.  The 

Client acknowledges that all preliminary plans are subject to substantial revision until plans are fully approved and all 

permits obtained. " 

 

(12)  Certifications.  All requests for the Consultant to execute certificates, lender consents, or other third-party reliance 

letters must be submitted to the Consultant at least 14 days prior to the requested date of execution.  The Consultant 

shall not be required to execute certificates, consents, or third -party reliance letters that are inaccurate, that relate to 

facts of which the Consultant does not have actual knowledge, or that would cause the Consultant to violate applicable 

rules of professional responsibility. 

 

(13)   Dispute Resolution.  All claims by the Client arising out of this Agreement or its breach shall be submitted first 
to mediation in accordance with the American Arbitration Association as a condition precedent to litigation.  Any 

mediation or civil action by Client must be commenced within two years of the accrual of the cause of action asserted 

but in no event later than allowed by applicable statutes. 

 

(14)   Hazardous Substances and Conditions.   Consultant shall not be a custodian, transporter, handler, arranger, 

contractor, or remediator with respect to hazardous substances and conditions.  Consultant 's services will be limited to 

analysis, recommendations, and reporting, including, when agreed to, plans and specifications for isolation, removal, 

or remediation.  The Consultant will notify the Client of unanticipated hazardous substances or conditions of which the 
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Consultant actually becomes aware.  The Consultant may stop affected portions of its services until the hazardous 

substance or condition is eliminated. 

 

(15)   Construction Phase Services.   

(a)  If the Consultant prepares construction documen ts and the Consultant is not retained to make periodic site visits, 

the Client assumes all responsibility for interpretation of the documents and for construction observation, and the Client 

waives any claims against the Consultant in any way connected thereto. 
(b)  The Consultant shall have no responsibility for any contractor's means, methods, techniques, equipment choice 

and usage, sequence, schedule, safety programs, or safety practices, nor shall Consultant have any authority or 

responsibility to stop or direct the work of any contractor. The Consultant's visits will be for the purpose of endeavoring 

to provide the Client a greater degree of confidence that the completed work of its contractors will generally conform to 

the construction documents prepared by the Consultant.  Consultant neither guarantees the performance of 

contractors, nor assumes responsibility for any contractor’s failure to perform its work in accordance with the contract 

documents. 

(c)  The Consultant is not responsible for any duties assigned to it in the construction contract that are not expressly 

provided for in this Agreement.  The Client agrees that each contract with any contractor shall state that the contractor 

shall be solely responsible for job site safety and its means and  methods; that the contractor shall indemnify the Client 

and the Consultant for all claims and liability arising out of job site accidents; and that the Client and the Consultant 

shall be made additional insureds under the contractor’s general liability insurance policy. 

 

(16)   No Third-Party Beneficiaries; Assignment and Subcontracting.  This Agreement gives no rights or benefits 

to anyone other than the Client and the Consultant, and all duties and responsibilities undertaken pursuant to this 

Agreement will be for the sole benefit of the Client and the Consultant.  The Client shall not assign or transfer any rights 
under or interest in this Agreement, or any claim arising out of the performance of services by Consultant, without the 

written consent of the Consultant.  The Consultant reserves the right to augment its staff with subconsultants as it 

deems appropriate due to project logistics, schedules, or market conditions.  If the Consultant exercises this right, the 

Consultant will maintain the agreed-upon billing rates for services identified in the contract, regardless of whether the 

services are provided by in -house employees, contract employees, or independent subconsultants. 

 

(17)   Confidentiality.  The Client consents to the use and dissemination by the Consultant of photographs of the 

project and to the use by the Consultant of facts, data and information obtained by the Consultant in the performance 

of its services.  If, however, any facts, data or information are specifically identified  in writing by the Client as confidential, 

the Consultant shall use reasonable care to maintain the confidentiality of that material.  

 

(18)   Miscellaneous Provisions.  This Agreement is to be governed by the law of the State of Texas. This Agreement 

contains the entire and fully integrated agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous 

negotiations, representations, agreements or understandings, whether written or oral.  Except as provided in Section 

1, this Agreement can be supplemented or amended only by a written document executed by both parties.  Any 

conflicting or additional terms on any purchase order issued by the Client shall be void and are hereby expressly 
rejected by the Consultant.  Any provision in this Agreement th at is unenforceable shall be ineffective to the extent of 

such unenforceability without invalidating the remaining provisions. The non -enforcement of any provision by either 

party shall not constitute a waiver of that provision nor shall it affect the enfo rceability of that provision or of the 

remainder of this Agreement.

his document was developed with extensive input from 
various City Parks & Recreation staff.  Its goal is to establish 
a unique identity for the entire Virginia Beach park system, 
where individual park components relate to each other 

as well as to the City’s park system as a whole. This manual covers a 
wide range of park elements and systems, identifying specific types, 
materials, and installation practices.

It is the City’s standard that all sites shall be easily accessible to the 
public by all modes of transportation: vehicular, bicycle, and pedestrian.  
Standards for ADA accessibility are incorporated throughout this 
document. ADA accessibility shall be accommodated at all sites to the 
fullest extent practical.

The preparation of this document meets the following three objectives:

•	 The development and utilization of a single standards document 
by all Parks & Recreation Divisions 

•	 The establishment of a pattern of common elements and an 
identifiable quality throughout all the City’s park land

•	 The utilization of consistent, safe, sustainable and cost effective 
materials that are easily maintained and managed and are

A metro 

park serves various ages, with emphasis on organized sport group activities and potential 

protection of natural areas. Metro parks are built and designed typically for a three to four 

hour experience. Metro Parks may be capable of holding special events.

The design of parking lots shall be in conformance with the following:

1.	 City of Virginia Beach Zoning Ordinance, most recent edition

2.	 AASHTO’s policy on Geometric Design of Highways and Streets, most recent edition

3.	 Americans with Disabilities Act/State and Federal Handicap Standards

Low Impact Development (LID) Standards

Parking lots shall incorporate methods for storm water management utilizing LID techniques. These include:

•	 End of island bioretention cell(s) with underdrain(s) and landscaping

•	 Bioretention cells or drainage inlets (or curb cuts) in the end-of-island bioretention cells and bioretention strips to 

collect runoff

•	 Bioretention cells between lines of parking stalls to increase the total treatment surface area of these systems

•	 One-way drive aisles to reduce impervious surfaces, where appropriate

•	 Permeable paving systems where appropriate. Where it is not feasible for the entire parking lot, it shall be considered 

for portions of the parking lot such as overflow areas and/or parking stall areas.

Safety	 Pedestrian movement in parked vehicle areas must be planned to provide the highest 

degree of safety and convenience. Plans	 for parking lots shall include pedestrian 

circulation incorporating walkways, narrowed crossways, and striped paving. Proposed 

landscaping shall ensure the visibility and separation of pedestrians from vehicular paths.

Design Principles

with the site and area rather than an elaborate and formal landscape solution. Plants shall 

be located in random groupings to reflect natural environments. Avoid linear plantings 

except where special circumstances warrant that placement. The overall landscape plan 

shall address conditions of the site such as controlling erosion, filtering storm water, 

and screening of unsightly elements, creating shade and softening the appearance of 

structures. Avoid plantings that would restrict sight distance, require unusual maintenance, 

or interfere with already established indigenous plantings.

The following documents are hereby incorporated as part of these standards:

1.	 Refer to the City of Virginia Beach Landscape Guide or Integrated Site Design Guide, or most recent edition, for 

parking lot, foundation, screening and buffering, specifications and standards.

2.	 Refer to the American Nursery and Landscape Association, American Standard for Nursery Stock, most recent edition, 

for various nursery stock standards.

Plant Materials	 Park landscape plans shall focus on the use of tree and shrub massing with limited 

perennial/annual beds.

Playgrounds	 Landscape plans shall utilize large canopy trees (particularly on the south and west edges) 

of playground areas to provide and average of 50% shade coverage at maturity.

Wooded Areas	 Within wooded areas, do not remove the organic debris on the forest floor.

Waterways	  A 20’ minimum vegetative buffer shall be incorporated around all water edges. Pedestrian 

access to the water’s edge shall be limited to pre-determined areas. The vegetative buffer 

can either be a planted area utilizing bayscaping principles or an area where mowing is 

limited to two times a year at a 6”- 8” mow height. For waterways that are included in the 

Chesapeake Bay Resource Protection area, a minimum of 50’ vegetative buffer shall be 

provided.

Safety	 Safety and security of park patrons shall be considered in all plant selections and placement. 

Designers shall keep in mind the principles of Crime Prevention Through Environmental 

Design (CPTED).

City Standards	 For more detailed and complete information refer to the City’s planting and turf 

specifications.

Bed Preparation	 Place topsoil in areas where seeding and planting is scheduled. Topsoil shall be sifted, 

friable loam; free of subsoil, roots, grass, excessive amount of weeds, stone over 1” in any 

dimension, and foreign mat- ter; acidity range 9 (pH) of 5.5 to 7.5; containing a mini- mum 

of 4 percent and a maximum of 25 percent organic matter. Topsoil can be prepared on site, 

or off site as needed. Provide imported topsoil as required to com- plete the work.

Mulch	 All planting areas shall be completely mulched with 3” of shredded hardwood mulch. 

Mulch shall not be mounded up around the trunks of trees. This can cause disease and 

decay, and shorten the life span of the tree and mulch.

Planting Dates	 Planting of containerized trees, shrubs and ground covers shall normally be performed 

between September 1 and May 15 and under favorable weather conditions. All other 

dates will be considered out of season.

General Standards
Description	 Signs are an important element in a park system. They identify, inform, regulate, protect, 

and educate. The goal for these standards is to establish consistency throughout the 

Virginia Beach park system, reduce the overall number of signs placed at park sites, and 

develop easily recognizable sign panels that efficiently relay the necessary information. 

For the purposes of this document, signs have been broken out into two main categories: 

informational signage and regulatory signage.

•	 Informational signs include three sub-categories: entry or identification signage, way finding signage, and 

educational signage.

•	 Regulatory signs include two sub-categories: standard MUTCD Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices signs, and 

site specific warnings and regulation signage.

Site Signage Plan	 As new park sites are being developed, a site signage plan shall be an integral part of 

the site’s development. The plan shall identify the location and design of all site signage. 

Additionally, for developed sites that are becoming overrun with the addition of numerous 

signs over the years Planning, Design & Development shall evaluate all new signage and 

develop site signage plans.

Multiple Signs	 The placement of multiple signs on fences, trees, light poles, etc. is prohibited.

Landscaping	 All entry or identification signage shall be planted at the base. A minimum of a 75 square 

foot planting bed shall be utilized; all plans shall be reviewed by Landscape Architect.	

graphic components	 Several graphic components make up the building blocks for the Virginia Beach 

sign program. These components are used in specific ways to simply and effectively 

communicate consistently throughout the park system. They are listed here and then 

further discussed below and on the following pages.

Typography

Font Type	 Times New Roman - Type face utilized on all signs for the park name

	 Sans Serif - Type face utilized on all signs for other supportive text located on the sign

Font Style	 The utilization of both upper and lower case letters increases the legibility of text and is 

standard for all signs.

Font Heights	 Heights of the dominating text shall be either 5”, or 6”. In general, most neighborhood 

park signs will utilize 5” tall letters and larger community and signature parks shall utilize 6”-

10” tall letters depending on the surrounding environment and sign placement. The size 

of all other graphic components will be based off of the font size of the dominating text.

City Seal

Material	 Seals can be manufactured in a variety of materials and methods.

Color	 The full color version shall be utilized for all signs. On dark backgrounds the seal shall be 

outlined with a thin black line.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff is working in collaboration with Trees for Houston and TxDOT to plant seedings, 3-gallon, 5-
gallon, 7-gallon, and 15-gallon trees throughout Angleton parks and rights-of-way.   

One of the projects Angleton has pursued this past year was the TxDOT Green Ribbon Project.  
The purpose of the TxDOT Green Ribbon Project is to improve the visual character of TxDOT 
rights-of-way and highway corridors while minimizing negative impacts of air pollution through 
planting of trees and other vegetation.  The City of Angleton has submitted two projects for 
consideration which are enclosed in your packet.  One includes reforestation on SH288, FM 523, 
and Loop 274 rights-of-way and another includes vegetation in place of sod under the crepe 
myrtles on Loop 274.  Both projects are currently under review.   

If TxDOT is unable to fund both projects fully as a Green Ribbon Project, alternatively, Trees for 
Houston is committed to donating tree material and will provide the City with costs associated for 
mass planting.   

Subsequent cluster trees planting on SH288, other identified rights-of-way, and within Angleton 
parks will take place in future years.  Once staff has an understanding of spatial requirements for 
cluster tree plantings and associated costs, a more in-depth long-term tree planting plan will be 
developed and included as an annual budgetary request. 

Additionally, Chris Peltier has recommended the Parks & Recreation Board and ABLC recommend 
a proclamation confirming commitment to the preservation of woodlands in all City parks.  Staff 
has reached out to the City of Lake Jackson who may have a similar proclamation.  

RECOMMENDATION: 
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Staff recommends ABLC provide feedback on the preliminary tree planting plan and proposed 
proclamation.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff is moving forward with various action items within the Comprehensive Parks and Recreation 

Master and Strategic plan including addressing low scoring park components, increase 

programming and revenue, as well as renovating substandard facilities.  Some of the parks in need 

of attention are the Municipal Pool, Reuben Welch Park, Veterans Park, Officer Cash Memorial 

Dog Park, and the Angleton Recreation Center.   

Staff prepared and presented a presentation to the Parks & Recreation Board on June 14 and the 

following input was given: 

 Municipal Pool – Install a large (epic) splash pad along with a playground unit.  Ensure shade 

structures are present for rental income.  Expand the park to other adjacent property and 

possibly include a dog park in the same area.   

 Veterans Park – Designate a space for food trucks, develop a pavilion that is functional as 

well as a piece of art downtown, ensure the stage is covered, combine lower right and 

center pavilions as a potential solution, and need ample seating. 

 Reuben Welch Park – Due to utility constraints, consider other opportunities other than a 

BMX/bike pump course that doesn’t require large restroom facilities.  Staff will come back 

with alternative options. 

 Officer Cash Memorial Dog Park – Consider an alternate location for the dog park so it can 

be expanded and provide ample space for large dog areas.  Reference dog park standards 

for space requirements as well as sizes of parks in other communities.  If the dog park is 

relocated, redevelop the space off of Kiber as a residential park accessible to residents on 

the south side of town.   
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 Angleton Recreation Center – Include outdoor sunbathing seating and additional water 

features, add a loop trail, consider reworking the existing party pad, and revitalize the plaza 

for additional rental income.  

Additionally, the Parks & Recreation Board requested a survey be developed for community 

feedback revolved around park development on the south side of town, municipal pool site land 

use, Veterans Park redevelopment, and Officer Cash Memorial Park redevelopment.  A survey was 

developed and posted from September 3 to September 30.  The results are enclosed.   

In summary, 79 people took the survey and survey results are enclosed in the agenda packet for 

review and discussion.  

Park on the South Side of Town 

 Most individuals would use this park for walking, exercise, play, family activities, biking, and 

playground and splash pad use

The Parks & Recreation Board noted they would like this park to be a 

more passive and natural park but agreed to advertise a public private Request for Proposals to 

consider all options.  Staff is currently working on the RFP which will be advertised this fall. 

On Monday, October 11, 2021, the Parks & Recreation Board noted they wanted sidewalk 

connectivity to a south side park development and would like design to include a trail and splash 

pad.  Also, the Parks & Recreation Board noted they would be willing to sell the current municipal 

pool site to help fund a future land purchase or use the site for future city infrastructure.  

Additionally, the Parks & Recreation Board noted they would like to see Veterans Park developed 

with preliminary amenities discussed.  Finally, the Parks & Recreation board requested additional 

research be done to determine the appropriate side of the park, if it’s a standalone park, and what 

type of amenities are typically found in other municipal dog parks. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommends ABLC provide direction park development on the south side of town, 

municipal pool site land use, Veterans Park redevelopment, and Officer Cash Memorial Park 

redevelopment.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

Staff has been asked to consider park development on two adjacent properties located on 
Anderson and Kiber.  These properties together total about 5.3 acres.  Both locations had 
substandard buildings that required demolition.  The front acre of the Kiber plat is where Officer 
Cash Memorial Dog Park is currently located.  

If park development is to be considered at this location, addressing Animal Control Center and 
park development needs would need to be analyzed.  The Animal Control Center may need to be 
relocated to another city property due to its aging infrastructure and need for expansion.  Also, 
staff would need to ensure park development in this area would meet minimum park standards 
as well as address needs outlined by citizens. 

Additionally, staff has researched another potential park location on the south side of town that 
could be considered which consists of nearly seven acres that would be accessible to south side 
residents.  Staff would consider purchasing land in an amount not to exceed $175,000.   

This item was brought to the Parks and Recreation Board on Monday, October 11, 2021.  The 
Parks and Recreation Board made a motion to develop Kiber and Anderson lots for a larger 
improved dog park and pursue alternate land parcels for a park on the south side of town.  The 
Parks and Recreation Board, also, discussed considering selling, developing, or building other city 
infrastructure at the current municipal pool site.  

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff recommends ABLC provide feedback on future park development on Anderson and Kiber.  
Additionally, staff would like direction on whether or not to pursue purchasing land for future 
park development on the south side of town.
