WHEREAS, pursuant to Miss. Code Ann. Section 21-19-11, the Mayor and City Council

WHEREAS, attached hereto as Collective Exhibit "B" are various pictures documenting
the deteriorated and hazardous condition of the home and parcel of land, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of
Bay St. Louis, Mississippi as follows, to wit:

1. The Property, 10002 Perch St (the "Property is declared to be a menace to the public
health, safety and welfare.

2. If the Owner does not do so himself, the City shall proceed to clean the Property by
use of City crews, or an outside contractor, at the choice of the City. The City may cut the
grass and weeds, fill cisterns, remove rubbish, remove dilapidated fences, remove outside
toilets, remove dilapidated buildings, remove personal property, which removal of such
personal property shall not be subject to the provisions of Mississippi Code 21-39-21, and
drain cesspools and standing water. If addressed by outside contractor, the City will follow
the mandates as set forth in Mississippi Code Ann. Sect. 31-7-13.

3. If the City proceeds with cleaning the Property, upon completion of activities
related to the cleaning of the Property, the Mayor and City Council shall determine the
actual cost incurred by the City.

4 The Mayor and City Council shall then adopt a resolution determining the amount
of the actual cost incurred and consider the imposition of a penalty not to exceed fifty per



cent (50%) of such actual cost, or the imposition of a penalty of One Thousand Five
Hundred and 00/100 Dollars ($1,500.00), whichever is greater, and shall determine the
appropriate method for collecting same against the property identified herein.

I would like the City Council and City Attorney to consider the following as it relates to the proposed
ordinance dealing with Vacation Rentals.

Many of the new property/homeowners that have or will be relocating to build and live in Bay St Louis
purchased their property and had their homes constructed with the understanding that commercial
business would not be allowed in residential neighborhoods. The current city ordinance prohibits a
commercial business however you as council members are considering an ordinance that takes away
that protection in residential neighborhoods. There has been much discussion and concern regarding
possible individual lawsuits that could be brought against the city by those who are in favor of allowing
vacation rental business if an ordinance attempts to limit or control what they can or can't do. Consider
this, if you were to pass the proposed ordinance, the residential property values would be reduced, and
the residential property owners will unite and have reason to file a class action lawsuit against the city
and possibly the members of the city counsel. It only takes one or two property owners to find an attorney
willing to take a class action on a contingency or minimum cost basis.

I realize that the past city administrations chose to look the °tiler way over the years when vacation
rentals began to pop up throughout the city, now the current council must somehow find a way to
regulate them. That is the key, regulate what is in violation, not propose an ordinance to allow more
vacation rentals. I suggest that you pass an ordinance that grandfathers the vacation rentals that are
presently active and establish rules to regulate them, and enfdrce the existing ordinance that prohibits
commercial business in residential neighborhoods.

AN ORDINANCE TO AUTHORIZE1SHORT-TERM RENTALS OF DWELLINGS IN
RESIDENTIAL / COMMERCIAL / WATERFRONT DISTRICTS

BE IT RESOLVED BY T11F MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF BAY ST. LOUIS, MISSISSIPPI,
as follows:

Be it known that on the day of , 2018, the Mayor and City Council for the City of
Bay St. Louis, Mississippi, at its regular meeting declare, find, authorize and approve, as follows:

WHEREAS, the City intends to regulate the use of residential property used as shortterm rentals in
order to protect the rights of citizens in residential neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, short-term trentals in residential, commercial and waterfront districts are considered a
valuable and needed use for those desiring to rent their residential property in exchange for
compensation, and such use will aid and promote tourism; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, has conducted numerous public hearings on the proposed adoption of
an ordinance which regulates short-terms rentals; and

WHEREAS, after due consideration, the Mayor and the City Council now find and determine that it
would be in the best interest of the City to adopt an ordinance to permit short-term rentals of
properties in residential, commercial and waterfront districts after proper licensing and permitting.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING AUTHORITY OF THE CITY
OF BAY ST. LOUIS, MISSISSIPPI, that this Ordinance shall be named the ""BAY ST. LOUIS
SHORT-TERM RENTALS ORDINANCE" and is as follows:

SECTION LITITLE: .This Ordinance shall be known as the ""BAY ST. LOUIS SHORT-TERM
RENTALS ORDINANCE."

SECTION I1: DEFINITIONS

A. ShortTerm Rental: "Short-Term Rental" means any residential property, dwelling,
condominium, or portion thereof that is available for use or is used for accommodations or lodging of
guests, who pay a fee or other compensation, for a period of less than thirty (30) days. The term
"Short-Term Rental" does not include any hOspital, convalescent or nursing home or sanitarium, or
any facility associated with a hospital providing rooms for medical patients and their families, nor do
they include any hotel, motel, or bed and breakfast facility.

B. Unit: "Unit" shall mean any Short-Tenn Rental or any portion thereof. In the case of multiple
rentals on the same property, each rental will be considered a separate "Unit."
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C. Property Manager: A person specifically named on the application and permits who is
responsible for overseeing the Short-Term Rental, and who may be contacted twenty-four (24) hours
a day if there is an issue or problem. The Property Manager may be the owner and or an agent of the
owner.

D. Contact Person: A person who may be the owner and/or an agent of the owner specifically
named on the application and permit who resides within 60 miles of the short term rental unit who is
responsible for the day to day operation of the Short-Term Rental, and who may be contacted twenty-
four (24) hours a day if there is an issue or problem. The local contact person may be the owner,
property managet, and/or an agent of the owner. The contact Person must be available during the
term of the rental.

E. Bedroom: A room furnished with a bed and intended priniarily for sleeping.

SECTION III: PERMITTING

A. Districts Where Allowed: Short-Tenn Rentals are allowed in the following residential,
commercial and waterfront districts of the City by right: R-1, R-IA, R-2, R-3, R-4, C-1, C- 2, C-3,
WF-1 and WF-2..

B. Permit Required: To operate a Short-Term Rental, the owner of such unit must have a Short-
Term Rental Permit issued by the City of Bay St. Louis. The cost of said Permit shall be one hundred
dollars ($100.00). This fee is per Unit. Each Permit shall be for one (1) year and shall expire on
September 30 of each year.

C. Permit Required:

1. Permit Applications: All pennit applications shall be submitted to the Bay St. Louis Planning &
Zoning Depai___"Anent on approved forms. Applications shall contain such infonnation as:
1) the location/address of each Unit, 2) the number of bedroOms in each Unit, 3) the property ownet's
name, address, and phone number, 4) the Property Manager's address and phone number, 5) a copy
of a typical rental agreement, 0) sales tax collection number for the State of Mississippi, and 7) any
other information reasonably necessary to establish the required use as requested by the City.

2. Review Process: A Permit will be granted within forty five (45) days of the date of the filing of the
application unless the applicant fails to meet the minimum standard(s) for use of the real property
as a Short-Tenn Rental as outlined herein or for other good cause shown. The review includes City
review of documentation pertaining to the dwelling or structure, zoning, building codes, and/or other
applicable laws or regulations. Filed complaints involving violations of the zoning ordinance,
building codes, and/or applicable laws or regulations may bd a basis for denying a Permit.

3. Copies of violations and complaints shall be made available to the Applicant. A permit which has
been denied may be appealed to the Planning & Zoning Commission within thirty (30) business days
of notification of denial and thereafter to the City Council bypresenting copies of the application and
any violations and complaints to the Clerk of the City Council for Council's review and scheduling of
the appeal. The Applicant shall be notified not less than fourteen (14) business days before the
scheduled appeal before the City Council.

4. Renewal Permit: Renewal of each Permit may be obtained for Fifty dollars ($50.00). This renewal
fee is per unit. The Permit renewal process will include City review of City records and other
documentation pertaining to complaints, if any, that have been received about the specific Unit under
consideration. Filed complaints involving violations of the zoning codes, building codes, and/or
applicable laws or regulations may be a basis for denying a permit renewal. A receipt showing the
amount of State sales tax paid shall be required before a Permit is renewed.

5. Approval of a Permit does not legalize any non-permitted use or structure. Units are not to be used
to distribute retail products or personal services to invitees for marketing or similar purposes. The
outdoor display of goods and merchandise for sale is prohibited.

0. Permits granted pursuant to this Ordinance are non-transferrable.

7. Upon the sale and transfer and or change of ownership of the real property tbr which a Permit has
been obtained, the new owner or designee shall apply for a Permit in accordance with this Ordinance.

8. Any Unit that is deed-restricted, and/or classified as affordable housing shall not be used as a
Short-Term Rental. Compliance shall be the responsibility Of the Applicant.

9. Units existing as of July 1, 2018 will have forty five (45) days to obtain a Permit.

10. A Permit may be revoked following the receipt of a written notice of violation of this Ordinance
stating the reasons for any violations. The Permit shall have ten (10) days from receipt of notice to
provide the City with a written plan on correcting any violation(s). Any revocation of a Permit by the
Planning & Zoning Department may be appealed through the appeals process set forth in the Bay St.
Louis Zoning Ordinance:

SECTION IV: REGULATIONS

A. Occupancy: The maximum occupancy for a Short-Teiin Rental shall be as follows: 1)
Single bedroom - 2 to 4 guests; 2) Two Bedroom - 4 to 6 guests; 3) Three Bedroom - 6 to 9 guests; 4)
Four Bedroom - 8 to 10 guests; and 5) Five Bedroom - 10 to 12 guests. Maximum occupancy is
defined as the number of people (adults & kids) on site at any given time,

B. Parking — Number of Vehicles: All parking for Vacation Rentals shall be determined by the
zoning classification wherein the parcel of land is located pursuant to Article VIII of the Zoning
Ordinance. The zoning classification shall control the number of parking space for each Unit. In no
event shall on-street parking be allowed, this is to include any types of vehicles or trailers.

C. Nuisance: Property Managers shall ensure that the occupants of the Unit do not disturb the peace
and enjoyment of the surrounding neighborhood and area.

D. Premises and Garbage Management: It shall be the duty of every Property Manager to keep all
Units in clean and sanitary condition. Garbage shall be disposed of in in covered containers permitted
by the City's garbage collection contract and placed at the scheduled pick up, near curb side of street
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in front of the dwelling. Containers emptied by the trash collector shall be removed from the curb
within 12 hours after each emptying and placed out of site from the street.

E. Posting of Rules and Information: Unit rules shall be posted inside the Unit in a location readily
visible by all occupants. The rules shall include but not be liini,ted to occupancy, parking limits, noise
rules, garbage management, no wake zones, if applicable, and shall also include the name, address
and phone number(s) of the Property Manager and/or Contact Petson.

F. Records: The Property Manager shall maintain records °fail occupying tenants, rental agreements,
owner infolmation and management agreement. The Building Department shall submit a list of all
Units with their respective Property Manager or Contact Person and their phone numbers to the City
Police Depaitiuent. The City Police Department shall immediately notify the Property Manager or
Contact Person of any complaint, citation, arrest and or any other concerns of a Vacation Rental, its
lodging and or its occupants. The Property Manager shall be, considered the responsible contact
person for violations of this Ordinance. Records shall be retained for a minimum of three (3) years.

G. Complaints and Dispute Resolution: Complaints regarding any violation of this Ordinance should
first be directed to the Property Manager. If the Property Manager is unable to resolve the issue
and/or the issue relates to public safety, the Property Manager will contact the City Police
Department or the appropriate authority.

H. Prohibited Acts: All uses of the property shall be in compliance with Federal, State and Local
Laws and Ordinances.

J. Violations: Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished for each offense by paying a fine not to
exceed one hundred dollars (5100.00) and/or imprisonment not to exceed the limits according to
the state statutes of MisSissippi. Each day such violation Continues shall be deemed a separate
offense. Violations may also result in the revocation of peimit. The Council reserves the right to
deny a Short-Teim Rental application in the event the owner/operator fails to following the
provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION V: OTHER

A. Constitutionality
Should any portion, provision, or section of this Ordinance be held void, unconstitutional or invalid, the
remaining portion of the Ordinance shall remain in full force aixl effect.

B. Conflicts

It is hereby provided the provisions of this Ordinance shall not be construed as conflicting with the
provisions of any other regulations of the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi. In any case when the
provisions of these regulations and the provisions of other regUlations both apply, the provisions of this
Ordinance shall govern for the purposes of Short-Tenn Rentals.

C. Reservation of Rights

The City of Bay St. Louis reserves the right to modify or repeal this Ordinance, and any district
designation created hereunder, at any time, with or without notice.
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SECTION VI: EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance shall be effective upon approval, as required by
law, execution and publication.

LOUIS, MISSISSIPPI, AMENDING ORDINANCE NO9K | ENTITLED, "AN

ORDINANCE ADOPTIONG VARIOUS BUILDING AND RELATED CODES AND
STANDARDS, AND APPENDIXIES REGULATING AND CONTROLLING THE
DESIGN, CONSTRUCTION, QUALITY OF MATERIALS, ERECTION,
INSTALLATION, ALTERATION, REPAIR, LOCATION, RELOCATION,
REPLACEMENT, ADDITION TO, USE OR MAINTENANCE OF BUILDINGS AND
STRUCTURES, PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF PERMITS AND
COLLECTIONS OF FEES THEREFORE; PROVIDING FOR AND RELATING TO
INSPECTIONS ACTIVITIES AND ENFORCEMENT OF BUILDING PROVISIONS AS

WHEREAS, the governing authorities of the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi have found
that the City has a need to consistently and regularly update the City's Building Codes, Plumbing
Codes, Fuel Gas Codes, Mechanical Codes, Fire Codes, and Sanitary Codes in order to best
provide for the public health, safety and welfare of all of the City and the City's citizens;

and

WHEREAS, the governing authorities for the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi have
found that the City of Bay St. Louis should adopt the 2018 edition of the International Building,
Residential, Plumbing, Fuel Gas, Mechanical, Fire, and Sanitary Codes, Pelluits and Fees in order
to best provide for the public health, safety and welfare of all of the City's citizens, less and except
those provisions excluded, as further stated herein; and

WHEREAS, Section 21-19-25, MCA, 1972, as amended authorizes the City to adopt the
Codes; and

WHEREAS, the governing authorities for the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi does
adopt, authorizes and approve the International Building, Residential, Plumbing, Fuel Gas,
Mechanical, Fire, and Sanitary Codes, and the Permits and Fees schedules shall be effective
thirty (30) days after adoption of this ordinance, and the enforcement provisions shall also be
effective thirty (30) days after adoption hereof, less and except those provisions excluded, as
further stated herein; and

WHEREAS, the governing authorities for the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi does find,
resolve and authorizes the City to publish a "Notice of Adoption'! in the local newspaper as authorized
and stated in Section 21-19-25, MCA, 1972 as, amended; and

WHEREAS, the Statues and Laws of the State of Mississippi, including Section 19-5-9,
21-19-25 and others of the Mississippi Code of 1972, as amended, empowered the City to enact
construction codes published by a nationally recognized code group which sets minimum standards
and has the proper provisions to maintain up-to-date amendments with minimum standard guides for
building, plumbing, electrical, gas, sanitary, and other related codes in Mississippi; and

WHEREAS, this ordinance does hereby amend Ordinance #: ﬂ of the Ordinances for
the City of Bay St. Louis, Mississippi, amending said Ordinance to enacted, adopted and approved the
adoption of "The Family of International BUilding Codes", less and except those provisions excluded,
as further stated herein, regulating and governing the conditions and



maintenance of all property, buildings and structures; by providing the standards for supplied
utilities and facilities and other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures
are safe, sanitary and fit for occupation and use; and the condemnation of buildings and
structures unfit for human occupancy and Use and the demolition of such structures in the City of
Bay St. Louis; providing for the issuance of permits and collection of fees therefore; and
repealing all other ordinances and parts of the ordinances in conflict therewith.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of

International Private Sewer Disposal Code Section 101.2.1, 2018 edition),
as published by the International Code Council;

2.8 International Existing Building Code 2018 edition, including Appendix
C (see International Existing Building Code Section 101.6, 2018 edition),
as published by the International Code Council;

29 NFPA 70 National Electric Code, 2017 edition, as published by the
National Fire Protection Association, Inc.;

2.10 International Fire Code, 2018 edition, including Appendix's B, C, D,
and E, (see International Fire Code Section 101.2.1, 2018 edition), as
published by the International Code Council;

The above codes are hereby adopted as the "Building Codes of the City of Bay St. Louis,
Mississippi" for regulating and governing the conditions and maintenance of all property,
building, buildings and structures; by proViding the standards for supplied utilities and facilities
and other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are safe, sanitary and
fit for occupation and use; and the cOndemnation of buildings and structures unfit for human



occupancy and use and the demolition of such structures as herein provided; providing for the
issuance of penults and collection of fee's therefore; and enforcement thereof of each and all
of the regulations, provisions, penalties, conditions and terms of said Building Codes on file in
the Office of the City Clerk of the City of Bay St. Louis; and said codes are hereby referred to,
adopted, and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in this ordinance.

WHEREAS, the Mississippi Legislature passed Senate Bill 3026 during the 2018 regular

session. See Exhibit "A" attached hereto; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 3026 allows the legal use of golf carts on public roads and
streets within the City of Bay St. Louis with a speed limit of twenty-five (25) miles per hour or

less; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bay St. Louis desires to pass an ordinance to regulate the lawful
operation of Golf Carts and Low-speed Vehicles, as described herein, on public roads and streets

within city limits; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BAY ST. LOUIS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Chapter 82, Article VIII is hereby created to read as follows:

Sec. 82-425. Definitions. The following term and phrase, when used in this chapter,
shall have the meaning ascribed to it in, this section, except where the context clearly indicates a

different meaning:

Golf Cart means a motor vehicle that is designated and manufactured for operation on a
golf course for sporting and recreational purposes and that is not capable of exceeding speeds of
twenty-five (25) miles per hour and is equipped with a parking brake, head lamps, tail lamps,
seat belts, rear view mirror, horn, a Reflective Triangle as defined herein, and front and rear turn

signals.

Low-speed Vehicle means any four-wheeled electric or gasoline-powered vehicle is

capable of a top speed greater than twenty (20) miles per hour, but less than twenty-five (25)
miles per hour and is equipped with a parking brake, head lamps, tail lamps, seat belts, rear view

mirror, horn, a Reflective Triangle as defuied herein, and front and rear turn signals.

Reflective Triangle is a reflective "slow moving vehicle" sign that is mounted to the rear
of the Golf Cart or Low-speed Vehicle and is cleatly visible at all times. The Reflective Triangle

must me a minimum of 12 inches by 12 inches.

Sec. 82-426. Areas of City of Bay St. Louis where Golf Carts and Low-speed
Vehicles may be used; requirements for drivers of Golf carts and Low-speed Vehicles;

operation of Golf carts and Low-speed Vehicles; and violation of traffic laws.

(1) Golf carts and Low-speed Vehicles may only be operated on public roads and streets with

a speed limit of twenty-five (25) miles per hour or less.

(2) Drivers are required to operate Golf carts and Low-speed Vehicles only in the outside

lane of multi-lane streets and roads, when applicable.

(3) Any person operating a Golf cart or Low-speed Vehicles on City public roads and streets
must have in his or her possession a valid driver's license from Mississippi or another

state, proof of insurance, as per Section 63-7-91, Mississippi Code of 1972, and must also

follow the applicable requirements of Section 63-1 5-1, et seq., Mississippi Code of 1972.

(4) Violation of state or local traffic laws and/or regulations of this Ordinance may result in
issuance of traffic citations in the same mannet as if the infraction occurred while

operating a vehicle.

(5) Golf carts may only be parked in the same manner and at the same place designated for
parking of motor vehicles or in parking spaces specifically dedicated for Golf Cart or

Low-speed Vehicle.



Sec. 82-427. U.S. Highway 90 Intersections Which Allow for the crossing of Golf

Carts or Low-speed Vehicles

Golf Carts and Low-speed Vehicles may not be operated on U.S. Highway 90 or
Mississippi Highway 603. The followhag are the ONLY intersections which are equipped with
red lights that Golf Carts and Low-speed Vehicles will be allowed to cross over U.S. Highway

90:

a) Signalized intersection at Highway 90 and Beach Boulevard,

b) Signalized Intersection at Highway 90 and Dunbar Avenue,
¢) Signalized Intersection at Highway 90 and Main Street/Blue Meadow Road,
d) Signalized Intersection at HighWay 90 and Drinkwater Road,

payable at the time of registration and the registration shall be valid from October 1 to



September 30. Registration occurring midyear is effective only until September 30 and

a proration or adjustment will not be made.

d) Each year thereafter, the Owner of each Golf 1Cart or Low-speed Vehicle shall
be required to renew the registration by submitted a Golf Cart Registration Form

and payment of $50.00 renewal fee on or before September 30 of each year.

e) The City will issue to the Owner of each Golf Cart or Low-speed Vehicle, a Decal to
be displayed in the center of the Reflective Triangle ocated on the rear of the Golf

Cart or Low-speed Vehicle. The decal must remain visible at all times.

f) The Decal is non-transferrable meaning upon sale or transfer of the Golf Cart or Low-

speed vehicles, the new owner must register the yehicle with the City within 15

days of the transfer of ownership. A new Decal will be issued to the new owner.

Operating a Golf Cart or Low-speed Vehicle withOut a decal, an expired decal or a
decal registered to another owner or vehicle shall constitute a violation of this

Ordinance and subject the Owner to a fine of $100.00 per occurrence.

h) The City may refuse to register and issue a permit for the operation of a Golf Cart
or Low-speed Vehicle, or may revoke a previously issued permit, if the registered
Golf Cart or Low-speed Vehicle and/or the Owner of the Golf Cart of Low-Speed
Vehicle is involved in three or more violations of this Ordinance within a one-year
period. Said revocation and/or denial of a permit shall be effective for up to one

year.

1) The registration fee imposed under this section shall be deposited into the

municipal general fund.

Sec. 82-427. LIABILITY DISCLAIMER




a) This Ordinance is adopted to address the interest of public safety. Golf Catt and/or Low-



speed Vehicles are not designed or manufactured to be used on the public streets and the
City is no way advocates or endorses their operation on public streets or roads. The City,
by regulations this operation, is addressing obvious safety issues, and adoption of this
Ordinance is not to be relied upon as determination that operation on public streets is safe
or advisable if done in accordance with this Ordinance. All person who operate or ride
upon Golf Carts or Low-speed Vehicles on public streets or road do so at their own risk
and peril, and must be observant of an attentive to the safety of themselves and others,
including their passengers, other motorist, bicyclists and pedestrians.

RESOLUTION REQUESTING AND MEMORIALIZING THE MISSISSIPPI LEGISLATURE
TO AMEND THE APPLICABLE SALES TAX LAWS AND USE TAX LAWS TO
CONTINUE TO PROVIDE THAT 185 PERCENT OF THE SALES TAX COLLECTED
FROM INTERNET INTERSTATE SALES SHALL BE PAID TO THE MUNICIPALITIES AS
CURRENTLY PROVIDED FOR IN-STATE SALES;

AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the rapidly growing use of online purchases by Mississippians has already
dramatically altered the source sites of retail sales in Mississippi and has already had a major

impact on the operating budgets of municipalities throughout the state of Mississippi; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Supreme Court in the case of South Dakota v. Wayfair, Inc., et al,
has held that states have the legal authority to tax interstate sales in the same manner as intrastate

sales; and

WHEREAS, the State of Mississippi should enact amendments to applicable sales and
use tax laws that would tax interstate sales on the Internet in the same manner as intrastate sales;

and

WHEREAS, amendments to tax interstate Internet sale should distribute the collected

taxes in the same proportions as currently exist for municipal allocations of sales tax collected by
the Department of Revenue—i.e. out of the 7 % total sales tax, 18.5% should be distributed to

municipalities and 81.5 % to the State treasury; and

WHEREAS,; if the Legislature adopts amendments contrary to the longstanding
allocation of sales tax between the municipalities and the State, the consequences of the
declining source of sales tax revenues for cities would compel cities either to make dramatic cuts
in basic services for law enforcement, public safety, health and welfare of the citizens of

Mississippi, most of whom live within incorporated municipalities, or raise property taxes.

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Mississippi's Internet Sales Tax:
Answers to Common Questions
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The explosion of online retail sales has fostered a debate about whether and how to collect taxes
on those purchases from companies that are not currently required to collect them. During the
2017 legislative session, the Mississippi House of Representatives passed a bill regarding this issue.
That bill, HB 480, died in the Senate Finance Committee, but the issue itself is not going away.
The Mississippi Department of Revenue (DOR) has proposed a regulation very similar to
legislation. A major difference between the regulation and the legislation is that HB 480 would
have directed that the taxes collected by certain out-of-state sellers be spent on road and bridge
repair.
Although there are many aspects to this debate, this paper is intended to explain only a few of the
policy matters involved. It does not seek tO take a side, but to impartially explain the pertinent
facts.
For the most part, we will deal with things as they are, not as they should or should not b
.mspolicy.org/mississippis-internet-sales-tax-answers-to-aommon-questions/ 116
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Before we get started, an understanding of the terminology is important.

First of all, the internet sales tax is not really a "sales tax." It is a "use tax," which is a tax due on the
purchase of property acquired "for use, storage or consumption within this State on which Sales or
Use Tax has not been paid to another state...," according to the Mississippi Department of Revenue
(DOR).

Use tax rates are generally the same as sales tax rates, but use taxes are treated differently in
terms of where the money goes after it is collected by DOR. All of the use tax is retained at the
state level while a portion (18.5%) of the sales tax is sent back to the Mississippi municipalities
where the sales were made.

A company that has a physical presence in Mississippi is required to collect sales or use tax at the
time of a sale. Whether companies that do not have a physical presence here may be required to

collect and remit a use tax is a major point of the current debate and is discussed in this paper.

Is this a new tax? Is it a tax increase?

The answer to both questions is no, at least as applied to the tax itself. The process to collect the
tax will be taxing -logistically, financially, and emotionally - especially for small businesses. But the

use tax on the purchase itself is neither a new tax nor a tax increase.

Here's why. For every item you buy right now that is subject to sales or use tax, you are the one
who owes the tax. It would have perhaps been more accurate to call it a "purchase tax" than a
"sales tax." The tax is not on the business from which you purchased the item. The tax is

assessed on the item itself, and you as the purchaser owe the tax,

in order to make it easier to identify and collect the tax, the state requires seller stores, for
instance) to collect it for you. That's why Ws not included in thqg price of the product but is identified

as a separate item on your receipt. (In contrast, businesses inClude the cost of their own taxes, such
as income or property taxes, in the underlying price of the product, not as a separate item on the
receipt.)

Consider this analogy. You owe tax on your income. In order tio increase compliance, the state
requires your employer to withhold money from your paycheck and send it to DOR. That's not a tax
on your employer. You are the one who owes the tax. If you employer doesn't withhold enough,
you still owe the full tax on your income, and you are required to remit it when you file your tax

return.

In the same way, if a retailer - in-state or out-of-state - collects an adequate amount of sales or use
tax for you, you owe nothing more But if the retailer does not.collect it, youstill owe it.

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Whether you have noticed or not, or whether you have answered it truthfully or not, your
Muississippi tax return asks you to identify the amount of purchases you made from out-of-state
companies for which you did not pay sales or use tax. You are supposed to pay 7% of that amount
to the state. Apparently, not many people do that.

If you buy an item in another state and the seller charges you sales tax in that state, you can
deduct that amount from the use tax you Would otherwise owe to the state of Mississippi. The very
important exception to this: you cannot deduct sales or use taxes paid in another state on most
motorized vehicles (cars, trucks, motorcycles, boats, etc.) whose first use will be in Mississippi. In
other words, if you buy one of those items in another state, and it has not been used before, you
will owe the full use tax in Mississippi evenif you paid sales tax in the state where you bought it.

Since this will result in my paying more taxes than | do now, how is this #ora tax increase?
The only reason you would pay more taxes under the new policy is if () you buy more online this
year than last year, or (b) you haven't been paying the use tax you already owed. To say it is a tax
increase to require you to pay what you oWe would be analogous to saying it is a tax increase if you
have avoided paying income tax in the past but now your employer will be required to withhold
income taxes from your paycheck.

Tosu arize: the tax on purchases frorn out-of-state sellers is a tax that is owed now; it is not
a new tax, and it is not a tax increase.

If the tax is already owed, what's the problem with requiring sellers to collect it? %
Regardless of the merit of taxing internet sales, the issue hinges on whether one state can require Q
companies in another state to collecta tax on its behalf if that colTipany has no physical presence in Q f\%
the state: The U.S. Supreme Courthas spoken directly to this question ancl determined that states %—* i
cannot do that. The U.S. Constitution's "commerce clause" gives the U.S. Congress authority over \
interstate commerce. Thus far, Congress has not given states the power to require businesses $ 1
beyond their borders to collect use taxes if those businesses do not have a physical presence in ‘

the taxing state.

If that's the case, has Congress shown any interest in allowing it?
Numerous bills have been introduced in Congress to allow states to do this, but none have become

law. The U.S, Senate passed the "Marketplace Fairness Act' in 2013 to address this issue, but the
House has never acted on it.

Since Congress has not acted, what governs internet tax collection?
Until Congress decides otherwise, a U.S. Supreme Court ruling sets limits on what states can do to

collect taxes on interstate transactions. In the case of Quill V. North Dakota, in an 8-1 decision, the high court
that a state can only require businesses with a physical presence, known as physical "nexus," to %
collect taxes on the state's behalf. To allow otherwise, the court said, would be expensive and
Dburdensome for companies to try to comply.

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How complex can it be?

The Wisconsin Department of Revenue has an entire webpage, with a description of 10 different
scenarios, to explain how that state taxes ice cream cakes. In some cases, the determination of
whether a cake should be taxed is based on whether or not a napkin is offered to the customer!

Such detail, multiplied by the nearly 10,000 sales tax jurisdictions in the country, each with its own
variety of rules about which items are taxed at which rates, arid each of which has its own forms
and filing requirements, makes compliance daunting, especially for small business owners who

could potentially face expensive audits from dozens, if not hundreds of tax jurisdictions.

If Congress does eventually pass a bill, what safeguards are likely to be approved for small
businesses to deal with the complexity?

Any answer to this question is speculative, but there are some generally accepted protections that
were in the Senate-passed bill in 2013 and are in proposals being considered currently by key

House leaders. Here are three:

1. Online sellers with less than $1,000,000 in remote sales annually would be exempt from
collection requirements.
2. States (or the federal government) would be required to puy and provide software for

managing sales tax compliance, at no cost to the business that would be required to co
the tax.

3. Retailers would not be penalized (would be "held harmless") for any errors that result from
relying on state-provided software.

Are those safeguards in the proposed DOR regulation?

No. The regulation proposed by DOR would apply to any 'business selling a total of $250,000 or
more to Mississippians in any given year. There is no provision to provide software, And unlike at
least 24 other states, the DOR regulation offers no liability prcitection if sellers rely on sales tax

collection software.

If the U.S. Supreme Court has said states cannot require out-of-state businesses with no
physical presence in-state to collect these taxes, why would DOR attempt to do so anyway?
DOR Commissioner'Herb Frierson was quoted by the Associated Press as saying, 'The whole
purpose of it is to get the issue back in court and see if the Supreme Court will look at it again.
What we're doing is probably unconstitutional, but we've got to do it to get another hearing." Other
states including Alabama and Smith Dakota, are already in court attempting to force a
reconsideration of Quill. Mississippi's proposed regulation is very similar to Alabama's regulation,
so the benefit of inviting a lawsuit against Mississippi is unclear.

For the legislature, the apparent motivation behind He 480 was to increase the amourit of money
being directed toward rpad and bridge repair, by allocating to that purpose the amount of use

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taxes collected and remitted by out-of-state sellers. Of that amount, 70% would have gone to the
state Department of Transportation for state-maintained roads and bridges, and 30% to cities and
counties for local road and bridge repair. Normally, the use tax goes into the General Fund, which
is the primary source from which the legislature appropriates funds to schools, Medicaid, prisons,
etc. Road and bridge funding comes primarily from the tax on gasoline and other fuels, generally
referred to as the "gas tax."

Other Common Questions

Do out-of-state sellers enjoy an unfair benefit by not being required to charge taxes?

Those who would answer "yes" say local, brick-and-mortar retailers are placed at a competitive
disadvantage because the cost of an online product is automatically 7% less to consumers since
they aren't charged sales tax on the purchase. They say this hurts local business owners s who
provide jobs to people in the community, Support local organizations such as sports teams and
local charities, and are a significant source oflocal taxes that pay for schools, roads, and police and
fire protection. And because they collect sales tax, not use tax, their communities receive 18.5% of
the tax they collect on their sales, further benefiting their hometowns.

Those who would answer "no" say it is wrong to place the tax-collection burden on out-of-state
sellers because the sellers don't use water and sewer infrastructure, or fire and police protection,
or other benefits provided by local and state government to brick-and-mortar establishments. They
also say buyers generally choose to purchase online more for convenience than price, so the 7%
difference would not change the purchasers' buying decisions. In addition, they Say sales tax
collections have not declined despite the riSe in online sales.

I noticed Amazon is now charging me 7% on the items I buy from them. If they aren't required
to collect tax on their sales to Mississippians, why are they doing so?

There appears to be no statutory prohibition on an out-of-state company voluntarily collecting a
use tax, even if the company is not required to do so, as long as it sends DOR the full amount it
collects. Amazon has chosen to charge a uSe tax on items purchased directly from Amazon. For
independent sellers who list their items on Amazon, a use tax is apparently not being collected. As
to why'Amazon has chosen to do this, the answer is not clear see next question).

Do we know whether Amazon is receiving any special benefits as a result agreeihgto
collect a use tax?

No. Because DOR refuses to release the terms of its agreement with Amazon, we don't know
exactly what was agreed to on either side. We don't know whether Amazon agreed to collect the
tax only if DOR agreed to issue its currently-proposed regulation that would penalize other
companies that don't do what Amazon has done. We don't know how long DOR is giving Amazon to
remit those taxes, or how much Amazon i§ allowed to keep to cover their costs (other Mississippi
businesses may keep up to 2% of the totaltax they are remitting, not to exceed $50 per month), or
any other actions or costs to which DOR may have obligated Mississippi taxpayers,

Bryant and Speaker Gunn on how this policy should look for Mississippi and its
communities and how to prioritize the revenue generated on state heeds."

House Speaker Philip Gunn did not immediately respond to requests to his office for comments,

Mississippi has already been collecting some online sales taxeslthrough its "use tax" that has been on the books for decades. Some online retailers,
including Amazon, have been voluntarily paying the state.

Mississippi levies a 7 percent sales tax on goods purchased in-state. It also has a 7 percent use tax on the books, and individuals and companies that
buy from out-of-state sellers are supposed to pay the use tax. While some businesses pay the use tax, most individuals do not.

For fiscal 2017, the state collected $310 million in use taxes, about 4 percent of the state's tax revenue. For fiscal 2018, nearing its end, the state
collected $318 million in use taxes, including $63 million from "voluntary" taxpayers.

Sales taxes were more than $2 billion last year, or 38 percent of the state's $5.4 billion in tax collections.

Frierson said there are already roughly 40 sites paying Internet sales tax because they have a physical presence in the state, An additional,22, such as
Amazon, voluntarily pay the tax.

"Now we're going to pick up all the ones didn't voluntarily pay," Frierson said,
Estimates have varied widely —fro ns of of dollars to 5100 million — on how much the crate not cei iing fromin errret sales.
Frierson said he expects a 'spinoff' effect from collecting interm't sales taxes.

"I think we will see less local small-town main street retailers going out of business because this will level the playing field," Frierson said. "I believe there
have been many businesses closed down in rural America stricty because of internet sales.

Attorney General Jim Hood called Thursday's ruling "a victory for our Main Street merchants in Mississippi." He said he and other attorneys general have

been successful in convincing the high court the Constitution protects states from "federal legislative and judicial overreach."

Hood said: I have supported an internet sales tax from the beginning, not only because it will bring an estimated $50 million in the first year for our state,
but because this means our local brick and mortar stores are noW on a level playing field with businesses that have no storefront in Mississippi ... Now,
there's no difference in someone walking into a store to buy shoes and sitting on their couch and doing the same thing from their phone."

But opponents of collecting intemet sales taxes say a tax increase is a tax Increase, and removing money from consumers' pockets and giving it to
government will have ill effect in the long run. They say it will hurt small online businesses.

Puss Latino, state director of Arnericans for Prosperity, said Amazon and other large online sellers are already collecting Mississippi taxes on sales and
the court decision 'Won't have the profound irnpact on Mississippi's revenue collections that many have predicted." He said it will increase the size of

, government.

Latino said that if the use tax issue has truly been about fairness to local retailers, lawmakers should enact a commensurate cut in income taxes,
"(Online tax collections) won't change the retail trajectory away from online sales," Latino said, "What it will do is make starting and operating a small
online business much more complicated, as companies without lawyers and accountants navigate laws in nearly 10,000 tax jurisdictions across America."
