Jeff Snowden joined the meeting via Teams and announced that a 125-month flow data study had been 

completed. Mr. Snowden proposes increasing Carrizo Hill Water Supply Corporation wastewater fees to 

pay a percentage of the city's debt, operational costs and historical fees. 

The agreement between the City of Carrizo Springs and Carrizo Hill Water Supply Corporation should 

stipulate that once the flowmeter is installed, the rates may increase.
