Mayor Matthew Santini opened Work Session at 6:00 P.M. Council
Members discussed each item from the agenda with corresponding Staff Member.

Mayor Santini closed Work Session at 6:26 P.M.
OPENING MEETING
Mayor Santini called the Council Meeting to order at 7:00.

Council Member Cooley remembers Bob Jones and held a moment of silence in
honor of Mr. Jones.

The City Council met in Regular Session with Matthew Santini, Mayor
presiding and the following present: Kari Hodge, Council Member Ward One;

Julia Drake, City Clerk and Keith Lovell, Assistant City Attorney.

Mayor Santini expressed the magnitude of the City’s loss with the passing of
our Water Department Head, Bob Jones. Furthermore, he stated that we, as a
community, mourn the loss of our friend and co-worker.

COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
1. February 4, 2021 Council Meeting Minutes
A motion to approve the February 4, 2021 Council Meeting Minutes was

made by Council Member Fox and seconded by Council Member Hodge. Motion
carried unanimously. Vote: 6-0
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COMMENDATION/RECOGNITION
2. Georgia Exceptional Main Street (GEMS) Designation

Lillie Read, Downtown Development Authority Director, stated in November
of 2020, GA Main Street invited the DDA to apply for GEMS designation, which
is the highest accreditation a Main Street program in Georgia can achieve. We
submitted our application on January 15, gave a two-hour presentation to the state
office on February 3, and received our designation on February 10. This
designation is good for 3 years, at which point we will reapply as part of our
annual accreditation. Fewer than 15% of GA Main Street communities have
achieved this designation.

Jessica Reynolds, Georgia Department of Community Affairs, attended via
Zoom to explain the prestige of the GEMS Award.

Dan Porta, City Manager, thanked Ms. Read for her hard work and constant
dedication to the City of Cartersville and the Downtown Development Authority.

PUBLIC HEARING - 15T READING OF ZONING/ANNEXATION REQUESTS

3. AZ21-01: 24 Royal Lake Cove

Randy Mannino, Planning and Development Department Head, stated the
applicant was requesting to be annexed into the City limits of Cartersville. This
application is in association with annexation application AZ21-02 for properties
located at 16,18, and 20 Royal Lake Cove. There are nine lots on Royal Lake
Cove. Seven of nine lots are developed with single-family homes. Two lots are
owned by the applicant. All lots are currently in unincorporated Bartow County.
County water and Greystone Power currently serve the property. Planning
Commission recommended denial. All properties were properly posted and
advertised

Public Hearing open for the Zoning portion of AZ21-01.

Chad Hullander, 6 Royal Lake Cove, came forward to speak for the rezoning.
He stated that he would be willing to sign a waiver to release his rights to city
Services.

Mayor Santini asked Keith Lovell, Assistant City Attorney, if waivers were
customary in cases like this. Mr. Lovell explained they are not customary. As
property owners change, the validity of the waiver is easily fought to become null
and void. In addition, all City residents are required to pay for trash services,
which Mr. Hullander stated he did not need. If approved, Mr. Hullander would be
charged for City garbage services whether they are utilized or not.

With no one else to come forward, the public hearing was closed.

CONTRACTS/AGREEMENTS
5. Commercial Front Loader Lease

Tommy Sanders, Public Works Department Head, stated that Solid Waste would like
to renew the lease agreement with RDK Truck Sales with financing provided by Leasing
2, Inc. This proposal would provide a new commercial front loader garbage truck on a
13-month lease term for $6,346.00 per month with a balloon payment option on the end.
RDK guarantees buyback of the truck by paying the balloon payment if we decide not to
purchase the truck.

The benefits of this proposal is we keep a truck that is less than one year old to reduce
maintenance costs, reduce workload of garage, and reduce downtime. We are seeking
permission for the Mayor to sign all related documents including but not limited to
proposal, application, and agreement.

This is a budgeted item.

A motion was made to approve the Commercial Front Loader Lease by Council
Member Roth and seconded by Council Member Fox. Motion carried unanimously. Vote:
6-0

BID AWARD/PURCHASES
6. 2022 Aerial Tower Truck — 100 ft

Scott Carter, Fire Chief, stated that the request for approval to purchase a new 2022
Tower truck. This is a budgeted item. It was approved by our voters and will be funded
through the 2020 S.P.L.O.S.T. As previously reported to Mayor and Council, National
Fire Protection Standards (NFPA) state that an emergency Fire Apparatus has a specific
life expectancy for safety. Our current 2004 model tower is increasingly becoming more
expensive to keep up as a front-line emergency apparatus. Within the last two budget
cycles, we have spent $66,340.83 in repairs. We have at least 12 occasions where the
2004 tower has been out of service and we have had to place our reserve on line for
emergency service. That truck is a 1994 ladder and it simply will not hold up to an
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increased work load. From your direction in the 2020 visioning session, we worked to
design a new tower that will meet the needs of our citizen for decades. This design was
priced through a bidding process using a purchasing consortium to insure competitive
pricing. Attached you will find a purchasing Memo from Ten-8 fire apparatus. Please
note that in this memo it references a price increase effective February 1, 2021 of 3%. We
requested and received an extension until March 1, 2021. This has saved us an additional
$40,304.19. We are respectfully requesting approval to pre-pay for this apparatus. By
pre-paying, we will reduce the price by $50,951.00. We will have written performance
and associated construction guarantees. Once the order is made, 13 to 15 months delivery
time is expected. Approval was requested for the Mayor to sign all documents for this
order and a purchase order be approved for $1,292,522.00.

A motion to approve the 2022 Aerial Tower Truck and to access S.P.L.O.S.T.
funds was made by Council Member Fox and seconded by Council Member
Stepp. Motion carried unanimously. Vote: 6-0

7. Travelers Insurance & Vehicle Repair Invoices

Dan Porta, City Manager, stated a city vehicle was involved in an accident in
November 2020 and we have received an invoice from Matthews Garage in the
amount of $8,464.51. The city is responsible for $1,000 of this amount which is
our deductible. Travelers Insurance has also submitted an invoice for the other
party's vehicle damage ($10,906.32) and another accident ($323.50). The city is
responsible for this total invoice amount of $11,229.82. These expenditures are
budgeted in the Property and Casualty Insurance Fund and are recommended for
your approval

A motion to approve the Travelers Insurance & Vehicle Repair Invoices was
made by Council Member Cooley and seconded by Council Member Roth.
Motion carried unanimously. Vote: 6-0

8. Sandblast, Prime & Paint for the Transco Delivery Point and Browns
Farm Road

Michael Hill, Gas Department Head, stated both the Transco Delivery Point
regulator station and the Browns Farm Road regulator station have to be
sandblasted, primed and painted. We requested bids from three companies.
Southeastern Natural Gas Services is the only company that provided us with a
bid. We tried to follow up with the other companies to no avail. Southeastern
Natural Gas Services has performed satisfactory work of a similar scope for us in
the past. This bid includes sandblasting, priming, painting, all labor, equipment
and materials. The total cost is $14,500.00 and this is a budgeted item.

A motion to approve the Sandblast, Prime & Paint for the Transco Delivery
Point and Browns Farm Road Regulator Stations was made by Council Member
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Roth and seconded by Council Member Fox. Motion carried unanimously. Vote:
6-0

9. Kenworth Road Tractor Repair

Mr. Porta stated the Water Pollution Control Plant utilizes a 1999 Kenworth road
tractor to transport biosolids from the plant for final disposal to land application sites.

On 2/4/2021 it was discovered that engine coolant had leaked into the engine oil.
After consultation with the City garage, the truck was towed to Taylor Truck &
Equipment, Inc. for a diagnostic and repair estimate. It was determined to have a cracked
cylinder head. The repair estimate for the cracked cylinder head is $9,474.44.

It was requested for approval for a not-to-exceed cost of $10,000, and will be paid
from account # 505-3330-52-2360.

A motion to approve the Kenworth Road Tractor Repair was made by Council
Member Hodge and seconded by Council Member Roth. Motion carried
unanimously. Vote: 6-0

10. Directional Bore Cost

John Dooley, Assistant Electric Department Director, stated the Electric Department
needs to hire a directional drilling contractor to bore across the parking lot at Aquafil.
This will enable us to get a feed to a new transformer that will serve their upcoming
expansion. The option would be to cut up their parking lot and dig a trench to install the
underground primary. This takes a lot longer, costs more, and would be a huge
inconvenience to the customer while the truck access and already insufficient employee
parking would be blocked or limited, as well.

The Electric Department obtained a quote from their contractor, Southeastern Gas, to
do the work. The amount is $8,290.00. They are requesting an approved cost not to
exceed $8,800 in case there is an obstacle that requires them to take a slightly different
path, and the length is increased slightly. This amount is budgeted.

A motion to approve the Directional Bore Cost was made by Council Member
Roth and seconded by Council Member Cooley. Motion carried unanimously.
Vote: 6-0

11. West Avenue Estates Easement Agreement
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Mr. Lovell stated this agreement between the City of Cartersville and Hugh
and Angela McClain would allow access to the West Avenue Estates Easement to
install Water services.

A motion was made to approve the Easement Agreement by Council Member
Fox and seconded by Council Member Wren. Motion carried unanimously. Vote:
6-0

12. Deed Dedication

Mr. Lovell stated this dedication is with Starlight Homes on Grassdale Road
and recommends Council approval.

A motion was made to approve the Deed Dedication by Council Member Fox
and seconded by Council Member Cooley. Motion carried unanimously.
Vote: 6-0

13. Ordinance Amendment: Impound Fees

Mr. Lovell explained that Bartow County will be increasing fees for
impounds. The fees will be increased from $30 to $50, $60 to $100, and $120 to
$150. This Ordinance Amendment is to reflect the City fees according to the
County fees.

RETURN OF ANIMATL TO OWNER. 1s hereby deleted 1n 1ts entirety and replaced as follows:

Sec. 5-35. - Retumn of amimal to owner.

(a) Return af animals-at-large. If the name of the owner of an ammal found at large 15 known or
can be obtained with reasonable dispatch, and there are no other viclations of this chapter, the
animal control officer shall return the animal to the residential address of the owner. If there
15 no one present, the officer shall impound the amimal and leave written notice of whom the
owner must contact to reclaim the amimal The owner shall be cited for violation of this
chapter.

(b) Return of animals with violations. If an animal 15 impounded for a violation, and the procedure
for return 15 not otherwise specified mn this chapter. or a hearing 15 not otherwize requested or
required, the animal shall be returned once all fees for the violation and mmpoundment are
paid, and the conditions necessitating the impoundment have been cured or comected, if
applicable.

(c) Impoundment fees. An owner reclaiming an mmpounded amimal shall pay a fifty-dollar
($50.00) impoundment fee plus a fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal is
impounded as a boarding fee if impounded at the shelter or their shelter's then-current fees (or
the actual costs of impoundment if impounded off-site), and the actual veterinary costs for
care of the animal.

(d) Second impoundment. An owner reclaiming an impounded animal for a second impoundment
within one (1) vear shall pav a one-hundred-dollar ($100.00) impoundment fee, plus a fee of
fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal i1z impounded as a boarding fee or the shelter's
then-current fees (or the actual costs of impoundment 1f impounded off-site), plus any actual
veterinary costs for care of the animal.

(e) Third and subsequent impoundment. An owner reclaiming an impounded animal for a third
or subsequent impoundment within one (1) vear shall pay a one hundred and fifty-dollar
($150.00) impoundment fee, plus a fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal 1s
impounded as a boarding fee or the shelter's then-current fees (or the actual costs of
impoundment 1f impounded off-site), plus any actual veterinary costs for care of the ammal.

This Ordinance shall become effective as of March 10, 2021 and until said date, the
previous ordinance shall remain in effect.

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ANALYSIS

City Departments Reviews

Electric: Takes no exception.
Fibercom: Takes no exception.

Fire: Cartersville Fire Department has the following concern for the annexation: A fire flow of the
closest fire hydrant cannot be confirmed. CFD does not have records of the closest fire hydrant since

it is a BCWD facility. I contacted BCFD to see if they have any records for the area and they did not.

BCFD contacted BCWD to see if they had any records and they did not.

A flow test will be needed to confirm how much firefighting water is available before comments can
be issued from Cartersville Fire Department. Cartersville Development Regulations Section 7.5-123
(2) (b) 5. States that a minimum water demand of 1000 GPM for 30 minutes at a minimum residual
of 20 PSI is available for firefighting purposes.

Gas: Takes no exception.

Public Works: Public Works concurs with Mr. Olson’s concern regarding the idea of providing city services
to distant locations such the as the areas shown in annexation cases AZ21-01 and AZ21-02. Along with the
public safety and school bus concern, there is a burden to supply solid waste services to these addresses,
which are not close to other city customers. Our solid waste trucks would have to travel the routes
described by Mr. Olson, one of which is still a private street. Service to just a few isolated customers such as
this provides a strain to solid waste truck routes, timing, and additional wear and tear on vehicles.

In addition to the concern of city services being provided to the area, it should be noted that there is local
floodplain on some of the properties in case AZ21-02. Therefore, our floodplain inventory will increase and
will need to be updated to reflect this additional floodplain with our CRS (Community Rating System). Also,
once annexed, all residential addresses would incur a monthly stormwater utility fee.

Water and Sewer: This property is located in the Bartow County Water Department’s water service
area. Contact the Bartow County Water Department for comments regarding water service to the
property involved in this annexation request. Sewer service to this property is provided by septic
tank.

Cartersville School District: After driving this area with our Director of Facilities, Maintenance,
and Safety (who oversees Transportation), our concern is twofold: a) transportation and b) the
continuation of requests. Currently, our bus that picks up in the Carter Grove subdivision turns
around in the residential area of that subdivision. We do not drive down Summit Ridge Drive
towards Highway 61 nor do we service that far down on Highway 61 (where Summit Ridge Drive
connects with Highway 61). Also, will other properties begin to ask for annexation after this? If so,
that is a concern for us because of the capacity issues at our schools. We are working on addressing
these capacity issues at our schools, but we are still looking at approximately 2 years before the
answer to these issues is completed.

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Public Comments: None. As of 2-2-21.

Bartow County Comments: Plotting these annexations out on the map leads to a couple of
concerns (see attached). First, Mr. and Ms. Hauck don't seem to be annexing their other
property at 22 Royal Lake Cove and that basically leaves pretty much an unincorporated island.
The driveway to the home they want to annex at 24 Royal Lake Cove doesn't appear to follow
the property but crosses right through 22. That seems a public safety nightmare.

That's the other concern. This little pod of city will only be accessible with a long drive out Old
Alabama and south on Hwy 61, or else coming through Carter Grove and the golf course. The
City really want to start providing police service and school bus service way out here? It doesn't
seem logical or coherent to start piecemeal annexing property out here. Once these go in,
several of the homes on Royal Lake Drive would be contiguous and then we could start getting
a gap-toothed neighborhood down here, with some in and some out of the city. I would think it
would make more sense for the city to tell folks that they need to persuade the whole
neighborhood (or at least use the 60% method to take the whole neighborhood). When I say
"gap-toothed" I mean areas like Magnolia Drive or the Jones Mill/Grassdale Road
neighborhoods. I would think we would want to get away from more of this.

Fire: Cartersville Fire Department has the following concern for the annexation: A fire flow of the
closest fire hydrant cannot be confirmed. CFD does not have records of the closest fire hydrant since

it is a BCWD facility. I contacted BCFD to see if they have any records for the area and they did not.

A flow test will be needed to confirm how much firefighting water is available before comments can
be issued from Cartersville Fire Department. Cartersville Development Regulations Section 7.5-123

Gas: Takes no exception.

Public Works: Public Works concurs with Mr. Olson’s concern regarding the idea of providing city services
to distant locations such the as the areas shown in annexation cases AZ21-01 and AZ21-02. Along with the
public safety and school bus concern, there is a burden to supply solid waste services to these addresses,
which are not close to other city customers. Our solid waste trucks would have to travel the routes
described by Mr. Olson, one of which is still a private street. Service to just a few isolated customers such as
this provides a strain to solid waste truck routes, timing, and additional wear and tear on vehicles.

In addition to the concern of city services being provided to the area, it should be noted that there is local
floodplain on some of the properties in case AZ21-02. Therefore, our floodplain inventory will increase and
will need to be updated to reflect this additional floodplain with our CRS (Community Rating System). Also,
once annexed, all residential addresses would incur a monthly stormwater utility fee.

Water and Sewer: This property is located in the Bartow County Water Department’s water service
area.

We are working on addressing
these capacity issues at our schools, but we are still looking at approximately 2 years before the
answer to these issues is completed.

Bartow County Comments: Plotting these annexations out on the map leads to a couple of
concerns (see attached). First, Mr. and Ms. Hauck don't seem to be annexing their other
property at 22 Royal Lake Cove and that basically leaves pretty much an unincorporated island.
The driveway to the home they want to annex at 24 Royal Lake Cove doesn't appear to follow
the property but crosses right through 22. That seems a public safety nightmare.

That's the other concern. This little pod of city will only be accessible with a long drive out Old
Alabama and south on Hwy 61, or else coming through Carter Grove and the golf course. The
City really want to start providing police service and school bus service way out here? It doesn't
seem logical or coherent to start piecemeal annexing property out here. Once these go in,
several of the homes on Royal Lake Drive would be contiguous and then we could start getting
a gap-toothed neighborhood down here, with some in and some out of the city. I would think it
would make more sense for the city to tell folks that they need to persuade the whole
neighborhood (or at least use the 60% method to take the whole neighborhood). When I say
"gap-toothed" I mean areas like Magnolia Drive or the Jones Mill/Grassdale Road
neighborhoods. I would think we would want to get away from more of this.

Now be it and it is hereby ordained by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Cartersville, that
the CITY OF CARTERSVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES. CHAPTER 5 -
ANIMALS, ARTICLE VI. - IMPOUNDMENTS, HEARINGS, APPEALS, SEC. 5-35. —
RETURN OF ANIMAL TO OWNER is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced as follows:

1.
Sec. 5-35. - Return of animal to owner.

(@) Return of animals-at-large. If the name of the owner of an animal found at large is known or
can be obtained with reasonable dispatch, and there are no other violations of this chapter, the
animal control officer shall return the animal to the residential address of the owner. If there
is no one present, the officer shall impound the animal and leave written notice of whom the
owner must contact to reclaim the animal. The owner shall be cited for violation of this
chapter.

(b) Return of animals with violations. If an animal is impounded for a violation, and the procedure
for return is not otherwise specified in this chapter, or a hearing is not otherwise requested or
required, the animal shall be returned once all fees for the violation and impoundment are
paid, and the conditions necessitating the impoundment have been cured or corrected, if
applicable.

(c) Impoundment fees. An owner reclaiming an impounded animal shall pay a fifty-dollar
($50.00) impoundment fee plus a fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal is
impounded as a boarding fee if impounded at the shelter or their shelter's then-current fees (or
the actual costs of impoundment if impounded off-site), and the actual veterinary costs for
care of the animal.

(d) Second impoundment. An owner reclaiming an impounded animal for a second impoundment
within one (1) year shall pay a one-hundred-dollar ($100.00) impoundment fee, plus a fee of
fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal is impounded as a boarding fee or the shelter's
then-current fees (or the actual costs of impoundment if impounded off-site), plus any actual
veterinary costs for care of the animal.

(e) Third and subsequent impoundment. An owner reclaiming an impounded animal for a third
or subsequent impoundment within one (1) year shall pay a one hundred and fifty-dollar
($150.00) impoundment fee, plus a fee of fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each day the animal is
impounded as a boarding fee or the shelter's then-current fees (or the actual costs of
impoundment if impounded off-site), plus any actual veterinary costs for care of the animal.

Downtown Development Authority (DDA) Board Member Application

Thank you for your interest in serving on the Board of Directors for Cartersville Downtown Development Authority
(DDA) and Main Street Program. Please take the time to read this application thoroughly, as it has important
information for you to consider before applying.

Being a board member is a wonderful way to serve your community. It is not an easy job, but the work is definitely
important, interesting, and fulfilling. If you are selected to serve on the board, it is expected that you will attend one
monthly board meeting (typically, 90 minutes), as well as dedicate 10-15 hours per month for conducting DDA
business, which includes serving as an active member on at least one task force committee.

Board members should be prepared to attend at least 25% of all DDA sponsored events, and any other efforts or
meetings regarding downtown as needed. Within their first year board members must also commit to completing 8-
hours of State mandated training on Downtown Development Authorities. All approved or mandated travel, training,
and education expenses will be covered at no cost to the individual board member. As part of the Main Street Program
board members are expected to obtain 8 hours of training per year.

Board members should have a somewhat flexible work schedule, as most DDA meetings and trainings occur during
normal business hours. Every effort will be made to alleviate inconveniences to the extent possible but, as a working
board, most business (outside of special events) does occur during work hours.

If you are unable to devote the necessary time, energy, and enthusiasm to the responsibilities of the position, please
do not apply for board membership. If you are unable to commit to Board service at this time, there are still many
other ways in which you can contribute towards the success of downtown. The DDA coordinates numerous special
projects and committee activities, all of which are driven by citizen involvement.

The powers of the Downtown Development Authority were established by special State legislation. The DDA is an
independent authority established for the purpose of planning, organizing, and financing projects that will revitalize
and redevelop Cartersville's downtown business district. According to Georgia’s State Law, a Director on the Board
of the DDA must meet the following criteria:

1) You must be a taxpayer residing in the city limits of Cartersville, or
2) You must be a taxpayer residing in Bartow, or a neighboring county, and an owner/operator of a business located
within the downtown district.

If you do not meet these criteria, state law will not allow you to be a member of the DDA board. Failure to uphold
the responsibilities of the position may result in an administrative review and/or recommendation for removal from
the board.
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Program Overview:

The DDA’s revitalization strategies are modeled after the national Main Street Program’s Four Point Approach.
Downtown Cartersville is a certified Main Street Community and the DDA administers this program on behalf of the
city.

The DDA itself is composed of a seven (7) member Board of Directors, one (1) full time manager, and two (2) part
time program assistants. Board members are appointed by the Cartersville City Council, to serve as advocates and
advisors on issues related to economic growth and development in downtown, and the DDA manager implements
board recommendations as a function of the organization’s daily activities.

Nationally, the Main Street Program provides a comprehensive approach to the economic revitalization of historic
downtown districts, which communities then implement on the local level. While the program does focus on the
preservation of historic commercial buildings, it is as much about preserving a strong sense of community as it is
about preserving buildings.

The DDA manager helps synchronize efforts in all major program areas (Outreach, Promotion, Design, and Economic
Development) by working with volunteers and partner organizations to generate broad-based community support and
engagement for downtown as a whole. Brief descriptions of program areas are as follows:

Outreach: Outreach involves building a downtown support network that is well represented by business and property
owners, bankers, citizens, public officials, and other local economic development organizations. Engaging
stakeholders and generating volunteer support is central to this endeavor because strong organization provides the
stability needed to build and maintain long-term development efforts.

Promotion: Promotion focuses on improving awareness about downtown. Street festivals, parades, retail events, and
marketing campaigns are some of the ways the DDA tries to generate excitement about the district. Promotion involves
creating and marketing an enticing image to residents and visitors so that downtown benefits by association.

Design: Design is meant to enhance the visual appeal of the district. Building rehabilitation, street and alley clean-
up, signage, landscaping, and lighting are all ways to improve the physical image of downtown. Design improvements
result in a reinvestment of public and private dollars as the area is increasingly seen as a quality place to invest, shop,
work, walk, and live.

Economic Restructuring: Economic restructuring involves analyzing current market forces to develop long-term
strategies for maintaining downtown vitality. Offering investment incentives, recruiting new businesses, and
improving the competitiveness of traditional merchants and small businesses are examples of economic restructuring
activities.

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CONSULTANT SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this day of , between the City of
Cartersville, a Georgia municipality with offices at 330 S. Erwin St, Cartersville, GA 30120 (hereinafter
referred to as “CITY”), and Atlas Technical Consultants LLC with its local place of business located at
2450 Commerce Avenue, Suite 100, Duluth, Georgia 30096 (hereinafter referred to as “ATLAS").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, CITY requires certain services and ATLAS possesses knowledge, experience and
technical resources to provide such services.

WHEREAS, CITY desires to contract with ATLAS and ATLAS desires to accept and perform such
services;

NOW THEREFORE, CITY and ATLAS, in consideration of the terms, covenants, recitals and
conditions herein contained, hereby agree as follows:

1. Services. ATLAS hereby agrees to provide certain Services as defined and set forth in
Exhibit “A” Scope of Services, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Said right(s)-of-way varying in width but including 25 feet behind the poles and extending in part through Land Lot 154, 5th District, of Bartow
County, Georgia, on which the Power Company has constructed and now maintains and operates said electric transmission line(s) by virtue of
certain easements heretofore acquired by the Power Company. The said right(s)-of-way is shown on plat attached hereto and made a part
hereof as Exhibit A.

The use of the area by the Undersigned within said right(s)-of-way, pursuant to this consent, shall be limited to the construction, operation and
maintenance of natural gas service (4” and 2" lines, regulating station, and associated hardware), at the location and to the extent as shown on said
attached plat. It is specifically understood that no buildings or other obstructions of any type will be permitted within or on the subject transmission
line right(s)-of-way.

The plans and specifications as submitted by the Undersigned meet the Power Company's approval provided the Undersigned conforms to the
following terms and conditions:

1. The Undersigned agrees to obtain all necessary rights from the owners of the lands crossed by the Power Company's right(s)-of-way.

2. The Undersigned agrees to use said area within the Power Company’s right(s)-of-way in such a manner as will not interfere with the Power
Company'’s activities and facilities as now, or hereafter, exist thereon (hereinafter Power Company’s “activities” and “facilities”).

3. The Undersigned agrees that the use of Power Company’s right(s)-of-way as herein provided shall in no way affect the validity of the Power
Company’s easement(s) and shall in no way modify or restrict the use or rights of the Power Company, its successors or assigns, in and to the area
to be used. The Undersigned acknowledges the Power Company'’s right and title to said easement(s) and the priority of the Power Company’s right
of use and hereby agrees not to resist or assail said priority.

4. The use of said area within said right(s)-of-way by the Undersigned shall be at the sole risk and expense of the Undersigned, and the
Power Company is specifically relieved of any responsibility for damage to the facilities and property of the Undersigned resulting or occurring from
the use of said right(s)-of-way by the Power Company as provided herein. The Undersigned covenants not to sue Power Company in that instance.

5. The Undersigned hereby agrees and covenants not to use and will prohibit agents, employees and contractors of Undersigned from using
any tools, equipment or machinery within ten (10) feet of the Power Company’s overhead conductors. The Undersigned agrees to comply with
Official Code of Georgia, Section 46-3-30, et. seq. (HIGH-VOLTAGE SAFETY ACT), and any and all Rules and Regulations of the State of Georgia
promulgated in connection therewith, all as now enacted or as hereinafter amended; and further agrees to notify any contractor(s) that may be
employed by the Undersigned to perform any of the work referred to in this Agreement of the existence of said code sections and regulations by
requiring said work to be performed in compliance with said code sections and regulations by including same as a requirement in its request for bids
and including said requirements in any contract let as a result of said bid. The Undersigned further agrees and covenants to warn all persons whom
the Undersigned knows or should reasonably anticipate for any reason may resort to the vicinity of such conductors of the fact that such conductors
are (a) electrical conductors, (b) energized, (c) uninsulated and (d) dangerous.

6. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, the Undersigned agrees to reimburse the Power Company for all cost and
expense for any damage to the Power Company'’s facilities resulting from the use by the Undersigned of said area within said right(s)-of-way. Also,
the Undersigned agrees that if in the opinion of the Power Company, it becomes necessary, as a result of the exercise of the permission herein
granted, to relocate, rearrange, change or raise any of the Power Company'’s facilities, to promptly reimburse the Power Company for all cost and
expense involved in such relocation, rearrangement or raising of said facilities.

7. The Undersigned agrees to notify or have the Undersigned’s contractor notify the Power Company’'s representative in Rome, Georgia,
Phone: (706) 236-1121, at least three (3) business days prior to actual construction on the Power Company’s right(s)-of-way.

8. To the extent permitted by applicable law the Undersigned agrees to indemnify and save harmless and defend the Power Company from
the payment of any sum or sums of money to any persons whomsoever (including third persons, subcontractors, the Undersigned, the Power
Company, and agents and employees of them) on account of claims or suits growing out of injuries to persons (including death) or dam
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property (including property of the Power Company) in any way attributable to or arising out of the use of the right(s)-of-way, by the Undersigned as
herein provided, including (but without limiting the generality of the foregoing) all liens, garnishments, attachments, claims, suits, judgments, costs,
attorneys’ fees, costs of investigation and of defense, and excepting only those situations where the personal injury or property damage claimed have
been caused by reason of the sole negligence on the part of the Power Company, its agents or employees.

9. The Undersigned hereby agrees to incorporate in any and all of its contracts and/or agreements, for any work or construction done on or to
said described right(s)-of-way, with any and all third persons, contractors, or subcontractors, a provision requiring said third parties, contractors or
subcontractors to indemnify and defend Power Company, its agents and employees as provided for above from payment of any sum or sums of
money by reason of claims or suits resulting from injuries (including death) to any person or damage to any property which is in any manner
attributable to or resulting from the construction, use or maintenance of the Undersigned’s facilities, projects or programs conducted on Power
Company’s right(s)-of-way herein described, and excepting only those situations where the personal injury or property damage claimed have been
caused by reason of the sole negligence on the part of the Power Company, its agents or employees.

10. The Undersigned further agrees to carry, if performing work or construction, and to require that any such third party, contractor or
subcontractor doing or providing any such work or construction on said right(s)-of-way carry liability insurance which shall specifically cover such
contractually assumed liability. A certificate of such insurance issued by the appropriate insurance company shall be furnished to the Power
Company upon request, said amount of insurance to be not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage which arise
out of or result from the Undersigned’s operations under this agreement. The Power Company shall be named as an additional insured on this liability
insurance coverage.

11. The Power Company has the right to remove all trees and brush from the limits of the right(s)-of-way. However, Power Company will permit
some planting of shrubbery and low growing trees provided these plants do not interfere with the access to and operation of Power Company’s
facilities and are planted at a distance greater than twenty-five (25) feet from any structure or attachment thereto. A planted low growing tree is
defined as a tree which grows no more than fifteen (15) feet in height at maturity.

12. The Undersigned agrees that all construction activity shall be conducted at a distance greater than twenty-five (25) feet from any structure
or attachment thereto.

13. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the parties, their heirs, successors and/or assigns.

The Undersigned hereby accepts the foregoing consent subject to the terms and conditions set forth above and in the event the Undersigned
fails to perform as herein provided and shall not have executed and returned this Agreement on or before the 31st of January, 2021, this Agreement

shall become void and no use of the Power Company’s right(s)-of-way as herein provided for shall be made.

UMS and Cartersville will jointly develop a set of field conditions (i.e. can’t access the meter, customer
refusal, missed appointment, inoperable valve, lug tension test failure, unsafe condition — meter base,
exposed/frayed wires, burned lugs, gas leak- smell gas, stripped screws-gas index, etc.) and the process by
which to obtain assistance and support to resolve the condition in a timely manner so that UMS can
complete the meter installation.

UMS will develop the necessary processes to accurately disperse, track, and report on the movement of
equipment from the storage through to installation. UMS will also develop a strategy and tracking method
for the salvage or disposal of removed meters. To facilitate the resolution of billing questions and possible
customer complaints, UMS with also develop a plan for temporary storage and cataloging of removed
meters.

Manager on this renovation.

This is a budgeted item and is funded through Tourism Product
Development (TPD) Funds and Parks and Recreation Bond funds.

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AGREEMENT

This Professional Services Agreement (“Agreement”) is made effective as of the __ day of
March, 2021, by and between the City of Cartersville (“Owner”’) and McWhorter Goss General
Contractors LLC (“Project Manager”).

RECITALS:

Whereas, the Owner desires to renovate the club house in the Atco Village (“Project”) located
at 3 Goodyear Avenue, Cartersville; and

Whereas, Project Manager is a professional skilled in the services described hereunder, and is
available and willing to perform the services, as more fully described in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is agreed between the parties as follows:

Section 1. Description of Services. Project Manager shall provide the professional services necessary
to manage the renovation of the club house.

A) Coordinate the application for any building permit on said project(s) which shall include all
planning, conversations and meetings with applicable parties which shall include all architects,
engineers, building officials, fire marshals and others deemed necessary to enable a permit to be
obtain for project(s).

B) Obtain fair and competitive pricing on all aspects of work required in the entire scope of work
for the Project in accordance with the Georgia Annotated Code. All pricing shall be submitted to the
owner for consideration and approval so that areas of work may be awarded on all task that shall be
completed. Project Manager shall have the right to veto any subcontractor that might be deemed,
within a reasonable manner, to be adverse to the successful completion of the Project.

C) Shall oversee all aspects of the Project with the authority to schedule, direct and instruct all
subcontractors hired to complete the Project scope of work. Shall have the authority to have
subcontractors correct any deficiencies with regards to work and shall have the authority to have
any subcontractor that fails to do so removed from the Project.

D) Shall have the authority to request all inspections from building inspectors, fire marshals or
reigning authorities, which shall include a final inspection upon the completion of the scope of
works. The successful achieving of a final inspection for construction services shall constitute the
completed Project.

E) Shall collect all draw request from subcontractors, inspect completed work to verify the draw
request has been earned, submit a request to the owner for payment, submit a payment to date
schedule at each draw period, collect processed checks from the owner and pay subcontractors at
each draw period. Project Manager will not receive deposits from owner of public funds for
redistribution as payment direct to contractors. Owner will make direct payment to their contractors
for services rendered as approved by the Project Manager.
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Section 2. Performance of Service. The manner in which the Services are to be performed and the
specific hours to be worked by the Project Manager shall be determined by the Project Manager. The
Owner will rely on the Project Manager to work as many hours as may be reasonably necessary to
complete the Services in a timely and thorough manner.

Section 3. Payment to Project Manager. In exchange for the services performed hereunder, Owner
shall pay Project Manager an amount equal to five percent (5%) of the total construction costs
related to the club house, which includes all contracted amounts, fees, and/or change orders, with
the total compensation to be paid on a project cost not to exceed 5%. In the event any such labor
and/or material is donated, volunteered of performed by city staff during the term of this agreement,
Project Manager will not receive any compensation but agrees to manage, direct and schedule such
work as will perform those items that are paid goods and services.

Any direct or indirect expense related to the Project shall be reimbursable to the Project Manager.
Draw amounts can be requested by the Project Manager at the payment intervals established
between the Owner and the Project Manager. Ninety percent of the projected earnings by the
Project Manager are available in even increments over the entire course of the full project period.
The remaining ten percent of earning shall be payable only upon one hundred percent completion of
the Project. Owner cannot establish or allow to be created any form of delay which creates a
hindrance in the Project Manager’s ability to complete such project and receive final payment. Such
earned amounts and reimbursable funds due the Project Manager are payable at standard draw
periods and shall not be withheld for any such reason short of an illegal or unlawful act.

Section 4. Term/Termination. The term of this agreement shall begin upon the execution of this
agreement or by an earlier period in which any billable service was rendered. Completion of the
Project shall be upon the successful completion of all requirements necessary for a certificate of
occupancy to be obtained based on the scope of work. This agreement may be terminated by the
Project Manager for the following reasons: a) Failure of Owner to pay Project Manager or any
subcontractor total amounts earned by the party, b) Acts by the Owner which are deemed to be
illegal, unlawful, immoral or unethical as defined and understood by the Project Manager, or c) an
interruption by the Owner in the ability for the Project Manager to properly and adequately manage
the Project for the purpose of completing the scope of work.

The Owner shall have the right to terminate this agreement for the following reasons: a) failure of
the Project Manager to properly conduct and complete the task set forth in section 1 of this
agreement, b) Acts by the Project Manager which are deemed to be illegal, unlawful, immoral or
unethical as defined and understood by the Owner, or c) failure by the Project Manager to complete
the projects in a reasonable time frame with consideration and without penalty to the limitations in
completing the task that may be created by the Owner, Owner’s subcontracted labor and/or the
funding source/partner for such project.
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In the event that termination is made based on any of the three causes above mentioned, the Project
Manager is due all monies earned to date and/or those funds that are reimbursable. Payment shall be
made immediately by the Owner. This agreement may be terminated for any reason with a thirty-
day written notice. If termination is without an above referenced cause, all outstanding funds shall
be immediately paid plus a termination fee of 25% for all remaining compensation that would have
been earned if the Project is under fifty percent complete and a termination fee of 50% if project is
over fifty percent complete.

If the Project is cancelled during the design or preplanning stage, for any reason deemed necessary
by the Owner, this shall result in a cancellation of the Professional Service Agreement. The
compensation to the Project Manager shall be an amount equal to fifteen percent of the project
expense accrued. If no expense was experienced by the Owner, an hourly rate of seventy-five
dollars per hour shall be paid to the Project Manager upon verification of hours committed to the
project.

Section 5. Insurance. The Project Manager agrees to secure and maintain in full force and affect a
policy of professional liability insurance in a minimum amount of $1,000,000 providing coverage for
any negligent acts, errors or omissions by Project Manager made during the term of this Agreement.
The Project Manager agrees to provide Owner with a copy of a certificate of professional liability
insurance.

Section 6. Nondiscrimination. The Project Manager, in performing under this Agreement, shall not
discriminate against any workers, employees, or applicants, or any member of the public, because
of race, creed, color, religion, age, sex or national origin, nor otherwise commit an unfair
employment practice. The Project Manager shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants
are employed, and that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race,
creed, color, religion, age, sex or national origin. Action shall include, but not be limited to the
following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising;
layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training,
including apprenticeship. The Project Manager shall post in conspicuous places, available to
employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause. The Project Manager further agrees that this clause will be incorporated
in all contracts entered into with suppliers of materials or services, contractors and subcontractors
and all labor organizations, furnishing skilled, unskilled and craft union skilled labor, or who may
perform any labor or services in connection with this Agreement.

Attention is called to Executive Order 11246 issued September 24, 1965, 30 Fed. Reg. 12319, as
modified by Executive Order 11375 issued October 13, 1967, 32 Fed. Reg. 14303 and Executive
Order 12086 issued October 5, 1978, 43 Fed. Reg. 46501 and as further amended by Federal
Reorganization Plan No. 2 of 1978, Section 102, 43 Fed. Reg. 36037, 92 Stat. 3783; The Civil Rights
Act of 1964, Pub. L. No. 88-352, July 2, 1964, 78 Stat. 241 et sub, as amended; an ordinance passed
by the DDA Council of the DDA, and the provisions of 41 C.F.R. Chapter 60.

To demonstrate compliance the Project Manager and its Subcontractors shall furnish reports and
information that may be reasonably requested by the Commission on Human Relations.

Section 7. Employment. The Project Manager shall comply with "An Act to give preference to
veterans of the United States military and naval service in appointments and employment upon public

works by, or for the use of, the State or its political subdivisions,” approved June 12, 1935, as
amended.

Section 8. Wages. The Project Manager shall comply with "An Act regulating wages of laborers,
mechanics and other workmen employed in any public works by the State, County or any political
subdivision or by any one under contract for public works, approved June 26, 1941, as amended."

Section 9. Owner’s Duties and Responsibilities. The Owner shall provide a designated staff person
by which the Project Manager shall answer directly to. In communications relating to the Project, the
Owner shall communicate with Contractors and Subcontractors only through the Project Manager.
The Owner shall examine documents submitted by the Project Manager within the time and manner
set forth in these General Conditions or the Competition Program for the review of documents,
provided however that where time and manner is not set forth in these General Conditions or the
Competition Program, the Owner shall examine documents within 25 days from the date of receipt.

The Owner's representative at the Project shall be the Project Manager, and all communications to
the Owner shall be made through the Project Manager. Unless otherwise stated herein, no
Modification to the Contract shall be made without the written approval of the Owner.

In the event that any dispute between the Owner and the Project Manager concerning questions of
fact arising under this Contract cannot be resolved, a request for resolution shall be submitted by the
Project Manager to the City Manager for final determination. Requests for such determination shall
be made in writing. The City Manager’s decision may be reached in accordance with assistance as he
or she may deem reasonably necessary or desirable. The City Manager’s final decision shall be
rendered in writing no more than 30 days after receipt of a fully documented (to the extent that such
documents are within the control of the Project Manager) request for a determination. The decision
shall be conclusive, final, and binding on all parties, unless the Project Manager shall seek a judicial
determination in accordance with the provisions set forth below.

No later than 60 days after the Project Manager's receipt of the City Manager’s determination, the
Project Manager shall respond to the City Manager in writing, either accepting the determination or
stating the Project Manager's factual or legal objections to the determination. If the Project Manager's
response is an objection, the City Manager shall respond in writing to the objection within 30 days
after receipt of it. No further response by either party shall be required. Thereafter, the Project
Manager may seek a judicial determination of the dispute. In the event that the Project Manager
intends to seek judicial determination of a matter decided by the City Manager, the Project Manager
shall notify the Owner of its intent to do so within 60 days of the City Manager’s final decision.

The Project Manager shall continue to perform the Work required under the Contract during this
resolution period, including judicial. The City Manager’s written determination shall be complied
with pending final resolution, including judicial, of the dispute. If the Project Manager complies with
the City Manager’s written determination, the Owner shall continue to perform under the Contract
and make all payments due (other than those or the portions of payments in dispute, if any) during
the resolution period. This payment provision shall not apply in the event that the Project Manager
fails to submit a dispute to the City Manager’s as required by this Section. The continued performance
of the Contract by either party shall not constitute an admission as to any factual or legal position in
connection with the dispute, or a waiver of its rights under the Contract or at Law. If the Owner
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becomes aware of any fault or defect in the Work or nonconformance with the Design Development
or Project Documents, it shall give written notice to the Project Manager.

Section 10. Protection of Persons and Property. The Project Manager shall be responsible for
initiating, maintaining and providing supervision of safety precautions and programs in connection
with the Work, and shall also comply with any and all insurance carrier mandated safety requirements
and programs.

The Project Manager shall see to it that subcontractors at their own expense as part of their Contract
Sum shall take any and all precautions that may be necessary to render all portions of the Work, the
Project Site and any adjacent areas affected by the Work secure in every respect, or to decrease the
likelihood of accidents from any cause, or to avoid contingencies which are liable to delay the Work.
The Project Manager shall arrange all necessary facilities to provide safe means of access to all points
where Work is being performed. The Project Manager shall take all precautions and measures as may
be necessary to secure the Project at all hours, including evening and non-work hours. Precautions
may include but not be limited to provision of security guards.

The Project Manager shall take reasonable precautions for the safety of and shall provide reasonable
protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to (a) employees on the Work Site and other persons who
may be affected by it; (b) the Work and materials, furnishings and equipment to be incorporated in it;
and (c) other property related to the Project, whether or not located at or adjacent to the Project Site.
Although the Owner will observe the Project Work and give the Project Manager opinions and
suggestions about safety defects and deficiencies, the Owner shall not be responsible for any unsafe
conditions. The Owner suggestions on safety shall in no way relieve the Project Manager of its
responsibility for safety on the Project. The Project Manager has sole responsibility for safety
throughout the term of the Contract. In case of accident, the Project Manager shall immediately
furnish the Owner with full data relative to the accident.

Only materials and equipment that are reasonably necessary or appropriate for the Work under the
Contract, shall be placed, stored or allowed to occupy any such space at the site of the Work. If
gasoline, flammable oils or other highly combustible materials are to be stored at the Project Site,
they shall be stored in safety containers and placed in clearly marked safe areas. The Project Manager
shall give notices and comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and orders of
the Federal, State and local public authorities bearing on the safety of persons and property and their
protection from damage, injury or loss.

The Project Manager shall be liable for any and all damage or loss to property at the site caused in
whole or in part by the Project Manager directly or anyone directly or indirectly employed by Project
Manager. To the extent that damages are covered by insurance provided in accordance with this
Contract, the Project Manager shall be reimbursed for payments made to the Owner from any
monetary recovery under insurance coverage. The Project Manager shall include same such provision
in each contract for services approved by the owner for work to be completed on the said project.

The Project Manager shall see that contractors avoid damage, as a result of the Project’s operations,
to existing sidewalks, curbs, streets, alleys, pavements, utilities, adjoining property, the Work of other
contractors, and the property of the Owner and others and the responsible party if said damages were
unapproved and not part of the project, will be deducted from the funds owed the responsible parties.
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Section 11. Rights to Entry. The Project Manager shall use a reasonable degree of care when entering
upon any property owned by the Owner in connection with the Project. In the case of property not
owned by the Owner, the Project Manager shall comply with any and all instructions and requirements
for the use of such property. In the case of property owned by any other entity, the Project Manager
shall separately negotiate and obtain any license or permission to enter upon the property. The Owner
agrees to cooperate with the Project Manager in the Project Manager's negotiation with other public
entities in order to secure licenses or permission.

Section 12. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned by Project Manager without the
written consent of the Owner.

Section 13. Notices. Any notice required or permitted by this Agreement shall be in writing and shall
be deemed to have been sufficiently given for all purposes if sent by certified mail or registered mail,
postage and fees prepaid, addressed to the party to whom such notice is to be given at the address set
forth on the first page of this Agreement, or at such other address as has been previously furnished in
writing to the other party or parties. Such notice shall be deemed given when deposited in the United
States mail.

Section 14. Delays. Any delays in or failure of performance by any party of his or its obligations
under this Agreement shall be excused if such delays or failure are a result of acts of God, fires,
floods, strikes, labor disputes, accidents, regulations or orders of civil or military authorities,
shortages of labor or materials, or other causes, similar or dissimilar, which are beyond the control of
such party.

Section 15. Additional Documents. The parties agree to execute any additional documents or take
any additional action that is necessary to carry out this Agreement.

Section 16. Entire Agreement. This Agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties
and there are no oral or collateral agreements or understandings. This Agreement may be amended
only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties. If any other provision of this Agreement is
held invalid or unenforceable, no other provision shall be affected by such holding, and all of the
remaining provisions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 17. Time of the Essence. If any payment or any other condition, obligation, or duty is not
timely made, tendered or performed by either party, then this Agreement, at the option of the party
who is not in default, may be terminated by the non-defaulting party, in which case, the non-defaulting
party may recover such damages as may be proper. If the non-defaulting party elects to treat this
Agreement as being in full force and effect, the non-defaulting party shall have the right to an action
for specific performance or damage or both.

Section 18. Waiver. A waiver by any party to this Agreement of the breach of any term or provision
of this Agreement shall not operate or be construed as a waiver of any subsequent b
