2. (BZA-24-5) Thomas Blackwood has requested three variances from the 
Zoning Ordinance as provided below for the property at 52 Riley Road (parcel 
D11 070): 

1. Relief from Sec. 705, One principal building on a lot, to construct one duplex 
and one single-family dwelling on one lot in a R-3: multiple-family residential 
district. 

2. Relief from Sec. 2001, Minimum setback requirements by zoning district, to 
reduce the minimum front yard setback from 35 feet to 15 feet, reduce the 
minimum side yard setback from 10 feet to 5 feet, and reduce the minimum rear 
yard setback from 10 feet to 5 feet along a non-arterial street in a R-3: multiple-
family residential district. 

3. Relief from Sec. 2002, Minimum lot width, lot size, floor area and density 
standards, to increase the maximum dwelling units per acre from 8.0 to 9.0, and 
to reduce the minimum lot area for a duplex from 20,000 square feet to 14,637 
square feet, in a R-3: multiple-family residential district. 

NOTE: Since public advertising occurred, the applicant has amended his 
application to request less Code relief as provided in the accompanying 
materials.
