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Facility Closures:

a. Areas within the DRAC may be closed at any given time for maintenance
purposes.

b. Unanticipated closures may also occur in the event of unsafe conditions or
other community emergencies. The closures will be posted on the City’s
website https://www.cityofdeadwood.com/parksrec/page/deadwood-
recreation-aguatic-center and the Rec Centers other social media pages

c. The DRAC is utilized as a shelter during emergencies. Areas within the
Rec Center may not be accessible to patrons during these times.

Weather Policy:

The DRAC has a standardized method of cancellation and notification in the
event of bad weather:

1. Facilities
a. The DRAC will remain open during normal operating hours whenever
possible.

b. The DRAC will be closed when City officials announce a closure or
when other City offices are closed due to weather.
c. Closures will be posted on the website and the City/Rec’s social Media
pages.
2. Programs/Classes
a. Programs and classes may be canceled at the discretion of the Parks
and Recreation Director or DRAC Facility Director even if the DRAC
remains open.
b. Attempts may be made to reschedule canceled programs or classes.
c. Cancellations will be posted on the City website and the DRAC social
media pages.
3. Lightning

The pool area will be closed when a lightning strike is detected within a 5-mile
radius of the Deadwood Recreation and Aquatics Center

a. Monitoring lightning activity:

i. The City of Deadwood will implement a lightning detection
system or use a reliable weather monitoring service to track
lightning activity in the vicinity of the DRAC.

ii. The lightning detection system or weather monitoring service
will be set up to detect lighting strikes within a 5-mile radius of
the DRAC.

Designated staff members will be responsible for monitoring the
lightning detection system or weather monitoring service during
pool operating hours.

b. Lightning warning:

If a lightning strike is detected with a 5-mile radius of the DRAC,
a lightning warning will be issued.

The designated staff members responsible for monitoring the
system will immediately inform the pool manager or supervisor
about the lightning warning.

c. Pool Closure Procedure:

Upon receiving the lightning warning, the pool
manager/supervisor or his or her designee will take immediate
action to ensure the safety of all patrons and staff.

All swimmers will be instructed to exit the high-risk areas (pool,
pool deck, sauna, spa, and lock room showers) immediately and
proceed to designated safe areas (lobby) within the recreation
center.

Lifeguards and staff members will assist in evacuating the areas
listed above and guide patrons to safe locations.

All pool activities including swimming lessons, water aerobics,
and other programs, will be suspended until the lightning
warning is lifted.

The pool manager/supervisor or his or her designee will
communicate the closure to all patrons and staff using
appropriate means such as loudspeakers, signage, and verbal
announcements.

Patrons and staff will be advised to remain in safe areas until
the lightning warning is lifted.

After a lightning strike is detected within the 5-mile radius and
30-minute timer will be set before patrons will be allowed to
reenter the high-risk areas. After the initial 30-minutes have
expired, the lightning will be reevaluated. If there are still
lightning strikes within the 5-mile radius, a 10-minute timer will
be set. This process will continue until the lightning is no longer
in the 5-mile radius.

d. Reopening the pool:

The pool manager/supervisor or his or her designee will closely
monitor the lightning activity after the closure.

Once the lightning detection system or weather monitoring
service indicates that the lightning strikes are no longer within
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the 5-mile radius, the pool manager/supervisor or his or her
designee will assess the safety conditions.

lii. The pool will reopen when it is determined that it is safe to do
so, and the lightning warning has been officially lifted.

Iv. The pool manager/supervisor or his or her designee will inform
all patrons and staff about the reopening of the pool using
appropriate communication methods.

Recreation Center General Rules and Policies

DRAC policies are available at the front desk upon request and are posted on the
city’s website.

1. A valid membership pass is required to use the recreation facilities. All key
fobs are to be scanned at the front desk. Using another participant’s pass to
gain access is prohibited. Members/guests must read and acknowledge these
rules and policies with a signature. If not a member, all guests must pay for a
day pass to access these facilities. Guests must sign in and out on the form
provided. Guests and members may be asked to present identification.

2. Do not exit or open emergency signed doors, except for emergencies.

3. Staff reserves the right to eject any person for violation of DRAC rules and
policies. Violations can also result in membership being suspended or
terminated.

4. Any injury occurring in the facility must be reported to and written up by the
DRAC staff on duty immediately.

5. Pass rates are set and subject to change per City Commission.

Lockers:

1. DRAC offers locker usage on a daily basis. Lockers are for day use only.

2. All Personal belongings and valuables should be stored in a locker.

3. Personal locks are permitted on the lockers for daily usage. If left overnight, they
will be removed by staff. The City of Deadwood will not reimburse for removed
personal locks.

Locker Rooms:

1. The locker rooms are designed to provide members and paying guests with
dressing and showering facilities. The locker rooms are open for use during all
operating hours.

2. Camera use is not allowed in locker rooms.

3. Roughhousing in the locker room may result in removal from the property.

Dress Code:

The DRAC dress code’s goal is to maintain a safe and appropriate environment for all
patrons and to prevent disease transmission. Appropriate attire must be worn while
participating in activities and using the facilities within the DRAC. The City of Deadwood
defines appropriate attire as follows:

Gym/Fithess Rooms:

e Tops: T-shirts or tank tops are acceptable, but they should cover the full chest,
back, and lower torso.

e Bottoms: Athletic shorts, leggings, or joggers are standard.

o Safety & Hygiene: Closed-toe athletic shoes are mandatory for safety. Use
sweat-wicking socks.

e Prohibited Items: Jeans, work boots, sandals, or clothing with zippers/rivets that

can snag or damage equipment.

Pool Area:

e Accepted Attire: A clean bathing suit, athletic shorts, leggings, sweatpants, t-shirt
or tank top.

1. Any patron wearing attire deemed inappropriate by DRAC staff will be asked to
change or leave the facility.

2. Clean and non-marking athletic shoes must be worn.

3. Outside dirty shoes are not to be worn on the walking track, in the gym, or in the
fithess rooms.

Alcohol, Drugs, Tobacco, and Vape:

Alcohol, drugs, tobacco, and vape are prohibited on the DRAC grounds at all times.

1. Anyone under the influence of alcohol/ drugs will be asked to leave the facility
immediately.

2. Anyone under the influence of or in possession of any illegal substance will be
asked to leave the facility. Law enforcement officials will be contacted.

3. Smoking, vaping, and the use of chewing tobacco are not allowed on the DRAC
property, or grounds.
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Bicycles and Skateboards

1. Skateboards, longboards, and bikes may not be used inside the DRAC.
2. Bike Racks are available, but patrons must use their own lock. The DRAC is not
responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged property.

1. Pets are not allowed in the DRAC unless otherwise authorized by the City of
Deadwood. We welcome service animals as protected under applicable federal
and state laws (including the Americans with Disabilities Act).

Lost and Found:

The DRAC is not responsible for the loss, theft, or damage of personal property of any
kind.

1. The items found or turned in will be held at the DRAC for 30days, after which
these items will be discarded, given to charity or turned over to the police.

2. Personal care items, beauty items, and undergarments will be discarded
immediately.

Spectators:

Spectators will be welcomed into the facility during special activities and programs.
Each spectator must remain in the designated area. If spectators are found outside of
the designated area, they will be asked to pay the daily pass fee or leave the facility.

Inappropriate Behavior/Public Displays of Affection:

Staff reserves the right to refuse service or programming to anyone with or without
cause.

1. Patrons are reminded to show respect for fellow patrons by avoiding
inappropriate displays of affection, including inappropriate touching or kissing in
the building or on DRAC grounds.

2. Persons taking nude or other inappropriate photos will be suspended or have
membership privileges revoked immediately.
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All patrons using the DRAC must display courteous and considerate behavior.
Foul language, abusing membership privileges, and disregarding facility rules
may result in suspension or revocation of membership or expulsion from the
facility.

a. Upon the first infraction of the DRAC policies, the patron may be asked to
leave the facility, and the incident will be documented.

b. Upon the second infraction, the patron will be given a written warning of
the infraction and consequence, and the patron will be asked to leave the
facility. The infraction will be addressed by a supervisor or the DRAC
Facility Director, and, if applicable, the parent(s) or legal guardian will be
notified.

c. Upon a third infraction, the patron’s privileges may be terminated, and
their ability to enter the DRAC may be revoked at the discretion of the
DRAC Facility Director or the Parks and Recreation Director.

d. No refunds will be given.

Major disciplinary problems may result in immediate loss of membership
privileges or permanent banishment from the facility.

Visitors to the DRAC must use the facility for its intended purposes and follow all
rules and policies. Violators will be asked to leave the DRAC and will not receive
a refund.

Membership:

1.

Members will be issued a fob for scanning access to the facility, and at that time
the disclaimer will need to be verified and signed.

Members will be required to have their picture taken at the front desk. The DRAC
will hold the picture on the member's account.

Members must present their fob each time they use the facility to gain admittance
to the DRAC.

Lost or stolen fobs may be replaced (First one will be free. After that fobs may be
replaced for a $5.00 fee).

Parents or legal guardians assume full responsibility for any guest or member
under the age of 18.

Guests or members five (5) years of age or younger must be accompanied by an
adult (18) years of age or older at all times throughout the facility.

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3. Children under the age of eleven (11) must be accompanied by an adult or an
individual aged eleven (11) or older.

4. Except for those children participating in a certified recreation program; children
ages 6-10 years of age must be supervised by someone who is 11 years of age
or older.

5. If a child is not picked up by closing time, two attempts will be made to contact
the parent or guardian. If the child is not picked up within 30 minutes of closing,
the police department will be contacted.

Fithess Classes and Personal Training:

The DRAC offers a range of fitness classes for all levels of fitness, including a list of
personal trainers. Class schedules and Personal Trainer information are available at the
front desk. Class length, description, and location are available on the schedule.

1. The personal Trainers/Instructors may charge additional fees for their services.

Gymnasium:

The gymnasium is intended to serve the various needs of the public through a
continuous offering of a wide range of programs. The gym may be used for open
recreational use, or rec center group fitness classes and activities, and private gym
rentals.

The gym is also available for special events or community activities. The gym may be
closed for general use during sports leagues and tournaments.

General Gym Rules:

1. Only non-marking athletic shoes may be used on the gym floor. Proper, clean shoes
must be brought in and worn in all areas.

2. Food and beverages, other than water bottles, are not permitted in the gym.

3. Misuse of any equipment or furnishings in the gym is cause for expulsion from the
DRAC and the damage may be charged to the patron.

4. Hanging from or “popping” the basketball rims or nets is not permitted; charges may
be assessed to the patron for broken equipment.

Racquetball court:

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Participants 11 years of age and older are allowed in the racquetball court.
Participants under the age of 11 must be supervised by a person of 11 years of
age or older.

Racquetball, handball, squash, and wallyball are permitted on the court.

Eye protection is required while playing except for wallyball.

(16 Laps = 1 Mile)

The Track is available for walkers and runners. Spectators are not permitted on the
track during normal operating hours; exceptions may be made during special events.

Fitness Rooms:

Participants under eleven (11) years of age are allowed on the track with
supervision of a person 11 Years or older.

All users must travel in the same direction as indicated. The inside lane is for
walking; the outside lane is used for jogging and passing.

Clean, close-toes shoes must be worn at all times. Dirty or wet shoes damage
the surface.

Parents with single-width strollers are permitted if the track is not crowded.
The walking/running directions are posted on the track door.

Participants fourteen (14) years and older are allowed in the weight rooms and
cardio rooms.

All weights and bars must be returned to their racks when they are finished being
used.

Do not take any weights or other equipment out of the fithess rooms.

To maintain the integrity of the floor, weights, and machines, please do not drop
or slam weights. When using weight machines, lower your weights in a controlled
manner to avoid slamming.

Wipe down all weights and equipment with a sanitizing towel when finished.
Food and drink are not permitted in the fitness rooms, except for a closed-lid
water bottle.

Clean indoor athletic shoes must be worn when utilizing the fithess rooms.

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8. Proper gym etiquette must always be followed. No grunting or loud noises and no
horse play. Be courteous to others.

Sauna/ Infrared Sauna:

1. Must be sixteen (16) years of age to use the saunas.

2. Appropriate attire is required (see dress code on page 5). Follow sauna rules as
posted on saunas.

3. When taking a sauna, allow time to relax completely.

4. After 15 minutes or when perspiration begins, leave the sauna and relax in the
dressing area. Follow with a cool shower.

5. Cooling time should equal time spent in the sauna.

6. Re-enter the sauna room and stay for 5 or 10 minutes.

7. Repeat the cycle 2 or 3 times, then end with a brisk shower and rinse in cool
water.

8. Dress only when completely dry and perspiration has stopped.

9. Some sauna bathers enjoy the soothing effect of steam by squirting water on the
heated sauna rocks.

10.Sauna only: Use only enough water to produce steam by spraying the water on
the rocks. Do not spray the walls. Do not pour water/or any other liquids on the
rocks.

11.Time in the sauna should not exceed 15 minutes per session and SHALL NOT
EXCEED 30 MINUTES PER VISIT.

12.Do not pour chlorinated pool or spa water on the heater. Corrosion damage will
occur, and hazardous fumes may be released.

13. Dry off before using the infrared sauna.

14.Do not use any chemical, or herbal sprays in either of the saunas.

Hot Tub:

A lifeguard must be present.

Shower with soap and water before entering.

No soaps or oils in the spa pool. NO EXCEPTIONS.

Persons age 16 and OLDER only. NO exceptions.

Elderly persons and those suffering from heart disease, diabetes, or high blood
pressure should consult a physician before using the spa pool.

Pregnant women should not use the spa pool without consulting their physician.
7. Persons suffering from a communicable disease transmissible via water may not
use the spa.

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8. Individuals who are under the influence of alcohol or any other impairing
substances are prohibited from using the spa pool or any facility amenities.

9. Persons should not spend more than 15 minutes in the spa in any one session.

10.Running or engaging in unsafe activities or horseplay in or around the spa pool is
prohibited.

11.Do not sit on the edge.

Swimming Pool:

1. No person may use the pool unless it is officially open, and the lifeguard is
present.

2. All instructions given by the lifeguards are to be followed.

3. Individual admission to the pool may be denied for any of the following:

a. Open sores, wounds, skin infections, and nasal or ear discharge.
b. Any condition or evidence, which in the opinion of the manager would
jeopardize the health and safety of self or other patrons.

4. Family appropriate swimming attire must be worn.

5. Diving is not permitted. Running, pushing, causing undue disturbance, or any
conduct that may endanger the welfare of self or other patrons is prohibited.

6. Children 5 years of age and under must be supervised by an adult (18) years of
age or older and must be in the water or within a safe reach of the child.

7. Swimmers age 6-10 must be accompanied by a person 11 years of age or older.
The DRAC staff on duty may administer a swim test. If they fail, the swimmer
must stay in water that is not over their shoulders or may be required to wear a
life vest.

8. Flotation devices and water toys will be permitted at the DRAC staff’s discretion.

9. Infants/children not toilet-trained must wear swim diapers.

10.Glass containers, breakable objects, or hazardous objects of any kind are not
permitted in the pool area, locker rooms, or pool deck.

11.The DRAC staff may close any portion of the pool for any safety or maintenance
reason. Examples of safety reasons include but are not limited to, thunder or
lightning storms, body excretions.

12.Members/guests using the slide are required to follow all rules/guidelines posted
on the slide.

13. All bathers must take a cleansing shower with soap before entering the
swimming pool.

14. Any bather leaving the pool to use the toilet must take a second cleansing
shower before returning to the pool area.

15.The following are strictly prohibited in the pool: Spitting, urinating, blowing the
nose, or spouting water and depositing any foreign matter in the pool.

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16.Consumption of food and/or beverages, use of tobacco products, or chewing
gum is not permitted in the swimming pool or on the deck. No chewing gum is
allowed in or near the pool area within four (4) feet.

ELEMENTARY
SWIMMING POOL CONTRACT

THIS AGREEMENT effective the 16th day of March, 2026, by and between the Lead-Deadwood
School District #40-1, hereinafter referred to as SCHOOL and the City of Deadwood, hereinafter referred
toas CITY.

WHEREAS the SCHOOL and the CITY are desirous of entering into an agreement where the
SCHOOL shall contract for use of the swimming pool facility owned by the CITY, now therefore, it is
mutually understood by and between parties hereto as follows:

SECTION 1

The CITY agrees to rent to the SCHOOL for its use as follows; availability for Elementary
School swimming beginning in March and ending in May of the calendar year for a period of 6 weeks.
SCHOOL agrees to pay the sum hereinafter described in Section 7, below, on or before June 1, 2026.

SECTION 2

CITY agrees to maintain the pool in a safe and usable condition. It is agreed between the parties
that in the event the pool should become unsafe, inaccessible, unusable, or inoperable, through no fault of
CITY, CITY shall not be held liable for any damages to School. This agreement is divisible, and
consideration will be pro-rated in the event the pool should become unusable for any reason.

SECTION 3

SCHOOL agrees to indemnify and hold CITY harmless from any and all liabilities, claims,
demands, actions or causes of action in any way arising out of SCHOOL’S use of the pool and its
accompanying facilities.

SECTION 4

SCHOOL agrees to list CITY as an additional insured party with SCHOOL’S insurance carrier.
SCHOOL also agrees to provide CITY with a certificate of said insurance showing CITY as additional
insured. This certificate shall be provided to CITY before SCHOOL’S use shall commence.

SECTION 5

SCHOOL releases CITY from any supervisory obligation and agrees to be completely
responsible for the safety and health of all persons using the pool facilities under this agreement during
the term set forth above. SCHOOL agrees to be fully responsible for all damages, destruction or any
other loss resulting to CITY as a result of the use of the pool facilities by SCHOOL.

SCHOOL further agrees to provide adequate supervision of both male and female locker rooms
during swimming lessons. This supervision shall be carried out by qualified SCHOOL staff members or
designated personnel appointed by the SCHOOL.. The purpose of this supervision is to ensure the safety,
security, and privacy of all students using the CITY locker room facilities.
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SECTION 6

CITY agrees to furnish one (1) Certified Water Safety Instructor and two (2) Lifeguards-trained
personnel for instruction during all hours the pool is designated for SCHOOL’S use.

SECTION 7
In addition to Section 1, SCHOOL agrees to compensate CITY the sum of Five Thousand and
No/100ths Dollars ($5,000.00) for instruction of the Elementary swimming sessions for spring of 2026.
SCHOOL agrees to pay said sum in accordance with Section 1, above.

SECTION 8

In addition to Section 1 and Section 7, SCHOOL agrees to compensate CITY at a rate of
Nineteen Dollars and No /100ths Dollars. ($19.00) or the current calendar City approved lifeguard rate
per staff hour for any additional services or facility use beyond the 6 week contract. The extra use or
services will be requested in writing by SCHOOL.

SECTION 9

Overview:

When city facilities are used by the general public for special events which pose a high risk of
injury (e.g. outdoor recreational activities or athletic events), a signed Waiver of Liability,
Indemnification, and Medical Release should be required of each participant.

The waiver form should not be significantly modified. It has been written to comply with a 1994
Supreme Court decision, which stated:

= Pre-injury releases are much more likely to be deemed valid and enforceable when they
are written on a separate document--that is, not imbedded in an application, rental
agreement or sign-up sheet;

= Unless the intention of the parties is expressed in unmistakable language, an
exculpatory clause will not be deemed to insulate a party from liability for his own
negligent acts...what the law demands is that such provisions be clear and coherent; and

= The more inherently dangerous or risky the recreational activity, the more likely that an
anticipatory release will be held valid.

The form can and should be modified to specifically identify the activity involved. In the case of
a particularly dangerous activity, the level of risk involved should also be stated. For example, it
may not be sufficient to name the activity "motorcycle stunts." The release form should specify
the level of difficulty of the stunts.

NOTE:

High risk activities warrant the use of either a Facilities Use Agreement which requires the user
to carry liability coverage, or participant liability waivers, or both. The process of determining
when to require insurance of the user and/or when to require signed waivers of participants can
be a difficult one. Unfortunately, with the wide variety of activities, events and facilities across
City government, there is no way to establish a standard policy to specifically address all cases.

User represents that its activities, pursuant to this agreement, will be supervised by adequately trained
personnel, and that user will observe, and cause the participants in the activity to observe, all safety
rules for the facility and the activity. User acknowledges that the City has no duty to and will not provide
supervision of the activity.

User shall maintain occurrence based commercial general liability insurance or equivalent form with a
limit of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) for each occurrence. If such insurance contains a
general aggregate limit, it shall apply separately to this Agreement or be no less than two times the
occurrence limit.

A. The Concessionaire shall sell quality food and beverages; schedule and provide full maintenance of
the concession premises; employ, train, and supervise personnel with appropriate qualifications and
experience to assist in such functions; perform or supervise employees in the performance of all
other tasks related to the operation, maintenance of the concession premises; and pay for and
obtain all licenses and permits necessary for the operation of the concessions granted. The
Concessionaire may offer the sale of additional items from the Concession Premises but shall be
limited to food and beverage and approved by the Deadwood City Commission.

B. The Concessionaire shall not sell any alcohol. Alcohol during events held at the Deadwood Event
Complex is the sole responsibility of the Event Organizer. The event organizer will have access to the
coolers and the outside bars in the facility.

C. Concessionaire shall at its own expense, at all times, keep the Concession Premises and areas within
twenty-five (25) feet thereto in a neat, clean, safe, and sanitary condition; and keep the glass of all
windows and doors serving such areas clean and presentable. Concessionaire shall furnish all
cleaning supplies and materials needed to operate such areas in the manner prescribed in this
agreement; Concessionaire shall provide or perform all necessary janitorial service to adequately
maintain the inside and outside of such areas including concession seating. Concessionaire shall be
responsible for keeping the areas within twenty-five (25) feet of the perimeter of such areas free of
litter and clean of spills resulting from concession operations. The concessionaire shall be obligated
to maintain a regular cleaning schedule, as well as a regular extermination service schedule.

D. Garbage collection within the concession premises and within twenty-five (25) feet of the premises
shall be maintained by the Concessionaire and disposed into a dumpster provided by the Event
Organizer.

E. Concessionaire shall be open for business during all special events approved by City Commission
where the concession service is requested for the Deadwood Event Complex.

A component of the facility use agreement is a guaranteed dollar amount of two hundred and fifty

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Alcohol Policy for Facility Rentals

No alcohol is allowed in any building or on the grounds of the City of Deadwood Event Complex,
including the parking area without the expressed consent of City of Deadwood. To obtain permission
to serve or have alcoholic beverages the City Finance Office MUST be contacted, at (605) 578-2600.
Alcoholic beverages are NOT permitted outside of the Event Complex.

The sale of alcoholic beverages may be allowed by acquiring a special alcoholic beverage license from
the City of Deadwood per Deadwood Codified Ordinance Chapter 5.04 Alcoholic Beverages Sections
5.04.070, 5.04.090 and 5.04.100 and South Dakota Codified Law Title 35. The process to obtain alcohol
licenses may take up to 45 days.

Again, alcoholic beverages are NOT permitted outside of the Event Complex. The Finance Office MUST

be contacted, at (605) 578-2600 then after review of the request for the serving of alcoholic beverages,

the City Commission will approve or disapprove of the request. User will receive notification in written

form from the City Finance office of the Commission action.

For those functions where consent has been given the following rules must be followed:

* At any event where alcohol is available, the renter must provide, at their expense, licensed

servers unless otherwise approved by the Deadwood City Commission. A copy of the license
must be provided to the City of Deadwood prior to the event.

» The renter will also, at their expense, provide adequate licensed certified security to cover the
event. A copy of the license and security certification must also be provided to the City
of Deadwood prior to the event. The entity can submit an “alternative” to a licensed
certified security company, but the “alternative” security will generally entail having a
certified police officer on site (off-duty officer is okay). The City will also need to be provided
with their name & a copy of their certification, & they need to agree not to drink alcohol
themselves.

* Keys for the facilities will not be issued until this information is received and confirmed.

SECTION 1: ADOPTION “CHAPTER 15.02 SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS”
of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION

CHAPTER 15.02 SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS (4dded)

SECTION 2: ADOPTION “15.02.010 General Policy Statement” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.010 General Policy Statement(Added)

The purpose of this Special Assessment Ordinance is to establish the policies and procedures
i accordance with the South Dakota Codified Laws (SDCL). Chapter 9-43. for the

construction and financing of local improvement projects through assessment of benefitted
properties by the City of Deadwood.

The ordinance is intended to serve as a guide for the special assessments on local improvement

to ensure consistent, fair, and equitable treatment of all property owners sharing in the special

benefit of the street and utility improvements as determined by the City of Deadwood.

Local improvements are defined as the process of building, altering, repairing, improving, or
demolishing any local infrastructure facility, including any structure, building, or other
improvement of any kind to real property as defined by SDCL § 9-43-75. The following types
of local improvements which part or all the cost of the improvements is to be assessed to
benefitting properties includes street grading, base course and pavement, curb and gutter,
driveway pavement, sidewalks, retaining walls, sanitary sewer mains and services, water main
and water services, storm sewer trunk lines and laterals. The type of assessable costs shall
include but not be limited to construction costs, engineering costs, and property acquired for
infrastructure including but not limited purchase and closing costs and legal and other fees.
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SECTION 3: ADOPTION “15.02.020 Definitions” of the Deadwood
Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION
15.02.020 Definitions(Added)

In the application of this Special Assessment Policy, the rules and definitions contained in this
section shall be observed and applied, except when the context clearly indicates otherwise.

Abutting - Contiguous or having a common boundary.

Adjusted Front Footage - The number of feet used in calculating an Assessment applied for
each individual property based on the methods described in the Ordinance

City - The City of Deadwood. South Dakota

Deferred Assessment - A dollar amount applied for improvements or services provided to
selected properties receiving special benefit that the City elects to not collect until a specific

time or event as defined by the South Dakota Codified Laws and this Special Assessment
Ordmance.

Driveway - A private road that gives access to a house or property from a public roadway.

Larger Lot or Parcel — One or more separate parcels of land that are under the same ownership

that collectively are greater than 160 acres in size and that are unimproved in terms of
infrastructure.

Local Improvement - The process of building, altering, repairing, improving, or demolishing

any local infrastructure facility, including any structure, building, or other improvement of any
kind to real property as defined in South Dakota Codified Laws.

Lot - Land occupied or intended for occupancy by a use or uses permitted by the City of

Deadwood. It shall have its principal footage upon a street or an officially approved access.
The terms parcel and tract may be used with the same definition within this Ordinance.

Oversizing - A pipe or pavement surface that is designed and constructed larger or wider than
what is needed to adequately service a specific project area abutting the improvement.

Property Line - A line of record bounding a lot that divides one (1) lot from another lot or from
a public or private street or any other public space.

Reconstruction - Infrastructure which currently exists and will be replaced for a similar use.

Special Assessment - A dollar amount applied for improvements or services provided to
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selected properties receiving special benefit.

Special Benefit — The benefit received by a parcel of real property received when that real
property receives a unique increase in value or usability due to a nearby public improvements

including but not limited to new infrastructure, road access, or utility upgrades which are

separate from general benefits enjoyed by the public.

Service Line - A water or sanitary sewer pipe that is installed between the main line to the
property line to service individual properties.

Trunk Line - Water and sewer pipes that serve as large capacity mains to service larger areas
and multiple basins outside of the areas adjacent to the main.

SECTION 4: ADOPTION “15.02.030 Methods Of Assessment” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.030 Methods Of Assessment(Added)

There are a number of methods of assessment that may be used: adjusted front footage, area,

per lot, per each, zone, fair market value before and after improvements, use of improvements,
and block by block. The City shall determine one method for each project or improvement,

based upon which method would best reflect the special benefit received for the area to be
assessed.

The assessment rate determined for each property receiving special benefit shall be equal to the
assessable cost of the project divided by the total number of assessable units benefitted by the

improvements.

The following methods of assessment, as described and defined below, are hereby established
as methods of assessment in the City of Deadwood.

SECTION 5: ADOPTION “15.02.040 Adjusted Front Footage Method Of
Assessment” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.040 Adjusted Front Footage Method Of Assessment(4dded)

The cost for adjusted front footage method of assessment shall be based on the quotient of the
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assessable cost divided by the total assessable frontage receiving special benefit from the
improvement. To determine the assessable frontage, all properties, including governmental
agencies, shall have their frontages included in such calculation.

The actual physical dimensions of a parcel abutting an improvement (i.e., street, sewer, water,
etc.) shall not be construed as the frontage utilized to calculate the assessment for a particular

parcel. Rather, an adjusted front footage will be determined. The purpose of this method is to
equalize assessment calculations for lots of similar size. The following procedures will apply
when calculating adjusted front footage. The appropriate procedure will be determined by the
layout of the lot.

A. Interior rectangular lots. The adjusted front footage shall be equal to the dimension of the

front of the lot. The front of the lot shall be defined as the linear distance in feet abutting a
public street. B. Rectangular corner lots. The adjusted front footage shall be equal to the
dimension of the front of the lot. The front of the lot shall be defined as the linear distance
in feet abutting a public street. Sanitary sewer and water main adjusted front footage shall
be equal to the dimension of the side of the lot that is determined to be considered the front
as the linear distance in feet abutting a public street C. Interior irregularly shaped lots. The

adjusted front footage shall be equal to the dimension of the front of the lot. The front of the
lot shall be defined as the linear distance in feet abutting a public street. D. Irregularly
shaped corner lots. The adjusted front footage shall be equal to the dimension of the front of
the lot. The front of the lot shall be defined as the linear distance in feet abutting a public

street. Sanitary sewer and water main adjusted front footage shall be equal to the dimension
of the side of the lot that is determined to be considered the front based on the linear

distance in feet abutting a public street. E. Double Frontage Lots. A double frontage lot is

defined as a lot that has frontage on two non-adjoining sides. The adjusted front footage
shall be equal to the dimension of the front of the lot. The front of the lot shall be defined as
the linear distance in feet abutting a public street. Sanitary sewer and water main adjusted

front footage shall be equal to the dimension of the side of the lot that is determined to be
considered the front based on the linear distance in feet abutting a public street. F. Corner

lots which abut three streets. The adjusted front footage for a given type of surface

improvement shall be calculated on the same basis as if such lot was a corner lot abutting
the improvement on two sides only. G. Large parcels. For large platted or unplatted lots. the

lot shall be assessed based on the type of large lot as defined above with the front of the lot
being defined based on the linear distance in feet abutting a public street. For the large lots
that abut an improvement that assessments are being applied but is not considered the front

of the lot as defined in the City of Deadwood Zoning Ordinances at the time of assessment,
the lot will have a deferred assessment applied against any future lots which may be
subdivided from the larger parcel and the future lots subdivided would meet the definition

as the front of the lot for the assessed improvements in the future. The City shall determine

the potential for large lots to be subject to a deferred assessment.
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SECTION 6: ADOPTION “15.02.050 Area Method Of Assessment” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION
15.02.050 Area Method Of Assessment(Added)

The area method of assessment shall be based on the number of square feet or acres within the
boundaries of the appropriate property lines of the areas receiving special benefit from the
project. The assessment rate (i.e., cost per square foot) shall be calculated by dividing the total
assessable cost by the total assessable area. On large lots, the City Planning and Zoning
Director may determine that only a portion of the lot(s) receives the special benefit and may
select a lot depth for the calculations equal to the special benefit received.

All properties included in the area receiving special benefit, including governmental agencies,
shall be assessable. The following items may not be included in area calculations: public right-
of-way, and natural waterways, swamps and lakes and other wetlands designated by the State
of South Dakota or the City. The City Planning and Zoning Director will make a

recommendation on the boundaries or parameters of the area receiving special benefit.

SECTION 7: ADOPTION “15.02.060 Per Lot Method Of Assessment” of
the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.060 Per Lot Method Of Assessment(4dded)

The per lot method of assessment shall be based on equal assessment of all lots within the area

receiving special benefit. The assessment per lot shall be the quotient of the assessable cost
divided by the total assessable lots of parcels receiving special benefit from the improvement.

For the purpose of determining the lots of parcels, all parcels, including governmental
agencies, shall be included in such calculations.

SECTION 8: ADOPTION “15.02.070 Per Each Method Of Assessment” of
the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION
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15.02.070 Per Each Method Of Assessment(4dded)

The per each method of assessment shall be utilized when a property receives the sole special

benefit of the improvement (example: a water service.)

SECTION 9: ADOPTION “15.02.080 Zone Formula” of the Deadwood
Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION
15.02.080 Zone Formula(Added)

Assessments may be levied by using the "zone" formula when benefits are equal and uniform
among all of the parcels of the property within each zone. A "zone" or "zone and termini"
system is one in which the improvement district is divided into zones. with a decrease of the
percentage of the cost of the improvement assigned to each of the zones as the distance from
the improvment increases.

SECTION 10: ADOPTION “15.02.090 Fair Market Value Before And A fter
Improvement” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION

15.02.090 Fair Market Value Before And A fter Improvement(4dded)

The assessment may be done according to the proportionate increase in the fair market value of
the property after the installation of the improvements.

SECTION 11: ADOPTION “15.02.100 Use Of Improvement” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION

15.02.100 Use Of Improvement(4dded)

The assessment may be done based on the nature and extent of the owner’s use of the

improvement. The assessment is distinguished from any fees the owner may pay for the
continuing use of the service provided by the improvement. The assessment is the charge for
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the improvement of the property and when determining whether a charge for connecting with a
municipal water or other service is a fee or an assessment.

SECTION 12: ADOPTION “15.02.110 Block-By-Block” of the Deadwood
Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.110 Block-By-Block(Added)

The “block-by-block” method of apportionment is the assessment of individual properties in
each “block” of property of a portion of the cost of acquiring the land in that block. The size

and configuration of a “block” is determined on a case-by-case basis. depending on the
existing facts and circumstances.

SECTION 13: ADOPTION “15.02.120 Assessment Determination And
Standards For Improvement” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION
15.02.120 Assessment Determination And Standards For Improvement(4dded)

The following shall be used for determinations and standards for improvement.

SECTION 14: ADOPTION “15.02.130 Street, Curb And Gutter
Improvements” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.130 Street, Curb And Gutter Improvements(4dded)

A. New Construction: All new streets (including gravel to asphalt) will be assessed 100%
to the properties receiving special benefit. Street and curb and gutter improvements
will normally be assessed by the adjusted front foot method, however other methods
may be utilized if conditions warrant. Cost of construction of streets shall be assessed
based on the City of Deadwood Design Standards for residential streets at the time of
the assessment. Oversizing costs which are incurred more than the above may be paid
by: City funds, State funds, larger Assessment rates to benefitted properties, general
obligation funds, or any other method or combination of methods authorized by the
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City of Deadwood.

B. Reconstruction and Overlays: Except as for streets that were constructed and failed to
meet a reasonable life expectancy. street reconstruction and overlays will be assessed
0% to the benefited properties. Reconstruction of existing paved streets without curb
and gutter to an urban section with curb & gutter shall be assessed 100% to the
benefitting property owners.

C. Gravel Streets: Existing gravel streets improved to a paved street shall be assessed

100% to the benefiting properties for construction and surfacing and installing curb
and gutter as if it were a new construction.

D. Driveway Approaches: All driveway approaches constructed with new development
shall be assessed at 100% to the benefitting property owners. Existing driveway
approaches that are reconstructed will be assessed 0% to the benefitting property
owner. The driveway approach consists of the area from the back of curb to the front
edge of the sidewalk across the property or property line if there is no sidewalk.

E. Maintenance: All maintenance on existing streets will not be assessed to the benefitting
property owners and shall be paid for in accordance with the City of Deadwood policy

on maintenance fees.

SECTION 15: ADOPTION “15.02.140 Sidewalks And Trails” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.140 Sidewalks And Trails(4dded)

A. New Development: All sidewalks installed in newly developed areas shall be paid 100%
by the property owner. Notwithstanding, should the City install the sidewalk then the

sidewalk improvements will normally be assess against the owner by the front foot method,
however other methods may be utilized if conditions warrant. Cost of construction of

sidewalks and trails shall be assessed based on the City of Deadwood Design Standards at

the time of the assessment.

B. New Sidewalk in Developed areas or Sidewalk Reconstruction: All new sidewalk

installed in development areas shall be assed 0% to the properties abutting the

improvements. Sidewalk replaced as part of a reconstruction project shall be assess 0% to
the properties abutting the improvements.
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SECTION 16: ADOPTION “15.02.150 Storm Sewer Improvements” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.150 Storm Sewer Improvements(Added)

Storm sewer improvements shall include the storm sewer piping, outlets, structures, pumping
stations, stormwater management ponds, ditches, culverts, and all other appurtenances required
for the collection and management of stormwater.

For New Construction, all new storm sewer installed may be assessed 100% to the benefitted
properties. Storm sewer improvements will normally be assessed using the area method:
however, other methods may be utilized if conditions warrant it. If new storm sewer to be

installed is receiving drainage from areas outside of the assessed area causing storm sewer to be
oversized, the oversizing of the storm sewer shall be unassessed and funded through the City.

The area of drainage from the assessed area and the required storm sewer sizing will be used to
determine the oversizing of the storm sewer. Storm sewer reconstruction projects may involve

improvements that upsize or construct a new stormwater infrastructure system in areas that
have inadequate drainage or developed areas without existing storm sewer infrastructure. With
reconstruction projects that include work other than replacement of the existing storm sewer
infrastructure system, the City shall determine the benefit to the adjacent property owners and
the percentage of the reconstruction to be assessed depending on the scope and need of the
improvement.

The cost for upsizing storm sewer systems to provide adequate service and capacity for areas
beyond the adjacent area, the benefitting properties will be assessed at the estimate cost of an

equivalent storm sewer system that would be sufficient for the drainage area of the assessment
area.

SECTION 17: ADOPTION “15.02.160 Sanitary Sewer Improvments” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.160 Sanitary Sewer Improvments(4dded)

Sanitary sewer improvements shall include the sanitary sewer piping, sanitary sewer service
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lines, manholes, lift stations, and all other appurtenances required for the collection and
management of wastewater.

A. New Construction: All new sanitary sewer mains and sewer service connections shall be
assessed 100% to the benefited properties. Sanitary sewer main improvements will normally

be assessed by the adjusted front footage basis; however, other methods may be utilized if
conditions warrant it. Properties with City existing sanitary services, but which do not hav

[

mainline sewer adjacent to, across or up to their property lines will not be assessed as they

are considered to already be receiving the benefit of the service connection. B. Oversized

mains or upsizing: When new oversized mains or trunk lines (larger than 8”) or existing

sanitary sewer mains are required to be upsized to provide adequate service and capacity for

areas beyond the adjacent area. the benefitting properties will be assessed at the estimated

cost of an equivalent 8" with all oversizing costs to remain unassessed and funding through

the City. The City shall dictate the location and size of oversized mains. Oversizing costs

shall be determined by the mean price of pipe and appurtenances at the time of construction.

C. Grinder Pumps: Where, in the opinion of the engineers retained by the City of

Deadwood., it is necessary to install an individual grinder pump lifting device for purposes
of securing adequate flow from a property to the adjacent public sewer service. a property

owner must provide the necessary grinder pump and related lines to transmit sewage to the

adjacent public sewer system. The pump must be approved by the City Planning Director
and installation of said grinder pump lifting device shall be done at the property owner’s

expense. The lifting device and discharge line shall be owned, maintained, and operated at
the expense of the property owner unless the Deadwood City Commission determines that

it is in the best interest of the City to own, operate or maintain these systems.

SECTION 18: ADOPTION “15.02.170 Water Main Improvements” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.170 Water Main Improvements(4dded)

Water main improvements shall include the water main piping, water service lines, fire

hydrants, valves, fittings, and all other appurtenances required for the water distribution system.

A. New Construction: All new water main lines and water services connections will be
assessed 100% to the benefitting properties. Water main improvements will normally be
assessed by the adjust front footage basis: however. other methods may be utilized if
conditions warrant it. Properties which have existing City water service, but not have

mainline water mains adjacent to, across, or up to the property lines will not be assessed as

they are considered to already be receiving the benefit of the service connection. B.
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Oversized or looping: When new oversized mains or trunk lines (larger than 8”) or existing
water mains are required to be upsized to provide adequate service and capacity for areas
bevond the adjacent area. the benefitting properties will be assessed at the estimated cost of

an equivalent 8” with all oversizing costs to remain unassessed and funding through the
City. The City of Deadwood shall dictate the location and size of oversized mains.

Oversizing costs shall be determined by the mean price of pipe and appurtenances at the
time of construction.

SECTION 19: ADOPTION “15.02.180 Special Assessment Procedures” of
the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION
15.02.180 Special Assessment Procedures(Added)

The following is the general procedure for special assessments that the City of Deadwood shall

follow for all local improvement projects which the City determines shall be assessed to the
property owners receiving special benefit in accordance with SDCL 9-43 et al.

SECTION 20: ADOPTION “15.02.190 Initiation Of Local Improvements”
of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
ADOPTION
15.02.190 Initiation Of Local Improvements(A4dded)

A. By Petition: A public improvement project may be initiated by affected property owners
to be assessed.

B. By City: The City of Deadwood may initiate public improvement projects as it
determines necessary with approval of the Deadwood City Commission.

SECTION 21: ADOPTION “15.02.200 Proposed Resolution Of Necessity”
of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:
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ADOPTION

15.02.200 Proposed Resolution Of Necessity(4dded)

The City of Deadwood shall develop a proposed resolution of necessity as defined in SDCL §§
9-43. The proposed resolution of necessity shall include the general nature of the proposed
improvement or improvements, the material to be used, an estimate of the total cost or cost per

linear foot, a description of the classes of lots to be assessed and of the method of apportioning
the special benefits to the lots, if applicable. The City may define which portions of the

proposed improvement costs will be assessed to special benefitted properties and which
portions may be covered partially or in full by the City or through the City from various

funding sources, if any. The City may define which methods of determining special benefit will
be used as determined to be the most consistent, fair, and equitable treatment to each of the

property owners sharing in the special benefit of the street and utility improvements to be

assessed. The City proposed resolution shall state that the details, plans. and specifications are
available for review during regular office hours at the City finance office.

SECTION 22: ADOPTION “15.02.210 Notice Of Public Hearing On
Proposed Resolution Of Necessity” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as
follows:

ADOPTION
15.02.210 Notice Of Public Hearing On Proposed Resolution Of Necessity(Added)

The City will publish a notice of public hearing on the proposed resolution of necessity once,

not less than ten (10) nor mor than twenty (20) days before the public hearing on the resolution

of necessity. The notice of public hearing shall contain the time and place of the hearing and

shall state that the City will consider any objections to the proposed resolution by owners of

the affected properties.

The City shall provide a mailing, by first class or certified mail to each of the affected property
owners as shown by the records kept by the Lawrence County Director of Equalization, not

less than ten (10) days nor more than twenty (20) days before the hearing. The mailing shall
include a copy of the notice of public hearing and the proposed resolution of necessity to each
property owner of the affected properties.

At the public hearing, the City will consider any objections to the proposed resolution. The
City of Deadwood reserves the right to adopt the proposed resolution with or without

amendments to the original resolution. If the City amends any portion of the resolution

affecting the properties not included in the original proposal, the City will give notice and the
opportunity to be heard to the affected property owner per SDCL 9-43-82 to 9-43-84.

After the adoption of the resolution of necessity by the City, the City will publish the adopted
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resolution of necessity. The adopted resolution of necessity becomes effective twenty (20) days
after publication unless brought to a vote by the referendum, suspended by a resolution of the

Deadwood City Commission, or a petition is filed wit the City finance officer that is signed by
at least fifty-five percent (55%) of the affected property owners to be assessed. The City has

the ability to deny the petition through a two-thirds vote by the Deadwood City Commission.

If the resolution of necessity becomes effective after the conditions listed above are met, the

City shall move forward with contracting for the proposed improvements.

SECTION 23: ADOPTION “15.02.220 Notice Of Public Hearing On
Assessment Roll” of the Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.220 Notice Of Public Hearing On Assessment Roll(Added)

Any contract for the improvements shall contain a suspension and/or termination provision
providing for termination at no cost to the City if the special assessment roll is appealed to
Circuit Court. After the contract is signed, the City shall file an assessment roll with the City
finance officer. The assessment roll shall include the legal description of each parcel or
property, the property owner’s name as shown by the assessment roll of Lawrence County’s
Director of Equalization, and the amount of assessment against each lot or parcel that is to be
assessed as part of the proposed improvement. The assessment roll shall contain information on
the installments (if any), rates of interest on installations and the statement on due dates of
installments (if any). The statement shall include that any number of the installments may be

paid without interest at the office of the finance officer within thirty (30) days from the date of
approval of the roll as per SDCL §§ 9-43.

Upon filing of the assessment roll in the finance office, the City will publish a notice of public
hearing on the assessment roll, not less than ten (10) days nor more than twenty (20) days
before the hearing. the notice of public hearing shall disclose the nature of improvements for
which the assessment is to be levied and shall contain the time and place of the hearing. It shall
also state that the assessment roll is open for public inspection at the office of the finance
officer, and shall refer to the special assessment role for further particulars. The City shall
provide a mailing, by first class or certified mail to each of the affected property owners as
shown by the records kept by the Lawrence County Director of Equalization, with the mailing
being provided not less than ten (10) days nor more than twenty (20) days before the public
hearing. The mailing shall include a copy of the assessment roll for each of the affected
property owners to be assessed. At the public hearing, the Deadwood City Commission will

consider the assessment roll and any objections thereto, and determine whether to approve,
equalize. or reject the assessment roll. A fter the assessment roll is adopted by the City, the City
shall publish the resolution which will become effective twenty (20) days after the date of
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publication. The City will publish the plan for which the assessment roll and installments shall
be paid and follow the timeline for appeal as stated SDCL §§ 9-43. If the Deadwood City
Commission equalizes or amends the assessment roll, a list of all items of assessment changed
or amended shall be published and notice and a public hearing shall be held as provided in
SDCL § 9-43-90. After any corrections in the assessment roll have been made, the Deadwood
City Commission by resolution shall approve and levy the assessment, describing the
assessment and the local improvement, and providing the dates of the official approval of the
assessment roll. The resolution approving the assessment roll shall also state under which plan
the assessment and installments thereof shall be paid as provided by SDCL § 9-43-102.

The City finance officer will prepare a special record containing the following information as
stated in SDCL § 9-43-98:

1. A record of all special assessments: 2. The consecutive number of the item; 3. The date
the assessment is due; 4. The name of the property owner as provided by the director of
equalization; 5. The legal description of the property: 6. The amount assessed against each

lot; 7. The character of the improvement for which the assessment is made: 8. The date of

payment of each assessment or installment that is paid to the municipality.

The City finance officer will include a suitable index to the real property against which special
assessments have been levied. The City shall immediately mail to each of the property owners

assessed by the improvement notice. The notice shall specify the amount of the assessment, the
number of installments, the date of approval of the assessment roll, and a statement that any

number of the installments may be paid without interest at the office of the finance officer
within thirty (30) days from the date of the approval roll. The City will define the dates in the

adopted assessment roll resolution. Any appeal of a special assessment roll must be made

within twenty (20) days after publication of a notice that the resolution confirming the special
assessment roll has been adopted and as otherwise set forth by SDCL § 9-43-96. Should the

special assessment roll be appealed., the Deadwood City Commission at its discretion may

move forward with the proposed improvements or may suspend the project until after any
challenge is complete and appeal time has been exhausted.

SECTION 24: ADOPTION “15.02.230 Payment Options” of the Deadwood
Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.230 Payment Options(Added)

The City shall define by resolution under SDCL §§ 9-43, whether the special assessments are

pavable under Plan One (Collection by the Lawrence County Treasurer) or Plan Two

(collection by the Deadwood Finance Officer) and comply with SDCL §§ 9-43 as to delivery
to the Lawrence County Auditor. The City will follow all South Dakota Codified Laws on
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payments, interest, dates of effective interest and payments. notices of delinquent installments
and other related payments of assessments.

SECTION 25: ADOPTION “15.02.240 Deferred Assessments” of the
Deadwood Municipal Code is hereby added as follows:

ADOPTION

15.02.240 Deferred Assessments(Added)

This special assessment ordinance applies to any project which includes properties subject to
special benefit by local improvements outside of the City limits as determined by the City. The
special benefit and cost accruing to the land outside of the City limits shall be included in the
original public hearing. The City shall assume the temporary responsibility for payment of the
allocable cost of such property or land. The City shall maintain a register on that property
outside the City limits, and when the property is annexed in the City limits, the City shall file

and certify the assessment to the Lawrence County Auditor for collection after the annexation
occurs.

A deferred assessment may also be applied against a large parcel that has the ability to be
subdivided in the future and the frontage of the new lot, as defined in the City of Deadwood

Zoning Ordinances at the time of assessment, abuts an improvement that has had a special
assessment applied. The City shall decide at the time of assessment of the feasibility of a large

parcel to be subdivided and meet the specified deferred assessment for the frontage determined.

The special benefit and cost accruing to the frontage shall be included in the original public
hearing. The City shall assume the temporary responsibility for payment of the allocable cost

of such property(ies). The City shall maintain a register on that property/those properties, and if

the property(ies) is/are subdivided into small parcels in the future, the City shall file and certi
the assessment to the Lawrence County Auditor for collection after the plat is filed with the

County.

SECTION 26: EFFECTIVE DATE This Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect from April 8, 2026 and after the required approval and publication according to law.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST

The applicants have submitted a request for a Conditional Use Permit to operate
a laundromat located at 801 Main Street. The site currently operates as a
restaurant within the Gold Country Inn. The laundromat would contain
approximately nine (9) washing machines and five (5) dryers. The laundromat
would be available to the public.

FACTUAL INFORMATION

1. The property is currently zoned C1 — Commercial.
2. The property has been operating as a restaurant for several years.

3. The subject property has access from Main Street with off-street parking for
forty-eight (48) vehicles.

4. The subject property is located within a C1 - Commercial zoning location on
one (1) side, R2 — Multi-Family Residential zoning on two (2) sides and PF —
Park Forest on one (1) side.

5. The property is located within the 500-year flood zone.

6. Adequate public facilities are available to serve the property.

7. The area is characterized by a mixture of both business and residential uses.

STAFF DISCUSSION

The applicants have submitted a request for a Conditional Use Permit for a
Laundromat and City regulations permit Laundromats in C1 - Commercial
zoning districts with an approved Conditional Use Permit. The subject property
has historically operated as a restaurant. In addition to the laundromat, the
property offers a gaming hall and motel. There is adequate off-street parking via
a parking lot providing ingress/egress onto Main Street.

COMPLIANCE:

1. The Zoning Office provided notice identifying the applicant, describing the
project and its location, and giving the scheduled date of the public hearing
in accordance with Section 11-4-4.

2. A sign was posted on the property for which the requests were filed.

3. Notice of the time and place was published in the designated newspaper of
the City of Deadwood.
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Conditional Use Permit — Laundromat
801 Main Street
March 16, 2026

GENERAL USE STANDARDS FOR CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS:

In reviewing any application under the authority of this chapter and as a further
guide to its decision upon the facts of the case, the Commission(s) shall consider,
among other things, the following facts:

A. The proposed use shall be in harmony with the general purposes, goals,
objectives, and standards to the City Policy Plan, the ordinance, the district
in which it is located, or any other plan, program, map, or ordinance adopted,
or under consideration pursuant to official notice by the City of Deadwood.

The City Comprehensive Plan encourages a variety of uses and a mixture of
housing types. Preserving the existing stock of historic structures by working
with the individuals and guiding the uses is an acceptable means of achieving
this goal. The exterior of the building will not be affected by the requested use.

B. Whether or not a community need exists for the proposed use at the proposed
location in light of existing and proposed uses of a similar nature in the area
and of the need to provide or maintain a proper mix of uses both within the
city and also within the immediate area of the proposed use: (a) the proposed
use in the proposed location shall not result in either a detrimental over
concentration of a particular use from previously permitted uses within the
city or within the immediate area of the proposed use.

The subject area is zoned C1 — Commercial and is intended to provide locations
for commercial uses, which require access to roads and highways, and
substantial amounts of parking. This area is of mixed use. The proposed use
will not create detrimental over-concentration of laundromats in the area.

C. The proposed use at this location shall not result in a substantial or undue
adverse effect on adjacent property, the character of the neighborhood, traffic
conditions, parking, public improvement, public sites, or right-of-way.

Use by guests of the attached forty-eight (48) vehicle parking lot should prevent
any public nuisance issues pertaining to parking. The proposed use may not
result in a substantial or undue adverse effect on adjacent properties, or the
character of the property and the use would not alter the character of the
district. There will be no change in the size of the building. To support the denial
of a Conditional Use Permit on the grounds that it will cause increased traffic
problems, there must be a high degree of probability that the increase would
pose a substantial threat to the health and safety of the community.

D. Whether or not the proposed use increases the proliferation of non-
conforming uses as well as previously approved Conditional Use Permits
which are still in use, when influenced by matters pertaining to the public
health, safety, and general welfare, either as they now exist or as they may in
the future be developed as a result of the implementation of provisions and
policies of the Policy Plan, this ordinance, or any other plan, program, map
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or ordinance adopted, or under consideration pursuant to official notice, by

the city or other governmental agency having jurisdiction to guide growth and
development.

For any conditional use, lot and performance standards shall be the same as
similar types of uses located in specific districts. The character and use of
buildings and structures adjoining or near the property mentioned in the
application shall be considered in their entirety.

The proposed use would not increase the proliferation of non-conforming uses.
The appearance of the structure will not change; therefore, the character and
use of the buildings and structures adjoining the subject property will not be
adversely affected.

E. Whether or not the proposed use in the proposed area will be adequately
served by and will not impose an undue burden on any of the improvements,
facilities, utilities, and services specified in city ordinance. Where any such
improvements, facilities, utilities or services are not available or adequate to
service the proposed use in the proposed location, the applicant, as part of
the application and as a condition to approval of the proposed Conditional
Use Permit, is responsible for establishing ability, willingness and binding
commitment to provide such improvements, facilities, utilities and services in
sufficient time and in a manner consistent with the policy plan, this title, and
other plans, programs, maps and ordinances adopted by the city to guide its
growth and development. The approval of the Conditional Use Permit shall
be conditioned upon such improvements, facilities, utilities, and services
being provided and guaranteed by the applicant as described in Section
17.04.110.

The proposed use will not cause significant adverse impacts on water supply,
fire protection, waste disposal, schools, traffic and circulation, or other services.
Existing services are available onsite.

CONDITIONS GOVERNING APPLICATIONS AND PROVISIONS:

A. Following the issuance of a Conditional Use Permit pursuant to the provisions
of this ordinance, such permit may be amended, varied, or altered only
pursuant to the standards and procedures established by this section for its
original approval.

B. Conditional Use Permits, once granted, can be revoked by the Board of
Adjustment for cause after a hearing is held before them. Complaints seeking
the revocation of such permit shall be filled with the Zoning Administrator
and may be initiated by the Planning and Zoning Commission OR any three
(3) residents within three hundred (300) feet of the property lines of which the
application has been filed. All such revocation hearings shall be conducted in
the same manner as for the Conditional Use Permit application hearings.
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C. The Planning and Zoning Commission shall have the authority to review

Conditional Use Permits at any time and/or on an annual basis and place
additional stipulations to mitigate a problem.

D. To defray the administration costs of processing requests for Conditional Use
Permits, a fee has been set by resolution of the City Commission, and such
information is available at the Planning and Zoning Office.

E. Any use permitted under the terms of any Conditional Use Permit shall be
established and conducted in conformity with the terms of such permit and
of any conditions designated therewith.

F. If the use permitted under the terms of a Conditional Use Permit has not been
started within six (6) months of the date of issuance thereof, said permit shall
expire and be canceled by the City Planning Department. Written notice
thereof shall be given to the person(s) affected, together with notice that
further use or work as described in the canceled permit shall not proceed,
unless and until a new Conditional Use Permit has been obtained.

G. If the permitted use under the terms of a Conditional Use Permit ceases, for
whatever reason, for a period of twelve (12) months, said permit shall expire
and be canceled by the City Planning Department. Written notice thereof shall
be given to the person(s) affected, together with notice that further use or
work as described in the canceled permit shall not proceed, unless and until
a new Conditional Use Permit has been obtained.

H. Upon receipt in proper form of the application and other requested material,
the Board of Adjustment shall hold at least one (1) public hearing in a location
to be prescribed by the Board of Adjustment and shall make a decision upon
the proposal to grant or deny the Conditional Use Permit. At least ten (10)
days in advance of each hearing, notice of the time and place of such hearing
shall be published in the official newspaper of the city. Notice shall be posted
on the property for which the Application for Conditional Use Permit has been
filed.

If approved for a Conditional Use Permit, staff recommend the following
stipulation(s):

1. The Conditional Use Permit runs with the applicant and not the land;
therefore, should the property be sold, the Conditional Use Permit is null
and void.

2. The Building Official shall inspect the building to ensure it meets
applicable building codes.

STAFF DISCUSSION

The applicant was granted a Conditional Use Permit for a Bed and Breakfast
Establishment and City regulations permit Bed and Breakfast Establishments
in R1 - Residential Districts with an approved Conditional Use Permit. The
subject property is a one (1) bedroom, one (1) bath guest house located on the
subject property. Renters can park in a garage and/or driveway located on the

Any building run by an operator that is used to provide accommodation for a
charge to the public, with at most five (5) rental units for up to an average of
ten (10) guests per night and in which family style meals are provided as
defined and permitted by the State of South Dakota and this Title.
