Argentina, India and of course the U.S. We have gained 378,000 InstaGram followers, TikTok
we have 600,000 followers and 2.3 million likes. On Facebook, we have 41,000 followers and
26,000 likes. Tt’s been phenomenal and I hope its been good for the City. This is the first and
only known parthenogenesis of a California Round Ray in captivity.

Micheal McDaniel, the new Regional Director of The Blood Connection and he wanted to thank
the city for doing the blood drives.

WHEREAS, there were more than 63,600 drug overdose deaths in the United States in 2016,
and the drug overdose death rate has more than tripled from 1999 to 2016; and

WHEREAS, substance and alcohol abuse continues to occur among children and youth in our society: in
2017, 12.1 percent of high school students in North Carolina smoked cigarettes, 44.1 percent used an electronic vape
product, 26.5 percent drank alcohol, 36.5 percent used marijuana, 5.3 percent used cocaine, and 15 percent took
prescription drugs without a doctor’s prescription, according to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s
2017 Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance; and

WHEREAS, student leaders in Henderson County Public Schools’ six high schools and four middle
schools have joined with local Henderson County coalition HopeRXx in educating their peers on alcohol, tobacco,
marijuana and prescription drug use and abuse; and

WHEREAS, students at Apple Valley Middle, Flat Rock Middle, Hendersonville Middle, Rugby Middle,
East Henderson High, Innovative High School, Henderson County Career Academy, Mountain Community School,
Hendersonville High, North Henderson High, and West Henderson High are pledging to be and remain substance-
free;

C. Rezoning: Standard Rezoning — Upward Rd-Spinx (P24-07-RZ0O) — Matthew Manley
AICP Strategic Projects Manager

Matthew Manley explained that the City of Hendersonville received an Annexation application
from the Spinx Company, LLC (anticipated owners) for 5 parcels totaling 4.58 Acres located along
Upward Road at the southeast corner of the intersection with Old Spartanburg Rd (across from
Dairi-O). The applicant has not requested zoning, therefore the City is initiating zoning for these
parcels from County CC, Community Commercial to CHMU, Commercial Highway Mixed. The
subject property is outside of the corporate city limits on the southeastern edge of Hendersonville.
The subject property sits outside of the City’s ETJ but within the Upward Road Planning District.
CHMU permits a range of intense commercial uses and residential uses (up to 12 units/acre) and
includes design standards for all uses other than single-family and two-family (per State Statute).
As a standard rezoning, all uses would be permitted if approved, including “convenience stores
with or without gasoline sales”. CZD would be triggered by projects exceeding 50 units or
exceeding a cumulative square footage of 50,000 Sq Ft. Planning Board voted unanimously in
recommending approval of the zoning.

The public hearing was opened at 6:43 p.m.

Public comments

Greg Minton of Greer, SC who is with the Spinx Company, LLC first applauded City Council for
all of the positive energy at their meeting. Secondly, asked that they consider approving the
rezoning request.

D. Water and Sewer System Development Fees — Adam Steurer, Utilities Director

Hendersonville City Council directed Staff to further pursue information on water and sewer
System Development Fees (SDFs). SDFs are a one-time fee paid by new development requiring
water and/or sewer services to recover a portion or all of the cost of constructing water and/or
sewer system capacity. The fees can also be assessed to existing development requiring increased
system capacity. In general, SDFs are based upon the costs of current and/or future utility
infrastructure including, but not limited to, water supply facilities, treatment facilities, effluent
disposal facilities, and transmission mains. SDFs serve as the mechanism by which growth can
“pay its own way” and minimize the extent to which existing customers must bear the cost of
facilities that will be used to serve new customers. Currently, the City does not assess SDFs and
therefore does not recover the cost of providing water and sewer capacity from new development
connecting to the utility systems. Staff have worked with the qualified financial professional
consulting firm, Stantec, to explore various SDF scenarios and impacts. Stantec has prepared a
SDF Fee Analysis Report, which has been posted on the City’s website for public comment. NO
public comments were received.

Council Member Jeff Miller moved that City Council direct staff to take the next month to
consider the concerns raised tonight and bring back options to Council at their April 4" meeting.
A unanimous vote of the Council followed. Motion carried.

E. Zoning Text Amendment: Tree Canopy Preservation & Enhancement (P24-08-ZTA)
— Lew Holloway, Community Development Director

The City of Hendersonville is initiating a zoning text amendment to establish a standard for tree
canopy preservation and to increase efforts to enhance canopy established by new development.
The ordinance amendment was initiated at the request of the City of Hendersonville Tree Board
and guided to this point by an Ad Hoc Tree Ordinance Committee. That committee has been
meeting since late spring/early summer of 2023 to review the tree board request and develop the
ordinance which is presented here. In May 2023, the Tree Ordinance Committee began the first of
nine meetings to review recommendations from the tree board for amendments to the City’s
Zoning Ordinance. Primary recommendations found in the ordinance being presented for adoption
are as follows; 1) the establishment of a canopy preservation standard. This standard would be
applicable to lots which exceed 2 acres and establishes a baseline requirement to preserve 20% of
the canopy with a requirement that an additional 10% (for a total of 30%) be preserved, allowing
for alternative compliance approaches for the final 10%. 2) The establishment of additional canopy
enhancement standards for new development. These can be broadly categorized by a) increased
planting requirements for Vehicular Use Areas, b) the introduction of planting requirements to all
“Open Space and Common Open Space” currently required by the code and c) the introduction of
Street Tree requirements throughout the City’s Zoning Districts.

Public Comments:

Ginny Faust of Hendersonville, NC spoke in favor of the revisions to the tree ordinance and said
I worked as the City Planner for Hendersonville from 1985 until 1991. 1 would like to make the
following comments in support of the revisions to the Zoning Ordinance for tree canopy
preservation as proposed by the Tree Board. I would also like to provide a little background
regarding how the first regulations in the Zoning Ordinance for tree protection and landscaping
came about. These regulations also established the Tree Board. Around 1988 or 1989, all the
parcels fronting on Four Seasons Boulevard had not yet been developed. An announcement was
made that a Taco Bell restaurant was planned for one of the remaining lots, but a giant oak tree
on the property that had been a community focal point for probably 200 years would have to be
cut down to make room for the building. Many people were upset about this loss. Discussions
started about possibly revising the Zoning Ordinance to consider requirements for tree protection
and landscaping when commercial properties were developed. I spoke with Mayor Don
Michalove about forming a committee composed of people who were in favor of these
regulations, and those who had strong concerns about this approach. We started out with a group
of 10 or so people with different opinions, but the first couple of meetings with this committee
were not very productive and people quickly became frustrated with the process. Instead, we
came up with the idea that a smaller subcommittee made up of four people — two business

owners who had strong beliefs in property rights, and two people who were committed
environmentalists — would meet and hopefully work out the issues. These four people were Dan
Waddell, Marilyn Gordon, David Malpass, and Steven Black. The subcommittee met regularly
for months to explore options; I no longer remember how long it was. The four members came
to the conclusion that they would only work on the consensus principle — that everyone had to
agree on a proposal for it to move forward. Over time, the give and take of opinions and ideas
led to the members having a better understanding of everyone’s underlying reasons for their
particular beliefs. In addition, trust among the members also developed. Eventually, this led to
compromises that had previously been unacceptable, if not unthinkable. When the subcommittee
developed the final wording, everyone in the community believed that because those who agreed
with “their” position had said it was acceptable, no one objected to the ordinance language and
the amendments were passed. To this day, when I think back on my career as a planner, this
process and the trust that unfolded in our group remains one of my happiest and most satisfying
memories. The members of the Tree Board have worked very hard through the years to find a
balance between development and the protection of our environment. Now that development is
taking place at a much faster pace, their work is even more important. I would ask that the
Council support their revisions to the existing language. It is important that our tree canopy
remains viable, native trees and landscaping are encouraged, and the underlying web of birds,
insects and plants that this canopy supports continues so the City we all love can thrive in the
future. Thank you.

Glenn Lange of Hendersonville, NC, a member of the Tree Board, spoke in favor of the revisions
to the tree ordinance, however, he the tree ordinance committee has some concerns:

e The Fee in Lieu provision that substantially undervalues mature trees that a developer can
remove in the preservation requirement.

e The size of developments that are proposed to be exempted from this ordinance.

e The proposed elimination of the Tree Board from the Community Development Review
process for proposed projects.

Mary Davis of Hendersonville, NC, a member of the Tree Board, spoke in favor of the revisions
to the tree ordinance with two exceptions:

e Giving possible exemptions to lots between 1 and 2 acres. A lot of the land in the city that
can be developed or redeveloped, are 1 to 2 acres.

e | would like to see the City work on a fee in lieu schedule that takes into consideration, the
environmental value of our mature trees.

Nancy Diaz of Hendersonville, NC, Mountain True Southern Regional Director, spoke in support
of the ordinance revisions. We support the Tree Board’s position to not include the fee in lieu
provision suggested by City staff. It would be wise for the valuation of trees removed be
determined by an urban arborist and that will vary by project. For matters requiring subject matter
expertise, we recommend that City Council work with City staff to determine a valuation process
that balances an accurate accounting of the loss of mature trees with the need to build new
affordable housing. We also support the Tree Board remain a part of the review process for new
developments.

Randy Hunter of Hendersonville, NC spoke on behalf of the Chamber of Commerce in opposition
of the tree canopy ordinance. While we acknowledge the environmental goals, we recommend
exemptions on acres two or less to ensure a balanced approach considering the diverse scales and
we suggest removing the tree board from the approval process and leave the decision making to
the Planning Board and City Council. We encourage trade-offs between landscaping regulations
and tree canopy requirements. We also express concern about affordable housing and urge
thoughtful consideration of potential economic implications.

Ken Gordon of Hendersonville, NC has served on the Tree Board and thinks the 2 acre exemption
that the Business Advisory Committee suggested is reasonable to allow those sites to be developed

properly.
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Susan Frady of Hendersonville, NC representing the Henderson County Partners for Economic
Progress and we are in favor of the tree ordinance presented with the recommended changes of the
Business Advisory Committee.

Via Zoom:

Lynne Williams spoke mostly in favor of the tree ordinance and to keep the tree survey and the
Tree Board, however, had a long list of suggestions moving forward.

Ken Fitch of Hendersonville, NC spoke in support of the tree ordinance and asks that you keep the
Tree Board.

Digital Comments:

Annie Bussinger said we are living in a difficult time. The sound of a chainsaw is happening more
and more and putting us on a path of no return. Trees play a key role in the health of the planet and
the air we all breath. Not in my lifetime but, one day the almighty dollar will NOT have top billing.
Let's open our eyes to the extreme importance and benefits of our beautiful majestic trees.

The public hearing was closed at 8:45 p.m.

Council Member Jennifer Hensley moved that City Council direct staff to take the next month
to consider the concerns raised tonight and bring back options to Council at their April 4%
meeting. A unanimous vote of the Council followed. Motion carried.

City Manager John Connet explained that Hendersonville and Laurel Park ABC Boards have
been working on a merger agreement for over twelve months. The two ABC boards have
tentatively reached agreement on the attached document. City staff recommend the that the City
Council approve the proposed resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Attorney to execute the
merger agreement.

Council Member Jeff Miller moved that the City Council approve the Resolution by the City of
Hendersonville City Council Approving an Interlocal Agreement with the Town of Laurel Park
for the Merger of the ABC Systems as presented.

RESOLUTION BY THE CITY OF HENDERSONVILLE CITY COUNCIL APRPOVING
AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE TOWN OF LAUREL PARK

THAT WHEREAS, the City Council for the City of Hendersonville is the appointing authority for the
Hendersonville ABC Board, duly established by election, pursuant to the authority of chapter 954 of the 1955 North
Carolina Session Laws; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council for the Town of Laurel Park is the appointing authority for the Laurel Park
ABC Board, duly established by election, pursuant to the authority of chapter 163 of the 1981 North Carolina
Session Laws; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hendersonville Board of Alcoholic Beverage Control currently operates an ABC
system consisting of three stores and a warehouse, plus inventory and equipment, said stores being located at 205
Church Street, Hendersonville, NC (“Church Street Store), 275 Thompson Street, Hendersonville, NC
(“Thompson Street Store”), and 32 McMurray Road, Hendersonville, NC (“McMurray Road Store”), the warehouse
being located at the Church Street store (“Hendersonville Warehouse™), the Hendersonville System being
collectively hereinafter referred to as the “Hendersonville System”; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Laurel Park Alcoholic Beverage Control Board currently operates an ABC
system consisting of one store plus inventory and equipment, said store being located at 1709 Brevard Highway,
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Laurel Park, NC (“Laurel Park Store”), the Laurel Park System being collectively hereinafter referred to as the
“Laurel Park System”; and

WHEREAS, the stores operated by the Hendersonville ABC System and the Laurel Park ABC System are
operated in the same general area, and are in close proximity to one another;

WHEREAS, the Hendersonville City Council and the Laurel Park Town Council wish to merge the ABC
systems, currently operated independently by the City of Hendersonville Board of Alcoholic Beverage Control and
the Town of Laurel Park Alcoholic Beverage Control Board pursuant to the authority of N.C.G.S. § 18B-703 and
N.C.G.S. Chapter 160A Article 20, Part 1; and

WHEREAS, a draft of the “Interlocal Agreement to Provide for the Merger of ABC Systems” has been
presented to City Council for approval to effectuate the merger of the ABC Systems;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HENDERSONVILLE,
NORTH CAROLINA that:

1. Pursuant to the authority of N.C.G.S. § 18B-703 and N.C.G.S. Chapter 160A Article 20, Part 1, the Interlocal
Agreement to Provide for the Merger of ABC Systems (the “Agreement”) is approved as presented.

2. The Mayor is authorized to execute the Agreement with such changes as she deems appropriate in
consultation with the City Attorney, provided that any changes to the Agreement regarding the calculation
or distribution of profits from the merged system (paragraph 12), or the location of ABC stores (paragraph
13) shall require ratification of City Council.

3. The City Manager, City Attorney, and City Staff are authorized to take such other actions as may be necessary
to carry out the terms and provisions of the Agreement as signed by the Mayor.
Adopted by the City Council of the City of Hendersonville, North Carolina on this 7™ day of March, 2024.

B. S. Main Street Improvements — Brent Detwiler, PE, Public Services Director

Brent Detwiler explained that City staff has been working with Traffic Planning and Design, Inc.
(TPD) to complete a bicycle and pedestrian improvement project along S. Main Street. The project
will be completed in conjunction with paving improvements to provide a safer experience for
Ecusta Trail users to access downtown and the Henderson County Visitor Center. Attached is a
draft plan by TPD which is currently being reviewed by staff from multiple departments ahead of
the final construction plan. We are providing this draft plan for Council’s feedback and welcome
any questions you may have. Total paving and striping is estimated to cost approximately
$600,000. Paving work is currently being advertised for bidding. Striping work will be informally
bid in coming weeks. Brent showed a PowerPoint presentation showing what’s to come.

Jennifer Hensley asked if there will be audible signals and Brent said we can look into it and see
what the cost would be.

Lyndsey Simpson mentioned bike racks up and down Main Street and Brent said they are definitely
working on that as well.

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Welcome & Orientation

The City of Hendersonville held Day 2 of its 2024 City Council retreat on Friday, March 15 at the
Hendersonville Board of Realtors. The retreat was professionally facilitated by Warren Miller and
Drew Finley of Fountainworks, a consulting firm focused on supporting public sector
organizations. The retreat revolved around the theme of growth and the phrase “from seed to
tree.” John Connet, City Manager, kicked off the day by explaining this theme and sharing some
interesting facts from the City Council meeting minutes books. Councilmembers then reflected
on a “seed” that was planted in the community in the past that they are proud to see has now
grown into a “tree.” Each Councilmember’s response is included below:

Councilmember Jeff Miller — Main Street renovation and Laura E. Corn Mini Golf Course
at Edwards Park.

Mayor Barbara Volk — Skate park at Patton Park.

Councilmember Dr. Jennifer Hensley — A long history of good decisions that has led to
numerous amenities and a high quality of life in the community.

Mayor Pro Tempore Lyndsey Simpson — The construction and expansion of the
Oklawaha Greenway trail.

Councilmember Debbie O’ Neal Roundtree — 7™ Avenue upgrades and ongoing
branding and visioning.

Connet added that the foundation and architecture of City Hall in 1928 represents the
embodiment of good government in the City. All Councilmembers agreed that the City boasts a
long history of good decisions that have benefited today's residents, visitors, and businesses.

Celebration of 2023 Accomplishments

City Council and staff then celebrated key accomplishments from 2023. Staff conducted a similar
exercise at their retreat earlier in the year, so this segment focused on hearing from City Council
members on what they are most proud of and why. Below are the themes that emerged from
the conversation:

Strong Infrastructure Investment — Councilmembers mentioned a variety of ongoing
and completed projects that represent strong investment in the City's critical
infrastructure. These investments benefit not only City residents but also more than
85,000 people in Henderson County who are served by the City's utility system.

e French Broad River Raw Water Intake — State Revolving Fund loan to keep up with
growth and mitigate drought effects.

e Solids Management Grant ($14.75 million) — State appropriation for treatment
facility solids management improvements.

e 2 Reported SSOs — Only two sanitary sewer overflows were reported in 2023.

2| City of Hendersonville — 2024 City Council Retreat
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e 100-Year Water System Anniversary — Strong investments in the City’'s public
drinking water system have allowed the system to sustainably grow for over a
century.

e Robust public education campaigns — Public education and outreach has grown in
recent years with initiatives such as Drinking Water Week, Fix a Leak Week, and
Cease the Grease.

Strong Support for City Employees — City Council has advocated for and adopted
several policies that provide excellent compensation, benefits, and professional
development opportunities for City employees:

e Paid family leave
e 401(k) match
¢ Excellent medical benefits

Two Councilmembers noted that the City’s paid family leave policy sets the City apart
from its employment competitors, and one Councilmember even recounted a story of a
City employee who cried tears of joy after learning of the passage of the paid family
leave policy. City Council agreed that attracting top talent is important, and competition
in the job market is high. This strong support for City employees allows the City to keep
up and remain competitive. City employees are the "boots on the ground” who serve
and keep the community running.

Strategic Housing Plan — Two Councilmembers specifically highlighted the major
progress the City has made with advancing affordable housing in the community.

e The City is in the early stages of developing a strategic housing plan that will
build on those efforts.

e One Councilmember observed that in many ways, “everything circles around
housing.”

Laura E. Corn Mini Golf Course at Edwards Park — City Council agreed that this putt-
putt golf course is an outstanding entertainment amenity that appeals to families and
community members of all ages.

3] City of Hendersonville — 2024 City Council Retreat
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Grants and Special Appropriations — The City has won a wide variety of grants to fund
projects across several departments. These grants have allowed the City to maintain a
high quality of life without increasing cost of living for residents.

Ecusta Trail — The City’s support for the development of the Ecusta Trail, which is a
proposed rail trail that will run from Hendersonville to Brevard once complete, is a
significant economic development opportunity that will also promote community health
and wellness, outdoor activities, and active lifestyles.

e The 7™ Avenue Streetscape project dovetails nicely with this effort and will
include a connection to the Ecusta Trail.

Reduced Crime - The City’s Police Chief, Blair Myhand, has led efforts that have reduced
crime in the City.

e The Police Department’'s monthly newsletter keeps the community informed.
e Professionalization and modernization of the Police Department.

ISO Class 1 Rating — The City's Fire Department achieved a Class 1 rating from the
Insurance Services Office. This rating is a badge of honor that is only achieved by a select
percentage of fire departments across the country.

City staff also highlighted several other accomplishments worth celebrating including
demonstrating resilience in surviving the recent cyberattack, hiring a Sustainability Manager, and
building the Downtown parking deck.

Collectively, all of these accomplishments showcase the City Council's outstanding leadership
and the City’s high-quality staff.

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Campfire: What Fuels Us As Leaders

City Council and staff then discussed what fuels them as leaders by reflecting on rewarding and
challenging experiences in their careers. They considered the following questions:

How did the challenging experiences push you as a leader?

Which positive aspects of your leadership style shined through during your rewarding
experiences?

What did you learn about yourself as a result of these experiences?

Council and staff first reflected on these questions individually, then with a partner, and finally
with the whole group. Below are the key takeaways from these conversations:

There is a positive ripple effect from rewarding experiences. For example, paid family
leave benefited not only City staff but also their families.

Skepticism and negativity push us - A good example is the mini golf course. City
Council endured criticism for prioritizing this project, but Council did not waver from
their vision and delivered a high-quality amenity that the community loves.

Showing up and being accessible is important — Sometimes the most important role
an elected official can fill is showing up and listening to the concerns of community
members. Being accessible and listening to the views of others is important for building
trust.

Regular introspection is important — Introspection is a highly valued quality in a leader
and allows us to consistently reevaluate our performance.

Time management is a challenge — Councilmembers are generally “spread thin” and
cannot always attend or participate in everything they would like. Acknowledging and
working to manage that tension is important.

Keeping the long game in mind is important but challenging to communicate to the
community. Councilmembers sometimes struggle to demonstrate the value of investing
in long-term projects since the benefits of those projects are not yet visible, but will be in
the future.

Cooperation, collaboration, and respect from all Councilmembers has allowed the
Council to perform at a high level and develop a strong working relationship with City
management.

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City Council then reflected on what they see as the most important traits that leaders should
embody in their work. Below are the traits that Councilmembers listed:

e Active listening — Connecting with people and truly understanding them and their
perspective goes a long way. Your idea is not the only idea.

e Empathy - Placing oneself in someone else’s shoes is a valuable skill and can help
balance emotions.

o Thick skin — The ability to endure criticism and not let negative feedback derail
leadership efforts is critical.

¢ Avoid preconceived notions — Keeping an open mind and not prematurely judging
people or situations is very important.

Priorities for 2024

Next, City Council and staff discussed priorities for 2024. The purpose of this segment was to
gain clarity on the goal areas that City staff should prioritize in the coming year.

Prior to the retreat, City staff sorted the goals within each goal area into four categories: seed,
seedling, sapling, and tree. The definitions for each of these four categories are included on
page 9 of this summary. City staff plan to regularly update and monitor progress on these goals
through the strategic plan report.

City Council conducted a prioritization exercise where they reviewed and ranked their
highest priority goal areas for the upcoming year. They also added two new goal areas
and made clarifications and adjustments to existing goals and goal areas.
Councilmembers each received dot stickers with the following assigned point values:

e 1 Red Dot (5 points)
e 2 Green Dots (3 points each)

The conversation revolved around
two key themes: remaining resilient and building bridges. City leadership will soon convene a
book club where they will read and reflect on Nathan Bomey's Bridge Builders: Bringing People
Together in a Polarized Age. During this segment, City Council and staff discussed strategies for
remaining resilient and building bridges:

¢ Provide deadlines and timeframes — For example, an email requesting that someone
review important information can appear urgent if a deadline is not attached to it.

¢ Provide more notice for events — Organizing events requires a lot of planning and
coordination. Communicate early and often about event details.

e Correct misinformation — Whether during public comment at a City Council meeting or
on social media, combat misinformation with accurate information.

e Be conveners - Connect and bring together passionate community leaders to solve
complex problems such as childcare.

e Do what is right, even when it is tough — Support each other and make ethical, smart
decisions (even if those decisions may be unpopular to some).

e Be persistent — Keep bringing important issues to the table. Saying no does not mean
an idea is not valid. Continue to highlight important issues that need to be addressed.

¢ Do not bear the burden of attempting to solve everything — The City deals with many
wicked issues that do not have easy answers or solutions. With most (if not all) of these
issues, the City will play an important role in developing solutions. However, in many
cases, City Council and staff are simply one piece of the solution.

City Council Retreat Summary
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Welcome & Orientation

The City of Hendersonville held Day 2 of its 2024 City Council retreat on Friday, March 15 at the
Hendersonville Board of Realtors. The retreat was professionally facilitated by Warren Miller and
Drew Finley of Fountainworks, a consulting firm focused on supporting public sector
organizations. The retreat revolved around the theme of growth and the phrase “from seed to
tree.” John Connet, City Manager, kicked off the day by explaining this theme and sharing some
interesting facts from the City Council meeting minutes books. Councilmembers then reflected on
a“seed” that was planted in the community in the past that they are proud to see has now grown
into a“tree.” Each Councilmember’s response is included below:

Councilmember Jeff Miller - Main Street renovation and Laura E. Corn Mini Golf Course at
Edwards Park.

Mayor Barbara Volk - Skate park at Patton Park.

Councilmember Dr. Jennifer Hensley - A long history of good decisions that has led to
numerous amenities and a high guality of life in the community.

Mayor Pro Tempore Lyndsey Simpson - The construction and expansion ofthe Qklawaha
Greenway trail.

Councilmember Debbie 0' Neal Roundtree - 7" Avenue upgrades and ongoing branding
and visioning.

Connet added that the foundation and architecture of City Hall in 1928 represents the embodiment
of good government in the City. All Councilmembers agreed that the City boasts a long history of
good decisions that have benefited today's residents, visitors, and businesses.

Celebration of 2023 Accomplishments

City Council and staff then celebrated key accomplishments from 2023. Staff conducted a similar
exercise at their retreat earlier in the year, so this segment focused on hearing from City Council
members on what they are most proud of and why. Below are the themes that emerged from the
conversation:

Strong Infrastructure Investment - Councilmembers mentioned a variety of ongoing and
completed projects that represent strong investment in the City's critical infrastructure.
These investments benefit not only City residents but also more than 85,000 people in
Henderson County who are served by the City's utility system.

» French Broad River Raw Water Intake - State Revolving Fund loan to keep up with
growth and mitigate drought effects.

» Solids Management Grant (514.75 million) - State appropriation for treatment
facility solids management improvements.

Strong Support for City Employees - City Council has advocated for and adopted several
policies that provide excellent compensation, benefits, and professional development
opportunities for City employees:

e Paidfamily leave
e  401(k) match
e Excellent medical benefits

Two Councilmembers noted that the City’s paid family leave policy sets the City apart from
its employment competitors, and one Councilmember even recounted a story of a City
employee who cried tears of joy after learning of the passage of the paid family leave
policy. City Council agreed that attracting top talent is important, and competition in the job
market is high. This strong support for City employees allows the City to keep up and
remain competitive. City employees are the “boots on the ground” who serve and keep the
community running.

Strategic Housing Plan - Two Councilmembers specifically highlighted the major
progress the City has made with advancing affordable housing in the community.

e TheCityisinthe early stages of developing a strategic housing plan that will build
on those efforts.

e One Councilmember observed that in many ways, “everything circles around
housing.”

Laura E. Corn Mini Golf Course at Edwards Park - City Council agreed that this putt-putt
golf course is an outstanding entertainment amenity that appeals to families and
community members of all ages.
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Grants and Special Appropriations - The City has won a wide variety of grants to fund
projects across several departments. These grants have allowed the City to maintaina
high quality of life without increasing cost of living for residents.

Ecusta Trail - The City's support for the development of the Ecusta Trail, which is a
proposed rail trail that will run from Hendersonville to Brevard once complete, is a
significant economic development opportunity that will also promote community health
and wellness, outdoor activities, and active lifestyles.

e The 7" Avenue Streetscape project dovetails nicely with this effort and will include
a connection to the Egusta Trail.

Reduced Crime - The City’s Police Chief, Blair Myhand, has led efforts that have reduced
crime in the City.

+ The Police Department’s monthly newsletter keeps the community informed.

IS0 Class 1Rating - The City's Fire Department achieved a Class 1rating from the
Insurance Services Office. This rating is a badge of honor that is only achieved by a select
percentage of fire departments across the country.

City staff also highlighted several other accomplishments worth celebrating including
demonstrating resilience in surviving the recent cyberattack. hiring a Sustainability Manager. and
building the Downtown parking deck.

Collectively, all of these accomplishments showcase the City Council's outstanding leadership
and the City's high-quality staff.

Campfire: What Fuels Us As Leaders

City Council and staff then discussed what fuels them as leaders by reflecting on rewarding and
challenging experiences in their careers. They considered the following questions:

How did the challenging experiences push you as a leader?

How were youtested as a leader during these challenging experiences?

Which positive aspects of your leadership style shined through during your rewarding
experiences?

What did you learn about yourself as a result of these experiences?

Council and staff first reflected on these questions individually, then with a partner, and finally
with the whole group. Below are the key takeaways from these conversations:

There is a positive ripple effect from rewarding experiences. For example, paid family
leave benefited not only City staff but also their families.

Skepticism and negativity push us - A good example is the mini golf course. City Council
endured criticism for prioritizing this project. but Council did not waver from their vision
and delivered a high-guality amenity that the community loves.
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Showing up and being accessible is important - Sometimes the most important role an
elected official canfill is showing up and listening to the concerns of community members.
Being accessible and listening to the views of others is important for building trust.
Regular introspection is important - Introspection is a highly valued quality in a leader and
allows us to consistently reevaluate our performance.

Time management is a challenge - Councilmembers are generally “spread thin” and
cannot always attend or participate in everything they would like. Acknowledging and
working to manage that tension is important.

Keeping the long game in mind is important but challenging to communicate to the
community. Councilmembers sometimes struggle to demonstrate the value of investing in
long-term projects since the benefits of those projects are not yet visible, but will be in the
future.

Cooperation, collaboration, and respect from all Councilmembers has allowed the Council
to perform at a high level and develop a strong working relationship with City
management.

City Council then reflected on what they see as the most important traits that leaders should
embody in their work. Below are the traits that Councilmembers listed:

Active listening - Connecting with people and truly understanding them and their
perspective goes a long way. Your idea is not the only idea.

Empathy - Placing oneself in someone else’s shoes is a valuable skill and can help
balance emotions.

Thick skin - The ability to endure criticism and not let negative feedback derail leadership
effortsis critical.

Avoid preconceived notions - Keeping an open mind and not prematurely judging people
or situations is very important.
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Priorities for 2024

Next, City Council and staff discussed priorities for 2024. The purpose of this segment was to gain
clarity on the goal areas that City staff should prioritize in the coming year.

Prior to the retreat, City staff sorted the goals within each goal areainto four categories: seed,
seedling, sapling. and tree. The definitions for each of these four categories areincluded on page 9
of this summary. City staff plan to regularly update and monitor progress on these goals through

the strategic plan report.

City Council conducted a prioritization exercise where they reviewed and ranked their
highest priority goal areas for the upcoming year. They also added two new goal areas and
made clarifications and adjustments to existing goals and goal areas. Councilmembers
each received dot stickers with the following assigned point values:

During this segment, City Council and staff discussed strategies for
remaining resilient and building bridges:

* Provide deadlines and timeframes - For example, an email requesting that someone
review important information can appear urgent if a deadline is not attached to it.

= Provide more notice for events - Organizing events requires a lot of planning and
coordination. Communicate early and often about event details.

« Correct misinformation - Whether during public comment at a City Council meeting or on
social media, combat misinformation with accurate information.

= Beconveners - Connect and bring together passionate community leaders to solve
complex problems such as childcare.

« Dowhatisright, even whenitis tough - Support each other and make ethical, smart
decisions (even if those decisions may be unpopular to some).

= Bepersistent - Keep bringing important issues to the table. Saying no does not mean an
ideais not valid. Continue to highlight important issues that need to be addressed.

« Do notbear the burden of attempting to solve everything - The City deals with many wicked
issues that do not have easy answers or solutions. With most (if not all) of these issues, the
City will play an important role in developing solutions. However, in many cases, City
Council and staff are simply one piece of the solution.

WHEREAS, the City requires a Utility Extension Agreement to be executed to establish
requirements of both the Developer and the City for the water and sewer line extension processes;
and

WHEREAS, Creekstone Holdings Hendersonville, LLC, and The Standard at Wilmont Owner,
LLC, the “Developer” and “Owner”, have entered into a Utility Extension Agreement with the City
to provide water and sewer services to The Standard at Wilmont.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Hendersonville,
North Carolina that:

1. The Utility Extension Agreement with Creekstone Holdings Hendersonville, LLC., and The
Standard at Wilmont Owner, LLC, the “Developer” and “Owner” to provide water and sewer
service to the Standard at Wilmont is approved and ratified, as presented.

2. City Manager is authorized to execute the Utility Extension Agreement, and to approve and
execute amendments to the Utility Extension Agreement in the future provided such
amendments do not impose a financial obligation upon the City.

3. City Manager is authorized to acquire easements, rights-of-way, and other interests in real
property consistent with the terms of the Utility Extension Agreement, provided that such
acquisition does not impose a financial obligation upon the City.

UTILITY EXTENSION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, Made and entered into this ggg day of \Jah%/‘h: , 2024, by and between the CITY
OF HENDERSONVILLE, a North Carolina municipal corporation, situate in Henderson County, herein referred to as
the “City”, and CREEKSTONE HOLDINGS HENDERSONVILLE, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, and THE
STANDARD AT WILMONT OWNER, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, both herein collectively referred to
as 'Developer,”

WITNESSETH:

THAT WHEREAS, Developer is the owner of, and is desirous of developing and improving, a tract of land situated
in Henderson County, State of North Carolina, described as follows:

Consisting of +/- 22.011 acres, and being all of that real property described in that deed recorded in Deed
Book 4115 at page 687, Henderson County registry, also being identified as “Parcel 1” on that Plat
recorded in Plat Book 2023 at page 15247, Henderson County registry, and having a PIN of 9579204770,

hereinafter referred to as the “Property”; and

WHEREAS, the Developer has submitted an application for the development of a project known as The Standard
at Wilmont Phase | (project number 21135); and

WHEREAS, in the process of such development and improvement, Developer is desirous of constructing water
infrastructure and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to and on said tract(s) of land, for which the City requires that
the Developer enter into a utility extension agreement with the City, said water and/or sewer infrastructure to
consist of the following:

Being and consisting of: 1) Water Service Extension consisting of +/- 800 lineal feet of 8” ductile iron pipe
connecting to an existing 8” ductile water main on Tracy Grove Road, together with all valves, meters, and
other appurtenances; and 2) and a Sanitary Service Extension consisting of +/- 2,181 lineal feet of 8” PVC
gravity pipe and +/- 1,354 lineal feet of 8” ductile iron gravity pipe connecting to an existing gravity
sanitary manhole adjacent to Bat Fork, bearing City manhole ID 5310, and being more particularly shown
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and described on those construction plans and specifications, stamped and dated September 26, 2023,
prepared by Brooks Engineering Associates, PA a Civil Engineering firm, said plans being incorporated
herein by reference. 1) and 2) collectively are collectively hereinafter referred to as the “New
Infrastructure”. It is understood and agreed that the New Infrastructure may be modified or amended
from and after the date of this Agreement as may be required to meet the standards of the City of
Hendersonville. As used herein, “New Infrastructure” shall be deemed to include any and all of any such
modifications and amendments.; and

WHEREAS, the Developer has received or is in the process of obtaining zoning approval from the designated
governing body for such development and improvement on the Property; and

WHEREAS, the Property is located within the City’s municipal boundaries; and

WHEREAS, Developer desires to have the completed New Infrastructure connected to the City's municipal water
system and/or sanitary sewer system and made an integral portion thereof; and

WHEREAS, the City will permit said system(s) to be connected to the municipal system(s) under the terms and
conditions heretofore established and agreed upon between the parties and specifically in conformance with the
requirements of the most recent extension policy, most recent water and sewer standard construction
specifications and details, and the City's Code of Ordinances currently in force.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits which will result to the parties in carrying out the terms
of this Agreement, it is agreed as follows:

1.

Developer shall, at Developer’s own expense, employ a North Carolina registered and licensed professional
engineer ("Engineer") to complete design and permitting of the proposed New Infrastructure in conformance
with NCAC Title 15A Subchapter 18C (water) and NCAC Title 15A Subchapter 02T(sanitary sewer), the City's
water and sewer standard construction specifications and details, and the City water and/or sewer Master
Plan(s).

Developer shall require the Engineer to submit plans, reports, technical specifications, fees, permit
applications, and any other items as required and approvable by the City (“Required Documents”). The
Engineer shall disclose all proposed changes in the approved construction plans to the City in writing. If
proposed changes are deemed by the City to be "significant” in nature, the City may require the Engineer to
resubmit plans for re-permitting. The determination of whether a change is deemed to be significant shall be
in the sole and absolute discretion of the City, and the Developer agrees to be bound thereby. This will
require written approval by the City prior to re-submitting to the permitting agency or before proceeding with
changes, even if permitting agency re-submittal is not required. City approval of a utility extension is subject
to expiration should construction not be completed after a period of two years from the date of approval.
Once the Required Documents have been approved by the City, they shall be deemed to be incorporated

herein by reference as an amendment to this Agreement to indicate the Developers construction obligations
under this Agreement.

The City will perform construction inspection during installation of the New Infrastructure and upon project
completion submit written certification that the project was completed in accordance with the approved plans
and specifications as required by NCAC Title 15A Subchapter 18C (water) and NCAC Title 15A Subchapter 02T
(sanitary sewer). Water and Sewer inspection fees shall be in accordance with the adopted City Fee Schedule
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as of the date of this agreement. Fees will be paid by the Developer upon certification and acceptance of the
New Infrastructure, with amounts due being based on length of lines inspected, certitied and accepted.

The Developer shall, at his or her own expense, furnish and transfer to the City all on-site and off-site
easements, rights-of-way, and real property required for access to and perpetual maintenance and operation
of the New Infrastructure and its appurtenances in accordance with the terms of this Agreement as provided
herein below.

Developer will be required to enter into the City’s standard Deed of Dedication and Conveyance With
Associated Easements for conveyance of the New Infrastructure and on-site easements, asamended. Further

Developer will be required to use the City’s standard Utility Infrastructure Easement Agreement when
securing the necessary off-site right of way for the operation and maintenance of the New Infrastructure. For
the avoidance of doubt, both standard forms permit use of the easements for the future installation of water,
sewer and stormwater lines, and their associated appurtenances and accessories, in addition to the New
Infrastructure, by or on behalf of the City. The City shall provide a copy of these standard forms upon request
by the Developer.

Developer shall convey to the City all of the New Infrastructure and easements, on-site and off-site, prior to
selling any of the lots in the lots in the development. If the Developer sells a lot within the development to a
third-party prior to the conveyance of the New Infrastructure and easements, Developer shall be responsible
for all costs associated with obtaining title to the New Infrastructure and easements.

Developer shall, at his or her own cost and expense, furnish all materials and all equipment and perform all
the work necessary to complete the construction of the New Infrastructure described in the plans and
specifications as approved by the City's authorized representative and permitting agency.

The installation and construction of the New Infrastructure shall be performed by a reputable and responsible
Contractor possessing a valid North Carolina Public Utility Contractor's License directly related to the
installation of the New Infrastructure issued by the North Carolina Licensing Board for General Contractors.
As used herein, a “responsible Contractor” shall mean one possessing the requisite knowledge, experience,
and financial resources to complete the construction of the New Infrastructure in accordance with the plans
and specifications within the time allotted.

Developer shall be required to establish a discharge point for the flushing of the waterlines that are installed
pursuant to this Agreement and that provided the City utilizes the method provided by the Developer, the
City shall not be liable and Developer shall, to the fullest extent allowed by law, indemnify and hold the City
harmless during the warranty period for any damages whatsoever as a result of the flushing of water lines.

In accordance with the City’s Policy and Procedures for the Extension of Water and Sewer Utilities and the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hendersonville, water and sewer shall be extended to the farthest reach of
the Property along the entire street frontage.

The Engineer shall contact the City prior to the start of construction in order to schedule a preconstruction
conference between the Developer, Contractor, Engineer, and City staff. This request should be made at least
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seven (7) days in advance of the anticipated starting date. Developer or Engineer shall receive a written notice
to proceed (NTP) from the City before commencing with construction. If construction is anticipated to be
greater than sixty (60) days, a monthly progress meeting shall be scheduled once every thirty (30) days. The
date and time of the monthly progress meeting shall be established during the preconstruction conference.

Developer shall submit the name, address and the Public Utility Contractor's License ldentification Number of
the proposed Contractor to the City prior to the preconstruction meeting. The City may investigate the validity
of the Contractor's license and the Contractor’s status as a responsible Contractor by methods including but
not limited to contacting the owners of past projects for which the Contractor furnished work in order to
obtain reference information

City staft will be assigned for the express purpose of periodic construction observation and inspection. The
City's construction inspector(s) shall have the authority to report all discrepancies identified in all phases of
construction to the Engineer regarding conformance with the approved construction drawings and
specifications. This report shall in no way relieve the Developer of his or her obligation to engage a
professional engineer to perform construction inspection and coordinate construction.

During construction, no deviations from the approved plans and specifications shall be allowed without the
prior express written approval of the City and permitting agency if deemed necessary by the City.

The City Engineer, or authorized representative, shall be authorized to resolve disagreements between
Developer's Contractor(s), and the City's construction inspector(s) regarding conformance with approved
plans and/or specifications.

Upon completion of construction, the Developer shall cause the Engineer to arrange for a final inspection to
be performed jointly by the Engineer, the contractor, and the City's construction inspector to determine if the
project is acceptable to the City. At this time, a draft as-built shall be submitted to the City. If the project is
not immediately acceptable, any deficiencies shall be noted in a written report (punch list) prepared by the
City. This report shall be transmitted to the responsible parties. It shall be the responsibility of the Developer
to correct any such deficiencies and arrange for a re-inspection of the system.

As part of the final inspection process for sewer collection systems, Developer shall satisfactorily complete
the following as described in the most recent water and sewer standard construction specifications and
details: air test, manhole vacuum tests, and mandrel deflection test. Video of the new sanitary sewer
collection system by means of closed-circuit television (CCTV) will be performed by the City. All testing shall
be certified and all certifications, along with the related data and any video of the sewer system, shall be
submitted to the City before final acceptance of the project is granted by the City.

As part of the final inspection process for water distribution systems, Developer shall satisfactorily complete
the following: pressure test lines, bacteriological sampling performed by a certified laboratory. The City’s
certified laboratory may be utilized. All testing shall be certified and all certifications, along with related data,
shall be submitted to the City before final acceptance of the project is granted by the City.
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Once all deficiencies are corrected and the project is deemed acceptable to the City, the Developer shall cause
the Engineer to submit as-builts in formats acceptabie to the City. The Engineer shall also submit any
easements required for the New Infrastructure and any deeds necessary to convey ownership to the City. The
Developer shall be responsible for acquiring easements from any third parties owning property over which
any portion of the New Infrastructure is constructed, said easements to be titled in the name of the City, using
forms to be provided by the City.

Prior to the activation of services on the newly constructed New Infrastructure, Developer shall convey
unencumbered title and ownership to the City, of the New infrastructure and its appurtenances, and shall
assign and transfer all associated permits, licenses and permissions to the City. If a water extension was
permitted for the same or similar project, the City shall receive final approval from the permitting agency. In
certain circumstances as approved by the City, activation of services on portion(s) of the New Infrastructure
may be permitted after partial certification(s) completion and approval(s).

The conveyance, assignment or transfer of (1) all permits, licenses or other permissions, and (2) all property
and assets to the City, including but not limited to real or personal property, the New Infrastructure and its
appurtenances, easements, rights of way or encroachments, (1) and (2) collectively hereinafter referred to as
“Required Conveyances,” shall be in form as approved by the City’s legal counsel, and unless specifically
excepted by the City Attorney, shall be in form proper for recording in the appropriate public registry. The
conveyance of real property shall be in the form of a fee simple deed and without encumbrance as approved
by the City’s legal counsel. The Developer shall cause all affiliates or other third parties or entities having an
ownership interest in the New Infrastructure or the Property to join the Required Conveyances, as reasonably
determined by the City to be necessary to convey full title to the New Infrastructure and Required
Conveyances to the City. With the execution hereof, Developer and City specifically agree that the New
Infrastructure shall remain personal property, and shall not become a part of the real property, regardless of
whether or not the New Infrastructure is permanently affixed to the real property comprising the Property.

The Developer shall provide a written release of the City’s interest in the Required Conveyances (in form
approved by the City Attorney) from any and all liens or other legal interests held by lenders, vendors or other
third parties. The release(s) must be delivered in form for recording in the appropriate public registry, and
must be received by the City in conjunction with the City's receipt of the Required Conveyances.

To the fullest extent allowed by law, and regardless of the approval(s) of any document(s) by the City’s legal
counsel, the Developer shall indemnify and hold the City harmiess from all actions, causes and claims
whatsoever against the City by any persons, firms, and corporations whatsoever relating in any manner to this
Agreement (including but not limited to damages to persons or property related to construction and/or
installation of the New Infrastructure) or the Required Conveyances. Without limiting the Developer’s
obligations under this paragraph in any manner, the Developer shall defend any and all claims, causes or
actions whatsoever regarding the City’s title or ownership in any of the Required Conveyances.

Developer shall guarantee the accepted and dedicated New Infrastructure to be free of defects in materials
and workmanship and to be properly functioning in all respects for a period of one calendar year from the
date of final acceptance by the City. During this year of guarantee, Developer shall correct, or have corrected,
any defects that may develop in material, equipment, or workmanship. Should Developer fail to correct
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defects within a reasonable period of time after being notified, as determined in good faith by the City
Engineer or designee, the City may proceed to correct defects and Developer shall be liable for the City's
expense in doing so. It shall be the Developer's responsibility to attend, or to provide an authorized
representative to attend, a warranty inspection with the City prior to the expiration of said warranty period.
For purposes of this paragraph 23, final acceptance shall be the date the Letter of Acceptance is issued by the
City as described in paragraph 25 hereinbelow.

Before the issuance of final acceptance, the Developer or Engineer shall schedule a project closeout meeting
with the City. The Developer or Engineer shall submit to the City, not later than the start of the project closeout
meeting, all required closeout documents, including but not limited to recorded easement plats, warranty
deeds, affidavits of lien waiver, as-built drawings with geareferenced infrastructure data, final walk-through
inspection punch list and evidence of completion of said punch list, utility extension agreements, fixed asset
evaluation form and infrastructure testing results. The City shall be under no obligation to [and in the absence
of extraordinary circumstances will not} activate any services before receipt of all required documentation.
Partial receipt shall be treated as an incomplete project closeout and no services shall be activated. A project
closeout form shall be completed and executed by the Developer or by an authorized representative of the
Developer and the City for each project. If the project described in this utility extension agreement is divided
into phases, a project closeout form shall be executed for each phase prior to issuance of final acceptance.
For purposes of this paragraph, and notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement, every required
document shall be considered material, and “substantial compliance” shall not apply.

Once all items required by the Developer under this Agreement are complete, the City shall issue a formal
"Letter of Acceptance” to the Developer for the project. The City shall incorporate the accepted system as an
integral part of its utility system and shal! furnish service therefrom in accordance with the rules, regulations,
rates, and policies established for its customers. For the avoidance of doubt, “final acceptance™ as used in this
Agreement shall refer only to the date the Letter of Acceptance as described in this paragraph is issued by the
City.

Developer shall require the Engineer to submit the Required Documents for any future phase of the project
beyond Phase |. It is understood by the Developer that for any future phase of the project all of the same
terms, conditions, and obligations contained herein apply as they do to Phase |.

There shall be no intended nor incidental third-party beneficiaries of this Agreement.

This Agreement may not be assigned by the Developer without the express written consent of the City. Any
assignment without the express written consent of the City shall be void. Any assignment approved by the
City shall be in form approved by the City's legal counsel. Such consent by the City and approval by the City's
legal counsel shall be for the sole and exclusive benefit and reliance of the City, and shall not be relied upon
by the Developer nor any third party as to the validity or legal effect of an assignment.

All inspections of the New Infrastructure performed by the City shall be for the sole and exclusive benefit and
reliance of the City. The inspection, approval and acceptance of the New Infrastructure shall not be deemed
a warranty or guarantee upon which any person or entity can rely that the construction of the extension was
done in a workmanlike manner, or was completed in accordance with the construction contract documents,
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with standards of the profession in and around Hendersonville, North Carolina, or in accordance with the
applicable federal, State, or local laws, rules or regulations.

Developer is put on notice, and Developer agrees that, in the event that the meter boxes or cleanouts which
are part of the New Infrastructure are installed, set, damaged, moved, or altered in any manner that requires
the City to make repairs or adjustments to the meter boxes or cleanouts for their proper operation, or if the
City has to perform any work, including but not limited to grading or removal of obstructions, to provide access
to the City, Developer shall reimburse the City’s full cost and expense incurred.

This agreement is executed in the State of North Carolina, and shall be construed in accordance with the laws
of the State of North Carolina. Both parties submit their persons to the jurisdiction of the Courts for North
Carolina. Exclusive venue for any action brought in connection with this agreement, its interpretation and
breach shall be in the courts for Henderson County, North Carolina.

Failure of either party to enforce any terms of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver, in whole or in
part, to enforcing any of its terms against the other party, unless such waiver is delivered to the other party
in writing. Failure of either party to exercise the rights under this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver or
abandonment of such rights unless such waiver or abandonment be delivered in writing to the other party.

This Agreement may be recorded in the Henderson County Register of Deeds Office at the option of the City.

PLEASE BE ADVISED: The City shall not allow the activation of any water or sewer services until the City receives
partial certification approval or final approval from the permitting agency and shall not allow the issuance of any
certificates of occupancy until the City deems the project complete.

202 ¢4 by and between the undersigned, Lakewood Hendersonville, LLC (“Owner”) and the City of Hendersonville (“City”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Owner is the owner of that property known as described in Deed Book 4044, Page 374, Henderson

County Registry (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to certain terms with respect to development of the Property.

NOW THEREFORE, the Owner and the City, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of

which are hereby acknowledged, do hereby agree as follows:

Streambank Easement Encroachment Agreement. City shall execute and record contemporaneous with the deeds
described below the Streambank Easement Encroachment Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A (the “Streambank
Easement Encroachment Agreement”). The purpose of this Streambank Encroachment Easement Agreement is to
permit Owner to make certain improvements within that a streambank easement held by the City pursuant to that
document recorded in Deed Book 3268 at Page 121, with the location of the streambank easement being shown on that
plat recorded in Plat Book 2018 at Page (slide) 11458, both of the Henderson County Registry, said streambank
easement hereinafter being referred to as “Streambank Easement.”

Transfer to City. Owner shall convey to the City that certain parcel of land described as Subject Parcel 1 consisting
0f27.291 acres as shown on Plat Slide 15475, Henderson County Registry on the deed form attached hereto as Exhibit
B (the “Deed”). Said Deed will reserve an easement to Owner, as further described in the Streambank Easement
Encroachment Agreement, to build and use a footbridge over the stream in the area described therein and City hereby
agrees to pave a path to said footbridge once the greenway is installed on the City’s property if the footbridge is
installed by Owner prior to the completion of the construction of the greenway on the Property. If, however, the
footbridge is installed after the completion of the construction of the greenway on the Property, then Owner shall also
have a temporary construction easement to construct and install a paved path in a reasonable location to the greenway
from the footbridge. Upon completion of all permitted work within the Streambank Easement, the Streambank
Easement shall be restored using the means and methods, and to the condition described in and shown on (1) those
construction plans entitled Multi-Area Streambank Restoration Project, SFR Project No. CS370444-10, dated
10.04.2018, bearing job number 004-20252, consisting of 7 pages (said construction plans being attached hereto and

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CS370444-10) HENDERSON COUNTY, NORTH CAROLINA,” bearing a survey date of 6/9/22 and a job # 2006-
040-AB (said as built surveying being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

3. Payment in lieu of tree planting. In lieu of certain tree plantings on the property to be conveyed to the City as
described in paragraph 2 above, Owner shall, contemporaneously with the recording of the Deed and Streambank
Easement Encroachment Agreement pay to the City the sum of $50,000.00 to be used by the City to fulfill Owner’s
obligation to plant 140 trees on the Subject Parcel 1, imposed by the City through that conditional zoning approved as
ordinance O-23-21.

4. Runs with the Land. This agreement shall run with and be appurtenant to the land and shall be binding upon the
heirs, successors and assigns of each party.

5. Miscellaneous. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter
herein. The parties acknowledge that they have not relied on any representation, communication, or statement, written
or oral, not set forth in this Agreement and that this Agreement supersedes and/or modifies any and all prior
agreements, correspondence, or other communications between them. This Agreement shall be governed by and
construed in accordance with the laws of the State of North Carolina. The parties agree that jurisdiction and venue
shall lie exclusively in State courts in Henderson County, North Carolina. The parties shall be responsible for their
own attorney’s fees and costs. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, all of which taken together
shall collectively constitute one agreement binding the parties. This Agreement may not be amended, changed,
modified, or altered except by written agreement signed by the parties. This Agreement shall be binding upon the
parties and their respective heirs, administrators, representatives, executors, successors, attorneys, agents, and assigns,
and shall inure to the benefit of each of the parties and their respective heirs, administrators, representatives,
executors, successors, attorneys, agents, and assigns. Each provision of this Agreement is intended to be severable. If
any provision or any part of any provision of this Agreement shall for any reason be held invalid, unenforceable, or
contrary to public policy or law, then the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby.

This Streambank Easement Encroachment Agreement made this le day of
Meavraon ,20 24 , by City of Hendersonville, a body politic and corporation (hereinafter
“Grantor”) and Lakewood Hendersonville, LL.C (hereinafter “Grantee™).

STATEMENT OF FACTS

WHEREAS, Grantee is the owner of that real property identified as “Subject Parcel 2 and
“Subject Parcel 3” on that plat recorded in Plat Slide 15475 at Book 2024, Page 15475 of
the Henderson County Registry, (collectively hereinafter “Grantee’s Property™); and

WHEREAS, Grantor is the beneficiary of a Streambank Maintenance Easement on
Grantee’s Property by virtue of that North Carolina Deed of Easement recorded in Book
3268, Page 121, Henderson County Registry, the location of the Streambank Maintenance
Easement being shown on that plat recorded in Plat Book 2018 at page 11458 of the
Henderson Count Registry (collectively the “Streambank Maintenance Easement”); and

WHEREAS, the Streambank Maintenance Easement prohibits the owner of Grantee’s
Property from installing any structures or any new impervious surfaces upon, and also
prohibits any filling or excavation within, the Streambank Maintenance Easement,
(“Stream Buffer Restrictions™).

WHEREAS, Grantee has requested and Grantor has agreed to allow Grantee to encroach
into the Streambank Maintenance Easement for the purpose of installing, constructing,
operating, maintaining, repairing or replacing support footers and support wall, a vehicular
bridge and access roadway, along with the installation of water supply lines, sanitary sewer
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and pedestrian only footbridge (the “Encroachment”) in the areas as shown on Plat Slide
15475, Henderson County Registry as “Easement Reserved for Future Connection to
Greenway- 1,978 sf” , “Portion of Stream Bank Maintenance Easement Temporarily
Impacted — 4,628 sf”” and “Portion of Stream Bank Maintenance Easement to be Impacted
— 16,607 sf’(collectively hereinafter the “Encroachment Area”).

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, Grantee and Grantor have agreed that the Encroachment is
allowed under the terms and conditions set forth herein.

1. Grantor does hereby grant and convey to Grantee, its heirs, successors and
assigns as owners of the Grantee’s Property, a non-exclusive, perpetual easement to
encroach into Encroachment Area for the purpose of the Encroachment, and for no other
purpose, notwithstanding the Stream Buffer Restrictions. Prior to beginning any work
within the Encroachment Area, Grantee shall be required to file with Grantor, plans and
specifications detailing the work proposed within the Encroachment Area, for Grantee’s
approval, which shall not be unreasonably withheld provided the proposed work is a
permitted Encroachment, and provided the plans and specifications also demonstrate that
the Streambank Maintenance Easement will be restored in compliance with the
requirements of paragraph 5, below.

2. Grantee shall not erect any other improvements, nor fill nor excavate, nor
conduct any other activities within the Encroachment Area except as specifically stated
herein and shall use the Encroachment Area only to the extent expressly provided by this
Agreement..

3. With respect to the portion of the Encroachment Area labeled as “Easement
Reserved for Future Connection to Greenway- 1,978 sf” and shown on Plat Slide 15475
(“Footbridge Easement Area”), it is understood and agreed that the purpose of the
Footbridge Easement Area is for the installation, maintenance, repair, and use of a
footbridge for the benefit of all of Grantee’s Property to provide access from Grantee’s
Property to a greenway that the Grantor intends to construct on Grantor’s property,
identified as “Subject Parcel 1” on that plat recorded in Plat Slide 15475 of the Henderson
County Registry, (hereinafter “Grantor’s Property”). Grantor hereby agrees to pave a path
to said Footbridge Easement Area as part of the greenway construction project if the
footbridge is constructed by Grantee prior to the completion of the greenway on Grantor’s
Property. If the construction of the greenway is completed on Grantor’s Property prior to
the installation of the footbridge, then Grantee shall be permitted to pave a pathway on
Grantor’s Property connecting the footbridge constructed within the Footbridge Easement
Area to the greenway constructed by the Grantor, provided Grantee complies with the
requirements of paragraph 1, above, and paragraph 5, below. It is understood that
Grantee’s construction of a greenway on Grantor’s Property is for the purpose of providing
a greenway, accessible by the general public, during the operating hours for the greenway,
as determined in the sole and absolute discretion of Grantor, and at no other time.
Therefore, nothing herein shall be deemed to permit access to Grantor’s Property by
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
