Mayor Volk called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. and welcomed those in attendance. A quorum 

was established with all members in attendance.

In Person: 

 

Joshua Lardie of Knoxville, TN is the Chief Compliance Officer for Apotheca and in light of the 

recent hemp ordinance, I would like to make ourselves more widely available to work with the 

community directly.  We have been pushing for statewide legislation on hemp regulations for a 

number of sessions with the help of Speaker of the House Tim Moore.  Much of the current 

proposed bill is heavily influenced by our concerns with the sheer lack of rules and regulations 

currently in this industry.  We want what’s best for our customers and to make sure that the rest 

of the industry does as well.  This was achieved through strict rules and regulations which we’ve 

demanded from our legislators and have not received currently.  We share your concerns and 

hope to be an example in this community, not a detriment.  If anyone has any questions or 

thoughts, I have my business cards here.  Please do not hesitate to reach out and contact me for 

anything. 

 

City Manager John Connet asked for a business card for himself and for the police chief. 

 

Katie Breckheimer of Saluda, NC, first said how happy she is to see an all-female City Council. 

She is the chair of Support Our Swimmers which has an acronym of SOS.  We are a group that is 

working to get a year-round indoor swimming complex for Henderson County.  Our direction 

comes from a professional 2019 “Needs Assessment” contracted by Henderson County Parks & 

Recreation and showed that a swimming  pool is in the top five needs.  We understand that 

Patton Pool was severely affected by Hurricane Helene and you will soon be hearing the results 

of an assessment.  Moving forward, we hope that you will invest in restoring or replacing the 

pool to something even better. A pool that is available all year long and not just a few weeks in 

the summer.  Our community is sorely lacking in swimming facilities especially one that is open 

to our richly diverse population.  We are aware that Patton Pool has been allowing only 50 

people at a time to come in and escape the summer heat and enjoy family time in the water.  

Lines form outside the pool with the hopes of a chance to get in.  We understand that the pool 

tiles have been crumbling and the changing rooms are not being cleaned adequately, which puts 

a black mark on our reputation.  We can and should do better for our citizens.  Recreation is just 

one category that a year-round pool provides.  Others include physical therapy, low-impact 

exercise, training for first-responders, kayak and scuba training, lifeguard instruction, master 
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swimming, swim lessons for all ages and fitness opportunities for both young and old.  In a water 

rich community like ours, we need to teach our people how to swim but we can’t do it without 

adequate facilities.  Hendersonville High School and West High both have swim teams that 

practice at our local, crowded, YMCA pool.  The other two high schools  North and East with 

the lowest socioeconomic student population do not have teams, which is a shame.  At every turn 

we are told how expensive it is to build and maintain a pool facility but SOS is not deterred. The 

swim project can and should be a public-private partnership with the city, county, school system, 

hospital, corporations, tourism development authority and private citizens all participating.  So 

when you see the results of the Patton Pool assessment which should be coming soon, please 

keep in mind the great need and opportunity this restoration or replacement presents. 

Jen Butcher of  Hendersonville, NC thanked the mayor and the city council for giving her 

time to speak on the subject of Patton Pool and read the following: My Name is Jen 

Butcher. I am on the SOS (Support Our Swimmers) committee that Katie Breckheimer is 

leading. Our mission is to research, study and advocate for the need of a public year round 

swim complex in our area. My family and I moved here in 1988, and my 3 sons swam on 

HCATs (Hendersonville City Aquatics Swim Team) from 1988 until 2002. Thanks to 

access to the Patton Pool facility the team grew from about 20 swimmers to about 200. 

Swim lessons will acquaint a child with the water and teach them a few basics of the 

strokes. A swim team will turn them into powerful and confident swimmers. The 

Hendersonville Aquatics Swim team and Patton pool did this for hundreds of children. 

Patton pool was built about 50 years ago and was a beautiful public SO-meter pool that 

many diverse groups, families, swimmers in events, and tourists alike enjoyed. Certainly, a 

gem in our community. The HCATS and our community were privileged to host the New 

Zealand Olympic team in 1995 and 1996. It was an exciting time that led us to expand the 

impact of hosting the New Zealand swimmers. We partnered with the school system to host 

the Kahurangi. They are a group of the Maori indigenous people of New Zealand that 

travels to educate students about their culture. They presented programs in many of the 

county schools. One of the New Zealand swimmers, Danyon Loader, won two gold medals! 

All this was only possible because our community had a 50-meter swimming facility. 

Unfortunately, Helene damaged Patton Pool. I encourage the city to repair and to consider 

upgrading the pool as Katie mentioned for future generations to enjoy and learn to swim 

and help to drown proof many children and adults. Let's not be the generation that lets 

down future children's chance to learn to swim and to love and be safe in water. 

Omar Zafra of Hendersonville, NC spoke about flood plain and debris.  He was upset 

about the lives lost during Hurricane Helene including  a mobile home park where 

everything was washed away and the land owners passed away and wanted to know 

what the city could do to help clean up  the debris that is still laying there as a reminder 

of the tragedy.  He also thinks that the city should consider a memorial for all of our 

residents and neighbors for the lives that were lost due to Hurricane Helene. Also to 

prevent this tragedy from happening again, he hopes the city, county and state can 

work together to create a memorial on the land where the mobile homes were lost.

WHEREAS, the City owns and operates a water treatment facility (WWTF) that has a current permitted capacity of 

4.8 million gallons per day that produces a solid residual effluent as part of the treatment process; and 

WHEREAS, the City intends to construct biosolids thermal dryer process equipment that will produce a high-

quality, thermally dried product that is safe for beneficial reuse through distribution or land application; and 

WHEREAS, the engineering services included in this Amendment 1 generally include construction administration, 

construction observation, and materials testing; and 

WHEREAS, McKim & Creed, Inc. was previous selected as most qualified to provide professional engineering 

services for the project, as recommended by Staff. The services in Amendment 1 are consistent with these 

professional services.

RESOULTION BY THE CITY OF HENDERSONVILLE CITY COUNCIL ACCEPTING A GRANT FROM 

THE NATIONAL TRUST FOR HISTORIC PRESERVATION FOR THE PURPOSE OF DOCUMENTING 

THE CITY’S HISTORICALLY BLACK NEIGHBORHOODS 

WHEREAS, the National Trust for Historic Preservation has established a grant to encourage preservation at the 

local level by supporting ongoing preservation work and by providing seed money for preservation projects; and  

WHEREAS, the Community Development Department applied for and was awarded a National Trust Preservation 

Funds grant in the amount of $3,000; and  

WHEREAS, the City of Hendersonville desires to accept the grant funds, and authorize the execution of the grant 

funding agreement (the “Grant Agreement”); and  
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WHEREAS, the Grant Agreement provides that the City will undertake activities to promote the historic 

preservation of underrepresented communities in Hendersonville; and  

WHEREAS, the City will allocate $3,000 as matching funds towards the grant from the Historic Preservation 

Commission’s budget;

Consumable Hemp Derived Products to Specify Criminal Liability – Angela Beeker, City 

Attorney        

Ordinance #O-24-46 

AN ORDINANCE TO IMPOSE CRIMINAL PENALTIES FOR  

THE SALE OR POSSESSION OF CANNABIS NEAR SCHOOLS  

WHEREAS, the sale of certain hemp-derived products to persons under the age of 21 years old is 

currently not regulated by the State of North Carolina; and 

 

WHEREAS, there are many hemp-derived products containing legal cannabinoids that can have 

the psychoactive effects as marijuana; and 

 

WHEREAS, approval by the Food and Drug Administration of hemp-derived consumable 

products is not required, and therefore presence of contaminants and the amount of THC present in a 

product is not subject to quality control, placing the consuming public at risk; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that many retail establishments, including but not limited to 

hemp shops or vape products sell hemp derived consumable products, and there is no law or ordinance 

prohibiting the sale or distribution of hemp derived consumable products to persons under the age of 21 

within a certain distance from a public or private school, make these products readily accessible to students; 

and 

  

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes protect the public health and safety of persons under the age 

of 21 by making hemp-derived consumable products less readily available by prohibiting the sale or 

distribution of hemp derived consumable products to persons under the age of 21 years in close proximity 

to schools. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by City Council of the City of Hendersonville, North 

Carolina as follows: 

SECTION 4. Article II of Chapter 6 of the City of Hendersonville Code of Ordinances shall be 

amended to add a new Section 6-11 as follows: 

Sec. 6-11 Criminal Penalties for Violation 

 

In addition to any other remedy available, violation of this Article II of Chapter 6 of the City of 

Hendersonville Code of Ordinances is a misdemeanor as provided in Section 1-6 of the City of 

Hendersonville Code of Ordinances.   

SECTION 5. If any provision of this ordinance or its application is held invalid, the invalidity 

does not affect other provisions or applications of this ordinance that can be given effect without the invalid 

provisions or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are severable. 

SECTION 6. It is the intention of the City Council and it is hereby ordained, that the provisions 

of this ordinance shall become and be made part of the Code of Ordinances, City of Hendersonville, North 

Carolina, and the sections of this ordinance may be renumbered to accomplish such intention. 

SECTION 7. This Ordinance shall be effective upon passing two readings.

In accordance with North Carolina General Statute (NCGS) 159-13(b) it is required that all 

expenditures resulting from a contingency appropriation budget be reported to the governing 

board at its next regular meeting and recorded in the minutes.   

NCGS 159-15 permits the Budget Officer (City Manager), to transfer budget from one 

appropriation to another within the same fund, provided any such transfers are reported to the 

Governing Board.  The City of Hendersonville refers to transfers of budget from one 

appropriation to another within the same fund as a “budget adjustment”.  City Council authorizes 

budget adjustments each year with the adoption of the annual budget ordinance (SECTION 4). 
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This agenda item serves to fulfill the reporting requirements of both NCGS 159-13(b) and 159-

15 by providing City Council a summary of all amendments and adjustments occurring thus far 

in the fiscal year. 

 

Mr. Connet added that we continue to work with debris removal as it continues to be a major 

topic among our staff.  Our staff is actually driving around the city using GIS map to pinpoint 

any debris piles so we can provide that to the state contractor to move.  We continue to meet with 

our FEMA consultant and our insurance company and its going to be a lengthy process.  We’ve 

received some insurance money, but it was very little, kind of an advance on what we spent to 

date so that’s helping us with cash flow.  You approved a zero interest loan which is also helping 

us.  It’s our priority to really start submitting these grant projects and applications for our 

reimbursement in the next three weeks.  We are also having our staff retreat for the next two 

days.  We’re traveling to Boone and we’ll have to see how the weather plays out and may have 

to cut it short on Friday to head back home.  We’ll be spending our time talking about our 

experiences with the storm, the incident command system and how we worked as a team.  

Finally, our public services team is preparing for the snow and putting plows on the trucks and 

establishing schedules.

We’ve laid out an agenda where we spend 15 minutes or so talking about 

Floodplain 101, then we’ll spend about 30 minutes talking about floodplain mapping and we’ll have

taking questions from the audience but of course council can ask questions. 

Mike Huffman introduced the two guests.  Mr. Terry Fox, CFM, NFIP Planner, NC Western Branch 

and Steve Garrett, CFM, State NFIP Coordinator.  

Mike gave the following PowerPoint presentation. 
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Steve Garrett gave the following PowerPoint presentation. 
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Mike Huffman emphasized that City Council can adopt what they want but they have to be ready 

and willing to enforce it. 

City Attorney Angela Beeker gave a brief overview of Moratoria.  She explained that a moritorium 

is a temporary halt or pause on some type of development and you do that by halting or pausing the 

issuance of development permits like zoning permits, building permits, certificates of 

appropriateness.  It’s any type of administrative or quasi-judicial approval and you do that through 

the adoption of an ordinance and it’s up to City Council to set up the parameters in the ordinance. 
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John Connet said we are lucky to have Miike Huffman and thank you to our engineering team and 

our GIS team. 

 

Things that Council may want to think about: 

 Development that occurred pre 1982.  The comp plan does talk about areas that may have 

been developed prior to the floodplain maps that we would encourage over time that at least 

part of that property would be returned to floodplain if it’s feasibly possible.  We could do 

that through the FEMA buyout program.  It’s gonna have to be voluntary or the city will have 

to buy out those properties from those owners at fair market value. That is one thing to think 

about with development around the floodplain. 

 In the zoning ordinance relating to fill, 25% of the development’s parking can be in the 

floodplain but they cannot fill that area. 

Mike Huffman continued to answer many questions from Council. 

City Manager Connet finished by saying we will bring a menu of things bck to you all to have a look 

at, pros and cons and run it by our advisory committees and go through the process.    

 

4.   CITY COUNCIL COMMENTS 
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Mayor Pro Tem Hensley said this was a lot to take in and very informative but also very helpful and 

we appreciate having such great staff to guide us through and help us to learn so we can make good 

decisions moving forward and be better elected officials and policymakers. 

City Council Member Lowrance said that she hopes in the future we will be able to better 

communicate to the underserved comunities that were highly impacted by the floodwaters as they 

felt like they didn’t get information in a timely manner.

The City has been awarded the amount of $1,312,710.50 in Community Development Block Grant 

Neighborhood Revitalization funding for the FY 2024-25 funding cycle. The City Council held an initial 

public hearing at the September 5, 2024 regular meeting.  

The grant, a Neighborhood Revitalization Grant (CDBG-NR), is offered through the North Carolina 

Rural Economic Development Division of the Department of Commerce (REDD).  Originally the grant 

was for the rehabilitation of four (4) homes owned by low-to-moderate income households located at the 

following addresses in the City of Hendersonville corporate limits: 221 Ashwood Road, 709 E Pace 

Street, 815 7th Avenue W, and 1739 Clairmont Drive. Low to moderate households are those having a 

household income equal to or less than 80% of the area median income. The total estimated cost of all 

activities included in the grant application was $562,710.50, which included an estimated $511,555.00 

for home rehabilitation and $51,155.50 for administration costs.  The City has been awarded additional 

funding over and above the applied-for amount, and these additional funds will be used to assist in the 

rehabilitation of low-to-moderate income owned homes damaged by Hurricane Helene.   

A Resolution accepting the grant funds and approving the grant agreement is attached for City Council’s 

consideration.

City of Hendersonville Sustainability Strategic Plan Annual Report 2

This report highlights the 2024 progress made towards the City of Hendersonville’s
Sustainability Strategic Plan, adopted May 1, 2024 by City Council. The plan outlines
actions within the focus areas of energy, transportation, waste management, land
management and water to reach our goal of reducing greenhouse gas emissions 30%
by 2035. The plan includes 5 goals and 14 measurable actions. The plan is also meant
to be a working document and kept updated as priorities, funding, and technologies
change.

The City of Hendersonville has come a long way in advancing sustainability efforts
with a few highlights including: approving a biosolids thermal dryer for wastewater
treatment, installing a building automation system at City Hall, and the City’s first on-
site solar array, Multiple studies and test pilots were also completed to better analyze
potential cost benefit and assist in implementation. A few examples include analyzing
City building energy intensity and completing a propane vehicle test pilot.

What follows throughout this report is an account of what actions were taken to
progress towards the City’s greenhouse gas reduction goal while showing what to
anticipate - and get excited for in the coming year.

Note: due to the complexity of
water and wastewater facilities and the variation in nationwide averages, the City’s Wastewater Treatment and
Water Treatment Facilities were not included in the EUI.

As part of strategizing what energy efficiency projects to implement, the City had an energy
benchmark report completed to show how our buildings rank in terms of Energy Use Intensity
(EUI). EUI is calculated by dividing the total energy consumed by a building by the total square
feet of floor area per year. This shows how efficiently a building is using energy. The lower the
EUI, the more energy efficient the building is. The chart below shows how each building ranks
from highest to lowest EUI. Overall, City buildings absorb less energy than the national
average with the exception of City Hall and the Police Department. These are two buildings
that future funds should be devoted towards for energy efficiency improvements.

City staff identified allowing temporary use of recreational 

vehicles as a strategy to help individuals and families secure safe, healthy shelter as quickly 

as possible.  

 

To facilitate this solution, staff proposed several revisions to the zoning ordinance.  

 
First, staff proposes establishing a temporary use permit for RVs, allowing them to be used 

as temporary shelter during construction (when an active building permit is in place) or 

during a declared state of emergency. If there is a declared state of emerg ency, the permit 

issued would be valid for 180 days with the possibility of an extension so long as the 

conditions persist but does not require an active building permit.

(1) The zoning administrator may issue a temporary use permit for recreation vehicles to be used and maintained as a 
temporary shelter or office located on a construction site during the actual period of construction on such site; provided, 
however, that the vehicles shall be removed therefrom within 72 hours next following completion of the construction 
processes. The recreational vehicle must be maintained in such a way as to not create a nuisance.   The temporary use permit 
shall specify the placement of the recreational vehicle on the property on which it is located with regards to front, rear, or side 
yard, and setbacks. 

(2)  During a mayoral declared state of emergency for the City of Hendersonville, the zoning administrator may issue a 
temporary use permit for a particular tract of land to allow the placement of a recreational vehicle in any zoning district for up 
to 180 days.  Extensions for hardship may be granted by the zoning board of adjustment.  The recreational vehicle must be 
maintained in such a way as to not create a nuisance.   The temporary use permit shall specify the placement of the 
recreational vehicle on the property on which it is located with regards to front, rear, or side yard, and setbacks. 

12-2. Definition of commonly used terms and words 

Recreational vehicle:  a motor vehicle or trailer that includes living quarters designed for accommodation, including but not 
limited to motorhomes, campervans, fifth-wheel trailers, and popup campers.  Such vehicles must be: 

a) Built on a single chassis; 

b) 400 square feet or less when measured at the largest horizontal projection; 

c) Designed to be self-propelled or permanently towable by a light duty truck; 

d) Designed primarily not for use as a permanent dwelling, but as temporary living quarters for recreational, camping, 
travel or seasonal use; and 

e) Fully licensed and ready for highway use.

The aftermath of Hurricane Helene highlighted the need for the City of Hendersonvil le to 

promote resilience in post -disaster recovery. Access to safe housing in the immediate 

aftermath of a storm is critical. City staff identified the need for permitting repairs to 

nonconforming residential structures throughout the City and its extraterritorial 

jurisdiction (ETJ) to enable quicker recovery times for individuals.  

 

To facilitate these solutions, staff has proposed several revisions to the zoning ordinance.  

 
Staff has proposed a revision to the City’s nonconforming structures ordinance to 

distinguish between residential and commercial nonconforming structures when they are 

destroyed by a natural disaster or Act of God. The goal is to expedite the recovery 

process for individuals affected by such events, enabling them to regain safe shelter as 

quickly as possible.  

 

Under the proposed revision, nonconforming residential structures could be reconstructed 

regardless of the extent of the damage. Previously, if the renovation costs exceeded 50% 

of the structure's value, the building would need to comply with current zoning 

requirements. It is important to note that this ordinance will not affect the floodplain 

administrator's authority to require homes in the 100-year floodplain to comply with the 

City’s Flood Damage Protection Ordinance.  

 

Planning board supported the change but recommended that instead of allowing 

nonconforming structures destroyed by Act of God  to be rebuilt, it should be limited to 

only destroyed structures to be rebuilt during a mayoral declared state of emergency .

WHEREAS, the Planning Board reviewed this petition for a zoning text amendment at its regular 

meeting on January 9th, 2025; voting 7-0 to recommend City Council adopt an ordinance amending the 

City of Hendersonville Zoning Ordinance, and  

 

WHEREAS, City Council took up this application at its regular meeting on February 12th, 2025, and 

 

WHEREAS, City Council has found that this zoning text amendment is consistent with the City’s

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Hendersonville to amend

ZONING ORDINANCE 

6-2-2 Nonconforming structures. 

A nonconforming structure is a building or other structure which lawfully existed prior to the effective 

date of this ordinance, or an amendment thereto, and which no longer could be built under the terms of this 

ordinance, as amended, by reason of restrictions on area, footprint, open space, building height, setbacks, 

lot width, or other requirements concerning the structure.  

a) A nonconforming structure devoted to a use permitted in the zoning classification in which it is located may 
continue to be used only in accordance with the provisions of this section.  

b) Normal repair and maintenance may be performed to allow the continuation of nonconforming structures.  

c) Except as provided in subsections (d) and (e) below, a nonconforming structure shall not undergo a change of use, 
renovation or expansion.  

d) A nonconforming structure may undergo a change of use or renovation without having to bring the structure into 
conformity with the requirements of these regulations, provided that:  

1) The change in use or renovation does not increase the floor area of the structure.  

2) The change in use is to a permitted use within the district.  

3) The number of parking spaces provided for the use is in conformity with the requirements of these 
regulations.  

e) A nonconforming structure may be expanded, without bringing the nonconforming structure into conformity with 
these regulations, only if the part of the structure to be expanded and the area of the lot into which the expansion 
is taking place are both brought into conformity with the requirements of this ordinance.  

f) A nonconforming structure shall not be moved unless it thereafter conforms to the standards of the zoning 
classification in which it is located.  

g) Where a nonconforming residential structure is damaged by fire, flood, wind, or other act of God, and such 
damage does not exceed 50 percent of the current assessed taxable value of the structure, it may be restored to 
its original dimensions and conditions as long as a building permit for the restoration is issued within 12 months of 
the date of the damage.  
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h)  Where a nonconforming commercial structure is damaged by fire, flood, wind, or other act of God, and such 
damage does not exceed 50 percent of the current assessed taxable value of the structure, it may be restored to 
its original dimensions and conditions as long as a building permit for the restoration is issued within 12 months of 
the date of the damage.

PLANNING BOARD MOTION CONTINUED: 

3. The petition is found to be consistent with the City of Hendersonville Gen H 2045 

Comprehensive Plan based on the information from the staff analysis and the public 

hearing, and because:  The petition is consistent with the Future Land Use and 

Conservation Map Designations of Multi -Generational Living and is located in a focused 

intensity node within chapter 4 of the Gen H Comprehensive Plan.  

4. We find this petition to be reasonable and in the public interest based on the 

information from the staff analysis and the public hearing, and because:  

a. The petition proposes to provide additional housing to offset local demand.  

b. The proposed development establishes a valuable new roadway connection 

between US 64 and Old Sunset Hill Road/Howard Gap Road. This type of street 

interconnectivity aligns with the goals outlined in the Gen H Comprehensive Plan.  

c. The proposed density is consistent with other nearby developments.  

 

OVERVIEW OF BOARD DISCUSSION FROM MEETING MINUTES: 

 

The Planning Board convened on this project for 1 hour and 12 minutes . 

Ms. Gilgis asked why they would not mitigate the wetlands and put that as a condition.  Ms. 

Chassen stated there are three parts to the condition and the first was a 30 -foot buffer and 

they could not comply with that because they do pl an to fil l in a portion of the wetlands on the 

lots to raise them up above the wetlands so there is no worry about flooding from the water 

backing up in the wetlands.  They plan to raise the back of the lots a little, so in a portion of 

the wetlands which wil l be approved by the Army Corp they cannot provide the 30 -foot buffer 

because they are already working into the wetlands. Based on their final grading plan, they 

can designate buffers in other areas where they are not impacting them but the way the 

condition was stated it was just not feasible for them to put the 30 -foot buffer around the 

entire wetlands. Monitoring and Reporting, this is one they are wil ling to do if the Planning 
Board feels it is necessary for them to do.   

Ms. Peacock stated when they  counter proposed on the turn lane, she is talking about the left 

turn lane and if there wasn’t enough right -of-way and if it became not feasible to fit it in that 

l ittle triangle area, would they object to a fee in l ieu of the cost to do it because the ro ad is 

getting more impacted.  Ms. Chassen stated the main reason for the counter was if they 

couldn’t fit it and with the cost already due to the conditions it just would not be feasible for 

this project to purchase right -of-way.  They could do a cost estimate for the fee in lieu to see 

what the cost would be if they had to get right -of-way and could not build it themselves. That 

is something they could work with the city on.   

Chair stated if they did not have to comply with a buffer, with a 30 -foot setback from the 

wetlands, if they could go right up to them would that be feasible?  Ms. Chassen stated they 

were going to have to fi l l in some of the wetlands and the lots to the north.  There is a l ittle 

strip of wetlands on those lots that will get fi l led in  and then they have at their road crossings 

and for sewer installation around the edge and they will have to disturb some of the wetlands 

to put that in. Once they finalize the grading plan, they do not plan to grade a lot of that 

southern middle section and they could dedicate that as buffer and they wouldn’t be to do a 

contiguous buffer around the whole of the wetlands.  Chair stated but if there was no buffer 

and you were told to stay out of them it sti l l would not accommodate what you are trying to 

do.  Ms. Chassen stated they would lose some lots. Chair discussed the flooding we had here 

recently and stated he did not feel fi l l ing in the wetlands would go over very well after the 

storm.   
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OVERVIEW OF BOARD DISCUSSION FROM MINUTES: 

Ms. Chassen pointed out the wetlands that are remaining and she pointed out the portion that 

was being fi l led which was only a small sliver. And that is to protect the homes when the 

wetland does fi l l up with water. She stated 85% to 90% of the wetlands would remain and be 

undisturbed with a natural buffer remaining around it.  Chair asked if they would have to raise 

the elevation where the road crosses.  Ms. Chassen explained the installation of cross pipes 

under the road and how that would drain into the creek.  She discussed the wetland being 

mostly spring fed.   

Chair started there was a condition on Phase I where they asked that a stormwater system 

engineered for a 25 year flood rather than a 10 year flood and he can’t ima gine why the same 

condition wouldn’t be imposed on Phase II. It is because the way water flows in that area and 

ends up down on Chimney Rock Road. Chair asked if this is something they can agree to.   

Jared DeRidder, WGLA stated it is important to note that Phase I and Phase II flow in two 
different directions.  He was not a part of Phase I but being the engineer for Phase II, if you 

have a city ordinance that outlines the requirements of two and ten, why would it be necessary 

to impose something stricter than the ordinance.  Chair stated because the maps are out of 

date, water from the Gulf of Mexico is coming here all the time and we get thunderstorms and 

heavy periods of rain where we never had that before, rain that was over five inches in one 

day and of course we had 22 inches in September.  So rain is different now than it was when 

the ordinance was written and that is why he is asking.  Mr. DeRidder stated they can commit 

to passing the 25 year storm but in terms of creating the 25 year storm he is not sure that 

really accomplishes much. If you are interested in the intensity of the storm and the damage it 

is going to cause, he thinks passing the 25 year storm is a reasonable commitment and 

exceeds the ordinance standards.  Mr. DeRidder explained passing the 25 year storm and the 

storm tech systems.  If they commit to passing the 25 year storm or being able to handle the 

25 year storm in their infrastructure, that to him seems like a reasonable commi tment as 

opposed to trying to treat and control that.  They would control the two and ten but would be 

able to pass the 25.  Chair stated and that is a condition you would agree to.  Mr. DeRidder 

stated yes.   

Chair stated concerning Mike Huffman’s conditi on, he is the Floodplain Administrator and on  

staff with the city and is acting in the best interests of the residents of our city.  He proposed 

a condition.  Mr. DeRidder stated he would like to explain this a little more and give his 

perspective on it.  Mr. DeRidder discussed the stream buffer requirements and he pointed out 

the untouched area on the site plan around that stream. If they do that same buffering for the 

wetlands, they essential ly lose lots and this project goes away.  They had mentioned tha t 

wetlands are intended for flooding purposes, this parcel is not in the 100 -year Floodplain. In 

his professional opinion and time and duration of his practice, he has never seen a buffer for a 

wetland, ever.  The Army Corp doesn’t require it, the federal government doesn’t require it, 

the state doesn’t require it and your local ordinance doesn’t require it. This comment came out 

of somewhere that he has never heard of.  He has not seen it in the federal or state 

guidelines.  Chair stated a lot of things are going to change around here after September.  Mr. 
DeRidder stated if it was a written ordinance that is great and they could abide by that but 

when they lay something out and it is not written it is really hard to agree to things that are 

not written out in ordinances that aren’t standards.  In this case, they have a lot of time and 

money and energy invested in laying out a project that works and then submit it to the city 

and they want a buffer on wetlands and he is not sure where that comment came from.  Chair 

stated it is called conditional zoning.   
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PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

Glenn Lange, 623 Ferncliff Lane  stated he would like to propose that the Planning 

Board adopt the city’s proposed wetland protection buffer as written by our Stormwater 

Coordinator, Mike Huffman. Wetland areas are being eliminated and/or being degraded 

throughout North Carolina. At least in this area the wetland is being set aside and not 

eliminated.  Unfortunately also wetlands are being negatively impacted by sedimentation 

and pollution and toxic chemicals. He was concerned about the planting at the wetlands 

being turf or lawn grasses.  He discussed lots backing up to the wetland areas and the 

management of these areas using ferti lizers and pesticides and herbicides which will pollute 

the wetland areas with stormwater runoff.  He felt the condition imposed by the city wil l 

help protect the wetlands from pollution. He discussed removing evasive plants and uti lizing 

native trees and shrubs. It would improve wildl ife habitat. He hopes they adopt the city’s 

proposed development condition.  He discussed having proper vegetation in the areas th at 

are disturbed.  He hopes the Planning Board wil l adopt what they are working on here and 

add some improvements.      

Lynne Williams, Chadwick Avenue  was concerned about the condition and has asked 
Mike Huffman if he could join the meeting.  She stated sh e did speak up for the first phase 

and so did the neighbors and they did oppose the development. The floods did come and 

that storage place down below lost everything and that is the reality of the people who live 

here.  The 25 year storm system makes sense that they would ask for it again. She felt like 

it needed to be more, like a 100 year system.  They should look at what Helene has been 

categorized as. That should be what type of storm system that it holds. That is the 

standard they should be held to and anything less than that is really just a slap in the face.  

She asked that they be a leader for the community and set an example and not wait for 

laws to be passed.  She was concerned about all the trees being gone in Phase I.  She was 

concerned about the site plan and this extending from the barren area where the trees 

were removed.  She wanted the tree canopy to be protected.  The rule is you can’t build in 

the Floodway.  She felt like buffers to protect the wetlands make total sense. She was 

concerned about parcels below and near being in the 100 year Floodplain.  They are asking 

them to be a good neighbor.  

Ken Fitch, 1046 Patton Street (zoom)  stated the new name was not revealed at the 

NCM and now it is associated with a very controversial project. He felt like the project has 

two flags with the proposed conditions from Mike Huffman and the city traffic consultant 

that underscore the concern with wetlands on site and area traffic impacts.  He stated the 

recent hurricane event as brought focus to the wet lands and flooding. These were terrible 

storm impacts which Mike Huffman has seen firsthand. The document states there is no 

Floodplain issue but on the 2008 FEMA maps the local state and federal authorities note 

these maps are out of date. He asked if we know what happened on this site after the 

storm.  He was concerned about the development being proposed in close proximity to the 

wetlands. The engineer stated he has never seen a buffer for wetlands, ever but we never 

saw what happened with this storm eve r before.  We had a 100 year storm here. He was 
concerned about the removal of a large number of trees and paying a fee in l ieu of.  He 

was concerned about the removal of trees causing a greater risk of flooding in this area. 

Traffic has been cited as a growing issue in this area. Connectivity is a big deal. The issue 

here is safety and when the traffic consultant does weigh in we need to listen.  Safety is 

another issue with the connection to Half Moon Heights.  He asked about on street parking 

being permissible. He discussed a neighbor’s issues that were brought up at the NCM.

At the request of the City of Hendersonville, Kimley-Horn has conducted a review of the traffic impact 

analysis (TIA) prepared for the Old Sunset Hill Road development dated September 13, 2024, by 

Impact Designs, Inc. The proposed site is located on Old Sunset Hill Road off Howard Gap Road.   

The proposed site will have access off Old Sunset Hill Road at a new intersection as well as through 

interconnectivity via Half Moon Trail to US 64 (Chimney Rock Road).   

This specific review focused on the unsignalized intersections noted for inclusion within the approved 

TIA scope document by the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT).  The NCDOT 

Policy on Street and Driveway Access to North Carolina Highways, NCDOT Congestion Management 

Capacity Analysis Guidelines, and City of Hendersonville Zoning Ordinance. This memo outlines our 

technical review of the unsignalized intersections, specifically the turn lane warrants, and 

corresponding recommendations.   

TECHNICAL REVIEW  
The September 13th, 2024, TIA submitted by Impact Designs included four (4) existing signalized 

intersections and one (1) new site access (Access A).  The following review looks are each of the 

unsignalized intersections related to the existing and proposed traffic volumes and how they relate to 

NCDOT’s turn lane warrant nomograph.  The NCDOT Policy on Street and Driveway Access to North 

Carolina Highways contains a nomograph warrant for left and right turn lanes, page 80.  Each of the 

locations are discussed below along with the findings and recommendations.   

US 64 at Half Moon Trail 

The existing intersection of US 64 at Half Moon Trail currently has a left-turn lane from US 64 onto 

Half Moon Trail.  A right turn lane from US 64 onto Half Moon Trail is also present.  Furthermore, Half 

Moon Trail’s approach to US 64 is a single lane with a shared left and right-turn lane.  A summary of 

the traffic volumes, as taken from the sealed TIA, for each of these movements are as follows: 

• Right turn from US 64 EB onto Half Moon Trail = AM (5 trips), PM (20 trips) 

• Left turn from Half Moon Trail onto US 64 = AM (14 trips), PM (10 trips) 

• Right turn from Half Moon Trail onto US 64 = AM (2 trips), PM (0 trips) 

The proposed site will add the following trips to these movements: 
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• Right turn from US 64 EB onto Half Moon Trail = AM (3 trips), PM (9 trips) 

• Left turn from Half Moon Trail onto US 64 = AM (4 trips), PM (3 trips) 

• Right turn from Half Moon Trail onto US 64 = AM (12 trips), PM (8 trips) 

 

Since there are already right and left turn lanes from US 64 onto Half Moon Trail, and the cumulative 

volume from the site for the AM and PM peak hours sums less than 20 trips per each movement, 

additional capacity lanes are not needed on Half Moon Trail.   

US 64 at Ballantyne Commons Circle 

The existing intersection of US 64 at Ballantyne Circle currently has a right turn lane from US 64 onto 

Ballantyne Commons Circle.  Furthermore, Half Moon Trail’s approach to US 64 is a single lane for 

right turns only.  Since this section of US 64 is one way where Ballantyne Commons Circle 

intersections, additional turn lanes are not needed.  Furthermore, the site is adding less than 5 trips 

per movement for the AM and PM peak hours, the existing infrastructure is sufficient for the 

development.   

Howard Gap Road at Old Sunset Hill Road (Eastern) 

The existing intersection of Howard Gap Road at Old Sunset Hill Road is a tee intersection that does 

not have left or right turn lanes on any of the three approaches.   A summary of the traffic volumes, as 

taken from the sealed TIA, for each of these movements are as follows: 

• Left turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (100 trips), PM (147 trips) 

• Right turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (8 trips), PM (6 trips) 

• Left-turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (9 trips), PM (7 trips) 

• Right turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (222 trips), PM (101 trips) 

 

The proposed site will add the following trips to these movements: 

• Left turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (12 trips), PM (40 trips) 

• Right turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (3 trips), PM (9 trips) 

• Left-turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (8 trips), PM (5 trips) 

• Right turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (47 trips), PM (32 trips) 

 

The length of storage necessary was determined based on the NCDOT turn lane warrant nomograph.  

These are shown in the table below.  

Approach

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The volumes shown in the TIA show that turn lanes are warranted for a left turn from Howard Gap 

Road and a right turn from Old Sunset Hill Road.  In review of the geometrics and the volumes from 

the intersection, a right turn lane, while warranted is not recommended.  Upon review of the traffic 

volumes at the intersection, very few vehicles turn left from Old Sunset Hill Road in the AM or PM 

peak hour.  With the site traffic, less 20 vehicles in the peak hours are projected to make this 

movement.  That translates into a car every 3 minutes on average.  As such the existing single lane 

operates as a dedicated right turn lane for the movement.  

The left-turn movement from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road is warranted and should 

be installed.  While a turn lane is needed in both peak hours, the PM peak hour is the highest 

concern.  In the PM peak hour, 147 existing vehicles turn left onto Old Sunset Hill Road.  The 

proposed site will add 40 additional vehicles to this movement for a total of 187 vehicles.  The 187 

vehicles oppose 244 approaching vehicles and blocks 312 vehicles from passing the intersection.  

Furthermore, the skew of the intersection approach from Old Signal Hill Road does limit visibility for 

turning movement from Old Signal Hill Road and horizontal curvature of Howard Gap Road just past 

the intersection limits visibility for vehicles turning onto Old Signal Hill Road.  The site constitutes 27% 

of the traffic turning left onto Old Signal Hill Road.   

Old Sunset Hill Road at Howard Gap Road (Western) 

The existing intersection of Howard Gap Road at Old Sunset Hill Road is a tee intersection that does 

not have left or right turn lanes on any of the three approaches.   A summary of the traffic volumes, as 

taken from the sealed TIA, for each of these movements are as follows: 

• Left turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (8 trips), PM (14 trips) 

• Right turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (148 trips), PM (61 trips) 

• Left-turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (68 trips), PM (93 trips) 

• Right turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (16 trips), PM (6 trips) 

 

The proposed site will add the following trips to these movements: 

• Left turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (0 trips), PM (0 trips) 

• Right turn from Howard Gap Road onto Old Sunset Hill Road = AM (1 trips), PM (5 trips) 

• Left-turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (0 trips), PM (0 trips) 

• Right turn from Old Sunset Hill Road onto Howard Gap Road = AM (0 trips), PM (0 trips) 

 

With the low volume of traffic added to the intersection by the site, turn lanes are not recommended at 

this location.   
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RECOMMENDATIONS  
Based on the analysis contained in this memo, it is recommended that the City of Hendersonville 

consider requiring a left-turn lane from Howard Gap Road onto Old Signal Hill Road.  The need for 

the turn lane, while present prior to the development, is further exacerbated with the addition of site 

traffic.  The proposed site adds 40 vehicles in the PM peak hour, which equates to 27% of the total 

traffic for that movement.  The additional traffic, the limited visibility, and the further impact to through 

movements on Howard Gap Road, all contribute to the need for the turn lane.   

The design of the turn lane and the necessary storage length for the turn lane should be coordinated 

with the North Carolina Department of Transportation to determine the most optimal configuration for 

the turn lane.  Consideration should be given to a partial symmetrical with a proportional offset to the 

outside (western side) of Howard Gap Road to minimize impacts to existing utilities, maximize 

visibility, and to utilize available right of way present to the existing pavement.  This approach should 

minimize overall impacts and construction costs.

2. Community Engagement and Programming
With a short timeline for the project, if community 
engagement is an important component, we 
will look at accelerated methods of engagement 
such as holding stakeholder meetings with 
relevant organizations or people in lieu of full 
public engagement. We can also develop a public 
engagement plan that goes beyond the initial phase of 
work. Our engagement strategy centers around these 
core concepts:

Innovate – We thrive on engaging with the public! 
It’s an important step in the process, but it’s also 
important to make it fun and interesting. We will 
coordinate with the City of Hendersonville on the best 
format for each meeting and public engagement 
initiative. The public engagement strategy will 
outline meeting details, communication protocols, 
expectations, and deliverables so there is a clear plan in 
advance of each public outreach effort.

Digital Dialogue – Not everyone can or wants to 
attend a public meeting, and we take a multi-pronged 
approach that captures community members who 
are too busy or don’t have the desire to engage in 
person through remote engagement. We provide and 
advertise remote alternatives for public engagement 
so everyone can participate. As part of that process, the 
CPL Team will engage with users to generate feedback 
on the community’s preferences for amenities, and 
other user and design decisions. Furthermore, we 
will broaden the outreach to understand preferences 
beyond the current program participants so the use 
can continue to grow and develop as a community-
serving amenity. We will collect and analyze the 
results and use them to inform the planning and study 
document.

Stakeholder Interviews – We will conduct interviews 
of the City Administration, Council Members, City 
staff, community leaders, local non-profits, and 
any other stakeholders identified by the Steering 
Committee Team to understand potential partnerships, 
preferences, priorities, and visions. The team expects to 
host multiple stakeholder interviews, and we will seek 
to re-engage the stakeholders at meaningful points in 
the process.

Pop-Ups – We can host pop-ups at community events 
or workshops (for example, a “Concerts in the Park” 
series) so we can make use of the marketing and 
attendance of these events while also providing more 
interesting input opportunities – games and giveaways 
incite more meaningful participation.

Programming – We will take the information gathered 
during the community engagement and focus 
group meeting process and use it in conjunction 
with the assessment of existing facilities to develop a 
matrix of spaces to house the desired programs and 
activities. We will educate the steering commitee 
on programming options and industry trends 
relevant to municipal community centers. Working 
with WithersRavenel, our team will also develop the 
important exterior improvements and will include 
those diagrams and cost information that will 
complement the activities at each of the sites.

6. Implementation: Design & Contractor 
Procurement
Design: After approval of a final, refined design 
concept, the team will begin to develop construction 
drawings. Typically, drawings are prepared in three 
milestones: Schematic Design, Design Development, 
and Construction Documents. At each phase, the 
project team and owner will review the drawings, 
collaborating on design decisions required to advance 
the project. At each milestone, an estimate of probable 
construction cost will be prepared and compared 
to the City’s establish budget. If Value Engineering 
is required to maintain the project budget, it will 
take place prior to advancing plans to the next 
milestone to provide on-going cost analysis and 
control. In the Design Development and Construction 
Documents phase, we will prepare the technical 
plans and specifications needed to procure and 
build the project. We will utilize Revit BIM (Building 
Information Modeling) to aid in the development of 
fully coordinated documents and allow for continued 
visualizations. Regular design meetings through 
the design development phase will maintain good 
communication and ensure all project participants are 
aware of current status.

Contractor Procurement: Given market volatility 
and potential interest in speed to market, many 
municipalities are looking for alternative ways to 
procure and implement recreation projects. If the 
City has interest in alternative strategies to procure a 
contractor, our team has experience with public CMAR 
and design-build and our team can assist the City of 
Hendersonville through this selection and RFQ process, 
meeting state and local procurement requirements.
 

If the City chooses to procure a Construction Manager 
at Risk process for project delivery, early in the project 
we will begin to collaborate with the selected CMAR 
and work closely with them through the design 
process. If the City chooses to procure a contractor 
through a traditional Design-Bid-Build process, we will 
work closely with our Cost Estimating team to deliver a 
successful project and provide proactive value analysis 
rather than retro-active Value Engineering.

 7. Quality Assurance
Advances in technology have made a positive impact 
on quality control and coordination. With the ability to 
simultaneously access BIM datasets, our project teams 
can see one another’s components in real-time as they 
are being developed. BIM allows our designers and 
engineers to identify conflicts during the development 
of the design rather than in the field during 
construction. CPL uses tools like Bluebeam sessions 
to bring the design team and client together in order 
to coordinate project progress and to seek solutions to 
project design issues before drawings are complete.

8. Construction Phase
During the Construction phase, we will work with the 
City of Hendersonville and the construction team to 
complete the project within budget and on schedule. 
It is critical to observe and monitor the project during 
construction. CPL utilizes Bluebeam for punch lists 
which provides all parties with real-time updates on 
field reports/punch list items.

The Stanley A. White Recreation and Community 
Center has been a staple of the New Bern community 
since 1975. In September 2018, it sustained significant 
damage from Hurricane Florence. The City applied 
for – and was awarded – a FEMA 428 Mitigation Grant 
to construct a new recreation center. In early 2021, CPL 
completed a feasibility study that included substantive 
community engagement, programming, conceptual 
design and development of a budget. Also in 2021, CPL 
completed a FEMA Environmental Assessment process 
leading to the decision by the City to build a new 
Stanley A. White Recreation Center on a site near the 
location of the former recreation center.

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CPL became involved with the City of 
Belmont Community Recreation Center 
project in the early stages of the COVID-19 
pandemic. From the beginning, 
community engagement was intended 
to be an important part of the process, 
especially in terms of programming. 

With the pandemic limiting the types 
of engagement the City and CPL were 
able to do, CPL assembled an online 
survey that looked specifically at ranking 
in order to best prioritize the services 
and programs the city would provide.

CPL was tasked with conducting a facility audit and 
feasibility study for Lee County’s OT Sloan Park Aquatic 
Center. The proposed conceptual designs aim to 
rejuvenate the outdated facility and align it with the 
County’s long-term goals. Lee County’s current aquatic 
center features a 360,000 gallon, 50-meter outdoor lap 
pool – one of the few in the state – and a 178,000-gallon 
dive well. 

A facility audit assessed the current state of the aquatic 
center to inform CPL’s design direction. Community 
engagement sessions were held to gather feedback, 
including an event at Lee County’s Movie the Park. This 
in person even, along with virtual stakeholder meetings 
and a community survey, garnered input from over 400 
community members. A few key elements that stood 
out amount all respondents included: maintaining the 
50-meter pool, focusing on learn-to-swim programs, 
providing shade on the pool deck, adding play features 
for all ages, and creating a more accessible updated 
bathhouse with community spaces. CPL ensured 
these elements were incorporated in the proposed 
conceptual design. The design proposed renovating 
the 50-meter pool, converting the dive well into a zero-
entry shallow depth play area, and constructing a new 
larger bathhouse. 

In addition to the conceptual design, CPL and its 
consultants provided the County with insights into 
current trends and analysis in parks and recreation. 
This information aligned with the community 
feedback, helped solidify the design direction. A 5-year 
proforma was also developed to estimate operating 
expenses and revenue, along with a cost estimate 
for the proposed design, giving the County a clear 
understanding of all associated costs. The study, 
presented to the County’s Board of Commissioners, will 
hopefully move into design and construction over the 
coming years.

This year, the City is making various operating budget changes across 

the General Fund, Main Street MSD Fund, 7th Avenue Fund, Water and Sewer Fund, Parking Fund, and 

Environmental Services Fund.  There are also amendments included in the mid-year budget packet that 

change certain project ordinances. 

02122025-09: An amendment moving insurance proceeds revenues from Fund 410 and Fund 460 

(capital project funds) to Fund 301 and Fund 306 (grant project funds) for vehicles damages by Helene. 

02122025-10: An amendment transferring $130,975 from the Grey Mill Project (18007) to the Ashe St. 

CDBG 2020 Project (#G2201).  The amendment also transfers $13,400 from the General Fund to the 

Affordable Housing Project (#G2404).

This memo communicates the City of Hendersonville’s fiscal year 2024-2025 (FY25) budget and mid-year revenue 
and expenditure analysis.  The memo summarizes high-level observations and recommends both adjustments and 
amendments in need of Council’s review and approval. 
 
The report is divided into a governmental fund and enterprise fund section and reports on the City’s seven (7) 
major operating funds: General Fund (010), Main Street MSD (020), 7th Avenue MSD (021), Water & Sewer (060), 
Parking (064), Stormwater (067), and Environmental Services (068). 
 
  Governmental Funds 
The three governmental funds covered in this report include the General Fund, Main St. MSD Fund, and 7th Avenue 
MSD Fund.  As of January 27, 2025, the General Fund revised budget totals $29,088,929 including a budgeted fund 
balance appropriation of $2,724,552.  The Main Street MSD Fund revised budget totals $824,549 including a 
budgeted fund balance appropriation of $182,719.  The 7th Avenue MSD Fund revised budget totals $169,343 
including a budgeted fund balance appropriation of $47,843. 
 
Major highlights of these funds’ mid-year performance and recommended adjustments are presented in the 
following sections. 
 
Ad Valorem Tax (Revenues).  For tax year 2024 (FY25), the City continued an interlocal agreement with Henderson 
County to consolidate tax collection under the County.  The County provides this service for a fee of 0.50% of the 
total collections.  At mid-year, General Fund ad valorem taxes total approximately $8,015,289 (51.71%) of the total 
budgeted $15,500,000 levy.  Comparably, this time in the prior year, collections totaled 52.57%.  We anticipate 
$15,582,810 (+$82,810) total collections for the year based on forecasting and property tax distribution 
expectations. The Main Street MSD fund property tax actuals total $100,989 (33.55% of the revised budget), to 
date.  We anticipate $314,680 total collections for the year.  7th Avenue MSD fund property tax actuals total 
$16,014 (32.68% of the revised budget), to date. 
 
The City also receives ad valorem taxes on motor vehicles (DMV).  Based on Henderson County’s TR1 report 
(January 21, 2025), the City will receive $1,029,405.69 from this source, exceeding the $935,000 adopted budget 
by $94,405.  An increase in this revenue source is recommended in the mid-year amendments.  
 
Prior year collections exceeded initial estimates in the General Fund by $78,025.  Our mid-year amendments 
include adjustments considering the increased collection amount. 
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Unrestricted Intergovernmental Taxes (Revenues).  The City adopted an FY25 ad valorem sales tax revenue 
budget of $6,396,500, an increase of 1.69% over the prior year.  On average, our sales tax collections are exceeding 
budget by 9.33%; however, Staff recommends keeping sales tax revenues at the current level due to economic 
uncertainties driven by (1) Hurricane Helene, (2) changes in Federal Government Administration, and (3) uncertain 
fiscal and economic policy landscapes.  To date, the City has received a total of $2,196,385 for four (4) of twelve 
(12) total collection months, an increase of $157,409 or, 7.72% over the same collection periods from the prior 
year.  Based on assessed values, the General Fund receives 94.00% of total sales tax revenues, Main Street MSD 
Fund receives 5.00%, and 7th Avenue MSD Fund receives 1.00%. By the end of FY25, we anticipate collections will 
be in-line with budget: $6,017,500 in the General Fund, $316,000 in the Main Street MSD Fund, and $63,000 in the 
7th Avenue MSD Fund. 
 
Debt Proceeds (Revenues).  In FY25, the City adopted a project ordinance for major vehicle and equipment 
acquisitions.  Due to the adopted project ordinance, the FY25 General Fund, Main Street MSD Fund, and 7th 
Avenue MSD Fund budgets do not include debt proceed revenues.  Additionally, there are no planned debt 
issuances for major governmental construction projects or acquisitions. 
 
Other (Revenues).  Powell Bill distributions are a large, restricted source of revenue in the General Fund.  
According to North Carolina General Statute (NCGS) 136-41.3(a), funds must be used primarily for street 
resurfacing within corporate limits, with some allowance to maintain bridges, drains, curbs, and other necessary 
public transportation amenities.  At mid-year FY25, the City collected $573,796, exceeding our adopted budget of 
$560,000 by $13,796.  FY25 Powell Bill revenues have been leveraged in the 7th Avenue Streetscape project. 
 
Additional revenue amendments include a $11,500 increase to Edwards Park golf and concession revenues, a 
$3,150 increase to fire permits & fee revenues, a $7,000 increase to coming permit revenues, a $16,000 increase 
to market adjustment revenues, a $39,700 increase to miscellaneous revenues, and a $1,551,750 increase to 
insurance proceeds.  
 
Summary (Revenues).  Collectively, the recommended amendments result in a net increase of $434,336 in the 
General Fund.  Our mid-year amendment does include a decrease of $2,056,046 to fund balance appropriations in 
the General Fund.  The Main Street MSD Fund amendment increases revenues $16,085, including a $10,790 
increase to ad valorem taxes, a $1,280 increase to interest income, and a $2,370 increase to miscellaneous income.  
Increased Main Street MSD revenues are being used to balance salaries and benefits.  The 7th Ave Fund 
amendment increases revenues $890, including a $730 increase to interest income and $160 increase to market 
adjustment. 
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Salaries & Benefits (Expenditures).  Included in the mid-year budget amendment recommendations are net 
increases for salaries and benefits throughout the General Fund, which total $344,645.  This increase is due to a 
one-time $1,000 bonus for employees employed during Helene and the implementation of non-competitive 
promotion opportunities in the Public Works and Water & Sewer Departments. 
 
Other Equipment, Supplies, & Services (Expenditures).  There are minimal changes being made to operating 
accounts this fiscal year. The Budget Office has identified flexibility in operating accounts to offset the necessary 
increases to salary and benefit accounts. 
 
Contingencies (Expenditures).  The General Fund’s adopted budget included a modest contingency of $38,000.  
Contingency was increased by $85,000 in August 2024 attributable to the sale of a street sweeper.  The available 
contingency budget is currently $94,664.  There are no recommended changes to the contingency account at mid-
year.  Staff continue to leverage contingency for unforeseen challenges and opportunities as identified throughout 
the year. 
 
Transfers (Other).  The adopted General Fund transfer out budget was $915,365, supporting the 7th Avenue 
Streetscape Project ($560,000), Parking Fund ($194,340), and the Environmental Services Fund ($87,025).  Since 
adoption, the General Fund’s transfer out budget has increased to $1,353,030, which supports the Fire Station 1 
and Edward’s Park projects ($100,000), Pisgah Legal Services ARP Appropriation ($320,000), City Hall 3rd Floor 
Project ($12,880), Strategic Housing Plan ($2,600), Pothole Patcher Acquisition ($2,000), and Safer School Project 
closeout ($185).  The General Fund amendment increases transfers out by $335,746, supporting non-reimbursable 
Helene expenditures ($189,591), the creation of an Oakdale Cemetary Capital Project ($29,000), the creation of a 
Main St. & 7 Ave Camera Capital Project ($75,000), and a transfer out to the Environmental Services Fund 
($42,155).  
 
The recommended change in total budget for governmental funds is provided below.

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  Enterprise Funds 
The four (4) enterprise funds covered in this report include the Water and Sewer Fund, Parking Fund, Stormwater 
Fund, and Environmental Services Fund.  The Water and Sewer Fund revised budget as of 01/07/2025 totals 
$28,404,997, including a budgeted fund balance appropriation of $2,032,437.  The Parking Fund revised budget 
totals $1,289,826, including a $201,251 fund balance appropriation.  The Stormwater Fund revised budget totals 
$1,454,050 with no fund balance appropriation.  The Environmental Services Fund revised budget totals 
$1,894,100 including budgeted transfer in from the General Fund of $90,100 in lieu of a fund balance 
appropriation.  Major highlights of these funds’ mid-year performance and recommended adjustments are 
presented in the following sections. 
 
User Charges (Revenues).  User charges for the sale of utility services are the largest income source for the 
enterprise funds.  Operating under a business-like structure, the City charges customers directly based on the 
amount of a service or resource consumed.  The City has consulted with experts to identify recommended rates.  
Adherence to recommendations for the current fiscal year and forward is an important consideration as we 
continually prioritize capital projects, analyze the health and longevity of our utility systems, and meet financial 
covenants set through our revenue bond (parity bond) and other borrowings. 
 
As of January 27, 2025, the City has collected $7,439,701 in water sales revenue, 43.63% of the budgeted 
$17,050,000.  This collection amount reflects approximately 21 cycles of revenue collection out of 48 total cycles.  
27 major collection cycles remain this fiscal year.  This collection percentage is on-pace with historical trends.  At 
the same point last fiscal year, the City collected 44.52% of budgeted water sales revenue.  By end of year, we 
estimate water sales revenue totaling $17,396,346.  The City has collected sewer charges totaling $3,433,394, 
44.58 % of budgeted revenues.   
 
The City has collected $83,645 in monthly parking revenues (41.82% of $200,000 budget), $278,303.25 in parking 
meter revenues (39.19% of $710,000 budget), $86,715 in parking garage revenues (55.94% of $155,000 budget), 
and $30,072 in parking citations (150.36% of $20,000 budget. 
 
The Stormwater Fund collects fees based on “equivalent residential units” of impervious surface area on 
properties.  The City’s Stormwater Fund has collected $617,225 in stormwater fees, 42.56% of the budgeted 
$1,450,000. 
 
The Environmental Services Fund (ESF) collects revenues from both commercial and residential waste pickup 
services.  The ESF has collected $104,205 in commercial waste fees (40.08% of $260,000 budget), and $653,970 in 
residential waste fees (42.47% of budget).  The Budget Office continues to closely monitor the ESF’s revenue 
performance. 
 
There are no recommended changes in user charges revenues in the Water and Sewer Fund, the Stormwater Fund, 
or the Environmental Services Fund. 
 
Tap Fees (Revenues).  In addition to user charges, the Water and Sewer Fund tracks revenues collected from the 
connection of customers to our infrastructure.  The tap fee revenue source is a good indicator of the local 
economy, providing insight to the rate of development in the City and Henderson County.  Thus far, in FY25, we 
have collected $255,050 (69.44%) of our $367,300 budgeted water and sewer tap revenues.  Based on current 
collections, staff recommend no change to budgeted revenues for water and sewer tap fees. 
 
Other (Revenues).  Various other minor revenue sources are accounted for in the enterprise funds.  Some other 
sources of revenue include disconnect/reconnect fees, customer participation charges, investment earnings, sale 
of assets, and miscellaneous income.  At mid-year, staff recommends Council approve the following adjustments 
to other revenues: $3,460 increase to rental income, a $5,120 increase to water sales-miscellaneous, a $4,600 
increase to lease revenues, $49,000 increase to sewer surcharges, a $106,000 increase to interest income, a 
$474,000 increase to insurance proceeds, a $8,700 increase to parking violations, and a $85,000 increase to sale of 
capital assets in the Environmental Services fund. 
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Salary & Benefits (Expenditures).  Included in the mid-year amendments are recommendations to increase 
salaries and benefits across Enterprise Funds, which total $437,156. This increase is due to a one-time $1,000 
bonus for employees employed during Helene and the implementation of non-competitive promotion 
opportunities in the Water & Sewer department. 
 
Other Equipment, Supplies, & Services (Expenditures).  Other operating expenditure adjustments include 
increases for contracted services, credit card processing fees, and repair and maintenance accounts. 
 
Contingencies, Transfers, and Others (Expenditures).  Contingencies in the Water and Sewer Fund have decreased 
from $100,000 to $69,173 at mid-year.  There are no recommended adjustments to contingencies with our mid-
year amendments. The funds will be used for unforeseen opportunities and to supplant operating needs as we 
approach the end of FY25.  There are no contingency changes recommended for the Stormwater Fund or 
Environmental Services Fund. The Environmental Services amendments include a $42,155 transfer in from the 
General Fund to cover personnel and benefits increases.  
 
The recommended change in total budget for enterprise funds is provided below.
