E. AGENDA TOPICS 

1. Juneau Commission on Aging Appointments 

Per Resolution 2944; the JCOA shall consist of nine voting members appointed from the general public. 
Members shall be appointed to staggered two-year terms.  The assembly shall appoint members from a 
diverse population of people with knowledge of issues relating to aging or with expertise on health, 
housing, transportation, finances, insurance, and other areas of concern for seniors in Juneau. At least 
five public members shall be 65 years of age or older. Four public members shall serve without 
restriction as to age. 

There are currently two (2) 65+ seats and two (2) general public seats all with terms running January 1, 
2023 through December 31, 2024. 

2. Ordinance 2022-64 An Ordinance Reorganizing and Consolidating the Aquatics Board, the Treadwell 
Arena Advisory Board, the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board, and the Parks and Recreation 
Advisory Committee 

This ordinance would dissolve the Treadwell Arena Advisory Board, the Aquatics Board, the Jensen-
Olson Arboretum Advisory Board, and transfer those board duties to the Parks & Recreation Advisory 
Board (“PRAC”). Because recruitment and retention for so many community volunteers is so difficult, we 
have prolonged vacancies and frequently cancelled meetings due to lack of quorum. Consolidation into 
the PRAC will result in more effective and impactful meetings, which will improve morale of board 
members and community engagement. If a discrete community concern arises, the PRAC or the 
Assembly would be able to create a temporary task force to address a future concern. 

The Assembly Committee of the Whole discussed this topic on November 7, 2022. The SRRC reviewed 
this ordinance on December 13, 2022. On January 3, 2023, the PRAC reviewed this ordinance and 
unanimously recommended the Assembly adopt it with a proposed amendment, which is presented by 
Assemblymember Smith. On January 9, 2023, the Assembly Human Resources Committee is scheduled 
to consider this item in light of the SRRC discussion.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY AND BOROUGH OF JUNEAU, ALASKA 

Serial No. 2944 

A Resolution Reestablishing the Juneau Commission on Aging and 
Repealing Resolution 2802. 
 
 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ASSEMBLY OF THE CITY AND BOROUGH OF JUNEAU, ALASKA: 
 

Section 1. Commission Reestablished.  The Juneau Commission on Aging (JCOA) 
is reestablished. 

 
Section 2. Membership.  The JCOA shall consist of nine voting members appointed 

from the general public. Members shall be appointed to staggered two-year terms. 
Incumbents serving on the JCOA at the time this resolution is adopted may continue to 
serve the remainder of their present term and are eligible for reappointment. The assembly 
shall appoint members from a diverse population of people with knowledge of issues relating 
to aging or with expertise on health, housing, transportation, finances, insurance, and other 
areas of concern for seniors in Juneau. At least five public members shall be 65 years of age 
or older. Four public members shall serve without restriction as to age. 

 
Section 3. Purpose and Mission.  The purpose of the JCOA is to advise the 

Assembly on issues regarding seniors in Juneau and to promote awareness of Juneau’s 
senior population, the quality of life of seniors, and the role of seniors in the social and 
economic life of Juneau. 

 
Section 4. Powers and Duties:  The JCOA’s powers and duties may include the 

following: 
 

a. Promote senior citizen participation in the planning and development of 
programs which benefit and enhance the health, safety, and welfare of senior citizens 
in the City and Borough of Juneau. 
 
b. Build a coalition among established groups and support programs working to 
address the needs of seniors.  Assess and identify gaps in the senior service delivery 
system.  Share information within the coalition and report findings to the Assembly. 
 
c. Act to support the Assembly’s Economic Plan as it relates to the senior 
economy. 
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d. Collect facts and statistics, and make studies of the conditions and problems 
pertaining to the employment, health, financial security, social welfare, and other 
factors that bear upon the well-being of older Juneauites.  Act as plan manager and 
facilitator of the Juneau Senior Needs Survey. 
 
e. Coordinate events in the month of May highlighting Older Americans Month. 

 
Section 5. Procedures.  The Commission’s procedures shall be governed by the Rules 

of Procedure for Assembly Advisory Boards, as amended from time to time.  
 
Section 6. Staff Assistance.  The Manager or Manager’s designee shall provide such 

staff support and assistance for the Commission to the extent funds are available for such 
support. 

 
Section 7. Reserved. 
 
Section 8. Repeal of Resolution.  Resolution 2802 is repealed in its entirety. 
 
Section 9. Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately after its 

adoption.

As the Caregiver Support Regional Coordinator and Bridge Adult Day Program Manager for Southeast
Senior Services/Catholic Community Service, I have seen the challenges our elderly population face and
would love the opportunity to help make positive changes that will benefit our seniors. Prior to working at
CCS, I was a Certified Nurse Aide at Juneau Pioneers' Home, Wildflower Court and Bartlett Regional
Hospital Critical Care Unit. During my 6 year employment with BRH, I saw many elderly patients get
admitted to the hospital and remain there even after their health improved, simply because they couldn't
live independently anymore and didn't have anyone to care for them at home. The realization that our
community lacked the resources to properly care for our elders troubled me greatly, and prompted me to
open my own homecare business which I independently owned and operated for almost two years.
Unfortunately, I was unable to navigate the winding road that would allow my business to accept Medicaid
so all of my clients were self-pay and I was not earning enough consistent income to make ends meet. I
reluctantly closed my homecare business in December 2018 and began working for CCS the following
month. Although it was difficult to let my business go, my employment with CCS has been very rewarding
and I have learned a lot about the issues our seniors face. It is my hope that I can contribute to this very
important cause and make life better for our elders.

SUBJECT:  Ord. 2022‐64: Parks and Recreation Reorganization  

 
  Through Ordinance  2022‐64,  three  boards—the  Treadwell Arena Advisory  Board,  the 

Aquatics Board, and the Jensen‐Olson Arboretum Board—would be consolidated into the Parks 

& Recreation Advisory Board (“PRAC”). As a practical matter, consolidation would decrease the 

number  of  perennial  vacancies  and  meetings  cancelled  due  to  lack  of  quorum.  While 

consolidation would decrease the overall number of seats, each seat will likely attract a greater 

number of  qualified  applicants  as  each  appointed officer would have  a  greater  voice. As  an 

advisory  board,  PRAC  appointments  are  subject  to  Resolution  2686,  which  prohibits 

discrimination and requires diversity.  

 

Procedural Background 

  On  December  13,  2022,  the  Systemic  Racism  Review  Committee  (“SRRC”)  reviewed 

Ordinance 2022‐64. SRRC’s primary concerns were  that  there would be  fewer  seats and  that 

nothing within the text of the proposed ordinance ensured positive steps would be taken to fill 

seats  with  racially  diverse  officers.  SRRC  was  informed  Ordinance  2022‐64  was  subject  to 

Resolution  2686, which  prohibits  discrimination  and  requires  diversity.  Still,  SRRC made  the 

following recommendation1 to cure Ordinance 2022‐64 of potential systemic racism: 

 

SRRC flags Ordinance 2022‐64 for potential issues of systemic racism. SRRC is supportive of the 
underlying  intent of  the ordinance, however, SRRC has concerns about actual application and 
actual practice and potential aggravation of systemic racism within the community. Therefore, 
SRRC puts forth to the Assembly some recommendations to include in the ordinance in order to 
help mitigate: 
 

(1) language that goes above and beyond Resolution 2686 to actually have intentions or goals 
for inclusion and representation, particularly of marginalized communities, race being the 
core…;  
 

(2) requirements or intentions for outreach to the community, and/or;

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(3) a potential sunset clause or review clause after some period of time to ensure this is going 
the way SRRC had hoped.  
 

Legal Issues  

  Under the Fourteenth Amendment of the United States Constitution, no state shall “deny 

to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.”2 This guarantee is known 

as the Equal Protection Clause. If a particular piece of legislation is challenged as being in violation 

of the Equal Protection Clause, the legislation will be subject to judicial review. There are three 

key standards of review; strict scrutiny, intermediate scrutiny, and rational basis review.3 Higher 

standards of review place greater burdens on the government to justify challenged legislation.4 

Strict scrutiny is the highest standard of review, and it is appropriate when legislation involves 

suspect  classifications  (i.e.,  classifications  based  on  race,  national  origin,  or  alienage)  or 

legislation burdens fundamental rights (e.g., voting, litigating, or the exercise of intimate personal 

choices).5 In order for legislation subject to strict scrutiny to survive, the government’s burden is 

to show the legislation furthers a compelling government interest and the legislation is necessary 

to achieve  that  interest.6 This  is a  far greater burden  than rational basis review,  in which  the 

government merely needs to show  it has a  legitimate  interest and the  legislation  is rationally 

related to achieving that interest.7 It is rare for legislation subject to the strict scrutiny standard 

of review to survive.8 

The  equal  protection  clause  in  Alaska’s  Constitution  affords  greater  protection  to 

individual rights than  its  federal counterpart.9 Alaska’s Constitution also contains a civil rights 

clause expressly prohibiting discrimination based on  certain  inalienable  traits  such  as  race.10 

Thus, as with challenges under the federal equal protection clause, race is considered a suspect 

classification and any ordinance involving race‐based classifications will be subject to the strict

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scrutiny standard of review.11 To survive strict scrutiny, discriminatory legislation must further a 

compelling government  interest and  the enactment  itself must be necessary  to achieve  that 

interest.12  Note,  “discrimination”  in  this  context  means  “differential  treatment,”  and  an 

ordinance may be discriminatory on its face (i.e., through its express terms)13 or facially neutral 

but with a discriminatory purpose.14 Note also, Alaskan  courts employ  a  sliding‐scale  test  to 

determine  standards of  review,  ranging  from  strict  to  relaxed,  rather  than  the  three discrete 

standards of review used in federal equal protection challenges.15 However, Alaska’s sliding‐scale 

test is more helpful when analyzing burdens on non‐fundamental rights; any legislation involving 

suspect  categories will  automatically  trigger  strict  scrutiny  review  and  require  a  compelling 

government interest.16 

If Ordinance 2022‐64 were adopted with a requirement that a certain amount of seats be 

reserved  for  people  of  color  (i.e.,  an  ordinance  following  SRRC’s  first  recommendation),  the 

ordinance would be  facially discriminatory.17 Because  the ordinance would be discriminating 

based on race—a suspect classification—the ordinance would be subject to strict scrutiny.18 The 

intentions for the racial classification do not lessen the level of scrutiny.19 Thus, the CBJ’s burden 

would be  to show  the  legislation, with  its use of a  racial classification, supports a compelling 

government interest.20 Presumably, the CBJ’s interest would be along the lines of, “Requiring a 

racially representative committee would facilitate broader community access to public resources 

and  lessen  the perpetuation of systemic racism.”21 However,  interests such as remedying  the 

effects of societal discrimination are consistently struck down as non‐compelling.22 Race‐based

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government action may be justified when it can be shown the action is necessary to remedy prior 

intentional discrimination by the government unit  involved; however,  it  is unlikely the CBJ can 

show  this  without  specific  factual  evidence,  such  as  significant  statistical  evidence,23  and 

provided  longstanding  anti‐discrimination  code  provisions  (e.g.  CBJC  41.05.005‐.045  (“Equal 

Rights”))  and  anti‐discrimination provisions  advisory board  rules  resolutions  (e.g., Resolution 

2686, Resolution 2662, Resolution 2246).24 A compelling government interest could be found if a 

federal law, such as the Indian Child Welfare Act (“ICWA”), mandated differential treatment.25  

But  in  the  present  case,  there  is  neither  past  specific‐to‐this‐government  intentional 

discrimination  to remedy26 nor a  federal  law mandating differential  treatment. As mentioned 

above, Alaska’s equal protection and civil rights clauses are even more protective of individual 

rights  than  their  federal  counterparts.  Further, Alaska’s  Supreme Court has historically been 

hostile toward any race‐based discrimination; the Court would likely find the CBJ lacks not only a 

compelling  interest,  but  even  a  legitimate  one.27 Without  a  compelling  interest,28  it  is  not 

necessary  to analyze whether  this  legislation  is necessary and narrowly  tailored  to achieve a 

compelling interest.29  

If  Ordinance  2022‐64  were  adopted  with  certain  outreach  requirements  (i.e.,  an 

ordinance  following  SRRC’s  second  recommendation),  the  ordinance would  likely  be  facially

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neutral.30 This  could be achieved by  requiring notices of  vacancies  to be posted at a  certain 

number of spots, or certain spots with high traffic, or posted for a certain amount of time.  In 

order for a plaintiff to prove facially neutral legislation violates the equal protection clause, the 

plaintiff must  show  the  legislation was applied  in a discriminatory manner and  there was an 

unlawful intent to discriminate.31  

The concern  then  is  to what extent,  if any, does SRRC’s  first recommendation—that a 

certain amount of  seats be  reserved  for people of color—“taint” a  facially neutral version of 

Ordinance  2022‐64  by  indicating  an  illegitimate  government  objective?32  It  is  not  clear,  but 

Alaska’s  Supreme  Court  has  acknowledged  that  due  to  “the  extreme  difficulty  of  proving 

discriminatory  intent,”  even  weak  evidence  may  be  sufficient  to  create  a  genuine  factual 

dispute.33  Critically,  SRRC  does  not  appoint  officers,  so  SRRC’s  first  recommendation  and 

expressed  intentions  would  likely  be  insufficient  evidence  standing  alone  to  impute 

discriminatory  intent  on  the  appointing  body.34  Thus,  to  the  extent  SRRC’s  second 

recommendation  is  incorporated  into  an  amended  version  of  the  proposed  ordinance,  the 

language should be facially neutral and the ordinance should be neutrally applied (e.g., applicants 

should be considered and evaluated based on neutral, objective criteria35) to minimize any risk 

SRRC’s first recommendation could be considered evidence of a discriminatory intent.

Especially in Alaska, any government attempt to use a racial classification in legislation—

regardless  of  the  intent—risks  affecting  the  constitutional  guarantee  of  “equal  rights, 

opportunities, and protection under the law.”36 If Ordinance 2022‐64 were to contain an express 

reference to race, it would likely be subject to strict scrutiny, which it would not pass. Legislative 

goals, such as non‐discrimination and diversity, may be legally pursued by increasing advertising 

and outreach efforts, not through quotas or race‐conscious outreach efforts or criteria. Federal 

case law consistently reveals how rarely governments may use racial classifications, and Alaska 

case law is considerably more restrictive.

An Ordinance Reorganizing and Consolidating the Aquatics Board, the 
Treadwell Arena Advisory Board, the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory 
Board, and the Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee. 

 

WHEREAS, the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board was most recently created by 

Resolution 2377 (12/11/2006); and 

WHEREAS, the Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee was most recently created by 

Resolution 2646 (6/3/2013); and 

WHEREAS, the Treadwell Arena Advisory Board was most recently created by Ordinance 

2019-04(b) (1/28/2019); and 

WHEREAS, the Aquatics Board was most recently created by Ordinance 2019-03(b) 

(1/28/2019); and 

WHEREAS, the Assembly appreciates the community engagement and extensive 

volunteer hours members of the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board, the Treadwell Arena 

Advisory Board, the Aquatics Board, and the Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee 

invested into our community; and 

WHEREAS, the current Assembly Advisory Board Rules of Procedure are located in 

Resolution 2686 (6/9/2014); and 

WHEREAS, Resolution 2686 requires appointments to advisory boards based on talent 

and interest instead of race, creed, color, age, religion, national origin, sex, marital status, 

political ideology, sexual orientation, or sensory, mental or physical handicap; and 
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WHEREAS, Resolution 2686 also requires diverse appointments to advisory boards to 

reflect a membership appropriate for accomplishing the goals of the board, which should include 

cultural, social, political, technical, and economic viewpoints sufficient to ensure wide-ranging 

and active debate; and 

WHEREAS, consolidation of the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board, the Treadwell 

Arena Advisory Board, and the Aquatics Board duties into the Parks and Recreation Advisory 

Committee is in the best interest of the community because recruitment and retention of 43 

engaged volunteers is challenging, board morale is low when meetings are not meaningful, staff 

support time can be better spent on other projects, and fewer boards representing a larger 

portion of the community would be more effective and impactful. 

THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED BY THE ASSEMBLY OF THE CITY AND BOROUGH OF JUNEAU, 
ALASKA: 

 
Section 1. Classification. Sections 2, 3, 4, and 7 are noncode provisions. Sections 5 

and 6 are code provisions. 

 

Section 2. Repeal of Resolution 2377. Resolution 2377 is repealed. The Jensen-Olson 

Arboretum Advisory Board is dissolved upon the effective date of this ordinance. 

 

The Parks and 

Recreation Advisory Committee is reestablished consistent with Section 6 of this ordinance. 

 

Section 4. Repeal of Ordinance 2019-04(b). Ordinance 2019-04(b) is repealed. The 

Treadwell Arena Advisory Board is dissolved upon the effective date of this ordinance. 
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Section 5. Repeal of Chapter 67.10. Chapter 67.10 – Aquatics Facilities is repealed 

and reserved. The Aquatics Board is dissolved upon the effective date of this ordinance. 

 

Section 6. Amendment of Chapter 67.01. Chapter 67.01 – Recreation Areas is 

amended by adding articles to reestablish the Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee.

There is established the Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee (“PRAC”). 

 

67.01.210 Membership. 

(a) Membership. The members of the PRAC shall be nine citizens of the City and Borough of 

Juneau.  

(b) Term. Members shall be appointed by the assembly. Members shall be appointed to 

staggered three-year terms. A new member shall be seated upon appointment and serve until 

their term ends or until their successor is appointed. A member serves at the pleasure of the 

assembly and may be removed at any time by an affirmative vote of six members of the 

assembly. 

(c) Quorum. Five members constitutes a quorum. 

 

67.01.220 Meetings.  

(a) Procedure. The PRAC shall be governed by the Advisory Board Rules of Procedure, which 

generally follows Robert’s Rules of Order. 

(b) Regular and special meetings. The PRAC should hold regular meetings on a schedule 

established by the PRAC and may hold special meetings—at the call of the chairperson or three 

members—as necessary to conduct business. 
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67.01.230 Subcommittees. 

(a) Jensen-Olson Arboretum Endowment Subcommittee. There is established a permanent 

subcommittee to advise on use of the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Endowment. This subcommittee 

should meet at least once per year and as necessary to effectuate the business of the 

endowment.  

(b) Special subcommittees. The chairperson—subject to ratification by the PRAC—or majority 

of the PRAC may create temporary special subcommittees to facilitate any discrete PRAC 

business issue. Members of such subcommittee are limited to PRAC members. While all PRAC 

members may attend and participate in subcommittee proceedings, only designated 

subcommittee members may vote. Temporary subcommittees should exist for no longer than 24 

months and dissolve upon completion of the enabling charge.  

 

67.01.240 Duties. 

(a) Intent. With the exception of parking management and facilities maintenance services 

provided to other departments, the PRAC should advise the assembly regarding all Parks and 

Recreation Department managed lands, facilities, and services including, but not limited to, the 

Treadwell Arena, the Aquatics Facilities, and the Jensen-Olson Arboretum. 

(b) The PRAC should review and provide recommendations to the parks and recreation 

director and assembly regarding the following: 

(1) Planning and development of all aspects of recreation and associated issues affecting 

parks and recreation in the community.  

(2) The Capital Improvement Plan (excluding Facilities Maintenance and Centennial 

Hall). 

(3) The department’s Fee Schedule (excluding parking). 
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(4) Adopted and proposed legislation, including regulations, related to the department. 

(5) Acquisition or disposal of City and Borough of Juneau lands managed or dedicated 

for park or recreation purposes. 

(6) Naming of parks or recreation facilities.

 Staff support and assistance to the PRAC may be provided by the City Manager as 

available and appropriate.  

 

Section 7. Parks and Recreation Advisory Committee Transition Period. The 

Assembly intends on reestablishing the PRAC by April 1, 2023.  Current members of the PRAC 

will continue to serve through March 30, 2023, and need to reapply if interested in a future 

PRAC position. In addition to new public members, all members of the Jensen-Olson Arboretum 

Advisory Board, the Treadwell Arena Advisory Board, and the Aquatics Board are encouraged 

to apply for a PRAC position. The Assembly shall appoint transitional PRAC positions as 

follows: three members for one-year terms, three members for two-year terms, and three 

members for three-year terms.

The Parks & Recreation Department supports five citizen advisory boards and committees, requiring 43 

volunteer members: 

 

1. Parks & Recreation Advisory Board 

2. Treadwell Arena Advisory Board 

3. Aquatics Board 

4. Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board 

5. Youth Activities Board 

 

The Parks & Recreation Advisory Committee (PRAC) was established in the 1980s and charged with 

making recommendations to the Department and Assembly on all matters affecting recreation in the 

community. This broad mandate was eroded over the last 15 years as new committees were created to 

focus on specific issues or facilities (i.e. the ice rink, arboretum, pools, etc.). While most of these 

committees were intended to be temporary, they were all made permanent. Having so many boards 

engaging in different areas of the Department has resulted in a number of problems and challenges: 

 

 It is very difficult to recruit and retain 43 engaged volunteers who are interested in recreation. 

With over 30% of these board seats vacant, meetings are frequently cancelled or unable to 

proceed due to lack of quorum. 

 

 Supporting five boards and committees requires over 1,000 hours of staff time each year. This 

diverts limited resources away from delivering core services and programs. 

 

 The ability of citizens to influence decision-makers is reduced when each facility or operation is 

represented by a niche board or committee. Fewer boards representing a larger portion of the 

community would be more effective and impactful.

It is imperative that the public have meaningful opportunities to provide input and recommendations to 

staff and the Assembly regarding the services and programs delivered by the Parks & Recreation 

Department. With so many boards and committees, however, little has been accomplished: The 

Aquatics Board has approved only one regulation in the eight years since it was established, and the 

Treadwell Arena Advisory Board has not taken any action in three years. Considering the staff and 

volunteer resources required by more than 40 public meetings every year, there are more efficient ways 

to engage the public.  

 

Juneau uses a “council-manager” form of government where elected officials set policy and the manager 

oversees day-to-day operations. According to the International City/County Management Association 

(ICMA), “Because decisions on policy and the future of the community are made by the entire governing 

body rather than a single individual, council-manager governments more often engage and involve their 

residents in decision-making. Residents guide their community by serving on boards and commissions, 

participating in visioning and strategic planning, and designing community-oriented local government 

services.”i A 2009 report by the University of Tennessee distinguished between various standing 

committees that typically exist in city government (planning commissions, park boards, etc.) and “citizen 

panels that are appointed to investigate or review a single issue and that are disbanded once 

recommendations on that issue have been delivered to the governing body.”ii 

 
An informal survey of parks & recreation agencies nationwide by CBJ staff found that the vast majority 

use just one citizen board or committee. Only very large cities like Miami or Chicago have more than 

four advisory committees, mainly to represent large geographic areas rather than specific programs or 

interests, like aquatics. 

 

The community would be better represented by a single, well-managed Parks & Recreation board that 

provides for diverse representation of the public in all of the Department’s programs, facilities, and 

services. This approach would not only reduce the burden on staff, but also allow board members to 

accomplish meaningful and needed work throughout the year. In recent weeks, staff met with the chairs 

of the Aquatics Board, Treadwell Arena Advisory Board, and Jensen-Olson Arboretum Advisory Board. 

All support the concept of a single permanent board or committee. Integrating these committees will 

require some changes to the PRAC, such as the establishment of a permanent subcommittee to advise 

the City & Borough on the management of the Jensen-Olson Arboretum Endowment. 

 

The next step would be for the Department to work with the City Attorney to draft legislation repealing 

the resolutions and ordinances that established the current committee structure, as well as a new 

ordinance re-establishing a robust Parks & Recreation Advisory Committee.

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY AND BOROUGH OF JUNEAU, ALASKA

A Resolution Reestablishing the Rules of Procedure for
Assembly Advisory Boards, and Repealing Resolution 2246.

WHEREAS,citizen advisory boards are an important community resource for the
Assembly; and

WHEREAS,"Advisory Board" is a general term and includes those bodies which
include in their title the word Board, Committee, Commission, or Council and is a
governmental body of the City and Borough of Juneau having only authority to
advise or make recommendations to the Assembly without authority to establish
policies or make decisions for the Assembly, and does not include the Docks &
Harbors Board, Airport Board, Hospital Board, Eaglecrest Ski Area Board and the
Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS,it is necessary for the orderly conduct of board business that policies
and rules of proced ure be adopted.

Now, THEREFORE,BE IT RESOLVEDBY THE ASSEMBLYOF THE CITY AND
BOROUGHOFJUNEAU,ALASKA:

SECTION 1. MEMBERSHIP.

Policy 1. Residence: Members of Boards, Commissions or Committees shall
be residents of the City and Borough of Juneau with special consideration to be made
in certain instances to provide for necessary expertise as the need arises.

Policy 2. Non-discrimination: Unless otherwise required by federal or state
programs, nominations to boards, commissions, or committees shall be made with
due regard to talent, interest or requirements of code or ordinance, and without
regard to race, creed, color, age, religion, national origin, sex, marital status, political
ideology, sexual orientation, or sensory, mental or physical handicap.

Policy 3. Diversity: Committee appointments shall reflect a membership
appropriate for accomplishing the goals of the committee, and should include
cultural, social, political, technical and economic viewpoints sufficient to ensure
wide-ranging and active debate.
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Policy 4. Board Vacancies: Candidates for nomination to vacancies on
advisory boards shall be solicited from residents through appropriate public
announcement of vacancies. Vacancies shall be announced for a period of at least ten
days between the public announcement of a vacancy and the date on which
nominations take place, unless the Assembly has determined that a lesser time is
appropriate under the circumstances of a particular appointment. During such
periods, residents may convey recommendations of candidates for nomination to
vacancies to members of the Assembly or the Clerk's office.

A. Definitions:

1. "Advisory Board" is a general term and includes those bodies entitled "board,"
"committee," "commission," "council," or the like, and comprise a governmental body
of the City and Borough of Juneau having authority only to advise the Assembly
rather than to establish policies or make decisions for the Assembly.

2. "Vacancies" include vacancies in positions which have never been filled;
vacancies caused by the vacation of a position by an incumbent for any reason prior
to expiration of term of office; and vacancies which will occur at the expiration of an
incumbent's term whether or not the incumbent has signified a desire to succeed
himself or herself.

3. A vacancy on a City and Borough advisory board shall exist under the
following conditions:

(a) If a person appointed to membership fails to qualify and take
office within 30 days of appointment;

(b) If a member departs from the City and Borough with the intent
to remain away for a period of 90 or more days;

(c) If a member submits his or her resignation to the Assembly;
(d) If a member is unable to attend board meetings for a period of

more than 90 days; or
(e) If a member misses more than 40 percent of the board meetings

in a 12-month period.

The chair of the advisory board shall notify the Clerk's office of any vacancy on the
board. Upon notification, the Clerk shall follow the procedures for filling vacancies as
outlined in this section.

Policy 5. Appointment Process:

A. Applications: All new applications are kept on file with the Municipal
Clerk's office for one year. In the event a vacancy occurs in the interim, the
applicants will be contacted by the Clerk's office to determine if the applicant
would like his or her application submitted for the vacant seat. Applications,
except those of appointed board members, are purged after the one..year period
has expired and applicants will need to reapply for future vacancies.

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B. Reappointment of Committee Members: Incumbent committee
members may seek reappointment at the end of their term of office. Incumbent
members will need to submit new applications to be considered in the same
manner as all other applications. Factors considered in re-appointing
incumbents are the enthusiasm of the individual, need for continuity, and the
attendance record of the individual. Appointments and reappointments are
based on merit, and incumbent members are not automatically reappointed.

C. Terms: Members of advisory boards shall be appointed for a term of three
years unless otherwise specified in their governing legislation. The Assembly
shall endeavor to make appointments during the month in which the terms
expire, provided that a board member shall continue to serve until a successor is
appointed and takes office. Appointments to fill vacancies shall be for the
unexpired term. In the event a seat has 6 months or less remaining to the
unexpired term, the Assembly, at its discretion, may choose to appoint the
member to the remainder of the current term as well as to the full term
immediately following the expiration date of the unexpired term. The members
of the boards who are serving at the time of adoption of this resolution shall
continue to serve the duration of their terms of office.

Policy 6. Officers: Officers of each board shall consist of a Chairperson,
Secretary, Treasurer, and any other officers as the board may from time to time
deem necessary. Officers shall be elected at the first regular meeting after which
the regular annual appointments of board members are made by the Assembly.
Each officer shall serve for a one-year term or until such time as offices become
vacant. . The advisory board shall elect one of its members as a Secretary to record,
keep, and file with the Clerk minutes of all committee meetings.

Policy 7. Staff Liaisons: The Manager may appoint a staff member or
members as appropriate or as requested by the Assembly to serve as a liaison to an
advisory board. The Manager, at the time of appointment, will provide the staff
liaison with a memo outlining the duties of the assignment. The role of the staff
liaison is to serve as a link between the board and the City's departmental staff and
the Assembly. Boards shall not direct the work of staff liaisons in their advisory
role to the Assembly. Liaisons shall not have the power to vote on the board or
commission, andare not to be countedin determining whether a quorum of the board
or commission is present.

Policy 8. Ad-Hoc CommitteeslTask Forces: Ad-Hoc Committees shall be
appointed by the Mayor to develo-p recommendations on a single issue. The
appointment of members shall be accompanied by a memorandum outlining the
committee's charge, defining the deliverables, and giving the sunset date of no more
than two years from the date of appointment.

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Policy 9. Reports: Advisory Boards shall report to the Assembly at least
annually. Reports to the Assembly shall be approved by a majority vote of the
board. Minority reportsmay accompany the report approved by the Majority. Each
board shall submit to the Assembly a brief annual report setting forth the activities
and accomplishments of the committee and the attendance record of each committee
member during the preceding twelve months. The Assembly will strive to review
each board's annual report at the same time it takes up the annual appointments of
members. A representative of the board should be present at any Assembly or
Assembly committee meeting at which the report is to be considered.

Policy 10. Evaluation: The Assembly may periodically evaluate each advisory
board. Such evaluation shall consider the board's mandate, its goals and objectives,
its success at reaching its goals and objectives, its activities, the extent to which it
has attracted citizen participation, and suggestions for methods of improving the
disposition of board business. A report of the evaluation shall be made and
returned to the advisory board and shall include recommendations for future
functions of the board.

SECTION 2. PROCEDURE. Advisory committee procedure shall be governed by
Robert's Rules of Order except where superceded by the Assembly Rules of
Procedure, as such may be amended from time to time.

SECTION 3. REPEAL OF RESOLUTION. Resolution 2246 is hereby repealed.

SECTION 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This resolution shall be effective immediately
upon adoption.

A. Standing Committees.  The Assembly shall have the following standing

2. Finance Committee

4. Lands, Housing, and Economic Development Committee 
5. Public Works and Facilities Committee 
6. Joint Assembly/School Facilities Committee (per Charter 13.8) 

Any member of the Assembly may sit with any committee at all times; such member 
shall have the right to participate in committee discussion except that members of 
the committee shall have priority in obtaining the floor and only committee 
members may vote.  Reasonable opportunity for the public to be heard shall be 
allowed at committee meetings other than those designated as work sessions. 

B. Special Committees.  The Assembly shall have such special committees as 
may be considered necessary.  Special committees automatically terminate upon 
completion of the committee’s assignment. 

C. Selection, Process and Duties of Committees of the Assembly. 
1. Standing Committees.  

(a) With the exception of the Committee of the Whole, the Finance 
Committee, and the Human Resources Committee in proceedings 
pursuant to Rule 5(C)(2)(f), there shall be not more than four 
Assemblymembers appointed to each standing committee of the 
Assembly.  Each Assemblymember will be appointed to at least one,

but not more than three, standing committees, in addition to the 
Finance Committee and the Committee of the Whole.  

(b) Nominations for standing committee appointments and for the 
position of chair of each such committee shall be made by the 
Mayor, and shall be subject to ratification by the Assembly.  In 
making nominations for committee appointments, the Mayor shall 
strive to ensure, to the extent reasonably possible, that there is a 
balance and diversity of opinion, viewpoints, and perspective 
among the Assemblymembers nominated for committee 
membership, and that there is at least one Assemblymember 
nominated for appointment to each committee who has expertise in 
the areas assigned to the committee.  

(c) Each year following the regular municipal election, all 
Assemblymembers will be given an opportunity to indicate in 
writing which of the standing committees they request to serve on.  
At least two of the nominations for appointment for each standing 
committee shall be made from those Assemblymembers, if any, who 
have requested to serve on the committee for which the 
appointments are to be made.  The nomination for membership and 
chair positions shall be made by the Mayor and ratified by the 
Assembly within seven days of the first meeting after the 
certification of the regular municipal election each year. All 
committee members shall be appointed to serve for a term expiring 
upon ratification by the Assembly of the committee appointments 
following the next regular municipal election. All committee 
members serve at the pleasure of the Assembly. 

(d)  A standing committee may at the call of its chair or the vote of its 
membership take up any matter within the scope of its charge 
established by these rules and not pending as legislation authorized 
by the Assembly. Matters not within the scope of any standing 
committee, or within the scope of more than one standing 
committee shall be assigned by the Mayor. 

(e)  Each committee shall refer information to and coordinate activities 
with other appropriate committees. Issues referred to another 
committee and any directions to the Manager must have the 
concurrence of a majority of the committee members. 

2. Human Resources Committee.  The Human Resources Committee may 
take up issues relating to the health and well-being of Juneau citizens 
and their participation in local government.  The duties of the Human 
Resources Committee shall include: 
(a) Nominating citizens to all CBJ boards and commissions.  

Appointment to such bodies shall be made by the full Assembly; 
(b) Making recommendations to the full Assembly regarding the 

issuance, renewal or transfer of liquor licenses, restaurant 
designation permits, and marijuana licenses; 
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(c) Reviewing and proposing amendments to these Rules;  
(d) Reserved. 
(e) Overseeing Juneau’s relations with its sister cities; 
(f) Membership for Certain Appointments. The Human Resources 

Committee shall meet as needed to recommend appointments to the 
Planning Commission, the Hospital Board, the Ski Area Board, the 
Docks and Harbors Board, the Airport Board, and the Systemic 
Racism Review Committee. The Mayor and all Assemblymembers 
shall serve as members of the Committee and the Human 
Resources chair shall serve as chair at these meetings. 

3. Finance Committee.  The Finance Committee may take up issues 
relevant to the fiscal status of the CBJ. The Mayor and all 
Assemblymembers shall serve as members of the Finance Committee. 
Finance Committee meetings will be conducted as work sessions unless 
public testimony is permitted by call of the Chair at least 24 hours in 
advance of the meeting. The duties of the Finance Committee shall 
include: 
(a) Review of the Manager's proposed budget and recommendations to 

the Assembly for a final budget; 
(b)  Review of the fiscal policies of the CBJ as deemed necessary by the 

committee.  
4. Committee of the Whole.  The Committee of the Whole may take up 

those issues within the jurisdiction of multiple committees and those 
warranting detailed review prior to consideration by the Assembly.  The 
Mayor and all Assemblymembers shall serve as members of the 
Committee of the Whole.  Generally, the rules of the Assembly shall be 
followed in the Committee of the Whole, provided that, at the discretion 
of the chair, the rules may be relaxed and the rules relating to 
participation by the presiding officer and the number of times a member 
may speak shall not be in effect unless otherwise ordered by a majority 
of the committee.  In preparing the committee agenda the chair shall 
consult with the Mayor. Committee of the Whole meetings will be 
conducted as work sessions unless public testimony is permitted by call 
of the Chair at least 24 hours in advance of the meeting. 

5.  Lands, Housing, and Economic Development Committee.  The Lands, 
Housing, and Economic Development Committee may take up issues 
relevant to the lands, housing, economic development, water or air 
within the City and Borough.  The duties of the Lands, Housing, and 
Economic Development Committee shall include recommendations to 
the Assembly regarding: 
(a) The preparation and revision of a land management plan and the
