Dear Ketchum City Council,

| am strongly opposed to any increase in density in West Ketchum, particularly along the Bird Drive
corridor. Like many of my neighbors, | have been expressing this concern for years. Despite numerous
studies, surveys, and walking tours, my opinion—and the opinion of many residents—has remained
unchanged. However, it seems that rather than respecting this consistent feedback, the city continues
to reframe the conversation, moving the goalposts in search of a different answer.

| find it frustrating and difficult to understand the purpose of the repeated studies and questionnaires
when residents have been clear from the start: we want to slow growth in Ketchum, not increase it.
Yet, we are asked to reiterate this position again and again, as if waiting for us to change our minds.
Less development is more. Less change in the West Ketchum residential area will preserve the
character, property values, and quality of life that residents cherish.

Increasing density would have serious negative impacts, including:

Increased traffic and congestion

More noise and parking issues

Reduced property values

A diminished sense of community and residential character

For years, | have asked the city to address traffic concerns on Bird Drive. Despite numerous studies and

temporary seasonal measures, nothing permanent has been done, and the problem persists. Instead of

solving this long-standing issue, the city is now proposing to increase density, which will only
exacerbate traffic problems that have already gone unaddressed for years. If residents have been
consistently asking for less growth and slower traffic, why are you looking for alternatives that
contradict this?

Furthermore, your walking tours and studies failed to provide meaningful engagement. There was little
to no discussion about plans for increased density, and the information given was minimal. Many
residents | spoke with came away feeling confused and uninformed. Once again, the city asked for
community participation but appears to be ignoring the feedback.

| urge you to listen to the residents of West Ketchum and prioritize maintaining the character of our

neighborhood.

Who Should Pay for the Parking Structure?

While the Local Option Tax (LOT) funds many important projects, the parking structure should be given
serious consideration for funding. Additional parking will benefit the entire city, and the cost should
be shared by all residents and visitors—not placed solely on businesses in the downtown core.

Placing the financial burden on existing businesses is both irresponsible and excessive. Ketchum'’s
business community has already faced significant challenges in recent years, including the economic
impact of COVID-19, reduced tourism, and multiple road construction projects that have limited
customer traffic. The seasonal nature of business in Ketchum makes profitability difficult, and
adding yet another tax on them to fund parking would only make survival harder.

A fair, balanced funding solution is necessary—one that doesn’t unfairly penalize the very businesses
that help drive Ketchum's economy.

As I will be unable to attend the in person meetings, | will offer comments by email.

For these locations, and for any other subsidized, multi-family dwellings:

- Restrict to individuals, where at least one resident is an “Essential Worker”, defined to include only a
person who works full-time in Ketchum, or another nearby Blaine County community, for a school,
hospital, fire or police department.

- No income limit (or much higher than currently contemplated), and no retirees.

- If aunit no longer has an Essential Worker in it there should be a requirement that it be rented or sold to
an Essential Worker. Failing to include this provision would eventually convert all these units to
retirement homes, subsidized by tax-payers.

- All buildings should include more than sufficient parking, so extra cars do not spill out and take up
parking that is needed by the community. This point is especially important where public parking is at risk
of being inadequate, such as the Washington Ave site.

Lift Tower Site — please include the following features:

- Access from 2nd Ave or Serenade. No auto access from Highway 75 so as not to create more traffic
congestion on the highway.

- Put the parking on the bottom level or levels.
- Take advantage of the slope, and do not build more than two stories above the Highway 75 grade.

- It will be especially important to ensure that residents do not park in the North Lot, which is often quite
full with people using the Y facilities. The Y is a very important part of the community and care must be
taken not to adversely impact its use by taking away one of its parking lots.

- Placing this multi-family building in or near the Industrial Area should help demonstrate the logic of
placing such buildings within walking distance to schools and other important facilities without placing
undue stress on the downtown (in contrast to the Bluebird and Washington St buildings). The Industrial
Area has much more capacity to incorporate similar future projects, compared with building in the
already congested and overbuilt downtown.

I am not able to attend the meetings set up for this week, but I did want to register my
concerns about the thinking and the consequent decisions being made by the mayor and
the city council.

Low income housing

Clearly, we all believe that worker housing is a must, however why should it be located
in the centre of town? It acerbates the parking and traffic problems

Young families do not want to live there, preferring instead quieter neighbourhoods.

It uses prime expensive real estate which would be better sold, so more appropriate
options could be purchased.

That is why both the YMCA parking lot and the Lift Tower Lodge are good

options. Please consider putting that entrance on second avenue and NOT on highway
75... so as to not further complicate the already existing traffic bottleneck with the gem
streets.

Let's make more of an effort to prioritize essential workers....nurses, teachers,
fireman. Given their locations, these two options would be perfect for them.

Cars versus bikes

Isn't it obvious that cars are the preferred mode of transport for workers, for residents,
especially older ones, or ones with young families. Knowing this, consider seasonal use
and prioritize parking for cars over new bike lanes.

Increased Density

Encouraging, even demanding that multi family replace single family houses not only
drastically changes the character of Ketchum, the policy is draconian and takes the
options away from the home owners and puts all the power with the developers. The
council seems to be more interested in encouraging seasonal tourism rather than
supporting full time residents. Tourists shop and eat 5 months of the year, but how are
our local businesses meant to survive the other 7 months unless there are more year
round residents?

Since it is clear that much of the residential and business community is adamantly
against many of these new policies being promoted by the council, why push them
through ?? why not continue to discuss and find workable solutions that the town will
not regret and that will create a town where we can all be proud to live.

To whom it may concern,

For over a quarter century | have been a Ketchum Community Core property owner. Like many cc property owners I've
been through both prolonged real estate downturns as well as times of stability and growth. Within these challenging
cycles it’s taken significant financial perseverance to survive as a landlord and property owner in the cc. Those
challenging times have included 50% rent drops, 18+ month vacancies, 65% valuation drops and bankers who wouldn’t
even discuss a refinance because they had no confidence in the Ketchum business climate.

> Now the cc owners are being asked to potentially have their property taxes raised some 270% to fund a parking garage
- although not so cleverly disguised as an “assessment”.

> I’'m writing to express my deep opposition to the Ketchum Urban Renewal Agency (KURA) proposed parking garage at
1st and Washington in Ketchum, and its associated Local Improvement District (LID) “assessments”.

> (Note; When they come from an HOA, they are “assessments”. When they

> come from a government entity, they are “taxes”.) Former KURA board member and Ketchum City Council member Jim
Slanetz made an excellent argument on this topic in his opinion piece in the Idaho Mountain Express on February 12,
2025.

> Among many great points Mr Slanetz made was that not only will the Wood River Community Housing Trust “...not be
paying yearly taxes to the county on the developed project...”, but it will be significantly financed by “...local residents to
cover the infrastructure and services that everyone uses.” Those “local residents” are not the local populations of
Ketchum and Sun Valley as a whole, but rather a small group of cc property owners.

> Compounding this lopsided financial burden is the point that, arguably, this parking structure is not needed. KURA is
trying to solve a problem that does not exist. Additionally, this structure will serve to further deteriorate our small town
charm and erode our fast disappearing view corridors.

> According to the City of Ketchum under the Parking Management Plan “Ketchum has 2164 total public parking spaces.
This is two to nearly four times more inventory per capita than all but one comparable mountain resort town. There is
adequate parking supply in Ketchum to accommodate residents, visitors, and commuters...” this, according to the City of
Ketchum.

> What should not be done is placing the financial burden of this public project on a select few property owners. If
enacted as proposed, the impact would have the effect of raising property taxes 270% for some owners.

> These fees can be labeled as “assessments”, “investments” or whatever term is less threatening, but at the end of the
day, an additional annual fee of $6,000 is a large, burdensome and unnecessary tax increase for a small cc property
owner (or over $9,000 of earned income before taxes annually).

> For Ketchum cc property owners who have struggled through the challenging financial periods for all but the last few
years, to be presented with an almost tripling of property taxes to fund a very questionable public project with no
measurable benefit is unacceptable.

> Please reject the proposed KURA parking structure project at 1st and Washington and any associated pass through
fees via LID assessments, taxes, investments etc.

The construction of housing and additional public parking on the 1t and Washington site will be more expensive
than the cost of each would be as stand alone uses. Construction cost savings combined with currently
committed funds and those generated by the Local Improvement District provide the opportunity to acquire
additional property and separate the residential and parking uses. The 1% and Washington property is an ideal
location for an above ground parking structure to provide the necessary support for retail and entertainment
activities in the downtown core. Workforce housing can be built in another location or locations within or
proximate to downtown. Building these facilities on separate properties will eliminate the inherent conflicts that
will occur on a shared site and result in a more pleasing architectural, cost effective, user friendly, efficient design.

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As mentioned previously the timing of state shared revenues explains the year-over-year difference. The
other notable differences are Charges for Services and Miscellaneous revenue. The year-over-year
difference for Charges for Services is primarily due to an accounting change for special fire fees related to
non-local fire assignments. This revenue was previously recognized in Charges for Service and is now
recognized in Miscellaneous revenue in a specific IDL Fire Reimbursement account.

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GENERAL FUND EXPENDITURES by Department
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The departments listed below have material year-over-year differences. Please see the explanations
below:

o Administration: Salary expenses are up due to the timing of payroll and approved changes made in FY
2025. Liability expenses are up ($17k), and there were technology purchases that occurred early in FY
2025 that did not in FY 2024 ($37k).

e Legal: Year-over-year expenses are up due to the payment of a retainer overage based on total hours
spent on legal matters in comparison to what the monthly retainer allows.

o Non-Departmental: Expenses are up due to the End of Year commitments made by the Mayor and City
Council. These include a $848k transfer to the Capital Fund for existing and future projects as well as a
$500k commitment to the Housing Fund to support Deed Restriction programs. Other increases are due
to the timing of expenses in professional services and various smaller accounts.

e Facility Maintenance: Expenses have increased year-over-year due to the timing of both professional
services and repair & maintenance expenses.

o Police: Expenses are down year-over-year due to the timing of contract payments made to the Blaine
County Sheriffs Office.

o Fire & Rescue: Paid on-call, working out of class, and overtime expenses are all tracking above FY 2024.
The central finance office and the department will continue to monitor personnel expenses.

e Streets: Expenses are up primary because of two reasons. Personnel costs are up due to no vacancy
savings while professional services are up due to a heavier snow hauling environment in FY 2025
compared to FY 2024.

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The City of Ketchum received the application for the condominium subdivision final plat on December
3, 2024. Following receipt of the application, Planning Department staff routed the application
materials to all city departments for review and comment. City departments conducted a thorough
review of the application and found that the application complies with all applicable subdivision
regulations for final plats and condominium requirements.

The Ketchum City Council reviewed the Condominium Subdivision Final Plat Application File No. P24-
093 at their meeting on February 18, 2025. After considering staff’s analysis and the application
materials, the City Council approved the condominium subdivision final plat application.

FINDINGS OF FACT
The Ketchum City Council having reviewed the entire project record, provided notice, and conducted
the required public hearing does hereby make and set forth these Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law,
and Decision as follows:

Project History and Background

The condominium subdivision final plat application proposes to subdivide existing unit A9 within the
Tenth Street Light Industrial Complex located at 491 E 10th Street within the Light Industrial District

Number 2 (LI-2 Zone). Existing Unit A9 is comprised of two levels. The lower level will become unit A-
9B and the upper level will become unit A-9A.

The Tenth Street Light Industrial Building was built and subdivided into condominiums in 1981. Existing
Unit A-9 is one of 18 condominium units within Building A of the Tenth Street Ligh Industrial Complex.
Existing Unit A-9 is one of four condominium units within Building A that contain two floors extending
across both the lower and upper levels. The other 14 condominium units are one story contained on
either the lower or upper levels of Building A.

The owner of unit A-9 was issued Building Permit B23-002 for a remodel on March 15, 2023. The
improvements proposed with the remodel included the removal of the interior stairwell that
connected the lower and upper floors of unit A9 as well as the installation of a new garage door at the
lower level on the west elevation of the existing unit. The remodel separated the two floors of unit A-9
by removing the shared, interior stairwell. The owner received a Certificate of Completion for these
improvements on October 27, 2023.

Conformance with Subdivision Standards

During city department review, staff reviewed the condominium subdivision final plat application for
conformance with the procedures for subdivision approval (Ketchum Municipal Code §16.04.030),
subdivision development and design standards (Ketchum Municipal Code §16.04.040), and
condominium requirements (Ketchum Municipal Code §16.04.070).

e The standard applies to the establishment of new subdivisions creating multiple new lots that
will form blocks around new streets and not the subject property, which is an existing
condominium unit within the Tenth Street Light Industrial Complex.

e The standard applies to an action that will be taken at the final plat stage of the process.

e The City Engineer has determined that the standard does not apply.

a. For lot line shifts of parcels that are entirely within slopes of twenty five
percent (25%) or greater to create a reasonable building envelope, and
mountain overlay design review standards and all other city requirements
are met.

b. For small, isolated pockets of twenty five percent (25%) or greater that
are found to be in compliance with the purposes and standards of the
mountain overlay district and this section.

3. Corner lots shall have a property line curve or corner of a minimum
radius of twenty five feet (25') unless a longer radius is required to serve
an existing or future use.
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4. Side lot lines shall be within twenty degrees (20°) to a right angle or
radial line to the street line.

5. Double frontage lots shall not be created. A planting strip shall be
provided along the boundary line of lots adjacent to arterial streets or
incompatible zoning districts.

6. Every lot in a subdivision shall have a minimum of twenty feet (20') of
frontage on a dedicated public street or legal access via an easement of
twenty feet (20') or greater in width. Easement shall be recorded in the
office of the Blaine County recorder prior to or in conjunction with
recordation of the final plat.

Findings This standard is not applicable as no new lots are created with the
condominium subdivision.

O 16.04.040.G G. Block Requirements: The length, width and shape of blocks within a
proposed subdivision shall conform to the following requirements:

1. No block shall be longer than one thousand two hundred
feet (1,200'), nor less than four hundred feet (400')
between the street intersections, and shall have sufficient
depth to provide for two (2) tiers of lots.

2. Blocks shall be laid out in such a manner as to comply with
the lot requirements.

2. All streets shall be constructed to meet or exceed the criteria and
standards set forth in chapter 12.04 of this code, and all other applicable
ordinances, resolutions or regulations of the city or any other
governmental entity having jurisdiction, now existing or adopted,
amended or codified;

3. Where a subdivision abuts or contains an existing or proposed arterial
street, railroad or limited access highway right of way, the council may
require a frontage street, planting strip, or similar design features;

When a partial street exists
adjoining the proposed subdivision, the remainder of the right of way
shall be dedicated;

7. Dead end streets may be permitted only when such street terminates
at the boundary of a subdivision and is necessary for the development of
the subdivision or the future development of the adjacent property.
When such a dead end street serves more than two (2) lots, a temporary
turnaround easement shall be provided, which easement shall revert to
the adjacent lots when the street is extended;

8. A cul-de-sac, court or similar type street shall be permitted only when
necessary to the development of the subdivision, and provided, that no
such street shall have a maximum length greater than four hundred feet
(400') from entrance to center of turnaround, and all cul-de-sacs shall
have a minimum turnaround radius of sixty feet (60') at the property line
and not less than forty five feet (45') at the curb line;

9. Streets shall be planned to intersect as nearly as possible at right
angles, but in no event at less than seventy degrees (70°);

10. Where any street deflects an angle of ten degrees (10°) or more, a
connecting curve shall be required having a minimum centerline radius of
three hundred feet (300') for arterial and collector streets, and one
hundred twenty five feet (125') for minor streets;

11. Streets with centerline offsets of less than one hundred twenty five
feet (125') shall be prohibited;

12. A tangent of at least one hundred feet (100') long shall be introduced
between reverse curves on arterial and collector streets;

13. Proposed streets which are a continuation of an existing street shall
be given the same names as the existing street. All new street names shall
not duplicate or be confused with the names of existing streets within
Blaine County, Idaho. The subdivider shall obtain approval of all street
names within the proposed subdivision from the commission before
submitting same to council for preliminary plat approval;

14. Street alignment design shall follow natural terrain contours to result
in safe streets, usable lots, and minimum cuts and fills;

15. Street patterns of residential areas shall be designed to create areas
free of through traffic, but readily accessible to adjacent collector and
arterial streets;

16. Reserve planting strips controlling access to public streets shall be
permitted under conditions specified and shown on the final plat, and all
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landscaping and irrigation systems shall be installed as required
improvements by the subdivider;

17. In general, the centerline of a street shall coincide with the centerline
of the street right of way, and all crosswalk markings shall be installed by
the subdivider as a required improvement;

18. Street lighting may be required by the commission or council where
appropriate and shall be installed by the subdivider as a requirement
improvement;

North Fork Natives
was the lowest cost and most complete supply of materials

e Supplier has stated that we will need to place a non-refundable but highly discounted deposit of $58,500 for
the materials but ensures they will work with us a best they can in the case of project cancelation.

2. Deposits - for orders over $1,000, a 30% Deposit is required to reserve stock plant
material. For custom growing, a 50% Deposit is required to reserve production space and
initiate growing.

3. Payment - We accept check, ACH and Credit Cards as acceptable forms of payment.

Recommended Motion

“I move to approve the Construction Access Agreement 25955 with Weyyakin Ranch Property Owners’
Association”

Reasons for Recommendation

e The ldaho Transportation Department (ITD) is scheduled to start construction (spring 2025) of a two-
year effort to rebuild and expand Highway 75 from the Bigwood River bridge to River Street.

e The City worked with ITD to coordinate key elements of the project, including current and future
utility needs within the corridor. The City reviewed different alignment configurations and
concluded the best option was to relocate the current solo water line from the ITD rights-of-way
within the roadway and move to a redundant loop system on adjacent private land parcels via a
long-term easement.

e Staff worked with Weyyakin HOA to determine the most efficient layout that would not cause any
long-term conflicts. The construction access agreement is step one and following construction a

permanent easement will be recorded as final alignment details are still being coordinated with ITD
and other utility providers.

Sustainability Impact:

Project creates new sidewalks and bike lanes on both sides of Highway 75 from Serenade Lane to River
Street to encourage alternate transportation.

Financial Impact:

No direct financial contribution is required from the city aside from minor survey and recording
fees. Adequate funds exist within the Water Fund.

This Construction Access Agreement (Agreement) is entered intoas of. , by and
between Weyyakin Ranch Property Owners’ Association, Inc., (Property Owner) as owner of
Weyyakin Subdivision Open Space (Property) and the City of Ketchum, an Idaho municipal
corporation (City).

1. Purpose: Property Owner grants to City the limited use and access to portions of the
Property as reasonably needed for the purpose of performing construction activities shown in
Exhibit A, Construction Plans, attached hereto (South Ketchum Redundant Main, ProjectB).

2. Access Period: The access and use period shall commence on March 1, 2025 and
terminate upon execution of Permanent Easement, unless extended by mutual agreement ofthe
parties. Reasonable extensions shall be granted by Property Owner as reasonably necessary to

sufficiently complete the Construction Activities so long as not due to unreasonable delays by City.

3. Performance of Work: City agrees to conduct and ensure its contractor performs all
Construction Activities in a manner that reasonably minimize disruption to the Property, that
complies with all applicable laws and regulations, and that complies with the provisions of the
agreed upon form of Water Main Easement, which is included in draft form as Exhibit B, attached
hereto and incorporated herein. City shall further ensure that the work associated with the
Construction Activities is performed lien free, in a good and workmanlike manner. Should any mechanic’s
or other lien be filed against the Property or any part thereof by reason of City’s acts or omissions
or because of a claim against City, City shall cause the same to be canceled and discharged of
record by bond or otherwise within thirty (30) days after notice by Property Owner. If City fails to
comply with its obligations in the immediately preceding sentence within such thirty (30) day
period, Property Owner may perform such obligations at City’s expenses, in which case all of
Property Owner’s costs and expenses in discharging shall be immediately due and payable by City.

4. Permanent Easement: Property Owner and City agree to execute and record the
permanent Water Main Easement, in the form attached hereto as Exhibit B, upon completion of
construction activities and as-built survey of water main.

5. Insurance: City will maintain adequate and appropriate insurance coverage, including but
not limited to liability insurance, to cover any damages or injuries that may occur during the
construction activities. City shall furnish Property Owner with certificates evidencing such
insurance prior to commencement of the performance of the work under Section 3, above. City
shall be responsible for all personal injury, bodily injury or death, or property damage or
destruction arising from the performance of the work under Section 3, above. If the City retains a
third party to perform the work set forth in Section 3 above, then City’s contractor shall provide
and maintain comprehensive general liability insurance with broad form coverage endorsement
(including broad form property damage endorsement) covering its obligations under this
Agreement and insuring against claims for personal injury, bodily injury or death, and property
damage or destruction. City’s contractor shall ensure that Property Owner is an additional named
insured on such policy or policies carried by them. The limits of liability of all such insurance shall

be not less than $2,000,000 for personal injury or bodily injury or death of any one person,
$2,000,000 for personal injury or bodily injury or death of more than one person in one occurrence
and $500,000 with respect to damage to or destruction of property; or, in lieu of such coverage, a
combined single limit (covering personal injury, bodily injury or death and property damage or
destruction) with a limit of not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence. Such insurance shall be
written with an insurer licensed to do business in the state of Idaho and may be provided under a
blanket policy provided such policy otherwise complies with the foregoing requirements. City’s
contractor shall furnish Property Owner with certificates evidencing such insurance prior to the
commencement of the work under Section 3 above. The policies of such insurance shall provide
that the insurance represented by such certificates shall not be cancelled, materially changed or
nonrenewed without the giving of thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the holders of such
insurance and the holders of such certificates. City’s contractor shall hold Property Owner
harmless, for, from and against, any damage to the Property or any injury that occurs in the
performance of the work set forth herein.

6. Responsibility: City will maintain sole responsibility for the construction activities and
associated use by City and its agents, except to the extent caused by the Property Owner's sole
negligence.

7. Restoration: Upon completion of the construction activities, City will reasonably restore
the Property to a similar pre-construction condition or better, reasonable wear andtear excepted,
consistent with the Water Main Easement.

8. Compliance with Laws: City shall comply with and shall ensure its contractor complies
with all applicable laws, regulations, and permits in connection with the Construction Activities.

9. Termination: If Property Owner believes City to be in breach of this Agreement,
Property Owner will notify City and City will have fourteen days to dispute or reasonably pursue a
cure of the alleged breach. Either party may terminate this Agreement with written notice if the
other party breaches and fails to cure any material term of this Agreement.

10. Governing Law: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed inaccordance with
the laws of Idaho. Venue for any dispute shall be in Blaine County, Idaho.

Recommended Motion:

No formal action is requested. Staff is requesting general direction regarding draft request for proposals
(RFP) for South YMCA and Lift Tower Lodge properties.

Reasons for Recommendation:

Goal 1 of Ketchum’s Housing Action Plan is to create and preserve housing and includes the action of

facilitating community housing development on city owned parcels.

City retained independent architectural resource to review key city owned properties to determine
suitability for future community housing units.

Staff and consultant team previously presented to the City Council (Sept 2024) initial findings.
Council directed staff to seek community input, outline process and timeline, and draft a request for
proposal (RFP) for South YMCA and Lift Tower properties.

Policy Analysis and Background (non-consent items only):

RFP PROCESS

February 2025: Collect community feedback

February 2025: Issue RFP within week of Council approval to identify qualified developers/plans
April 2025: Review and recommend top RFP proposal

May 2025: Public hearing, then City Council approval of top RFP proposal

June/July 2025: Prepare funding application for Idaho Housing and Finance Association

WHAT WE HEARD

Staff facilitated two open houses on February 11" and 12, with about 55 people in attendance in person
and online. A physical and online survey was also provided to attendees and is now available online. As of
Thursday, February 13™, the survey had 24 responses. Thus far, responses have been generally positive.
There are a few common themes to responses for the two recommended sites:

South YMCA

Varied comments on size, with adequate parking

Design street frontage and greenery in a way that is integrated in the neighborhood feel
Emphasize bike, pedestrian, bus, and amenity proximity

Incorporate safe, thoughtful intersections for foot, bike, and vehicle traffic
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Lift Tower Lodge
e Varied comments on size, with adequate parking
e Importance of the design, given that it is the gateway and entrance to town
e Incorporate and highlight the lift tower
e Incorporate safe, thoughtful intersections for foot, bike, and vehicle traffic

PROPOSED GOALS

Outlining goals in the RFP provides parameters for developers to consider during the creation of their
application. The following is derived from the survey and open house feedback, conversations with the
YMCA Board and Sun Valley company, and staff analysis.

South YMCA
e Goal 1: Provide community housing for a mix of families and small local households, primarily for
households earning less than 80% of the area median income.
e Goal 2: Provide adequate car and bike parking and storage for anticipated households.
e Goal 3: Retain green street frontages and protect buffer for bike path.

e Goal 4: Create a site plan, design, and programming that integrates with the adjacent neighborhood
and improves highway vehicle, bike and pedestrian access.

RECOMMENDED HOUSING TYPES
To create recommendations on housing types, staff analyzed a variety of sources, including the following:
e the Housing Needs Assessment, 2022
e 2023 Housing Needs and Preferences Survey
e BCHA's waitlist (December 2024)
e Existing community housing inventory
e Community housing inventory since May 2022
e General goals as described in previously adopted and the newly drafted Ketchum’s Comprehensive
Plan

At a high level, staff recommend taking a portfolio approach by reviewing gaps and diversifying offerings for
our community members in need. To that end, a unit size, income level, and tenure type found at one site
would impact what is recommended on the other site.

Unit Sizes:
Neither the Ketchum Housing Needs Assessment in 2022, nor Blaine County’s in 2024, quantified need by

unit size (nor household size). However, BCHA’s current waitlist and the 2023 housing preferences surve
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provide information on households in need of housing or expecting to need housing in the next two years.
This data can tell us the size of households in need of housing and, by extension, which unit sizes could
meet their needs.

As the graph above demonstrates, BCHA’s waitlist is more heavily weighted toward smaller households
than the respondents to the 2023 survey. This might be a result of perceptions from the general public
about the types and sizes of housing units offered by BCHA, which may impact who elects to join the
waitlist. Since the purpose of these affordable and community housing programs is to provide safe, stable,
affordable housing to the greatest number of people without overcrowding, occupancy standards are
applied.

Every housing program that restricts by income and price, that staff know of nationwide, applies occupancy
standards. The maximum number of people allowed in a unit is derived from HUD’s definition of “under-
housed”, which means that the occupants of the unit are determined to be overcrowded and to not have
enough housing for their household size. The minimum is also industry standard: if there isn’t at least one

person per bedroom, then the # of bedrooms # of people in the Applicant household

bedroom size, with a range depending on minimum and maximum occupancy standards. Using this
analysis, considerations such as individualized preference and need should balance. However, there are
community goals and broader preferences and needs, and staff recommend adjusting the target
proportions. For example, studios are difficult to market for permanent housing, especially as ownership.
Housing location also influences community goals — so for housing adjacent to the parks, schools, and
extracurricular activities, staff recommend increasing the proportion of 3- and 4-bedroom units.
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Further, Ketchum’s inventory of community housing by unit size provides insight of gaps and underserved
household types: For example, there are very few three-bedroom community housing units, and zero four-
bedroom units. 1-2 person households make up 75% of BCHA's waitlist and 69% of 2023 survey
respondents: While that is a significant need that’s also the community housing size that we have the most
of. This is an opportunity to also meet some of the growing and larger households needs that are likely
underrepresented by BCHA’s waitlist. The current community housing stock signifies limits families access
to stable, affordable housing. This has real impact on the composition and nature of the community.

The 2023 preference survey provides insight in where locals would ideally live, and adjusts for their future
plans such as growing their family or downsizing. Even though this preference survey suggests more people
want two-bedrooms than one, our waitlist has more households that would fit the one-bedroom
occupancy standard. Staff’'s recommendations balance present day needs with future preferences, and
adjust for other considerations like location and community composition. The following is a scenario where
75% of the YMCA unit mix is 3- and 4-bedroom households, to accommodate families on the site closest to
family-oriented amenities. The unit sizes at Lift Tower Lodge are then derived from remaining units needed
to meet the target.

The above graph demonstrates housing need primarily by households already living here who are cost
burdened. This does not include the lost rental units nor households with verbal and month to month
leases. For Ketchum, the total need by 2032 is a minimum of 660 — without accounting for the 300+ long-
term rentals lost since 2010.

An additional datapoint exists to analyze need across income levels: BCHA’s waitlist, which follows the
similar, unsurprising trend where households with the less income have a higher need than households
with the more income. It is important to note that BCHA’s waitlist composition is informed by community
perception of what type of housing BCHA provides, so it only represents a component of overall need.
Regardless, the BCHA waitlist offers insight into current households actively in need of stable, affordable
housing.

Certain income levels are disproportionately served but still experience extreme need. For example, about
40% of the population earns less than 80% AMI and represents over half of the need. Staff recommend
distributing efforts across income levels in the same, more-or-less linear fashion as need, with 50-65% of
units designated for households earning 80% AMI and below. The comparison of BCHA’s waitlist and the
Housing Needs Assessment provides a recommended proportional distribution of new units by income.
Staff recommend slightly increasing the proportion of category Local over the 80-140% income range given
that the latter is served by new units from the density bonus program.

Financing options suited for each site also help determine how to allocate income designations. For
example, the South YMCA lot would likely score well in a 9% low-income housing tax credit application,
with limited to no additional funding needed from the City of Ketchum. In this scenario, the Pro Housing
grant would likely not be needed at the South YMCA and would be available for the Lift Tower Lodge site.
This gap funding could facilitate the construction of units <80% AMI, alongside a 4% tax-exempt bond / tax
credit. Lift Tower Lodge is also of a size that could include a wide range of incomes, either through phased
development or two buildings (and likely developers) that address different income levels. Here is an
example of how the recommended target would be met under this financing scenario:

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Staff do not recommend ownership for households under 80% AMI. For units with deed covenants
managed by BCHA, the BCHA Board can review exception requests for households that say, have an
abnormally large amount of savings for their income level. Staff recommend the following tenure type
apportionment by income level:

2. Budget Build (April — early June): Staff will return with scenarios utilizing these tools to address
financial challenges with a focus on Council direction, feedback and refinement.
3. Budget Workshop: During the Budget Workshop (June) we will formally present options for Council
approval and next steps all in coordination with the FY 2026 Budget Build and long-term financial plan.

This is intended to be a very transparent process to ensure that decisions on current and future financial
challenges are not being made in a siloed approach, rather are being made in a wholistic manner that are
consistent with the City workplan and priorities.
