TO:   CLIPP COMMITTEE MEMBERS 

DEPARTMENT ACTIVITY SUMMARY – In February, we handled 628 total calls for service. Some 
highlights included the following: 

• One harassment investigation with an out of state offender (online harassment). The 
reporting party was advised how to obtain a restraining order. 

• A sexual assault investigation in which a pair of 18-year-old subjects were referred for 
charges of underage sexual activity and physical abuse to a child.  

• Two OWI arrests, both first offenses. One resulted from a traffic stop, and the other one 
was a heavily intoxicated driver in the ditch at roughly 5:30am.  

• An assist for the Fire Department with a small fire inside a home. This fire was an 
accidental cooking fire.  

• An assist for Wausau PD on a domestic arrest in which Wausau PD requested Officer 
Yeeleng’s translation skills. 

• A fraud in which the suspects tried to talk the reporting party into buying gift cards for a 
PayPal bill. Fortunately, the victim worked with the bank and ultimately did not lose any 
money.  

• One of our night officers recognized a subject in a car on Eva Rd who he knew had two 
outstanding arrest warrants and he took the subject into custody. 

• A mental health detention that began on Friday and ended on Tuesday with transport to 
Mendota Mental Health in Madison. In the days between the initial call and the transport, 
the subject was at the hospital. Due to staffing and call volume, we had to call the night 
officer in early on the day of the transport or we wouldn’t have had any coverage in the 
Village for at least five hours.  

• An arrest of a subject for felony theft and misdemeanor possession of marijuana after they 
stole between 8k--10k worth of jewelry from the victims. We were able to recover some of 
the jewelry and obtain receipts and paperwork for it from a local pawn shop.  

• An open investigation into possession of child pornography and sexual exploitation.  

• It was a bad month for domestic related arrests, as we had a total of six cases that resulted 
in charges for the following incidents:  

o Substantial battery (felony), pointing a firearm at another (this was pointed at the 
victim during the incident), criminal damage to property, and disorderly conduct. 

o Battery and disorderly conduct 
o Disorderly conduct 
o Battery and disorderly conduct 
o Battery, disorderly conduct, and child neglect 
o Intimidation of a victim and disorderly conduct 

 
 
DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL ISSUES & STATUS – We are now short a second officer, who is out 
on medical leave. This leaves each team short by one person for the remainder of the month. Officer 
Dallman attended Field Training Officer school last week, so he will help train our new hires. Officer 
Konopacki will attend the same school next month. Speaking of new hires, the application process 
closed and we have the first round of interviews coming up. This will be followed by a second interview

• Public Works crews have been busy with many weather events in March. 
• Contractors are working on the lift station 2 & 6 projects, with completion this winter. 
• Because of all the snow events the Public Works crews have had a late start 

trimming the right-of-way trees which overhang the roads or could impede traffic. We 
have sent out letters to residents where trimming may take place. If it continues to be 
a snowy winter, there is no guarantee we will finish the list. 

• Many fiber optic projects will be taking place this summer around the Village, the bulk 
of the permits I have received so far are concentrated just to the east of County Road 
X. 

• We have started road weight limits for the season, we do not know when the limits 
will be lifted, as that is weather dependent. 

• The metering station telemetry will be delivered hopefully sometime in April, then 
after a few days we can get water to flow through the station to test it per DNR 
requirements. After all testing is complete, we would be able to purchase water if 
need be from Rothschild. 

• We applied for and were awarded a fluoride grant for the water department to update 
our single walled drums to a double walled drum and new scales. The grant is 
through the State Health Department. The grant is roughly $8,000.

§ 382-1. Definitions. 

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, shall have the meanings ascribed to 
them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:  

Public nuisance. A thing, act, occupation, condition or use of property which shall continue for such length of time 
as to:  

A. Substantially prevent, annoy, injure or endanger the comfort, health, repose or safety of the public a 
neighborhood or any considerable number of persons within the village, or the use of public property.  

B. In any way render the public insecure in life or in the use of property.  

C. Unlawfully and substantially interfere with, obstruct or tend to obstruct or render dangerous for 
passage any street, alley, highway, navigable body of water or other public way or the use of public 
property.  

(Ord. of 4-12-2004) 

 
 It will be a requirement that any complaint brought forward under this Chapter and is unable to be 
verified by the police department or other denoted Village agent it will require quantifiable evidence to support 
such allegations through visual or audible means or by a witness who can verify that such conditions exist and a 
complaint is supported. (OR place under 382-3).

§ 382-2. Violations and penalties; abatement; costs. 

A. Generally. Any person violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall, upon conviction thereof, be 
subject to chapter 1, General Provisions, § 1-2, General penalty, of this Code. In addition, a violation of this 
chapter is subject to subsections B and C of this section.  

B. Abatement. 

(1) Inspection of premises. Whenever complaint is made to the village that a public nuisance or a violation 
of section 382-7 exists, the village police department or Community Development/Planning and Zoning 
Department shall forthwith inspect or cause to be inspected the premises complained of and shall 
make a written report of the inspecting officer's or agent’s findings. Whenever practicable, the

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inspecting officer or agent shall cause photographs to be made of the premises and shall file the same 
in the office of the clerk.  

(2) Summary abatement. 

(a) Notice to owner. If the inspecting officer or agent shall determines that a public nuisance exists 
within the village and that there is great and immediate danger to the public health, safety, 
peace, morals or decency, the village police department or Community Development/Planning 
and Zoning Department shall serve notice on the person causing, permitting or maintaining such 
nuisance or upon the owner or occupant of the premises upon which such nuisance is caused, 
permitted or maintained and to post a copy of the notice on the premises. Such notice shall 
direct the person causing, permitting or maintaining such nuisance or the owner or occupant of 
the premises to abate or remove such nuisance within 24 48 hours  or pending other conditions 
with approval of the inspecting officials and shall state that unless such nuisance is so abated, the 
village will cause the same to be abated and will charge the cost thereof to the owner, occupant, 
or person causing, permitting or maintaining the nuisance, as the case may be.  

(b) Abatement by village. If the nuisance is not abated within the time provided or if the owner, 
occupant or person causing the nuisance cannot be found, the health officer or village police 
department or health officer, in the case of health nuisances, and the village police department 
or Community Development/Planning and Zoning Department in all other cases, shall cause the 
abatement or removal of such public nuisance.  

(3) Abatement by court action. If the inspecting officer shall determines that a public nuisance exists on 
private premises but that the nature of such nuisance is not such as to threaten great and immediate 
danger to the public health, safety, peace, morals or decency, the inspecting officer shall file a written 
report of his or her findings with the village police department or Community Development/Planning 
and Zoning Department who shall cause an action to abate such nuisance to be commenced in the 
name of the village and the circuit court of the county, in accordance with the provisions of Wis. Stats. 
ch. 823.  

(4) Other methods not excluded. Nothing in this chapter shall be construed as prohibiting the abatement of 
public nuisances by the village or its officials in accordance with law.    

C. Cost of abatement. In addition to any other penalty imposed by this chapter for the erection, contrivance, 
creation, continuance or maintenance of a public nuisance, the cost of abating a public nuisance by the 
village shall be collected as a debt from the owner, occupant or person causing, permitting or maintaining 
the nuisance, and if notice to abate the nuisance has been given to the owner, such cost shall be assessed 
against the real estate as a special charge.

§ 382-3. Public nNuisances prohibited. 

No person shall erect, contrive, cause, continue, maintain or permit to exist any public nuisance within the 
village.  It will be a requirement that any complaint brought forward under this Chapter and is unable to be verified 
by the police department or other denoted Village agent it will require quantifiable evidence to support such 
allegations through visual or audible means or by a witness who can verify that such conditions exist and a 
complaint is supported.

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§ 382-4. Public nNuisances affecting health. 

The following acts, omissions, places, conditions and things are specifically declared to be public health 
nuisances when they affect others in the use of public property or are freely accessible from any public street, 
alley, or sidewalk, but such enumeration shall not be construed to exclude other health nuisances of this section:  

A. All decayed, harmfully adulterated or unwholesome food or drink sold or offered for sale to the public.  

B. Carcasses of animals, birds or fowl not intended for human consumption or food which are not buried 
or otherwise disposed of in a sanitary manner within 24 hours after death.  

C. Accumulations of decayed animal or vegetable matter, trash, rubbish, rotting lumber, bedding, packing 
material, scrap metal or any material whatsoever in which flies, mosquitoes, disease-carrying insects, 
rats or other vermin may breed.  

D. All stagnant water in which mosquitoes, flies or other insects can multiply.  

E. Garbage cans which are not flytight properly covered with a secure lid or covering.  

F. All noxious weeds and other rank growth of vegetation.    

G. F. All domestic animals running at large.  

H. G. The escape of smoke, soot, cinders, noxious acids, fumes, gases, fly ash, industrial dust or other 
atmospheric pollutants within the village or within one mile therefrom in such quantities as to 
endanger the health of persons of ordinary sensibilities or to threaten or cause substantial injury to 
property in the village.  

I. H. The pollution of any public well or cistern, stream, lake, canal or other body of water by sewage, 
creamery or industrial wastes or other substances.  

J. I. Any use of property, substances or things within the village emitting or causing any foul, offensive, 
noisome, nauseous, noxious or disagreeable odors, gases, effluvia or stenches extremely repulsive to 
the physical senses of ordinary persons which annoy, discomfort, injure or inconvenience the health of 
any appreciable number of persons within the village.  

K J. All abandoned wells not securely covered or secured from public use freely accessible from any public 
street, alley or sidewalk.  or as a source of entrapment to humans or animals.  

L  K. Any use of property which shall cause any nauseous or unwholesome liquid or substance to flow into 
or upon any street, gutter, alley, sidewalk or public place within the village.

§ 382-5. Public nNuisances offending morals and decency. 

The following acts, omissions, places, conditions and things are specifically declared to be public nuisances 
offending public morals and decency, but such enumeration shall not be construed to exclude other nuisances 
offending public morals and decency of this section:  

A. All disorderly houses, bawdy houses, houses of ill fame, gambling houses and buildings or structures 
kept or resorted to for the purpose of prostitution or gambling.  

B. All gambling devices and slot machines   

C. All places where alcohol beverages are sold, possessed, stored, brewed, bottled, manufactured or 
rectified without a permit or license required by section 325-2.  
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D. Any place or premises within the village where ordinances or laws relating to public health, safety, 
peace, morals or welfare are openly, continuously, repeatedly and intentionally violated.  

E. Any place or premises resorted to for the purpose of drinking alcohol beverages in violation of law or 
ordinance.   

(Ord. of 4-12-2004) 

§ 382-6. Public nNuisances affecting peace and safety. 

The following acts, omissions, places, conditions and things are declared to be public nuisances affecting 
peace and safety, but such enumeration shall not be construed to exclude other nuisances affecting public peace 
or safety coming within section 382-3:  

A. All signs and billboards, awnings and other similar structures over or near streets, sidewalks, public 
grounds or places frequented by the public, so situated or constructed as to endanger public safety.  

B. All buildings erected, repaired or altered in violation of fire hazard areas, relating to materials and 
manner of construction of buildings and structures within such district.    

C. All unauthorized signs, signals, markings or devices placed or maintained upon or in view of any public 
highway or railway crossing which purport to be or may be mistaken as an official traffic control device, 
railroad signal or which because of its color, location, brilliance or manner of operation interferes with 
the effectiveness of any such device, signal or sign.  

D. All trees, hedges, billboards or other obstructions which prevent persons driving vehicles on public 
streets, alleys or highways from obtaining a clear view of traffic when approaching an intersection or 
pedestrian crosswalk.  

E. All use or display of fireworks except as provided by law.   

F. All buildings or structures so old, dilapidated or out of repair as to be dangerous, unsafe, unsanitary or 
otherwise unfit for human use.  

G. All wires over streets, alleys or public grounds which are strung less that than 15 feet above the surface 
thereof.  

H. All loud, discordant and unnecessary noises or vibrations of any kind.  

I. The keeping or harboring of any animal or fowl which by frequent or habitual howling, yelping, barking, 
crowing or making of other noises shall greatly annoy or disturb a neighborhood or any considerable 
number of persons within the village. 

J. All obstructions of streets, alleys, sidewalks or crosswalks and all excavations in or under the same, 
except as permitted by the village or which, although made in accordance with village authorization, 
are kept or maintained for an unreasonable or illegal length of time after the purpose thereof has been 
accomplished.  

K. All open and unguarded pits, wells, excavations or unused basements freely accessible from any public 
street, alley or sidewalk.  

L. All abandoned refrigerators or iceboxes from which the doors and other covers have not been 
removed or which are not equipped with a device for opening from the inside.  

M. Any unauthorized or unlawful use of property abutting on a public street, alley or sidewalk or of a 
public street, alley or sidewalk which causes large crowds of people to gather, obstructing traffic and 
free use of the streets or sidewalks.  
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N. Repeated or continuous violations of ordinances or laws relating to the storage of flammable liquids.    

(Ord. of 4-12-2004) 

§ 382-7. Junked vehicles and other junk. 

A. No disassembled, dismantled, junked, wrecked or inoperable or unlicensed vehicle shall be stored or allowed 
to remain in the open upon private property within the village for a period of more than five days unless it is 
in connection with an automotive sales or repair business enterprise located within a properly zoned area.  

B. The keeping, housing, storing and placing of all junk, such as scrap iron, wrecked vehicles, junked vehicles, 
junked machinery, wrecked machinery, junked trailers, wrecked trailers, bottles, jugs, rags, broken glass, 
paper of all kinds, scrap metal and anything that might pertain to a junkyard, is declared to be a public 
nuisance and detriment to the public health and welfare of the village.  

C. Any person violating subsection A or B of this section shall be subject to section 382-2. Upon removal, the 
vehicle and/or junk shall be stored in a junkyard or salvage yard or other suitable place for 30 days, and the 
owner thereof shall be notified, if the name and whereabouts of the owner can be readily ascertained. At the 
end of this time, the vehicle and/or junk shall be disposed of unless claimed by the owner. If the vehicle 
and/or junk is claimed by the owner, all reasonable charges for handling and storage shall be paid by the 
owner.

§ 382-8. Misuse of 911 emergency telephone system. 

A. Definitions. The following definitions shall apply in the interpretation and the enforcement of this section:  

Emergency. A situation in which property or human life is in jeopardy and the prompt summoning of aid is 
essential.  

B. No person shall dial the telephone number "911" knowing that no emergency in fact exists.  

C. No person shall dial the telephone number "911" and report a situation that he or she knows is false, 
misleading or does not exist.

At the March 2, 2026 CLIPP meeting, there was discussion about controlling truck traffic on 
Kowalski Rd. As discussed, stop signs are not a way to control speeds, but the question 
came up about having a truck route, or a no truck route. Before I could answer the question 
on how to implement that idea, I wanted to see what types of rules and regulations were 
needed if the Village were to implement said route. Based on state statutes, the municipality 
has the right to implement truck routes and no truck routes with appropriate signs and 
notice. 
 
 

349.17 Authority of cities, villages and towns to regulate heavy traffic. 
(1) Any city, village or town may by ordinance or resolution designate any street or highway under its jurisdiction 

as a heavy traffic route and designate the type and character of vehicles which may be operated thereon. A 
city, village or town may restrict or prohibit heavy traffic from using other streets or highways under its 
jurisdiction except that it may not place such restrictions on streets or highways over which are routed state 
trunk highways and may not prohibit heavy traffic from using a street or highway for the purpose of obtaining 
orders for supplies or moving or delivering supplies or commodities to or from any place of business or 
residence which has an entrance on such street or highway. Whenever a city, village or town designates any 
street or highway under its jurisdiction as a heavy traffic route, it shall cause appropriate signs to be erected 
giving notice thereof. 

(2) In this section, “heavy traffic” means all vehicles not operating completely on pneumatic tires and all vehicles 
or combination of vehicles, other than motor buses, designed or used for transporting property of any nature 
and having a gross weight of more than 6,000 pounds. 
History: 1977 c. 116; 1993 a. 246. 
Legislative Council Note, 1977: Sub. (1) authorizes cities and villages to designate any street as a heavy traffic route. As defined in s. 
340.01 (64), the term “street” means every highway within the corporate limits of a city or village except alleys. By adding “or 
highway” after “street”, s. 349.17 (1) authorizes a city or village to prohibit heavy traffic from using any street or alley which has not 
been designated as a heavy traffic route unless such street or alley is being used to obtain orders for supplies or to deliver supplies or 
commodities to or from a place of business or residence with an entrance on such street or alley. “Highway” is defined in s. 340.01 
(22), to mean “all public ways and thoroughfares”, including alleys. [Bill 465-A]

The Marathon County Wausau MPO bike/ped subcommittee has been meeting and has developed a draft e-bike 
ordinance.  This is intended to help have a consistent set of rules for the e-bikers to follow when riding around 
the area as they will likely travel through multiple communities when riding.  The sub-committee wanted 
feedback from the communities.   
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: Committee to review the Draft language and provide feedback and direct staff 
accordingly.

ISSUE:  Marathon County request to utilize a Village-Owned Parcel (20ft x 1064ft) to the South of the proposed 
Highway Facility. 
 
OBJECTIVES:   
To discuss the transfer of a 20ft x 1064ft parcel to Marathon County for Storm Water purposes and possible 
driveway access. 
 
ISSUE BACKGROUND/PREVIOUS ACTIONS:   
Staff met with Marathon County and discussed the possibility of allowing the use of the parcel (minus that area 
around LS 7) south of the proposed Highway Facility for stormwater and possible driveway access.  The existing 
homes north of this parcel will be removed.  Due to the location and dimensions, the Village has no use for this 
parcel.  If an easement was granted, the maintenance of any stormwater devices would be the responsibility of 
the Village.  Alternatively, the Village could Quit Claim this parcel to Marathon County.  
 
 A quit claim deed is a legal document used to transfer an interest in real property from one party to 
 another. It conveys whatever ownership interest the grantor (Village of Kronenwetter) possesses, without 
 guaranteeing clear title or promising to defend against future claims. The grantee (Marathon County) 
 receives only the interest the grantor holds at the time of transfer, with no assurances about the property’s 
 title history or condition. 
 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION: Review that being proposed and forward a recommendation to APC.

Buska Park playground is in need of replacement, the existing playground structure is over 
30 years old, the wood is splintering and parts are wearing out. A new playground will cost 
over $100,000, and we don’t have enough money in a fund or enough in our budget to 
purchase a new structure. So, my plan is to fundraise to gather enough money to purchase 
a new playground. My goal is to raise roughly $150,000, which will cover the costs of 
removal of the old playground, purchasing a new playground, and the woodchip surface 
below the playground. In order to start the process of raising the money, I need to have 
plans in place for a new playground, in order to have that I need a playground manufacturer 
to have renderings of the new playground. The proceeding RFPs from six playground 
manufacturers have said they would like to help in the design, fundraising, and construction 
of the new playground. We need to select one manufacturer to help with the entire process.
