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ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAWRENCEVILLE TO REGULATE AND PROVIDE
FOR THE CALLING OF THE GENERAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION TO FILL THE EXPIRING TERMS OF THE
MAYOR, AND COUNCIL POSTS 1 AND 2

WHEREAS, under the Charter of the City of Lawrenceville, the Georgia Election Code codified at
0O.C.G.A. § 21-2-1 et seq., and the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983, Art. 9, Para. 1. The City of
Lawrenceville shall call a general municipal election to fill the expiring terms of its elected members;

WHEREAS, it appearing that the position of Mayor and two Council Member posts are expiring;
WHEREAS, their successors are required to be elected on the municipal election date set by law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAWRENCEVILLE, A GEORGIA MUNICIPAL
CORPORATION, AND BY THE AUTHORITY OF THE SAME, IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That under and by virtue of the Charter of the City of Lawrenceville, Constitution and
laws of the State of Georgia, a general municipal election be, and it is hereby, called to be held in the City
of Lawrenceville on November 7, 2023, at which election there shall be submitted to the qualified voters
of said City election for the expiring terms of the following offices, to wit:

Mayor (to succeed David Still)
Council Member, Post 1 (to succeed Glenn Martin)
Council Member, Post 2 (to succeed Victoria Jones)

Section 2. That the voting poll shall be opened at 7:00 a.m. and closed at 7:00 p.m. on November
7, 2023. Advanced Voting shall be held every day from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. beginning on Monday,
October 16, 2023, through Saturday, October 28, 2023, and from Monday, October 30, 2023, through
Friday, November 3, 2023. The place for holding municipal elections shall be at Lawrenceville City Hall, 70
South Clayton Street. Said election shall be held in accordance and in conformity with the laws of the
State of Georgia. Computation of votes cast in the November 7 election will be conducted at the time the
poll closes. If no candidate receives a majority of the votes cast, a run-off election shall be held between
the candidates receiving the two highest numbers of votes. Such election shall be held on Tuesday,
December 5, 2023.

Section 3. Qualifying for said offices shall open Monday, August 21, 2023, at 8:30 a.m. and will
close at 4:30 p.m. on Wednesday, August 23, 2023, in the office of the City Clerk located at 70 South
Clayton Street, Lawrenceville, Georgia. Individuals intending to qualify must be a resident of the City of
Lawrenceville for one year prior to the date of the November 7, 2023, election, be a City of Lawrenceville
registered voter and shall remit the qualification fee of $378.00 for Mayor and $306.00 for Council
Member.
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Section 4. That any person whose name is not on the municipal registration list who desires to
vote at said election, he or she shall register on or before 5:00 p.m. October 10, 2023. Any person who is
presently registered as a voter in said City, but who now resides outside the City limits is not eligible to
vote in said election. All duly qualified electors of the City of Lawrenceville, Georgia, are urged to
participate. Those qualified to vote at said election shall be determined in all respects in accordance and
in conformity with the laws of the State of Georgia. Information on voter registration may be obtained
through the Chief Registrar of Gwinnett County, Georgia.

Section 5. That the City shall utilize the ICP Optic Scanning (OS) System to record and tabulate
the respective votes. Absentee Ballots received by mail may be tabulated manually.

Section 6. The Georgia Municipal Election Code requires that the Mayor and Council appoint
certain officials prior to the election — including a Superintendent, Poll Manager, Chief Registrar, and an
Absentee Ballot Clerk. Lawrenceville City Clerk Karen Pierce is hereby appointed to the position of
Municipal Superintendent and Registrar; the Gwinnett Board of Registration and Elections is hereby
appointed Chief Registrar; Jacquelyn Bell is hereby appointed as Assistant Superintendent of Elections and
Absentee Ballot Clerk;

Section 7. That compensation be authorized for poll officials as follows: Poll Manager $35.00 per
hour; Assistant Poll Manager $25.00 per hour; Poll Worker $20.00 per hour;

Section 8. That a notice of the general municipal election be advertised at least 30 days prior to
the date of the election in the legal organ of the City of Lawrenceville and a copy be transmitted to the
Secretary of State’s office pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 21-2-9 and O. C. G.A. § 21-2-70;

Section 9. The Election Superintendent shall take such action as is necessary to properly call the
municipal election scheduled for November 7, 2023, including, but not limited to properly publishing a
public notice to notify the public of said election. The City Clerk and/or Election Superintendent shall take
such other actions as necessary and appropriate to make certain that the election is conducted in
accordance with, and in conformity with, the laws of the State of Georgia, the Lawrenceville City Charter,
and Lawrenceville Ordinances. That the notice of said election shall be in substantially the following form
as the attached Exhibit “A”.

NOTICE OF CITY OF LAWRENCEVILLE
GENERAL MUNICIPAL ELECTION

Pursuant to O. C. G. A. § 21-2-1 et seq. and all other applicable Georgia laws, please be advised that on
November 7, 2023, a general municipal election will be held in the City of Lawrenceville, Georgia, at which
time there will be submitted to the qualified voters of said City for their determination the expiring term
of Mayor (to succeed David Still), Council Member Post 1 (to succeed Glenn Martin), and Council Member
Post 2 (to succeed Victoria Jones).

Those interested in qualifying for said offices should be advised that the respective qualification period
shall run from Monday, August 21, 2023, through Wednesday, August 23, 2023, from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30
p.m. in the office of the City Clerk at Lawrenceville City Hall, located at 70 South Clayton Street,
Lawrenceville, Georgia, 30046.

The registration deadline to vote in this election shall close at 5:00 p.m. October 10, 2023. Any person
who is presently registered as a voter in said City but who now resides outside the city limits is not eligible
to vote in said election. All duly qualified electors of the City of Lawrenceville, Georgia, are urged to
participate. Those qualified to vote at said election shall be determined in all respects in accordance and
in conformity with the State of Georgia. Information on voter registration may be obtained through the
Chief Registrar of Gwinnett County, Georgia.

The election shall be held on Tuesday, November 7, 2023, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.
at Lawrenceville City Hall, 70 South Clayton Street, Lawrenceville, Georgia. Advanced voting shall be held
every day from 9:00 a.m. —5:00 p.m. beginning on Monday, October 16, 2023, through Saturday, October
28, 2023, and from Monday, October 30, 2023, through Friday, November 3, 2023. Absentee voting will
be available per state law. In accordance with the City Charter, the successful candidate(s) will be
determined by majority of votes. If no candidate receives a majority of the votes cast, a run-off election
shall be held between the candidates receiving the two highest number of votes. Such election shall be
held on December 5, 2023, in accordance with state law.

This and all City of Lawrenceville elections are governed by the Elections Code of the State of Georgia and
The City Charter.

El Codigo Electoral Municipal de Georgia exige que el Alcalde y el Consejo designen a
determinados funcionarios antes de las elecciones, entre ellos un Superintendente, un Director de
elecciones, un Jefe de Registro y un Secretario de Votos en Ausencia. Por la presente se nombra a Karen
Pierce, Secretaria Municipal de Lawrenceville, para el cargo de Superintendente Municipal y Encargada
del Registro; a la Junta de Registro y Elecciones de Gwinnett para el cargo de Encargada Principal del
Registro; y a Jacquelyn Bell para el cargo de Superintendente Adjunta de Elecciones y Encargada del
Voto en Ausencia;

Seccidn 7. Que se autorice la remuneracién de los funcionarios electorales de la siguiente manera:
Gerente Electoral $35,00 por hora; Asistente de Gerente Electoral $25,00 por hora; Trabajador Electoral
$20,00 por hora;

Seccién 8. Que se publique un aviso de la eleccion municipal general al menos 30 dias antes de la fecha
de la eleccidén en el érgano legal de la Ciudad de Lawrenceville y se transmita una copia a la oficina del
Secretario de Estado de conformidad con O.C.G.A. § 21-2-9y O.C. G.A. § 21-2-70;

Seccidn 9. El Superintendente de Elecciones tomara las medidas necesarias para convocar
adecuadamente la eleccién municipal programada para el 7 de noviembre de 2023, incluida, entre otras,
la publicacién adecuada de un aviso publico para notificar al publico de dicha eleccidn.

Summary: When the City considers setting its millage rate above the rollback rate the Georgia State
Law requires three public hearings. The City is proposing to set its millage rate at 2.228, which is
0.176 mils above the calculated rollback rate. The rollback rate is calculated to be 2.052. The City
has $4,232,884 budgeted in property taxes based on the millage rate of 2.228.
