ITEM 1, being:

CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL, REJECTION, AMENDED AND/OR POSTPONEMENT OF MINUTES
FROM AUGUST 3, 2023, PARK BOARD MEETING

Commissioner Sallee made the motion, and Commissioner Davison seconded to approve the August 3, 2023, Park
Board minutes. The vote was taken with the following results:

ITEM 2, being:

CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL, REJECTION, AMENDED AND/OR POSTPONEMENT OF
PREVIOUSLY APPROVED COUNCIL ACTIONS

Ms. Veronica Tracy, Recreation Manager, highlighted the previously approved Council actions pertaining to the
Parks and Recreation Department.

The previously approved Council actions are as follows:

e Amendment No. Three to Contract K-1617-113, between the City and Halff Associates in the amount of
$91,750 for additional design services for the Norman Forward Reaves Park Project;

e Amendment No. Five to Contract K-2021-97, between the City and GE Johnson Construction Company in
the amount of $333,876 for the construction management at-risk services for the YFAC;

o RFP-2324-64, between the City and Precision Construction and Contracting in the amount of $208,817 for
the Bentley Park Tennis and Pickleball Courts Project;

e Resolution R-2324-61, transferring $254,250 from the Matoon Property Cleanup Project to Mold
Remediation and Reconstruction account for Mold Remediation of Fire Stations #3 and #7;

e Amendment No. One to Contract K-2324-46, between the City and RDG Planning & Design, Inc., in the
amount of $311,540 for Professional Comprehensive Planning Services related to the Parks Recreation
Trails Master Plan; and

e Contract K-2324-83, for purchase and sale agreement between the City and the Board of Cleveland County
Commissioners for the sale of real property located at 718 N. Porter in Norman.

ITEM 3, being:
FRIENDS OF TREES RECOGNITION TO GRANT RIEGER FROM THE TREE BOARD

Mr. Don Menzie, Chair of the Tree Board, introduced Mr. Grant Rieger to the Board and presented him with the
recognition award for “Friends of Trees”. He said Mr. Rieger completed an Eagle Scout Project at Ruby Grant Park

last fall to include planting three loblolly pines and four shantung maple trees just north of the bathroom buildis 3
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on the west side of Ruby Grant Park (near the playground). Mr. Rieger said he arranged for Grissom Landscape
Nursery to donate the trees & dig the holes and he helped City Staff plant the trees. He said the City provided the
T-posts, straps, and TreeGator bags. Mr. Rieger thanked the City for allowing him this opportunity and Mr. Menzie
for the recognition.

ITEM 4, being:

CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL, REJECTION, AMENDED AND/OR POSTPONEMENT OF LAND OR
FEE IN LIEU OF PARK LAND FOR THE MONTE VISTA ESTATES PUD ADDITION

Mr. James Briggs, Park Development Manager, said the Monte Vista Estates Addition PUD is located on the west
side of 24th Avenue NE and south side of Tecumseh Road. He said this development is proposing 91 lots of R-1 type
housing, requiring .596 acre of park land. Mr. Briggs said this development will yield $6,825 in Neighborhood Park
Development Fees and the same amount in Community Park Development Fees once all the building permits have
been issued. He said the Developer has requested a Fee-in-Lieu of land decision for this project and the proposal
appears to be a better option, as the addition is to be a gated community.

Mr. Briggs said there are two residential neighborhoods west and south of this proposed addition, which have park
land in them. The Park Hill park site and associated green space is a private park land decision from years ago;
while the Deerfield Addition is home to a large public park that has been developed and opened over 13 years.
Mr. Briggs said the fees collected for this addition would be assigned to the Deerfield Park development account,
since it 1s the closest public park that is within the same square miles as Monte Vista Estates PUD. He said the
Deerfield Park funds collected over the years will one day be combined with the Norman Forward Neighborhood
Park Improvement Project funds and when it is time to make upgrades to Deerfield Park, Staff will survey the
surrounding residents to help guide what improvements they would like to be completed. Mr. Briggs said Staff
recommends a fee-in-lieu of land decision for the Monte Vista Estates Addition PUD.

Commissioner Sheriff made the motion, and Commissioner Moxley seconded to approve a fee-in-lieu of land decision
for the Monte Vista Estates Addition PUD.

ITEM 5, being:

CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL, REJECTION, AMENDED AND/OR POSTPONEMENT OF LAND OR
FEE IN LIEU OF PARK LAND FOR THE CRIMSON FLATS PUD ADDITION

Mr. James Briggs, Park Development Manager, said the Crimson Flats PUD is located north of Imhoff Road and
east of Oakhurst Avenue and contains 75 units of PUD multi-family residential zoning. He said when it develops
there will be a total required park land dedication of .3319 acres. Mr. Briggs said this development would yield
$5,625 in Neighborhood Park Development fees and the same in Community Park Development fees once all the
building permits have been issued. He said the Park Board previously reviewed this development in August, 2008
and at that time the proposed development was for this same number of units for senior living. Mr. Briggs said that
plat has expired and this new plat (and new name) is for family housing, instead of senior living. He said this
development is approximately %4 mile south of the Oakhurst Park, which is a public park; and less than a mile from
Woodcreek Park. Mr. Briggs said in 2008, a private park decision was made for the Crimson Creek PUD and Staff
recommends that the Park Board renew their original decision for this development, the Crimson Flats PUD
Addition.

Commissioner Sallee made the motion, and Commissioner Ross seconded to approve accept a private park land
decision for the Crimson Flats PUD.

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ITEM 6, being:

ANNUAL PRESENTATION FROM HEALTHY LIVING

Ms. Claire Dowers-Nichols, Executive Director Healthy Living Norman, presented to the Board. She said the Adult
Wellness and Education (AWE) will open in November; therefore, no financial information was provided to include
Balance Sheet, Profit and Lost, and Annual Budget. She said Healthy Living Norman has had numerous
community presentations and meetings with various stakeholders. Ms. Dowers-Nichols said she has been hiring
staff and introduced Ms. Katherine Leidy, Branch Manager. She said Healthy Living staff has been recruiting
members, founding members (three-year membership paid upfront for $1,000) and corporate sponsors as well as
other fundraising efforts.

Ms. Dowers-Nichols said the membership fees are $35 for individuals per month; adult (same household) couples are
$60 per month; there will not be any enrollment fees and/or signed contracts and month-to-month memberships will
be available. She said to date, 50 members have signed up at the AWE. Ms. Dowers-Nichols said both Renew Active
(United Healthcare/Optum) and Silver Sneakers have confirmed they will accept AWE memberships on their
insurance plans. She said there will be a sliding scale based on Federal Poverty Guidelines stating a local group is
raising funds to assist those in need. Ms. Dowers-Nichols said the Young Family Foundation has graciously donated
$10,000 to fund one-year AWE memberships for those seniors who are current Senior Center users.

Ms. Dowers-Nichols said the AWE website is live and offers the capability for member(s) to sign-up. She said
membership forms are also available at the current senior center and at the Parks and Recreation Department.
Ms. Dowers-Nichols said Healthy Living Norman brochures have been printed and distributed at various places in
Norman and the Healthy Living Norman Facebook page continues to provide program updates.

Ms. Dowers-Nichols highlighted the projected first year budget reflecting $535,000 in revenues and $527,000 in
expenses. She said a LLC Advisory Board has been formed which includes five Norman residents and highlighted
the 501(c)(3) Board Members and their leadership. She said she would be putting together a Membership Advisory
Board soon to help with the day-to-day operations and programs at the new facility.

Staff said the opening dates for the AWE are as follows:

% Ribbon-Cutting will be on November 13, 2023 at 11:00 a.m. and include food trucks, demonstrations

throughout building and facility tours.

Commissioner Sheriff asked whether meals will be served at the new facility or continue to be served at the current
Senior Center and Ms. Dowers-Nichols said the meals will be served at the current facility until December 11th and
then only prepared at the current facility, but brought to and served at the AWE. Ms. Veronica Tracy, Recreation
Manager, said the current facility will remain open until January 1, 2024, and then the Mary Abbott House will
begin using the facility, except for the kitchen and dining room areas.

The Board acknowledged the presentation.

ITEM 7, being:
ANNUAL PRESENTATION FROM NORMAN YOUTH AND SOCCER ASSOCIATION

Mr. Chris Vinson, Board President, Norman Youth Soccer Association (NYSA), gave an annual presentation to the
Board. A written report, including financial information, was provided to the Board before the meeting.

Mr. Vinson said NYSA currently has about 2,800 participants and offers three youth soccer leagues to include
Recreational, Academy, and Competitive. He said 300 teams will play about 2,600 games in each of the Fall 2023
and Spring 2024 seasons. Mr. Vinson said NYSA annually issues approximately $16,000 in recreational
scholarships and $150,000 in academy and competitive scholarships. He said NYSA hosts tournaments throughout
the year as fundraising projects which help provide their teams the opportunity to complete in a local venue as well
as provide tax revenue to the City of Norman via lodging, meals and other travel expenditures.
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Mr. Vinson said the Norman Forward Griffin Park ribbon-cutting took place on September 16, and the event marked
the completion of the project’s final phase. He said the project added new soccer fields, renovated exiting soccer
fields, improved parking facilities and upgraded road infrastructure. He said Griffin Park is a special place in the
Norman Community and the enhancements to the park will allow NYSA to offer exceptional recreation space as well
as host larger tournaments.

The Board acknowledged the presentation.

ITEM 8, being:
ANNUAL PRESENTATION FROM THE PUBLIC ART COMMITTEE OF THE NORMAN ARTS COUNCIL

Ms. Erinn Gavaghan, Executive Director, with the Norman Arts Council (NAC) gave an annual presentation to the
Board and financial information was provided prior to the meeting. She highlighted the completed and future
Norman Forward Art Project, stating that the public art for NF Projects is made possible through the Norman
Forward 1% for Art Program. Ms. Gavaghan showed pictures depicting each of the art pieces, provided the artist’s
name and gave a brief description of the art, stating each was carefully thought out to compliment the park and/or
building where it is, or will be placed to include:

e Splash installed at Westwood Swim Complex and dedicated on December 7, 2017,
e  Prairie Wind installed at Norman Public Library East Branch and dedicated June 28, 2018;
e Unbound installed at Norman Public Library and dedicated on June 28, 2018;

o Triptych installed at Ruby Grant Park and dedicated December 4, 2020; and

e In their Words installed at Andrews Park and dedicated November 12, 2021

Ms. Gavaghan said future Norman Forward art projects include:

Elevate the Game will be installed at the Young Family Athletic Facility (YFAC) and dedicated this fall;
Emergence will be installed at the Adult Wellness and Education (AWE) Center in January/February, 2024;
Home Run Mechan is scheduled to be installed soon at Reaves Park and dedicated in November, 2023; and
Windrose will be installed at Griffin Park late March, 2024 and will be dedicated shortly after

Ms. Gavaghan said public art will be placed at the James Garner and Flood Street roundabout; however, it is too
soon to announce any specifics, stating the piece has been selected, but the approval process is not complete. She
showed the Board a map depicting the area where the art will go and said the proposed art will complement the area
very well. Ms. Gavaghan said a mural titled “Circle of Inclusion”, will soon be painted along the hallway in the City
of Norman Development Center Building. She showed a picture of the proposed mural and said NAC is working to
incentivize Norman businesses to install murals to promote art and inclusion within the community.

Ms. Gavaghan said Sound Trekking will be coming soon to Andrews Park and run through Fall, 2025. She said
Sound Trekking is site-specific GPS-activated and completely guided by the user. Participants will download an app
and wander the 20 acres of winding paths and surrounding trails, experiencing a world of music, spoken word and
sound design created for the very spot where they stand in the park. She showed a map depicting the “secret” guide
trail(s) through the park and encouraged everyone to check it out.

Ms. Gavaghan said NAC has identified art projects that need to be removed, repaired and replaced to include Samo
Duckys in parks and bike racks throughout the City.

The Board acknowledged the report.

ITEM 9, being:
UPDATE REGARDING PUBLIC FIXTURE PERMITTING IN CITY PARKS

Ms. Bethany Grissom, Park Planner, said Staff brought forth options regarding public fixture permitting in City
Parks at the September Park Board meeting and the Board requested Staff to bring a draft permit application
forward for review. She distributed a proposed draft application and said any individual or group that would like to
donate and/or dedicate amenities and plaques in City Parks would need to submit the application and obtain
approval to include scout projects, the Adopt-A-Park program and/or install public outreach fixtures.
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Ms. Grissom asked the Board if they had any questions or suggestions. Commissioner Usry asked if Staff talked to
legal about the draft application and process and Ms. Grissom said yes. Commissioner Ross asked whether public
art will have to submit an application and Staff said yes. Ms. Grissom said each applicant will need to submit a one
year maintenance plan with the application and if they do not maintain what was installed, the City can remove
their amenity/plaque/garden etc. Chair Wright asked how the public would be aware of this new permit requirement
and Staff said applicants would be made aware of the process when contacting our office requesting to install
something in a park. Commissioner Sheriff asked if this application would address food pantries and Ms. Grissom
said yes. Ms. Grissom said staff will review the applications and the Parks and Recreation Director would
approve/disapprove the requests, consulting the legal department if and when necessary. She said if a permit
application is approved by Staff, it will be presented to the Park Board for approval as well.

ITEM 10, being:
NORMAN FORWARD UPDATE
Ms. Veronica Tracy, Recreation Manager gave an update on the Norman Forward Projects.

Norman Forward Halfway Celebration

Ms. Tracy said City leaders and Norman community members celebrated the halfway point of the 15-year Norman
Forward initiative on October 19th at the Adult Wellness and Education (AWE) Center. She said the city has
completed 90% of the projects under the initiative since it was approved eight years ago. This initiative not only
helps improve the lives of Norman citizens but also inspires them to keep doing more for the community.

Young Family Athletic Center

Ms. Tracy said construction continues and finishes are happening throughout the Young Family Athletic Center
(YFAC). She said the Norman Regional Hospital space is coming along nicely as well. Ms. Tracy said the Winter
league youth basketball will begin in January and a ribbon cutting is scheduled on February 19, 2024, so that
Trae Young can take part in the celebration.

Adult Wellness and Education Center

Ms. Tracy said millwork is being installed and furniture is being delivered at the Adult Wellness and Education
Center (AWE). She said the fitness equipment will be installed next week. A Temporary Occupancy has been issued
so Healthy Living staff can start moving in and getting ready for the November 13th ribbon-cutting. Ms. Tracy said
a VIP Fundraiser is scheduled for November 9th when those in attendance can purchase silent auction items and
tour the facility.

Griffin Park

Mr. Wade Thompson, Parks Manager, said the Griffin Park ribbon cutting was on September 16th and the all the
fields are ready for play. He said the High Meadows and 12th Avenue road construction began this week and will be
finished in mid-November.

Bentley Park

Mr. Briggs said the tennis courts will be constructed soon and the shelter footing will be poured later this month.
Additional work for this new neighborhood park include a new playground, walking trails, basketball half-court,
picnic shelter and all associated park furniture and signage.

ITEM 11, being:
DIVISIONAL UPDATES

Ms. Veronica Tracy, Recreation Manager, highlighted the October activities for recreation to include the Outdoor
Movies Series showing of Hocus Pocus at Lions Park on October 13th. She said the Annual International Festival is
October 14th at Reaves Park from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm and said there will be a variety of international cuisines, live
music and guest speakers. The @Legacy Concert Series continues on October 20t from 7:00 pm to 10:00 pm
featuring Rainbows Are Free and Helen Kelter Skelter. Citizens are encouraged to dress up in the favorite
Halloween costumes and enjoy the music, food trucks and drinks from local breweries. The Zombie Run is
October 28th at Ruby Grant Park. The Off-Road 5k and 1-mile Fun Run will begin at 6:00 pm. and after the race,

participants can enjoy snacks, fun and dancing at the picnic pavilion.

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Mr. Wade Thompson, Parks Manager, said Staff is helping assist with the Parks and Recreation Division events and
continue to install the annual Christmas Lights throughout the City.

Mr. James Briggs, Park Development Manager, said Staff held a community meeting at Fall Lakeview Park on
September 28th after the community contacted Staff stating the park was in need of repairs. He said Staff is
preparing work plans for this neighborhood park to include new playground equipment because the current one is
obsolete. Mr. Briggs said the contractor has begun work in Sutton Wilderness to improve the southern trail spur in
the park that connects down to Griffin Park along its western edge by fixing low/washed out areas, adding drainage
structures and topping the trail with decomposed granite (like the rest of the Sutton Wilderness trail). They will also
be constructing a 12-car addition to the trailhead parking lot off 12th Avenue in the coming months, using project
funding attained from the Recreational Trails Grant program operated by the State of Oklahoma Department of
Tourism and Recreation (80% of the project costs).

BACKGROUND:

On February 26, 2019, the Norman Municipal Authority entered into Contract Number K-1819-
105 for the exclusive sale of Pepsi products at the Westwood Family Aquatic Center and the
Westwood Golf Course. Pepsi Co.’s incentive package included a year-one signing bonus of
$10,000 and a developmental fund payment of $7,000 annually in years two, three, four, and
five. Additiona! incentives include 200 cases of free water, rebates of $1.00 per gallon of
fountain syrup purchased, and $2.00 per case of 20 0z. bottles purchased. The total incentive
package from Pepsi Co. is $38,000 spread over five years.

DISCUSSION:

This incentive payment is for $348 in rebates for purchasing Pepsi products sold at Westwood.
The rebate incentive will be used for restaurant equipment upgrades to the concession area
and kitchen.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the NMA and City accept the incentive payment of $348 from the Pepst
Beverage Company to be deposited into Westwood Fund, Concession-Restaurant revenue
account (#297-345611). City staff further recommends appropriation of those funds to the
Minor Equipment account (#29770035-43609) for various concession area improvements at
the Westwood Golf Course Giill.

FOR CHILDREN AND FAMILIES TO OPERATE AND PROVIDE BOYS
AND GIRLS CLUB PROGRAMMING AT THE REAVES PARK CENTER.

BACKGROUND: In July 2023, the Parks and Recreation Department released Request for
Proposal #2324-8 to solicit proposals for community programming within the Reaves Park
Center located at 121 East Constitution Street. The Reaves Park Center most recently served
as a construction office for the construction company working on the Reaves Park Norman
Forward Renovation. When the construction company vacated the facility in Spring of 2023, the
Parks and Recreation Department desired to solicit an operator to activate the area and bridge
programming gaps in the Norman community.

DISCUSSION: The City received one proposal for operations at the Reaves Park Center from
the Center for Children and Families, Inc. (CCFl). CCFI has served families in Norman since
1969 and currently operates youth programming at numerous locations in Norman.

CCFI's proposal included operations of a Boys and Girls Club site for teens at the Reaves Park
Center. Within the Reaves Park Center, CCFI intends to create a teaching kitchen, while also
providing high school students with recreational and quiet spaces that will allow them to have a
separate space from school age children to have a meal, complete their homework, and socialize
with friends.

The City Attorney’s Office has worked with the Parks and Recreation Departmeni as well as
CCFI to draft a contract with an initial ferm of one year. Per the contract, the term may be
automatically renewed up to four additional years. CCF! will pay for electricity for the facility,
except during April and July due to the City’s use of the area. The City will pay for water usage.
Any alterations to the facility desired by CCF! will be funded by CCFI after approval by the City.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of Contract K-2324-74, an agreement
between The City of Norman and The Center for Children and Families to operate and provide
Boys and Girls Club programming at the Reaves Park Center.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement is a contract, made and entered into this day of , 2023
by and between the City of Norman, a municipal corporation, hereinafter called the "City," and
the Center for Children and Families, Inc., a non-profit corporation, hereinafter called "CCFL"

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of public property: in Cleveland County, Oklahoma, known as
Reaves Park Center located on the southwest corner of Reaves Park and is bordered by Jenkins
Avenue and Constitution Street.

WHEREAS, the City recognizes the importance of programs and activities that respond to cultural
and economic diversity of the area for the further benefit of the health, safety and welfare of the
residents of said City.

WHEREAS, CCF], a United Way Agency of Normian, has served children and families in Norman
since 1969.

WHEREAS, CCFI provides for the operation of the Boys and Girls Club of Norman.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein contained, the
parties hereto agree to the use of the Reaves Center, for the operation of Boys and Girls Club of
Norman programing, as follows:

(1)  The City hereby grants the right and privilege to CCFI fo use, for the purpose stated, the
following described property, to-wit:

That area of the Reaves Park grounds which surround and contain the building identified as
the Reaves Park Center, 121°E. Constitution Street, Norman, OK.73069.

To have and to hold for a term of one (1) year from the date of the execution of this lease.
Thereafter, and subject to appropriation, this Agreement shall automatically renew on the
anniversary of the Effective Date for as many as four successive Terms of equal duration upon the
same general terms and conditions contained in this Agreement, or until such time as this lease
may be terminated as provided herein, whichever date occurs first

day of December each year of this Agreement. In lieu of additional monetary payment for use of
the building and grounds, CCFI agrees to contribute obligations, services and improvements to
the Reaves Park Center, which CCFI deems as appropriate in its sole discretion, as follows:

CCFI may equip the existing kitchen area as needed.

CCFI may remode] the building as needed to make it usable for its programming.

(b) CCFI shall not make any alterations, additions or improvements to the property without first
notifying the City Manager or his designee, the Director of Parks and Recreation, who shall act
as the agent of the City Council for purposes of achieving mutual agreement on alterations,
additions, or improvements to the property. Agreement on alterations, additions, or
improvements to the property shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed.

(¢) No liens may be imposed or claims asserted against the property; therefore, the ongoing
agreements for any alterations, improvements, or additions shall include the specific provision
with regard to the method and timing of payment. At all stages, it shall be the responsibility of
CCFI to secure lien releases from materials, contractors, and subcontractors prior to beginning
any new work. CCFI shall make prompt and regular reports of any such improvements to the
Director of Parks and Recreation, or upon his reasonable request pertaining thereto.

(d) Any such permanent improvements made to the building or grounds shall remain the property
of the City, and CCFI shall have no claim to them or to compensation for their reasonable value
or the enhanced value of the property.

(3)  CCFI agrees to pay 100% of all electrical costs for the use of the Reaves Park Center 10
months out of the year, excluding April and July. Payment shall be made on a monthly basis within
30 days of invoice received from the City.

(4) It is agreed between the parties hereto that the purpose of operating the Reaves Park Center
is to provide Boys and Girls Club related activities in compliance with CCFI policies and
procedures. CCFI will not make or suffer any unlawful, improper, nuisance or offensive use of
the premises, or any use or occupancy thereof contrary to any law or regulation, or any ordinance
of City, now or hereafter made, which shall be either a public or private nuisance as those terms
are defined in Oklahoma law, or which shall be injurious to any person or property, or which
shall be liable to endanger or affect any insurance on the property or to increase the premium
thereof, Furthermore, CCFI shall not store or allow to be stored on the premises any explosives,
flammable materials, hazardous substances, dangerous materials, illegal drugs, contraband, or
waste materials. Further, CCFI shall ensure that it adequately trains its employees and volunteers
regarding these requirements.

(5) CCFI shall comply with all zoning regulations, code enforcement. regulations, signage
regulations and other laws of the U.S. Government, the Statc of Oklahoma and the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Norman, Oklahoma.

(6) CCFI agrees to indemnify and hold the City harmless from and against all liability for
injuries or death to persons, legal expense or damage to property caused by CCFI’s use of said
property, its right and pr1v1lege or that of its agerits or employees; provided, however, that CCFT
shall not be liable for injury, damage or loss occasioned by the sole negligence of the City, its
agents or employees; and provided further that the City shall give to CCFI prompt and timely
notice of any claim or suit instituted, which in any way directly or indirectly, contingently or
otherwise, affects or might affect CCFI, and CCFI shall have the right to compromise and defend
the same to the extent of it§ own interest.

(7) CCFI shall, at its own expense, keep in force insurance of the following types, naming the
City as co-insured, and in not less than the following amounts, issued by a company ot
companies licensed to do business in Oklahoma and is of sound and adequate financial
responsibility, against all Habilities for accidents arising out of or in' ¢onhection with CCFI’s use
of said right and privilege, except when caused by the City's negligence or that of its agents or
employees, and shall furnish to the City certificates evidencing such insurance subject to the
limitations set forth above in respect to the City's sole negligence and CCFI shall furnish a
certificate fo the effect that such insurance shall not be changed or cancelled without ten (10)
days prior notice to the City, said notice shall be written and shall be given by CCFI, to wit:

CCFI s‘:hall ‘prov'ida an overall schedule to the Parks and Recreation Department of
regularly scheduled programming, as well as dates of special events and other
seasonal events.

This contract neither authorizes nor forbids such disciplinary measures as may be
necessary to maintain order at events and programs of CCFIL. CCFI’s enforcement
of the rules of its own programs are hot authorized, sanctioned or endorsed by the
City, and shall not serve as a basis for a suit against the City, its officers or

CCFTagrees that the City has the right of first refusal for-any dates or times that
the Center is open and not being used by CCFI for its programming, The City will
require full use of the Center every July 3, 4 and 5% during the term of this
contract.

BACKGROUND:

In October 2015, Norman citizens passed the NORMAN FORWARD initiative, funding various
quality-of-life projects through a one-half percent (%) sales tax increase over fifteen (15) years.
The NORMAN FORWARD initiative included authorization for a project to construct a new
Senior Citizen's Recreation Center. After ongoing community input, the project's scope was
expanded into a Senior Wellness Center, later named the Adult Wellness and Education Center
(AWE).

The AWE will be located on City-owned land on the southeast corner of Norman Regional Heaith
System's (NRHS) Porter Wellness Village, off North Findlay Avenue. The new AWE wili include
an indoor, heated saltwater pool with lap swimming, water walking, and hydrotherapy seating;
an indoor walking track and training space; a fitness classroom area; lounge and game rooms;
both wet and dry craft areas; a smali prep and demonstration kitchen; and multipurpose rooms
that can be used for eating, events, classes, theatrical plays, games, and much more.

The property on which the AWE project is located is directly adjacent, to the east, of property
owned by the Norman Regional Hospital Authority d/b/a Norman Regional Health System
(NRHS) and subject to a long-term lease by NRHS to NEP Norman, LP ("NEP Parcel"). As a
long-term ground lessee, NEP has construcied a structure on the NEP Parcel and coordinated
with the City of Norman regarding construction of a fire circulation drive for the joint use and
benefit of the City Parcel and NEP Parcel.

On October 10, 2023, the City Council approved Contract K-2324-84 Compensation Agreement
with NEP Norman, LP for AWE Center Fire Circulation Drive Construction. The Agreement
provided that NEP is responsible to pay fifty percent (50%) of the construction cost associated
with the portion of the Fire Circulation Drive that sits on the City Parcel. NEP’s share of the
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construction cost under the Agreement was $37,609.76. The City deposited these funds in the
General Fund revenue account Reimbursements-Refunds-Miscellaneous General (Account =
109-365251). An appropriation is needed to move the funds into the AWE project budget. ( )

Staff Recommendation for
University North Park Entertainment District Addition PUD

University North Park Entertainment District (UNPED) Addition PUD is located in a part of Section 14,
Township 9 North, Range 3 West of the Indian Meridian and is located north of Rock Creek Road, between
Intestate-35 and 24" Avenue NW—extending over half a mile north of Rock Creek. The UNPED PUD is
located directly north of the existing commercial shopping developments in this same strip of land between
I-35 and 24™ Avenue (see map).

This preliminary plat includes a large sports arena and many associated commercial developments in the
southern half of the property. The northern half (north of Radius Way) includes a mix of residential uses,
with a total of 97 single-family lots and 750 units of multifamily housing. At this density, the addition
would generate a public parkland dedication requirement of 3.9541 acres. A private park development
would be twice the public amount, or 7.9082 acres. When completed, the Addition will generate $63,525
in Neighborhood Park Development Fees, and the same amount in Community Park Development Fees. A
private park decision would only collect the Community Park Fees.

The developer would like to pursue a private park decision, and to that effect has asked the city to consider
only the open space available throughout the residential northern half of the development to satisfy this
requirement. These spaces total 7.94 acres, and include the open area around the neighborhood clubhouse
property (not the indoor space, nor the pool—which cannot be counted, as-per the Park Land Dedication
Ordinance), as well as land shown as open/green in several large traffic islands, un-developed odd-shaped
lots, easements and walking space around the proposed ponds. The letter of proposal from the developer
includes a description of the park-like features they propose in these areas. Most of these will be walking
trails, landscaped seating areas, and picnicking spaces, besides the aforementioned clubhouse block and
usable land around that amenity. They also include in their letter a description of the open space included
in the southern half of the development, which includes an additional 9.1 acres of green space. Most of that
space is landscape areas, but it is proposed to also include shaded seating, walking paths (around ponds and
connecting the different use zones) and outdoor urban-style festival spaces around the arena. Again, the
private park proposal is only counting the park-like spaces in the norther half; however, the entire plat is
being considered for development, so any additional green/recreational outdoor space may be considered as
a way to satisfy the ordinance. Ultimately, there will be approximately 17 acres of such space in the plat, as
awhole. Indoor spaces like the residential clubhouse and the entertainment arena itself are not included.

Together, the private parkland areas will equal more than double the amount of public parkland that would
be required for this addition. Additionally, the developer has committed to making park-like improvements
in the private parkland in the north half of UNPED. The southern half will include the open spaces
indicated in the letter, along with other urban/commercial land spaces that can be staged up for outdoor
entertainment and festival or special event space, depending on what final development looks like. The
layout of the PUD is intended to be a walkable area for the residents living at UNPED to be able to travel
from their homes to the free recreation spaces as well as the commercial entertainment areas.

Staff is in favor of a private park decision for the University North Park Entertainment District Addition
PUD, provided that a combination of active and passive space is included in the planning of the private
parkland.

Residential Open Space (Development Areas 1 and 2 | Single- and Multi-Family Areas)

The residential open space is intended to utilize functional outdoor spaces that will offer a wide range of
uses that will enhance amenities. and create an interconnected neighborhood. The centralized open
spaces will include trails, sidewalks, benches, and other pedestrian amenities, along with areas for passive
seating and gathering in lawns and shaded seating areas. Water features, such as the amenity areas
between the multi-family buildings, will include fountains to circulate standing water. The open space
around the amenity areas and in the pocket parks will similarly include areas of respite, garden areas
focusing on landscaping and seasonal color, and flexible areas for active or passive use. Additionally, a
trail will circle the detention ponds and connect to the residential areas. Buffer areas will use landscape,
berms, and planting areas to soften the edges of the street, provide separation between the street and
sidewalks, and buffer ground floor units from the street. All streets will include sidewalks that connect the
residential area to the larger district. Trees will be planted as formal and regular street planting and in
clusters to create a naturalistic feel within the open space areas to enhance pedestrian comfort and shade
people spaces and parking areas.

Residential Open Space Calculations:

Per the City of Norman Municipal Code Article 30-704(d), the developer may choose to dedicate land for
park or open space to a private property owners association.

Item 3.
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Entertainment District Open Space (Development Area 3)

Open space in the Entertainment District will be appropriate for a high foot traffic, mixed-use district. As
such the open space areas in plazas and active zones will be designed to accommodate a wide range of
activities. These spaces will be flexible, designed with shade trees, seating walls and areas, lighting, and
staging areas. On the private drives, smaller planting areas will include opportunities for seasonal color,
native and adapted plantings, and other low-scale plants that soften the street space, create a buffer
between the street and sidewalk, and delineate pedestrian crossing areas. Similar to the residential area,
the buffer areas offer a change to soften the neighborhood and provide shaded pedestrian connectivity.
Finally, the detention pond will be an area to include trails, benches, shaded seating areas and a defined
trail loop that connects to the larger pedestrian network of the district.

Approximate Entertainment District Open Space area provided per the Preliminary Site Development
Plan: 9.1+ acres.

Conclusion

The Park Land Area, as presented on the University North Park Entertainment District Preliminary Plat and
Preliminary Site Development Plan, complies with the Private Park Land Area Requirements as set forth

in City of Norman Municipal Code Article 30-VIl — Public Park Land Dedication.

Staff Recommendation for
Sooner Village Addition PUD

Sooner Village Addition PUD is located in the southwest % of Section 8, Township 8 North, Range 2 West
of the Indian Meridian and is located at the southeast corner of the intersection of State Highway 9 and
Jenkins Avenue—across the highway from National Weather Center (see map).

This preliminary plat includes a variety of uses, including a gas/convenience store at the highway
intersection, areas of mixed commercial space, self-storage units, office/warehouse area, a hotel and some

residential property. The residential areas are a mix of townhomes, apartments and duplexes (see site plan).

A total of 211 units is proposed, as indicated on the open space plan calculation. Based on this unit count,
the development would generate a public parkland dedication requirement of 0.9337 acre at this density. A
private park development would be twice the public amount, or 1.8674 acres. The development will
generate $15,825 in Neighborhood Park Development Fees, and the same amount in Community Park
Development Fees. A private park decision would only collect the Community Park Fees.

The developer would like to pursue a private park decision, and has shown several acres of open space
and/or private park land on the preliminary plat that could satisfy this request. However, some of the open
space is classified as blue line stream areas and/or detention ponds, which cannot count as park land. Most
of that land is along the edges of the development. The areas that are shown as Private Park Land and the
areas in the Open Spaces A, B, and C, which have the least amount of pond and stream land do exceed the
requirement for private park land. These areas are currently planned to have walking trails, outdoor sport
areas (volleyball, basketball, etc) and an area for a playground and picnicking, which will be available for
residents. The total amount of land in the Private Park Land and Open Spaces A-C on the plat proposal is
approximately 10.85 acres. The developer will be required to provide proof of all park development costs
equal to or greater than that which the city would have collected in park fees when building permits are
issued in the future.

This PUD is in an area that is isolated from other public parks to a large extent. The nearest park is Eagle
CIiff; however, there is no sidewalk or street that leads to that neighborhood without traveling along
Highway 9 for most of the route. This is why staff is not in favor of a fee-in-lieu of land for this
development. Any funds used to improve Eagle CIiff would not be readily accessible by the residents
living in Sooner Village.

Staff is in favor of a private park decision for the Sooner Village Addition PUD, provided that a
combination of active and passive space is included in the planning of the private parkland.
