ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 22-92, PARKING IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS AND SECTION 22-94,
PROHIBITED PARKING

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Oelwein, lowa, as follows:

Section 1. That the General Ordinances of the City of Oelwein adopted July 1, 2012 be amended
by deleting Section 22-92 in it’s entirety and replacing it as follows:

1. It shall be unlawful to park or cause to be parked any vehicle on the streets in residential
areas in the city, except as follows:

On non-arterial streets: Parking is allowed on both sides of any street thirty-two feet (32’) or
more in width, unless otherwise prohibited; on one side of streets twenty-five feet (25’) to thirty-one
feet (31’), inclusive, in width, unless otherwise prohibited; no parking is allowed on either side of streets
less than twenty-five feet (25’) in width. Except parking shall be permitted on the south side of 6™ Street
Southeast in the 10 and 100 Block thereof, unless otherwise prohibited or within twenty-five feet (25’)
of the intersection of 6™ Street Southeast and South Frederick or 15 Avenue Southeast. On arterial
streets: Parking is allowed on both sides of any street thirty-eight feet (38’) or more in width, unless
otherwise prohibited; on one side of streets thirty-one feet (31’) to thirty-seven feet (37’), inclusive, in
width, unless otherwise prohibited; no parking is allowed on either side of streets less than thirty-one
feet (31’) in width.

Width means the distance from inside curb line to inside curb line, and the foregoing makes nine
foot (9’) traffic lanes and seven foot (7’) parking lanes on non-arterial streets and twelve foot (12’) traffic
lanes and seven foot (7’) parking lanes on arterial streets.

2. Trailers, boat on trailer, semi-trailers and other non-motorized vehicles of any type and size
shall not be parked on any street in a residential district, except as herein provided and excepting
bicycles. Such vehicles may park for the purpose of loading or unloading or making local deliveries, but
in no instance shall such activity exceed a period of thirty (30) minutes. This section applies to
unattached non-motorized trailers/vehicles.

2. Motor vehicles of any type that exceed seven feet (7') in height or eight feet (8') in width
shall not be parked on any street in a residential district, except as herein provided. Such vehicles
may park for the purpose of loading or unloading or making local deliveries, but in no event shall said
activity exceed a period of thirty (30) minutes.

4. Commercial vehicles which transport detonable materials or flammable solids, liquids and
gases
shall not be parked on any street in a residential district, except for the purpose of making local
deliveries.

5. A roll-off dumpster, wheeled dumpster, or other type of bulk refuse storage container shall
not be placed upon the street in a residential district. An exception may be granted if the site is
surveyed and approved by the building department. If approved by the building the department, the
container must have adequate reflective material upon it and safety cones placed on each end of the
container.

Time exceptions may be granted by the Chief of Police or his/her designee.

Section 2. That the General Ordinances of the City of Oelwein adopted July 1, 2012 be amended
by adding Section 22-94 (16) as follows:

16. Long Vehicles: It shall be unlawful for any vehicle, including an automobile, motor truck,
carrier, van, stock trailer, motor home (RV camper), bus or other vehicle of any kind more than twenty
feet (20’) in length to stop, park, or be left standing upon any street except for the purpose of loading or
unloading, and then only so long as is necessary for loading or unloading and not to exceed thirty (30)
minutes at any one time.

City Leaders

First | would like to thank you for serving the city of Oelwein. It is not the easiest job in the world and even though
the people of Oelwein and the city council do not always agree | know you have the best for Oelwein in mind.

The reason | write is about your new parking ordinance. There are a couple of things | would like you to consider
modifying.

The time limit you have established for loading unloading is 30 minutes. | think this is way too short in some
instances. Many of the vehicles driven by utilities and members of the service industry are over the limits you have
imposed. The typical install time for Cable TV, Dish, Direct TV, or Telephone runs around an hour if all goes well and
can extend longer depending on the size of the install. An Electrician, Carpenter or Plumber could be at a house for
over 8 hours in a day and | saw no exemption for utility trucks or service vehicles. | do not think the intent is to
make it difficult for businesses to do business in Oelwein. It would be a sad event for someone new to move to
Oelwein and have their moving truck show up to unload and a neighbor calls the police because the truck has been
there for 31 minutes and they are not even % unloaded. An encounter with the local police department on your first
day in Oelwein would not be an ideal situation and would tend to paint Oelwein negatively. Almost every camper
would exceed the size limits you have imposed and loading a camper for a week or two trip could very easily take
over 30 minutes and result in a visit from the local police department because a neighbor complains. Theses are a
few loading unloading situations that will occur on occasion and a citation for any of them would be sad. The reason
| mention a neighbor in this is we all know those who consider it their duty to report any perceived infraction on
anyone or everyone.

The size limits you have listed as the vehicles allowed to park on the streets could stop many pickups and SUV’s
from being allowed to park on the streets of Oelwein, not to mention the service vehicles that many of the citizens
of Oelwein drive home every night from their job to allow them to respond quicker to outages or service issues.
Parking service vehicles in the municipal parking lots opens them up to theft and damage by wayward individuals.
The size issue combined with the time limit would stop any individual that drives a vehicle in the performance of
their job from stopping at their home for their one hour lunch break without breaking the standards set forth by this
ordinance.

| understand where you are coming from and | saw where the Chief of Police can make exceptions but do we want
him to be bothered continually with this and if an exception is made for one and not another we open the city up for
a litigation situation though the courts.

| have not seen the results of the meeting of December 23 so you may have resolved all of my concerns already and
if so I thank you for your forethought.

| have not made any suggestions as to the length of time or the size limits as | think the subject deserves discussion
about what is considered reasonable and do any additional exceptions need to be added.

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ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING OELWEIN CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER 3 ARTICLE IX AND CHAPTER 21
PARKS VIOLATIONS

BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Oelwein, lowa, as follows:

Section 1. That the General Ordinances of the City of Oelwein adopted July 1, 2012, be amended by
Replacing Section 3-172, Section 3-174, Section 3-175 with the following

Section 3-172. DUTIES OF THE BOARD.

The Park and Recreation Commission shall have the power and authority to and shall perform
the following duties:

1. The Commission may participate in the fee schedule, long-term capital improvements and
budgeting process with the Park Superintendent and Recreation Programmer to make
recommendations to the City Administrator for the annual line item budget of all anticipated fiscal year
revenues and expenditures. This budget, with the recommendation of the City Administrator shall be
subject to final approval by the Council.

2. Review and recommend to the City Council policies for the operations of all functions under
the jurisdiction of the Park and Recreation Commission.

3. Advocate and promote park and recreation activities which will benefit all citizens of
Oelwein, lowa.

4. Adopt rules and regulations for controlling the use of park and recreation facilities and
activities associated therewith, which rules and regulations shall not be inconsistent with any State law
or local ordinance.

5. Cooperate with the Board of the Oelwein Community School District, other Commissions,
Boards and civic groups to expand and improve the parks and recreation programs, with minimum cost
to the citizens of Oelwein, lowa.

Section 3-174. MEETINGS.

The Park and Recreation Commission shall hold regular bi-monthly meetings during the months
of January, March, May, July, September, and November. The date, time and place of these meetings as
determined by the Commission. Special meetings may be called by the Park Superintendent, Chair, orin
the absence of the Chair, by the Vice-Chair. All meetings shall be open to the public and subject to the
rules and regulations of the open meetings law of the State of lowa. A quorum, consisting of a majority
of the Commissioners, must be present at any regular or special meeting.

Section 3-175. MINUTES OF MEETINGS.

The Park Superintendent or their designee shall keep detailed minutes of each and every regular
and/or special meeting and shall submit copies of such minutes to each Commissioner and to the City
Clerk.

Section 2. That the general Ordinances of the City of Oelwein adopted July 1, 2012 be amended by
deleting Section 21-1, 21-2, 21-3, 21-4, 21-5, 21-6, 21-7, 21-8, 21-9, and 21-10 in their entirety and
replacing them as follows:

SECTION 21-1. ANIMALS IN PARKS.
Animals within any city park or on any city trail at all times must be under the control of a

person competent to restrain and control the animal, either by leash, cord, chain or other similar
restraint of not more than six feet in length or properly restrained within a motor vehicle.

The restraint requirement shall npi=asasaly to animals within the dog park at City Park while
abiding by all rules and regulations postech designated off leash area.
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No horses, mules, or ponies shall be permitted on the premises of any City park ground or trails
at any time.

The person in control of an animal on any city property shall be responsible to immediately
clean-up, remove and dispose of, in a sanitary manner, solid waste fecal matter excreted by said animal.

Exception: The provisions of this section shall not apply to animals specially trained to assist
handicapped persons under the direct control of a handicapped person. (Ord. No. 1052, 808-2005.)

SECTION 21-2. INJURING PARK PROPERTY PROHIBITED AND LITTERING

It shall be unlawful for any person to deface, damage or destroy park property, natural or
manmade. No person shall place, deposit, or throw any waste, refuse, litter or foreign substance in any
area or receptacle except those provided for that purpose.

21.3 SWIMMING POOL REGULATIONS.

Subject to approval of the Park and Recreation Committee and final approval of the City Council,
rules and regulations for the use of the municipal swimming pool, which shall include the hours of
operation, length of the season the pool is to be open, fees and admission charges, and regulations to
be observed while using the pool shall be enforced by the Park Superintendent. The rules and
regulations shall be posted on the facility or otherwise publicized in a manner to provide adequate
notice to the public. Violation of a rule or regulation so posted or publicized may be cause for denial of
use of the facility. The Park Superintendent shall seek the advice and authority of the City Administrator
in case of immediate need or emergency.

SECTION 21-4. PARKS CLOSED DURING SPECIFIED HOURS.

No person shall enter upon or remain upon the city parks or recreational facilities of the City of
Oelwein starting one hour past sundown to one hour before sunrise. These facilities shall be closed to
the general public, with exception of campers staying at the Oelwein City Park Campground and trail
usage.

SECTION 21-5. PARKING AND TRAFFIC IN CITY PARKS.
1. It shall be unlawful to use motor vehicles in City parks:
a. contrary to one-way traffic signs designating the direction of travel,

b. upon the grass or off roadways in all city parks except as noted in sub-paragraph 2,
below; or

c. to park motor vehicles in the park, except in areas clearly designated for parking by
signs or erected by the authority of the city council.

2. Snowmobiles are permitted to traverse city parks on the designated snowmobile trail when
snow conditions are suitable and the dates and times said trail is posted as open. ATV’s, UTV’s, Golf
Carts and all-terrain vehicles are prohibited in all city parks without exception. Snowmobiles and all-
terrain vehicles shall be defined pursuant to 3216.1(20) and 3211.1 of the Code of lowa.

SECTION 21-6. SPEED RESTRICTIONS.

It shall be unlawful for an operator of a motor vehicle to operate such a motor vehicle within
the boundary of any city park at a speed in excess of fifteen (15) miles per hour, excepting the area
designated for camping in Oelwein City Park, where no motor vehicle may be operated in excess of ten
(10) miles per hour. (Ord. No. 769, Section 1, 6-23-86; Ord. No. 795, 6-22-87.)

SECTION 21-7. MOTORIZED VESSEL SPEED RESTRICTION.

It shall be unlawful for an operator of a motorized vessel to operate such motorized vessel on
Lake Oelwein at a speed in excess of a no-wake speed.
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SECTION 21-8. PENALTY.

Any person violating any provision of this chapter shall be guilty of a municipal infraction
pursuant to Section 1-10.

SECTION 21-9. OELWEIN BIKE TRAIL RULES AND REGULATIONS.

1. Part of Park System. The Oelwein Bike Trail is declared to be a part of the Oelwein Park
System and the Park rules contained at Chapter 21 of the Oelwein Code of Ordinances shall apply except
as modified in this Section.

2. Use. The Oelwein Bike Trail shall be used as a trail for: bicycling, cross-country skiing, roller-
blading and foot traffic and other special event usage authorized by the City Council. (Ord. No. 1120, 6-
26-2012.)

3. Motorized Vehicles Prohibited. The use of motorized any vehicles, mopeds, motorized
bicycles, ATVs, UTV’s, golf carts and snowmobiles is prohibited on the Oelwein Bike Trail within the City
of Oelwein, lowa, except for authorized emergency and maintenance vehicles and except for motorized
wheelchairs and other similar vehicles used by handicapped persons.

4. Horses and Other Animals. No person shall permit a horse under their control to be on the
Oelwein Bike Trail. No person shall permit or allow an animal or pet on said Oelwein Bike Trail unless
said animal or pet is under the control of said person and is on a leash of six feet or less in length. Said
person shall pick up and dispose of any feces from the animal or pet under that person’s control. For
the purpose of this article, horse is defined as any equine animal including horses, mules, burrow,
donkeys, and all lamas or alpaca like animals. Animal is defined as all animals of the animal kingdom,
male or female, whether altered or not.

5. Special Permits. Special permits may be issued by the City Council for special events on
specific dates utilizing golf carts or similar motorized transportation upon the Oelwein Bike Trail. (Ord.
No. 1120, 6-26-2012.)

6. Official Signs. All Oelwein Bike Trail users shall observe and obey all official bike trail signs
posted along the trail. These signs shall be considered “Official Traffic Control Devises” as defined by
the Code of lowa.

7. Violation of Rules. Any person who fails to obey a bike trail sign, rule, or other provisions of
this Ordinance shall be guilty of a municipal infraction.

Section 3. That all Ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby
repealed. This Ordinance shall become effective upon its passage.

The Public Safety entities of Oelwein presently operate on VHF & 800 mhz.
radio frequencies. The police department and some of the fire department
frequencies operate on the EDACS (Enhanced Digital Access Communications
System).

Thirteen years ago, when Oelwein converted to the 800 mhz. EDACS, it was
the most robust system available that allowed the police department to transition
from radios that did not have the range to reach each other from across town to a
system that allowed its users to have range from the basement of homes and an
extended range for calls that required them to be out of the city limits. It also
allowed for interconnectivity with surrounding agencies.

In 2014, the EDACS technology met the deadline of no longer being
maintained with parts from the manufacturer. At that time, the City of Oelwein applied for funds to
replace the system and we were approved for over $275,000 in funds for the $425,000 project. The
City of Oelwein did not have, due to budget constraints, the necessary matching funds and the grants
had to be turned back.

The lowa Statewide Interoperable Communications System Board :
has developed a state plan for 700 mhz. communications. This plan was ISICSB
intended to serve all jurisdictions but has been developed to mainly serve m lowa Statewide Interoperable
areas around larger communities and state highways. In addition, the \ Communications System Board
state system is governed by the state.

The SARA system (Shared Area Radio Agreement), is an 800 mhz.
communications system that is locally owned with agreements from
other agencies to share tower and equipment resources. This lowers
the financial burden placed on individual local governments while

providing them a robust communications system. The SARA system has become the choice of larger
jurisdictions and many near Oelwein. This will enhance the system for Oelwein and those around us and
we are then in turn able to function off of their equipment.

“BeOn” program in which the fire volunteers could have a licensed phone app on their smart phone. That
smart phone acts like a push to talk radio while also sending a signal as to where that person is located
on a map. The system further has a distress alert button through the smart phone. If the fire personnel
felt this was workable, they could acquire licenses for this system and buy less portable radios. A
portable radio rack system could be installed in their fire unit and personnel that needs a handheld radio
at the scene could then be issued one and return it after the incident.

Mayor and Council,

The aquatic facility was built in 1996 so the facility is now going into the 23" season as
hard as it seems to be real. The City is looking to make the aquatic center more user friendly
with an extremely visually striking replacement and improvement project.

The facility is lacking protection from the sun as the city currently only has one shade
structure in place. This project will include multiple shade structures including, two — two hip
post structures and two 20’ diameter permabrellas that would be installed on the concrete pool
deck for patrons. Next, the city would acquire a slide top canopy to provide sun protection for
city employees and patrons. This project will include replacing the existing café tables in the
concessions area that are pushing their useful life, these tables will include umbrellas that the
existing tables once had and have disappeared over the years. In the zero-entry area, a frog
slide will be included as an additional amenity for small kids to play on.

This project includes installing a shelter on the concrete area on the front of the facility,
which will be available for pool party rentals. The structure will include four picnic tables and
rerouting the fencing to enclose this area with a steel Decra roof to match the other two
buildings. This will enclose the bathrooms on the north side of the facility within the fenced
area for patrons to utilize.

This project will also replace the existing gutter system that surrounds the perimeter of
the pool. The existing gutter system is obsolete and the city is running out of spare sections to
replace the sections that are getting brittle and crack under use. The city would be replacing
the slide pump and motor as this pump is the only original left to the facility.

We are interested in the
property at418- 7th Ave SE. At this time our plans would be to maintain itand in the next 5
years add an additional garage. As far as having the resources to achieve this plan, we do have

them.

With the quote of $500.00-51,000 and the back taxes of $140.00 we are concerned since we
have maintained (mowed & cleaned up after storms, leaf removal, tree stumps removed) since
the house has been removed. If we were to bill the city at $100.00 an hour for this the City
would owe us more than the $500-$1,000 amount shown. We have done this as it has been an
eyesore and been a problem for the 30+ years that we have lived here. If you would like to refer
to the Oelwein Police Department list of complaints including having the Federal Marshalls and
Oelwein Police Department showing up at our door after 10:00 pm looking for an occupant. Our
children were not allowed to be in their own yard growing up without an adult watching them
every minute as we never knew who was living there.

The 6th Ave SW HMA Improvements project consists of 4-inch HMA paving with 4-inch milling base, traffic
control, pavement markings, and associated items on 6th Ave SW. The 6th Ave SW HMA Improvements
will be 1,301.5 feet south of and 761.8 feet north of the intersection with 10th St SW for a total project
length of 0.39 miles.

The City Council has directed this project to be constructed and has entered into a Development
Agreement with Fayette County for them to complete the design, bidding, and administration in
association with their Fayette County 2020 Pavement Improvements. Council has directed a portion of
the cost of construction be special assessed to benefiting property owners. The appropriate resolutions
have been prepared for the City Council to establish a public hearing for the proposed Resolution of
Necessity on February 10, 2020, at 6:00 p.m. Fayette County has prepared the construction plans and
opinion of cost for the project which are on file with the City Clerk. Enclosed, please find the preliminary
project cost, preliminary assessment plat, and preliminary assessment schedule prepared in accordance
with Section 384 of the Code of lowa.

The estimated total cost of the project is $123,520.87. Fayette County will be responsible for 50% of the
project or $61,760.44 and the City of Oelwein will be responsible for the remaining 50%. City Council
determined that 45% of the City’s portion of the project costs will be special benefit and assessed to
property owners. City Council determined 55% of their portion of the project will be general benefit and
paid for by the City.

The assessment district was determined to be 150-feet offset from the 6™ Ave SW right-of-way. The
preliminary assessable costs include all items and associated costs listed in the attached Preliminary
Assessment Project Costs document. The property valuations were determined based on either property
appraisals, recent property sales, or Fayette County tax appraisals (see Council Explanation on the
Assessment Schedule).

The Outer Road & 6™ St NE HMA Improvements project consists of 6-inch HMA paving, traffic control,
pavement markings, and associated items. The Outer Road HMA Improvements will be 2,659-ft north of
the intersection of E Charles Street. The 6™ St NE HMA Improvements will be 1,098-ft west of Outer road.
The total project length of paving improvements is of 0.71 miles.

The City Council has directed this project to be constructed and has entered into a Development
Agreement with Fayette County for them to complete the design, bidding, and administration in
association with their Fayette County 2020 Pavement Improvements. Council has directed a portion of
the cost of construction be special assessed to benefiting property owners. The appropriate resolutions
have been prepared for the City Council to establish a public hearing for the proposed Resolution of
Necessity on February 10, 2020, at 6:00 p.m. Fayette County has prepared the construction plans and
opinion of cost for the project which are on file with the City Clerk. Enclosed, please find the preliminary
project cost, preliminary assessment plat, and preliminary assessment schedule prepared in accordance
with Section 384 of the Code of lowa.

The estimated total cost of the project is $288,494.58. Fayette County will be responsible for 50% of the
project or $144,247.29 and the City of Oelwein will be responsible for the remaining 50%. City Council
determined that 45% of the City’s portion of the project costs will be special benefit and assessed to
property owners. City Council determined 55% of their portion of the project will be general benefit and
paid for by the City.

The assessment district was determined to be 150-feet offset from the Outer Road and 6™ St NE right-of-
way. Council has determined to include portions of 1334 6th St NE and 1338 6th St NE properties within
the assessment district. The preliminary assessable costs include all items and associated costs listed in
the attached Preliminary Assessment Project Costs document. The property valuations were determined
based on either property appraisals, recent property sales, or Fayette County tax appraisals (see Council
Explanation on the Assessment Schedule).

Effective January 2020 —January 2023

Library staff collected demographics on the community of Oelwein using census information and city
data. At the September 10, 2019 meeting, the Library Board of Trustees discussed the demographic
information and how it affects the current library services. Ideas on what improvements could be made
included the use of Instagram, showcasing materials available for check-out at community events,
offering afternoon programs for retired patrons, and incorporating an additional study room.
In addition, library staff designed a community survey that was available electronically on the library
website and Facebook page. Paper copies were available at the library service desks, city hall, and at a
wide variety of businesses throughout the community. The survey was available for two weeks with
forty-six people responding. At the October 8, 2019 meeting, the Library Board of Trustees reviewed the
results and the following conclusions were made:
e Patrons value the collection the most and gave the most recommendations for improving and
expanding the collection.
e Patrons value the friendly, helpful staff and recommend having the library open on Sundays
more often than the current time period of January — March.
e Patrons value having a beautiful, clean facility where people can meet and access information,
especially through programs for all ages.
The results collected from demographics and the community survey were used to develop the library’s
plan of service which was approved by the Oelwein Public Library Board of Trustees December 17, 2019.

Mission Statement: The Oelwein Public Library is a strong foundation providing programs and services
that benefit our community. Our goal is to honor our storied past, enrich present lives, and encourage
life-long learning. The library is a passport to success!

Goal: Residents will have access to a diverse, current collection.
Objective: The material budget will increase by 10% per year.
Objective: The collection will be evaluated and purged of unused and/or dated material each
year.
Objective: New genres and mediums will be added as they are developed dependent on
community interest.

Goal: Residents will receive exceptional customer service.
Objective: Staff will attend a minimum of one continuing education class per year.
Objective: Staff will take part in a minimum of one community event per year.
Objective: Staff will improve electronic communication methods by 2021.

Goal: Residents will have a welcoming facility for meeting and interacting with others.
Objective: A study room enclosure will be integrated by 2021.
Objective: Parking lot plantings will be restored by 2022.
Objective: Exterior steel beams will be repainted by 2023.
Objective: Sunday hours will be expanded by 2023.
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
