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Public Comment Policy 

Oelwein Guidelines for Public Participation during City Council Meetings 
Adopted by Council Resolution 5495-2023 

 
1. Regular City Council Meetings “Public Comments” on non-agenda items. 

a. The first opportunity for public comment is listed on the agenda as “Public Comments”. 
This time is set aside for the public to address the City Council on issues not scheduled on 
the agenda. It is not to be confused with a public hearing, which is a formal proceeding 
conducted for the purpose of discussing a specific topic, such as the city budget.  

b. Anyone wishing to address the City Council must adhere to the following “Rules of 
Procedure and Decorum”: 

i. Be recognized by the Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem. 
ii. State their name and address. 

iii. Speak from the podium in a civil, non-argumentative and respectful manner. 
iv. Whenever a group wishes to address the City Council on the same subject, the 

Mayor may request that a spokesperson be chosen by the group to avoid 
significant repetitive comments. Follow up comments by others that are 
similarly minded, should be limited to acknowledging their agreement with the 
comments made by the spokesperson or any other prior speaker, and not 
merely repeating previously made comments. 

v. Each person wising to speak during the public comment period shall be given 
three (3) minutes to share their comments. 

vi. Speakers will be required to speak into the microphone, speak clearly and 
succinctly, to ensure all in attendance, in person or virtually, can clearly hear 
and understand what is being said. 

vii. All remarks shall be directed to the Mayor and City Council as a body rather 
than to the Mayor, any particular Councilmember, or any member of the staff 
or audience.  

viii. If the speaker intends to share any documents the City Council during their 
comments, a copy must also be provided to the City Clerk. If the speaker is 
reading a “statement” to the Council, it is requested that a copy of the 
“statement” be provided to the City Clerk so as to have a clear and accurate 
record of what was said. 

ix. Speakers shall refrain from the use of profanity; language likely to incite 
violence or outbursts from the audience; language that is disruptive to the 
orderly process of the meeting; engaging in conversations with individual 
council members; making comments of a personal nature regarding others; 
shouting, yelling or screaming. 

x. Speakers shall not continue to address the City Council once they have left the 
podium and will at no point address or engage in conversation with the Mayor, 
Council, or staff  from their seat. 

c. Other matters relevant to the Public Comment section reference topics not on the 
Agenda. 

i. Should the Mayor or Council request clarifications from the speaker the Mayor, 
in the Mayor’s sole discretion, may provide additional time to the speaker. 
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ii. The Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem, in the sole discretion of the Mayor or Mayor Pro 
Tem in the absence of the Mayor, may provide additional time or reduce time 
allowed any speaker and/or make other allowances or judgements deemed 
appropriate under the circumstances, in the Mayor’s capacity as the presiding 
official. 

iii. In many cases, the speaker will be directed to meet with staff outside of the 
meeting to further discuss, obtain answers to questions, to resolve the issue, 
and/or to discuss next steps. 

iv. Other than asking a question to clarify a statement made by the speaker, 
Council members shall refrain from entering into a dialogue with the speaker. 
This portion of the agenda is not intended for a discussion or debate between 
the City Council and the speaker and should not be used for that purpose. Iowa 
Code requires public notice of all items to be considered/debated to be posted 
at least twenty-four (24) hours in advance of the meeting. Therefore, Council 
discussion or debate on a topic brought up in the public comment section would 
be a violation of Iowa Code. 

v. The Mayor is responsible for maintaining order and decorum and will not allow 
the speaker, or any other person in attendance, to make personal attacks or 
inflammatory comments and will, when appropriate, direct any person 
violating any of the rules set forth herein to be  quiet, to sit down and/or return 
to their seat as appropriate. Failure to comply with directives of the Mayor may 
result in the person being asked to leave the meeting or removed from the 
meeting. The Mayor may call for a break or recess to allow the speaker to leave 
or be removed from the meeting.  

 
2. City Council Meetings “Public Comments” on Agenda Items during the meeting 

a. The City Council meeting is designed for the City Council to discuss and make decisions 
on the various issues on the agenda. The procedure for introduction, consideration, and 
action on agenda items is as follows: 

i. Each agenda item is introduced by the Mayor  
ii. The Mayor asks for a staff presentation or clarification of any relevant staff 

report. 
iii. If dealing with an issue tied to an applicant, the Mayor may ask for comments 

from the applicant. 
iv. The Mayor will then request whether any person in attendance wished to 

comment on the agenda item. 
v. After the cessation of Council debate and any other comments as appropriate, 

the Mayor will call for a motion and second. 
vi. Once a motion has been made and seconded, no additional comments will be 

received from the public, only City Council debate, with staff input as 
appropriate, will occur from this point forward. 

b. The rules for addressing the City Council at the designated time during this portion of the 
meeting are: 

i. The speaker must be recognized by the Mayor. 
ii. The speaker must speak from the podium and must provide their name and 

address for the record. 
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iii. At no time will members of the public be allowed to enter into the City Council 
discussion from their seat. Upon recognition by the Mayor, a person may only 
be allowed to speak at the podium during the City Council discussion so long as 
the Mayor finds the comments to be germane, necessary and/or helpful to the 
City Council. 

iv. No speaker will be allowed to speak more than once on any agenda item unless 
clarification is requested by the City Council and permission granted by the 
Mayor. 

v. When an agenda includes a “Public Hearing”, any comments from the Public 
will only be received during the Public Hearing, not after the Public Hearing 
during consideration of any action item tied to the Public Hearing discussion.  

vi. All rules set forth above in the “Public Comments” on non-agenda items section 
of this Policy, unless specifically excepted by the provisions of this section, shall 
by this reference be applicable to Public Comments on agenda items. 

3. Public Hearings 
a. When an item under consideration requires a public hearing by statute, the Mayor will 

open and facilitate the public hearing. Public comments will be received in the same 
manner, and subject to, all provisions described and set forth under Paragraph 2 of this 
Policy. 

b. Reasonable limitations on the number of speakers and time allowed to speak may be 
imposed by the Mayor in order to keep the meeting moving. 

c. Public hearings are held to gather data and opinions from the public to assist and facilitate 
the decision-making process.  

d. All rules set forth above in the “Public Comments” on non-agenda items section of this 
Policy, unless specifically excepted by the provisions of this section, shall by this reference 
be applicable to Public Comments on agenda items.. 
 

4. Public Comments at Council Workshops / Work Sessions. 
a. The committee chair runs the work session. The purpose of work sessions is to allow staff 

to present material and for the Council to have time to discuss and consider issues in 
greater detail before taking action. 

b. Public Comments: 
i. Because the Workshop/Work Session is designed for discussion among the 

members of the City Council and staff, public comment is not warranted. A 
member of the audience may only speak should the chair recognizes a member 
of the public or interested party or if a Council member requests that a member 
of the public be recognized. If so recognized, the same rules of decorum as 
listed for Council meetings apply, and the chair may impose any and all other 
restrictions deemed appropriate in the sole discretion of the chair. 

c. All rules set forth above in the “Public Comments” on non-agenda items section of this 
Policy, unless specifically excepted by the provisions of this section, shall by this reference 
be applicable to Public Comments on agenda items. 

 
5. Rules of Decorum for the Audience during Council Meetings and Work Sessions 

a. Meeting attendees (the audience): 
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i. Will refrain from commenting, clapping, shouting, booing, or other 
inappropriate and/or disruptive behavior. 

ii. Will refrain from private conversations during meetings. 
iii. Should not address Council members in individual conversation or make 

comments to individual Council members.

Street, Oelwein, IA 50662.

 Ashley Christensen, Upper Explorerland Regional Planning Commission, read the required nine points: 
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Conduct at least one public hearing on the activities proposed in the application and at least one public 
hearing on the status of funded activities following an award.  Make sure all nine (9) points are covered 
(see list below) and included in the public hearing minutes. 

 

The application public hearing must include a review of: 

 

(a) how the need for the proposed activity or projects was identified; 

The need for the proposed RISE Ltd. Oelwein Day Habilitation Center Improvements Project was 
identified through planning discussions by the RISE Ltd. Board of Directors. The Oelwein Day Habilitation 
Center offers day program services for adults and children with intellectual disabilities, mental illnesses, 
brain injuries, and other developmental disabilities. However, the building is currently not fully handicap 
accessible. The RISE Ltd. Board of Directors determined that handicap accessible upgrades and other 
improvements to its Oelwein Day Habilitation Center are needed to better serve current clients and to 
prepare for future programming growth. 

 

(b) how the proposed activity or projects will be funded and the sources of funds; 

The request from the Iowa Economic Development Authority will be $347,267. If successfully funded, 
the remainder of the proposed activity will be financially supported by RISE Ltd., for a total project cost 
of $789,243. 

 

(c) the date the CDBG application will be submitted;  

The CDBG Community Facilities and Services application will be submitted on or before August 1, 2024 
to the Iowa Economic Development Authority. 

 

(d) requested amount of federal funds; 

The requested amount is $347,267. 

 

(e) estimated portion of federal funds that will benefit persons of low and moderate income; 

RISE Ltd. qualifies for low-to-moderate income (LMI) status under the category of Limited Clientele 
because activities will benefit clientele that are generally presumed to be principally LMI. Based on this 
information, it is estimated that 100% of federal funds will benefit persons of low and moderate income.  

 

(f) where the proposed activity or project will be conducted; 

The proposed project will be conducted at the RISE Ltd. Oelwein Day Habilitation Center, located at 16 
1st Street SW within the city limits of Oelwein. 

 

(g) plans to minimize displacement of persons and businesses as a result of funded activities or projects;  

No tenant businesses or persons will be displaced as a result of the proposed building upgrades. 
However, RISE Ltd. plans to temporarily relocate its day habilitation programs and staff during project 
construction.  
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(h) plans to assist persons actually displaced, and;  

No tenant businesses or persons will be displaced as a result of the proposed building upgrades. 
However, RISE Ltd. day habilitation programs and staff will be temporarily relocated during project 
construction to another location within Oelwein. RISE Ltd. does not anticipate any disruption to its day 
habilitation services as a result of the temporary relocation. 

 

(i) the nature of the proposed activity or project. 

The nature of the proposed project for the RISE Ltd. Day Habilitation Center includes updates to the 
bathrooms, training kitchen, flooring, and offices on the interior of the building. A new free-standing 
vehicle canopy, a new window, and new roof will be added to the exterior of the building. Additionally, 
solar will be installed as part of the project.   

 No further oral or written comments were received.

The City is willing to work with property owners when the situation is advantageous to the city and 
community members. Anyone who owns a property, residential or commercial, that they can no longer 
manage may submit a request to sign the property over to the city. The process below outlines how a 
property owner can quitclaim deed their property over to the city:  

• The property owner works with Community Development on an inspection of the property 
• Community Development inspects the property and produces a report 
• The property owner writes a letter to the city making a request for the property to be quitclaim 

deeded to the city 
• The report and letter from the owner is presented to the Planning, Finance, Enterprise and 

Economic Development Committee with a recommendation from the City Administrator  
• The Committee will make a recommendation to council 
• Council will vote the same night through a motion to accept or deny the property transfer 
• At the following meeting, the council will accept the property through a resolution 

o City council must accept all property through a resolution  

Conditions do apply when requesting to surrender a property to the city through a quitclaim deed: 

• The property owner must provide to the city evidence of a significant hardship to be eligible to 
quitclaim deed the property  

• The property must be current on all taxes and utility bills  
• The property must be clean inside and out 
• All immediate nuisances on the property should be cleaned or eradicated before presenting to 

council 

While the city strives to follow the above guidelines, exceptions can be made in dire circumstances. The 
city accepts dilapidated properties because going through the court system would prove costly for the 
city. While the city can assess demolitions or clean-ups to the taxes, these circumstances have not paid 
off for the city. The most cost-effective option for the city is to take a property and demolish it rather than 
going after an individual who does not and will not have the resources to demolish a property. All 
enforcement roads lead to demolition for the city. With the city taking possession of the property,  the 
city avoids court costs and attorney fees.

The Farmers Market has approached the city and is working toward a partnership. The Oelwein Farmers 

Market is entering their third and final year of participating in the Farmers Market Promotion Program 

Grant. This grant was administered by the Northeast Iowa RC&D. 

Below is what Northeast Iowa RC&D provided as part of this grant:

• Provided a Market Managers Success Kit to include supplies such as signs and banners. 

• Compensated Market Managers’ time - Each participating community partnered with the RC&D 

to pay a market manager for on site market management throughout the year, development of 

community relations, and marketing for the market. 

Oelwein committed to being the community partner and supplied a portion of the funds for the market 

manager as matching dollars for the project ($7,500 total/$2,500 per year for 3 years). 

This partnership was instrumental in growing the Oelwein Farmers Market. The current Manager Kathryn 

Stejskal has requested a continued partnership with the City of Oelwein. The City Administrator has 

provided two options for the City Council. 

1. Hire the Market Manager as a part-time city employee and create a timeline and job description 

for the position. Provide the manager with an annual amount of money for their work at the 

market. The position would be a stipend similar to the campground. 

2. Create a 28E agreement with the Farmers Market nonprofit and provide funding that they are 

free to use as they see fit. 

Without the city’s investment, the Oelwein Farmers Market will struggle to keep providing a service to 

the community. 

Below is input from the Farmers Market current director Kathryn Stejskal.  

A few notes on what the market offers the city:

We offer 20 free public 'events’ at a public park throughout the summer. Most market days, we provide 

some kind of programming, which includes live music, kids’ activities through the ISU extension, 

partnering with the library, welcoming summer school kids field trip, food related 'fests' such as salsa fest 

and squash fest. These events are open to all and can benefit all.  
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The market accepts vouchers from a state nutrition program that provides checks to seniors, women, 

and children that fall below a certain income requirement.  So it provides fresh fruits and vegetables to 

more vulnerable members of our community that might be facing food insecurity.  The vouchers are 

used very frequently at our market.  

An economic perspective:  vendors occasionally use the farmers market as a way to trial their product 

before committing to a brick-and-mortar store.  Also, we get customers traveling through Oelwein to the 

river for the weekend.  Tourism! 

Also, people like to move to a town with an active farmers market.  It shows how cutting edge and 

exciting Oelwein really is!

Why the Farmers Market needs funding for a paid manager:

Since the market manager position was funded in 2022, we have more than doubled our vendors and 

greatly increased our customers. In addition, before a paid manager, we had no programming, no social 

media presence, and no promotion (besides newspaper notices).  

The manager organizes and promotes the various programs that provide a space for the community to 

gather and socialize.  A large portion of our customers are retired or elderly, and they consistently let us 

know that they enjoy the market as an opportunity to get out of the house and mingle.  Without a 

funded manager position, these events would likely disappear or diminish.  

The manager is the face in the community for the market. For example, the market manager has 

presented at Rotary, communicates with the newspaper, and has participated in the OCAD recipe sample 

event. In addition, the manager recruits and communicates with vendors, and provides on site 

management at each market, with special focus on safety and organization. 

In short, funding the market manager position would go a long way toward sustaining and growing 

market vitality.

The funds could be designated to operate the market and do not have to be exclusively for the 

manager's salary.  That could be sorted out later based on the position requirements.

1. The City acquired this property in 2019 in the great Davy Doins property 

acquisition. The City tore down this property. The buyer wants to build 

on this property.  

Resolutions 

7. Consideration of a resolution ending the City's relationship with Oelwein Celebration, Inc.  

1. The city council discussed their concerns with Oelwein Celebrations INC 

at the June 24 meeting. The Mayor directed the City Administrator to 

place provide an opportunity for the city council to vote on their decision 

to work with Oelwein Celebration Inc. The City Administrator 

recommends ending the city’s partnership with Oelwein Celebration in 

and asking all current members to step down so that a new group can 

provide a celebration to the city.

resolution.

Forfeiture. 

1. City staff has worked to acquire this house. The house is a complete loss. 

The house will be torn down when funding allows. The City Administrator 

recommends approving the resolution. 

13. Consideration of a resolution on the sale of 637 5th Avenue SW to Clayton Davis and Grace 

Lillibridge in the amount of $1,050.00. 

1. This purchase will make an attractive property even more valuable. The 

lot is not ideal for building, so combining it with the north parcel is the 

best outcome. The City Administrator recommends approving this 

resolution.  

14. Consideration of a resolution on the proposed sale of 516 4th St SW and Lot 15, Block 4 Miles 

Addition to Sterling and Janice Silver in the amount of $1,200.00. 

1. This property is ready to be built upon. It offers plenty of space for a nice 

home. This property will be back on the tax rolls. The city will spend a lot 

less time mowing the property. The City Administrator recommends 

approving this resolution.

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June 2024 Park Monthly Report  
 

This past month we had the garage door replaced at the diamond one maintenance building. This project 

was a CIP project that is a much more secure door that will stand up for many years. The aquatic center is 

plugging away as we look to expand our hours as more of our guards have been certified. The park and 

cemetery employees have been busy cleaning up wind damage from the past two weeks as we have had 

several trees go down. P. Mahoney has been coming in in the mornings to water the hanging baskets 

downtown. The park employees started mowing the area south of Leo’s building this week as well as all other 

properties when they can as certain areas have to be left with all the rain we have been getting. Signage at parks 

is being replaced as an ongoing process. The holding tank at Redgate Park was emptied this week and the trees 

that went down at City Park were cleaned up as well. The first round of swimming lessons has begun at the 

aquatic center as the guards are doing a great job with everything. The new boiler is doing awesome keeping the 

water at a very consistent temperature. A follow-up report was sent into the state as we had our final inspection 

of the new filter system completed. Memorial weekend went great as the park employees helped with some 

extra trimming at Woodlawn Cemetery as they were dodging the rainy days that week. Please stop and thank 

the park and cemetery employees as they have been working through the rainy days this spring to make sure 

everything is getting done. I finished up the city AmeriCorps application this month and sent in to apply for 

several of their people to come to Oelwein this fall as their application is quite extensive. All the park 

employees spent a lot of time at Depot Park last week making sure we could help in some way for the Oelwein 

Celebration. Flooding occurred at City Park down by the bridge just before Memorial Day as we barricaded off 

roads, but the waters receded quickly.  

This month we have been catching up on various projects in the different departments. At the aquatic 

facility we had the electrician in to complete some bonding of the different pumps in the pump room as the 

state inspector wanted completed. The guards are finishing the first round of swim lessons with the summer 

school program this week as well. In the park department we completed a much-anticipated project installing 

yellow safety tile on three of the five diamonds. Joe Bouska and I talked to several local businesses to raise the 

funds to complete this project. I am still looking at different funding possibilities to finish the remaining two 

diamonds at Wings. Thank-you letters have been typed up ready to send out once Joe and I both sign them at 

Monday night’s park and rec meeting. At Woodlawn we had another cremation burial on Wednesday to prepare 

for. The employees are busy mowing and trimming properties, catching up as we have had a few days with no 

rain to get into some areas that were previously not possible. The campground has been steady this past month 

with some new visitors staying. The park employees trimmed out the new door at Wings Park to wrap up that 

project completely. I had Nate take the sickle mower around some of the waterways and trails to trim. I typed 

up the agenda for this Monday night’s park and rec meeting. I finished the TAP trail funding grant proposal for 

10th street to send to Upper explorer land.  
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This last Friday, we were all busy working on removing trees in the parks. The employees removed a couple 

smaller trees in the street boulevards that did not make it this season. At the complex the park employees 

removed a maple tree that did not make the winter season and an evergreen up front. At Wings Park, we 

removed a dead maple along 7th avenue by diamond three and at Redgate we removed a cottonwood tree along 

the drive. This tree was hollow in the middle of the trunk and did not come back at all this season. This week we 

purchased new tires for the P2 dump bed truck that were needing replacement. Also, this week the contractors 

finally got in this week after they said they would be in the previous week to conduct crack sealing on the east 

trail from 5th street SE to the sports complex. On Monday evening I hosted the park and rec meeting at City Park 

as we gave the commission our monthly updates of all areas. The second session of swim lessons is going on 

at the pool this week. The swim team had their second of three home meets on Tuesday, unfortunately they left 

quite a mess for the city staff to clean up the next morning. 

This past month the park and cemetery employees have been busy mowing and trimming all areas. The 

park employees picked up a new seat bench for the Stasi family as they purchased a new back for their existing 

bench with an additional plaque on it. The park employees pulled foundations for a playground area that the 

frost heaved up the foundation and reset everything at Wings Park. At the pool I replaced a supply line for the 

pressure switch on Saturday morning. This past weekend we had heavy rain once again that caused some 

minor flooding at City Park that finally receded Monday morning. The park employees removed part of a messy 

birch tree at the pool that did not come back this year.  This week we had our monthly safety meeting at the 

park office where we watched videos on chainsaw safety and extreme heat. The cemetery employees power 

sprayed all their mowers this week to keep them clean and running efficiently. At the pool, the guards finished 

up the second round of group swim lessons and private lessons.

FLOOD MITIGATION SCOPING – PROJECT #08884010 

MSA has completed the flood mitigation report. The report outlines the flooding concerns, a series of 
different mitigation options, a cost benefit and possible funding opportunities.  MSA presented the 
study and its findings to the Rotary Club on June 10th.

MSA has reviewed requirements for the grant program and identified potential activities to 
propose in addition to the old railyard site redevelopment. MSA met with the City  
Administrator and Park Director to discuss potential project ideas that align with the funding 
program.

The project will be publicized at several community events through summer and early 
fall leading up to application submission. 
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
