The successful candidates must
complete 80 hours of training and pass the assessor examination during the
first year of appointment. Additionally, the successful applicants must
complete 40 hours of continuing education every two years.

This board is responsible for determining taxability, value and equalization of
all assessments within the county. The County Board of Tax Assessors notifies
taxpayers when changes are made to the value of the property; receives and
reviews all appeals filed; and insures that the appeal process proceeds
properly. In addition, they approve all exemptions claimed by the taxpayer.
Meetings of the Board of Assessors are usually held once per month on a
weekday between the hours of 2:00 PM and 6:00 PM. During appeal time,
meetings can increase to at least three or four times per month.
Compensation is $50.00 per board meeting.
