Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Pipestone City Council was duly
held in-person and via Zoom in the Council Chambers at City Hall at 6:30 p.m. on the 1% day of
December, 2025. Mayor Dan Delaney called the meeting to order. Roll call was taken and a
quorum was declared. Members present: Dan Delaney, Rodger Smidt, Scott Swanson, Danielle
Thompson, and Verdeen Colbeck.

Motion was made by Smidt, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to approve the agenda
with the addition of New Business Item M that will consider authorizing staff to proceed with
hiring a new public works operator.

Delaney stated, sealed bids were accepted at Pipestone City Hall until 1:00 P.M. on December 1%,
2025, for the lease of approximately 227 acres of Ag Land surrounding the municipal airport.
Acting Administrator Stephanie LaBrune stated that the city had received 9 bids total and she
opened a read them aloud. The term of the land lease will be from January 1, 2026 to December
31, 2028, or whenever the 2028 crop is harvested, whichever comes first.

Motion was made by Swanson, seconded by Thompson, to accept the highest bid of $317.50 per
acre from Rogen Smidt. Motion passed 4-0 with council member Smidt abstaining.

PUBLIC HEARING

Public Hearing of Truth in Taxation.

Mayor Delaney shared that City Staff will share a presentation to discuss the proposed costs,
budget and financial transparency for the upcoming 2026 levy and then the public will be allowed
to share any comments or concerns.

Motion made by Thompson, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to open the public
hearing at 6:40p.m.

LaBrune shared a presentation on the proposed city budget for 2026 and covered how the tax
payer’s money will be distributed within that budget. She also shared preliminary levy
comparisons from other local neighboring cities and showed that the city of Pipestone was one of
the lowest rate increases.
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Delaney opened discussion for input on the 2026 budget to the public and then to the council.
There were no comments made. Delaney then said he believes the 5.43% increase is very
reasonable and that he supports the proposed budget amounts.

Motion was made by Smidt, seconded by Swanson and unanimously carried to close the public
hearing at 6:53 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING

Public Hearing to consider a New Home Tax Abatement- Alison Douty

Delaney shared with those in attendance that Alison Douty has made an application for tax
abatement on a new home planned to be constructed on Lot Three (3), Block Two (2), Third
Addition in Southwest Acres Subdivision. A public hearing is required to be held on the proposed
tax abatement request pursuant to Minnesota Statues, Section 469.1813, subdivision 5. He said the
Tax Abatement Request will be considered at the December 15" City Council meeting.

Motion was made by Swanson, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to open the public
hearing at 6:54 p.m.

Delaney said it is good to have this type of residential advancement and infrastructure increase in
our city and being able to encourage and support this type of development in our community is
very important.

No public comments were received.

Motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to close the public
hearing at 6:55 p.m.

Fire Relief Association Request to Increase Retirement Benefit — Rick Whipple with the Pipestone
Fire Relief Association Board made a request to increase the Fire Department Member’s retirement
benefits from $3,500 annually to $4,500. He stated that the reports show the funds to be strong and
asked that the increase take effect in 2026. Delaney believes this request is very reasonable and
within the budget to support the increase.

Motion made by Smidt, seconded by Swanson and unanimously carried to approve the requested
retirement benefit increase of $3,500 to $4,500 annually for the Fire Department’s retirement fund.

Delaney said the 2026 budget has been presented tonight and reviewed by the council during a
special work session held at 5:30 this evening and said to formally adopt the 2026 budget a motion
is needed to approve resolution 2025-74.

Motion made by Thompson, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to approve Resolution
2025-74: Resolution Adopting the 2026 Budget.

Resolution 2025-75: Resolution Establishing the Final Tax Levy payable 2026
Delaney called for a motion to approve resolution 2025-75.

Motion made by Swanson, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to approve Resolution
2025-75: Resolution Establishing the Final Tax Levy payable 2026, in the amount levied for
General Purpose expenses as $1,777,549 and the amount levied for Bonded Indebtedness as
$1,185,096. The total tax levy is $2,962,645.

Consider Approval of Quote to Stabilize the East Wall of the Carnegie Library

Delaney said following council direction, staff has received two quotes for the stabilization of the
East wall of the Carnegie Library building. He said, the first quote is from Jesse Derouin Masonry,
LLC in the amount of $36,120 and the second quote is from CB Masonry in the amount of $41,160.

Motion made by Swanson, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to approve the quote
from Jesse Derouin Masonry, LLC in the amount of $36,120 and move forward with the Carnegie
Library Project.
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Continuation of City Home Initiative Abatement Program

Delaney said the purpose of Pipestone City Home Initiative is to provide incentives to encourage
the construction of new single-family homes and to encourage replacement of dilapidated housing
structures with newly constructed single-family homes, thereby increasing the tax capacity within
Pipestone City. This is a three-year program was said to expire on 12/31/25 unless council agreed
to continue the program for another three years. He said, the council is very much in support of
the continuation of the Abatement Program.

Motion was made by Colbeck, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to continue the
Home Initiative Abatement Program for another 3-year term until 12/31/2028.

Consider Approval of New Resident Liquor Manager for the Pipestone Country Club

Delaney said the Pipestone Country Club is requesting the council approve Michael Biever as their
new resident manager with regard to their liquor license. All background checks have been
completed and staff is recommending council approval.

Motion was made by Swanson, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to approve
Michael Biever as the new resident manager with regard to their liquor license for the Pipestone
Country Club.

City Administrator Appointment

Delaney shared, on November 21, the Personnel Committee interviewed four applicants for the
City Administrator position. Mayor Delaney and Council member Swanson presented their
recommendation as appointing Stephanie LaBrune to the City Administrator position.

Motion was made by Smidt, seconded by Colbeck and unanimously carried to accept Stephanie
LaBrune as City Administrator for the City of Pipestone.

City Administrator Employment Agreement

Delaney said, with the appointment of the new City Administrator, the Personnel Committee is
also recommended the approval of an employment agreement between the City and the City
Administrator. Attorney Hill has reviewed the agreement.

Motion made by Swanson, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to accept the
Employment Agreement with the City Administrator.

Consider Authorizing Staff to Proceed with Hiring a New Public Works Operator

Delaney said, Public Works Director, Michael Bloemendaal is requesting council approval to start
the process of hiring a new employee to work in the Public Works Department. They have been
operating with one less employee for quite some time now and with a retirement coming soon, this
would be a good time to train a new employee under experienced staff.

Motion was made by Colbeck, seconded by Thompson and unanimously carried to allow Public
Works to proceed in the hiring process for a new Public Works Employee.

CLOSING COMMENTS
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Delaney announces, winter is here! Please remember to find off street parking during snowfall
events to allow plows to clear the roads. He also shared that the City has been informed that it is
the recipient of a Federal Lands Access Program (FLAP) Grant. The Grant funds are planned to
be used to construct a shared use trail at the Hiawatha Pageant Park. The funding of
approximately $941,000 will be available in 2028.

Thompson, shared the Merry and Bright Parade will be this Saturday, December 6" and Santa will
also be visiting at City Hall that day.

PURPOSE

The Pipestone Economic Development Authority (the “Authority”) administers
Tax Increment Financing District No. 12: Coburns and Tax Increment Financing
District No. 13: Downtown (the “TIF Districts”) in the City of Pipestone,
Minnesota (the “City”), and proposes to adopt a Spending Plan for the TIF
Districts in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 469.176 Subd. 4n (the
“Act”).

The Act grants the Authority temporary authorization to transfer unobligated
tax increment to provide improvements, loans, interest rate subsidies or
assistance in any form to private development consisting of the construction
or substantial rehabilitation of buildings and ancillary facilities, which will create
or retain jobs in the State, including construction jobs, so long as such private
development commences no later than December 31, 2026, and would not have
commenced before that date without such assistance.

The funds must be spend, loaned, invested or otherwise irrevocably committed
by December 31, 2026. Such transfers must be made by resolution, pursuant to
the terms of a spending plan approved by the Authority and by the City,
following a public hearing of the City Council.

The Spending Plan is being amended to read as follows:

PLAN

The Authority is authorized as follows:

(a) To use available tax increments from the TIF Districts and interest
earned on the transferred increment to provide assistance in
connection with a private development consisting of the construction
of a business expansion within the City’s downtown area (the
“Development”), which will further the goals set forth in the City’s
Comprehensive Plan and within the Project Plan for the Pipestone
Economic Development Project, and which will result in the creation
and retention of jobs in the State, including construction jobs.

Preference for the assistance is to finance a portion of the costs of
demolition and site preparation of two substandard parcels in the City’s

Amendment to the Spending Plan for TIF Districts 12 and 13 1
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downtown. This allows the proposed developer of the Development to
acquire the parcels, construct as expansion of its current business
operations, and hire additional employees. The proposed developer has
submitted a Letter of Intent to the Authority in which it has represented
that construction of the Development shall commence before
December 31, 2025 (unless a later commencement date is authorized
by law), and the Development would not commence by such date
without the assistance provided pursuant to this Spending Plan.

(b) To amend the budget set forth in the Tax Increment Financing Plans for
the Tax Increment Financing Districts as necessary to provide for the
assistance authorized by this Spending Plan.

(c) To take any other action necessary and authorized under the Act in
connection with the construction or substantial rehabilitation of
facilities of the type described in clause (a) above.

The assistance provided pursuant to this Plan shall be subject to Minnesota
Statutes, Sections 116J.993 to 116J.995 (the “Business Subsidy Law”), if
applicable, and shall be subject to the City’s Business Subsidy Policy.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PIPESTONE AMENDING CHAPTER 90 OF THE
PIPESTONE CITY CODE REGARDING DYNAMIC BRAKING IN THE CITY

The City Council of the City of Pipestone ordains:

Article I. Table of Contents. The table of contents for Chapter 91 of the Pipestone City Code
(“City Code”) is hereby amended by adding the following double-underlined language:

CHAPTER 91: STREETS AND SIDEWALKS
Section

91.01 Application

91.02 Scope and orders of police officers

91.03 Traffic and parking control

91.04 Ice and snow on public sidewalks

91.05 Regulation of grass, weeds, and trees in streets

91.06 Construction and reconstruction of roadway surfacing, curb, and gutter
91.07 Street openings or excavations

91.08 Requirement of sewer and water main service lateral installation
91.09 Load limits

91.10 Curb and gutter, street, and sidewalk painting or coloring

91.11 Sidewalk maintenance and repair

91.12 Dynamic Braking

91.99 Penalty

Article 11. Dynamic Braking. Chapter 91 of the City Code is hereby amended by adding a new
Section 91.12 with the following language:

§91.12 DYNAMIC BRAKING.

(A) Definitions. For the purpose of this Section, the following definition shall apply unless the
context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning:

DYNAMIC BRAKING DEVICE (JAKE BRAKE, ENGINE BRAKE OR
COMPRESSION BRAKE) means a device primarily on trucks which alters the normal compression
of the engine and subsequently releases that compression.

ABNORMAL OR EXCESSIVE NOISE means (1) distinct and loudly audible noise that
unreasonably annoys, disturbs, injures, or endangers the comfort and repose of any person or
precludes their enjoyment of property or affects their property's value, (2) noise in excess of that
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permitted by Minnesota Statutes Section 169.69, as it may be amended from time to time, which
requires every motor vehicle to be equipped with a muffler in good working order, or (3) noise in
excess of that permitted by Minnesota Statutes Section 169.693 and Minnesota Rules, parts
7030.1000 through 7030.1050, as this statute and these rules may be amended from time to time,
which establish motor vehicle noise standards.

(B) It shall be unlawful for any person to discharge the exhaust or permit the discharge of the
exhaust from any motor vehicle except through a muffler that effectively prevents abnormal or
excessive noise and complies with all applicable state laws and regulations.

(C) It shall be unlawful for the operator of any truck to intentionally use a Dynamic Braking
Device on any public highway, street, parking lot or alley within the City which causes abnormal or
excessive noise, except in an emergency.

(D) Signs stating “VEHICLE NOISE LAWS ENFORCED” may be installed at locations deemed
appropriate by the City Council to advise motorists of the prohibitions contained in the City Code,
except that no sign stating “VEHICLE NOISE LAWS ENFORCED” shall be installed on a state
highway or Pipestone County road without a permit from the Minnesota Department of
Transportation or Pipestone County, respectively. The provisions of this Section are in full force and
effect even if no signs are installed.

(E) Any person, firm or corporation who violates any provision of this Section shall, upon
conviction, be guilty of a petty misdemeanor and punished by a fine of not more than $300.

Article 111. Severability. Should any section or part of this ordinance be declared by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such decision will not affect the validity of the ordinance as
a whole or any part other than the part declared invalid.

Article 1V. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective the day after its legal
publication.

RESOLUTION 2025-76

A RESOLUTION RELATING TO A TAX ABATEMENT ON PROPERTY BEING
DEVELOPED BY ALISON DOUTY; GRANTING THE ABATEMENT.

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Pipestone, Minnesota as follows:

Section 1. Authorization and Recitals.

1.01. The City, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Sections 469.1812 to 469.1815, as amended (the
“Act”), is authorized to grant an abatement of the property taxes imposed by the City on a
parcel of real property (Property Tax Abatement) if certain conditions are met, through the
adoption of a resolution specifying the terms of the abatement.

1.02. The City has adopted the Pipestone Home Initiative (PHI) which further stipulates
requirements before an abatement of taxes will be granted for residential development.

1.03. Alison Douty applied for a property tax abatement pursuant to the City’s Home Initiative
on property legally described as Lot Three (3), Block Two (2), Third Addition in Southwest
Acres Subdivision to the City of Pipestone, Minnesota.

1.04. Pursuant to the Act, the Council on December 1, 2025, conducted a public hearing on the
desirability of granting the abatement. Notice of the public hearing was duly published as
required by law in the Pipestone County Star, the official newspaper of the City.

Section 2. Findings. On the basis of information compiled by the City and elicited at
the public hearing referred to in Section 1.04, it is hereby found, determined and declared:

2.01. There is a need for new development on the property to increase the tax base of the City
and to improve the general economy of the state.

2.02. The granting of the proposed abatement is in the public interest because it will increase or
preserve the tax base of the City.

2.03. The property is not located in a tax increment financing district.

2.04. The granting of the proposed abatement will not cause the aggregate amount of abatements
granted by the City under the Act to exceed the greater of ten percent (10%) of the City’s
current property tax levy or $200,000.

2.05. Itisin the best interests of the City to grant the tax abatement authorized in this resolution.

Section 3. Granting of Tax Abatement.

3.01. A property tax abatement (the “Abatement”) is hereby granted in respect of property taxes
levied by the City on the property for three (3) years, commencing with taxes payable for
the assessed value related to the capital improvements outlined in 1.03.
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3.02. The City shall provide the awarded abatement payment of due real estate taxes annually.
One single payment shall be made to the owner of record by December 30" of that calendar
year.

3.03. The tax abatement period will commence with receipt of the Certificate of Occupancy, or
not more than one (1) year following approval of the taxing authority’s resolution,
whichever is first.

3.04. The abatement may be modified or terminated at any time by the City Council in
accordance with the Act.

GRANT AGREEMENT

This agreement is between the State of Minnesota, acting through its Commissioner of Transportation ("'State"), and The
City of Pipestone, 119 2" Avenue SW, Pipestone, MN 56164 ("Grantee").

RECITALS

1.

Minnesota Statutes Chapter 360 authorizes State to provide financial assistance to eligible airport sponsors for the
acquisition, construction, improvement, marketing, maintenance, or operation of airports and other air navigation
facilities.

Grantee owns, operates, controls, or desires to own an airport (“Airport”) in the state system, and Grantee desires
financial assistance from the State for an airport improvement project A5901-61 (“Project”).

Grantee represents that it is duly qualified and agrees to perform all services described in this agreement to the
satisfaction of the State. Pursuant to Minn.Stat.§16B.98, Subd.1, Grantee agrees to minimize administrative costs as a
condition of this Agreement.

AGREEMENT TERMS

1.

Term of Agreement, Survival of Terms, Project Plans, and Incorporation of Exhibits

1.1 Effective Date. This Agreement will be effective on the date the State obtains all required signatures under Minn.
Stat.§16B.98, Subd. 5. As required by Minn.Stat.§16B.98 Subd. 7, no payments will be made to Grantee until this
Agreement is fully executed. Grantee must not begin work under this Agreement until it is fully executed and
Grantee has been notified by the State to begin the work.

1.2 Expiration Date. This Agreement will expire on June 30, 2030, or when all obligations have been satisfactorily
fulfilled, whichever occurs first.

1.3 Survival of Terms. All clauses which impose obligations continuing in their nature and which must survive in
order to give effect to their meaning will survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement, including,
without limitation, the following clauses: Airport Operations, Maintenance and Conveyance; Transfer of Interest;
Indemnification; State Audits; Government Data Practices and Intellectual Property; Workers Compensation;
Publicity and Endorsement; Governing Law, Jurisdiction and Venue; and Data Disclosure.

1.4 Project Plans, Specifications, Descriptions. Grantee has provided the State with the plans, specifications, and a
detailed description of the Project which are on file with the State’s Office of Aeronautics and are incorporated
into this Agreement by reference.

1.5 Exhibits. Exhibit(s) A through B are attached and incorporated into this Agreement

Grantee’s Duties

2.1 Project Completion and Changes. Grantee will complete the Project in accordance with the plans,
specifications, and detailed description of the Project. Grantee will notify State’s Authorized Representative in
advance of any meetings taking place relating to the Project. Any changes to the plans or specifications of the
Project after the effective date of this Agreement will be valid only if made by written amendment signed by the
same parties who executed the original agreement, or their successors in office.

2.2 Registered Engineer Designation. If the Project involves construction, Grantee will designate a registered
engineer to oversee the Project work. If, with the State’s approval, Grantee elects not to have such services
performed by a registered engineer, then Grantee will designate another responsible person to oversee such work.

2.3 Policy Compliance. Grantee will comply with all the required grants management policies and procedures of
Minn.Stat.§16B.97, Subd. 4(a)(1).
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2.4 Publication of Grantee Contact Information. Under Minnesota Statute § 16B.98, if a grantee has a website, the
names and contact information for the grant administrator(s) and organization’s leadership must be clearly
published.

2.5 Asset Monitoring. If Grantee uses funds obtained through this Agreement to acquire a capital asset, the Grantee
is required to use that asset for a public acronautical purpose for the normal useful life of the asset. Grantee may
not sell or change the purpose of use for the capital asset(s) obtained with grant funds under this Agreement
without prior written consent of the State and an amendment to this Agreement executed and approved by the
same parties who executed and approved this Agreement, or their successors in office.

2.6 Airport Operations, Maintenance, and Conveyance. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes §360.305, subd. 4(d)(1),
Grantee must operate the Airport as a licensed, municipally-owned public airport at all times of the year for a
period of 20 years from the date Grantee receives final reimbursement under this Agreement. The Airport must be
maintained in a safe, serviceable manner for public aeronautical purposes only.

2.7 Transfer of Interest. Without prior written approval from the State, Grantee will not transfer, convey, encumber,
assign, or abandon its interest in the Airport or in any real or personal property purchased or improved under this
Agreement. If the State approves such a transfer or change in use, the State may impose, at its sole discretion,
conditions and/or restrictions on such transfer, with which Grantee must comply.

3. Time. Grantee must comply with all the time requirements described in this Agreement. In the performance of this
Agreement, time is of the essence.

4. Cost Participation and Payment
4.1 Cost Participation. Costs for the Project will be proportionate and allocated accordingly between the federal
government, the State, and Grantee as described in Exhibit B.

4.1.1 Federal Funding. No federal funds are authorized for the Project. In the event federal reimbursement
becomes available for the Project, the State will be entitled to recover from such federal funds an amount not
to exceed the state funds advanced for this Project. No more than 95% of the amount due under this
Agreement will be paid by the State until the State determines that Grantee has complied with all terms of this
Agreement and furnished all necessary records.

4.2 Sufficiency of Funds. Pursuant to Minnesota Rule 8800.2500, Grantee certifies that: (1) it presently has sufficient
unencumbered funds available to pay for its share of the Project; (2) it has the legal authority to engage in the
Project as proposed; and (3) the Project will be completed without undue delay.

4.3 Total Obligation. The State’s total obligation for all compensation and reimbursements to Grantee under this
Agreement will not exceed $51,300.00.

4.4 Payment
4.4.1 Invoices. Grantee will submit invoices for payment by credit application via email. The form Grantee will

use to submit invoices can be found on the Airport development forms website:
https://www.dot.state.mn.us/aero/airportdevelopment/forms.html. The State’s Authorized Representative,
as named in this Agreement, will review each invoice against the approved grant budget and grant
expenditures to-date before approving payment. The State will promptly pay Grantee after Grantee presents
an itemized invoice for the services actually performed and the State's Authorized Representative accepts
the invoiced services. Invoices must be submitted timely and according to the following schedule: Upon
completion of the services.

4.4.2 All Invoices Subject to Audit. All invoices are subject to audit, at the State’s discretion.

4.4.3 Expiration of Reimbursement. Grantee must submit all final invoices for reimbursement no later than
ninety (90) calendar days after the expiration date of this Agreement. Any invoices received after this 90-
day period will not be eligible for payment.

4.4.4 State’s Payment Requirements. The State will promptly pay all valid obligations under this Agreement as
required by Minnesota Statutes §16A.124. The State will make undisputed payments no later than thirty
(30) days after receiving Grantee’s invoices for services performed. If an invoice is incorrect, defective or
otherwise improper, the State will notify Grantee within ten (10) days of discovering the error. After the
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State receives the corrected invoice, the State will pay Grantee within thirty (30) days of receipt of such
invoice.

4.4.5 Grantee Payment Requirements. Grantee must pay all Project contractors promptly. Grantee will make
undisputed payments no later than thirty (30) days after receiving an invoice. If an invoice is incorrect,
defective, or otherwise improper, Grantee will notify the contractor within ten (10) days of discovering the
error. After Grantee receives the corrected invoice, Grantee will pay the contractor within thirty (30) days
of receipt of such invoice.

4.4.6 Grant Monitoring Visit and Financial Reconciliation. If the State’s total obligation is greater than
$50,000.00, the State will conduct at least one monitoring visit and financial reconciliation of Grantee’s
expenditures. If the State’s total obligation is greater than $250,000.00, the State will conduct annual
monitoring visits and financial reconciliations of Grantee’s expenditures.
4.4.6.1 The State’s Authorized Representative will notify Grantee’s Authorized Representative where and
when any monitoring visit and financial reconciliation will take place, which state employees
and/or contractors will participate, and which Grantee staff members should be present. Grantee
will be provided notice prior to any monitoring visit or financial reconciliation.

4.4.6.2 Following a monitoring visit or financial reconciliation, Grantee will take timely and appropriate
action on all deficiencies identified by the State.

4.4.6.3 At least one monitoring visit and one financial reconciliation must be completed prior to final
payment being made to Grantee.

4.4.7 Closeout. The State will determine, at its sole discretion, whether a closeout audit is required prior to final
payment approval. If a closeout audit is required, final payment will be held until the audit has been
completed. Monitoring of any capital assets acquired with grant funds will continue following grant
closeout.

4.4.8 Closeout Deliverables. At the close of the Project, Grantee must provide the following deliverables to the
State before the final payment will be released by the State:

4.4.8.1 Electronic files of construction plans as both PDF and MicroStation compatible formats.
4.4.8.2 Electronic files of as-builts as both PDF and MicroStation compatible formats.

4.4.8.3 Electronic files of planning documents, including without limitation, airport layout plans and
airport zoning plans, as PDF, MicroStation and GIS compatible formats.

4.5 Contracting and Bidding Requirements. Prior to publication, Grantee will submit to the State all solicitations
for work to be funded by this Agreement. Prior to execution, Grantee will submit to the State all contracts and
subcontracts between Grantee and third parties to be funded by this Agreement. The State’s Authorized
Representative has the sole right to approve, disapprove, or modify any solicitation, contract, or subcontract
submitted by Grantee. All contracts and subcontracts between Grantee and third parties must contain all
applicable provisions of this Agreement. The State’s Authorized Representative will respond to a solicitation,
contract, or subcontract submitted by Grantee within ten (10) business days.

Conditions of Payment. All services provided by Grantee under this Agreement must be performed to the State’s
satisfaction, as determined at the sole discretion of the State’s Authorized Representative and in accordance with all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations. Grantee will not receive payment for work
found by the State to be unsatisfactory or performed in violation of federal, state, or local law. No more than 95% of
the amount due to Grantee under this Agreement will be paid by the State until it determines that Grantee has
complied with all terms and conditions of this Agreement and has furnished all necessary records. In the event the
Airport fails to pass any periodic inspection conducted by a representative of the State’s Office of Aeronautics,
Grantee will not receive payment under this Agreement until all deficiencies identified by any such inspection have
been rectified to the Office of Aeronautics’ satisfaction.
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6. Authorized Representatives
6.1 The State's Authorized Representative is:

The State’s Authorized Representative, or their designee, is responsible for monitoring Grantee’s performance
and is authorized to accept the services provided under this Agreement. If the services are satisfactory, the State's
Authorized Representative will certify acceptance on each invoice submitted for payment.

or their successor. If Grantee’s Authorized Representative changes at any time during the term of this agreement,
Grantee must immediately notify the State.

7. Assignment; Amendments; Waiver; Agreement Complete; Electronic Records; Certification
7.1 Assignment. Grantee may neither assign nor transfer any rights or obligations under this Agreement without the
prior written consent of the State and a fully executed Assignment Agreement, executed and approved by the
same parties who executed and approved this Agreement, or their successors in office.

7.2 Amendments. Any amendment to this Agreement must be in writing and will not be effective until it has been
executed and approved by the same parties who executed and approved the original agreement, or their successors
in office.

7.3 Waiver. If the State fails to enforce any provision of this Agreement, that failure does not waive the provision or
the State’s right to subsequently enforce it.

7.4 Agreement Complete. This Agreement contains all negotiations and agreements between the State and Grantee.
No other understanding regarding this Agreement, whether written or oral, may be used to bind either party.

7.5 Electronic Records and Signatures. The parties agree to contract by electronic means. This includes using
electronic signatures and converting original documents to electronic records.

7.6 Certification. By signing this Agreement, Grantee certifies that it is not suspended or debarred from receiving
federal or state awards.

8. Liability and Indemnification. Each party is responsible for its own acts, omissions, and the results thereof to the
extent authorized by law and will not be responsible for the acts or omissions of others, or the results thereof.
Minnesota Statutes § 3.736 and other applicable law govern liability of the State. Minnesota Statutes Chapter 466 and
other applicable law govern liability of Grantee. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Grantee will indemnify, hold
harmless, and defend (to the extent permitted by the Minnesota Attorney General) the State against any claims, causes
of actions, damages, costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), and expenses arising in connection with the services
performed under this Agreement, asserted by, or resulting from the acts or omissions of, Grantee’s contractors,
consultants, agents or other third parties under the direct control of Grantee.

9. State Audits. Under Minn. Stat. § 16B.98 Subd. 8, the books, records, documents, and accounting procedures and
practices of Grantee, or those of any other party relevant to this Agreement, or transactions resulting from this
Agreement, are subject to examination by the State and/or the State Auditor, Legislative Auditor, or Attorney General
as appropriate, for a minimum of six (6) years from: (1) the expiration or termination of this Agreement, (2) the
receipt and approval of all final reports, or (3) the period of time required to satisty all state and program retention
requirements (available at: https://edocs-
public.dot.state.mn.us/edocs_public/DMResultSet/download?docld=10358099), whichever is later. Grantee will take
timely and appropriate action on all deficiencies identified by an audit.

10. Government Data Practices and Intellectual Property Rights
10.1 Government Data Practices. Grantee and the State must comply with the Minnesota Government Data
Practices Act, Minn. Stat. Ch. 13, as it applies to all data provided by the State under this Agreement, and as it
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applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by Grantee under this
Agreement. The civil remedies of Minn. Stat. §13.08 apply to the release of the data referred to in this clause by
either Grantee or the State. If Grantee receives a request to release the data referred to herein, Grantee must
immediately notify the State and consult with the State as to how Grantee should respond to the request.
Grantee’s response to the request must comply with applicable law.

10.2 Intellectual Property Rights.

10.2.1 Ownership. The State owns all rights, title and interest in all of the intellectual property rights,
including copyrights, patents, trade secrets, trademarks and service marks in the Works and Documents
created and paid for under this Agreement. “Works” means all inventions, improvements, discoveries
(whether or not patentable), databases, computer programs, reports, notes, studies, photographs,
negatives, designs, drawings, specifications, materials, tapes and disks conceived, reduced to practice,
created or originated by Grantee, its employees, agents and subcontractors, either individually or jointly
with others in the performance of this Agreement. Works includes Documents. “Documents” are the
originals of any databases, computer programs, reports, notes, studies, photographs, negatives, designs,
drawings, specifications, materials, tapes, disks or other materials, whether in tangible or electronic
forms, prepared by Grantee, its employees, agents or subcontractors, in the performance of this
Agreement. The Documents will be the State’s exclusive property, and Grantee must immediately
return all such Documents to the State upon completion or cancellation of this Agreement. To the extent
possible, those Works eligible for copyright protection under the United States Copyright Act will be
deemed to be “works made for hire.” Grantee assigns all right, title and interest it may have in the
Works and the Documents to the State. Grantee must, at the request of the State, execute all papers and
perform all other acts necessary to transfer or record the State’s ownership interest in the Works and
Documents.

10.2.2 Obligations

10.2.2.1 Notification. Whenever any invention, improvement or discovery (whether or not patentable)
is made or conceived for the first time or actually or constructively reduced to practice by Grantee,
including its employees and subcontractors, in the performance of this Agreement, Grantee will
immediately give the State’s Authorized Representative written notice thereof and must promptly
furnish the State’s Authorized Representative with complete information and/or disclosure thereon.

10.2.2.2 Representation. Grantee must perform all acts and take all steps necessary to ensure that all
intellectual property rights in the Works and Documents are the sole property of the State and that
neither Grantee nor its employees, agents or subcontractors retain any interest in and to the Works and
Documents. Grantee represents and warrants that the Works and Documents do not and will not
infringe upon any intellectual property rights of other persons or entities. Other indemnification
obligations of this Agreement notwithstanding, Grantee will indemnify, defend, to the extent permitted
by the Attorney General, and hold harmless the State from any action or claim brought against the State
to the extent such action is based on a claim that all or part of the Works or Documents infringe upon
the intellectual property rights of others. Grantee will be responsible for payment of any and all such
claims, demands, obligations, liabilities, costs and damages, including but not limited to, attorneys’
fees. If such a claim or action arises, or in either party’s opinion is likely to arise, Grantee, at the State’s
discretion, must either: (1) procure for the State the right or license to use the intellectual property rights
at issue, or (2) replace or modify the allegedly infringing Works or Documents as necessary and
appropriate to obviate the infringement claim. This remedy of State will be in addition to and not
exclusive of other remedies provided by law.

11. Workers’ Compensation. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with Minn. Stat. §176.181 subd. 2, pertaining to
workers’ compensation insurance coverage. Grantee’s employees and agents will not be considered State employees.
Any claims that may arise under the Minnesota Workers’ Compensation Act on behalf of Grantee’s employees, as
well as any claims made by any third party as a consequence of any act or omission on the part of Grantee’s
employees are in no way the State’s obligation or responsibility.
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Publicity and Endorsement

12.1 Publicity. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Agreement must identify the State as the
sponsoring agency and must not be released without prior written approval from the State’s Authorized
Representative. For purposes of this provision, publicity includes notices, informational pamphlets, press
releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices prepared by or for Grantee individually or jointly
with others, or any subcontractors, with respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting
from this Agreement. All projects primarily funded by state grant appropriation must publicly credit the State of
Minnesota, including on Grantee’s website when practicable.

12.2 Endorsement. Grantee must not claim that the State endorses its products or services.

Governing Law, Jurisdiction, and Venue. Minnesota law, without regard to its choice-of-law provisions, governs
this Agreement. Venue for all legal proceedings arising out of this Agreement, or its breach, must be in the
appropriate state or federal court with competent jurisdiction in Ramsey County, Minnesota.

Termination; Suspension

14.1 Termination. The State or Commissioner of Administration may unilaterally terminate this Agreement at any
time, with or without cause, upon written notice to Grantee. Upon termination, Grantee will be entitled to
payment, determined on a pro rata basis, for services satisfactorily performed.

14.2 Termination for Cause. The State may immediately terminate this Agreement if the State finds that there has
been a failure to comply with the provisions of this Agreement, that reasonable progress has not been made, that
fraudulent or wasteful activity has occurred, that Grantee has been convicted of a criminal offense relating to a
state grant agreement, or that the purposes for which the funds were granted have not been or will not be
fulfilled. The State may take action to protect the interests of the State of Minnesota, including the refusal to
disburse additional funds and requiring the return of all or part of the funds already disbursed.

14.3 Termination for Insufficient Funding. The State may immediately terminate this Agreement if:
14.3.1 It does not obtain funding from the Minnesota Legislature; or

14.3.2 If funding cannot be continued at a level sufficient to pay for the services contracted for under this
Agreement. Termination must be by written or fax notice to Grantee. The State is not obligated to pay
for any services that are performed after notice and effective date of termination. However, Grantee
will be entitled to payment, determined on a pro rata basis, for services satisfactorily performed to the
extent that funds are available. The State will not be assessed any penalty if the Agreement is
terminated because of the decision of the Minnesota Legislature, or other funding source, not to
appropriate funds. The State will provide Grantee notice of the lack of funding within a reasonable
time of the State’s receiving that notice.

14.4 Suspension. The State may immediately suspend this Agreement:
14.4.1 In the event of a total or partial government shutdown due to its failure to pass an approved budget by
the legal deadline. Asset Acquisitions completed by the Grantee during a period of suspension will be
deemed unauthorized and undertaken at risk of non-payment; or

14.4.2 If funding is canceled, withdrawn, or terminated, the State may suspend its performance until funding
is restored. Suspension of performance under these circumstances will be temporary until funds
become available again and does not release the State from its obligations under this Agreement.

Data Disclosure. Under Minn. Stat. § 270C.65 subd. 3, and other applicable law, Grantee consents to disclosure of its
social security number, federal employer tax identification number, and/or Minnesota tax identification number,
already provided to the State, to federal and state tax agencies and state personnel involved in the payment of state
obligations. These identification numbers may be used in the enforcement of federal and state tax laws which could
result in action requiring Grantee to file state tax returns and pay delinquent state tax liabilities, if any.

Fund Use Prohibited. Grantee will not utilize any funds received pursuant to this Agreement to compensate, either
directly or indirectly, any contractor, corporation, partnership, or business, however organized, which is disqualified
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or debarred from entering into or receiving a state contract. This restriction applies regardless of whether the
disqualified or debarred party acts in the capacity of a general contractor, a subcontractor, or as an equipment or
material supplier. This restriction does not prevent Grantee from utilizing these funds to pay any party who might be
disqualified or debarred after Grantee has been awarded funds for the Project. For a list of disqualified or debarred
vendors, see www.mmd.admin.state.mn.us/debarredreport.asp.

17. Discrimination Prohibited by Minnesota Statutes §181.59. Grantee will comply with the provisions of Minnesota
Statutes §181.59 which requires that every contract for or on behalf of the State, or any county, city, town, township,
school, school district or any other district in the state, for materials, supplies or construction will contain provisions
by which Grantee agrees that:

17.1 In the hiring of common or skilled labor for the performance of any work under any contract, or any
subcontract, no Grantee, material supplier or vendor, will, by reason of race, creed or color, discriminate
against the person or persons who are citizens of the United States or resident aliens who are qualified and
available to perform the work to which the employment relates;

17.2 No Grantee, material supplier, or vendor, will, in any manner, discriminate against, or intimidate, or prevent
the employment of any person or persons identified herein, or on being hired, prevent or conspire to prevent,
the person or persons from the performance of work under any contract on account of race, creed or color;

17.3 A violation of this Section is a misdemeanor; and

17.4 This Agreement may be canceled or terminated by the State, or any county, city, town, township, school,
school district or any other person authorized to enter into agreements for employment, and all money due, or
to become due under said agreements, may be forfeited for a second or any subsequent violation of the terms
or conditions of this Agreement.

18. Limitation. Under this Agreement, the State is only responsible for receiving and disbursing funds. Nothing in this
Agreement will be construed to make the State a principal, co-principal, partner, or joint venturer with respect to the
Project(s) covered herein. The State may provide technical advice and assistance as requested by Grantee, however,
Grantee will remain responsible for providing direction to its contractors and consultants and for administering its
contracts with such entities. Grantee’s consultants and contractors are not intended to be third party beneficiaries of
this Agreement.

19. Telecommunications Certification. By signing this Agreement, Grantee certifies that, consistent with Section 889 of
the John S. McCain National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019, Pub. L. 115-232 (Aug. 13, 2018), and 2
CFR 200.216, Grantee will not use funding covered by this Agreement to procure or obtain, or to extend, renew, or
enter into any contract to procure or obtain, any equipment, system, or service that uses “covered telecommunications
equipment or services” (as that term is defined in Section 889 of the Act) as a substantial or essential component of
any system or as critical technology as part of any system. Grantee will include this certification as a flow down
clause in any contract related to this Agreement.

20. Title VI/Non-discrimination Assurances. Grantee agrees to comply with all applicable US DOT Standard Title
VI/Non-Discrimination Assurances contained in DOT Order No. 1050.2A, and in particular Appendices A and E,
which can be found at: https://edocs-public.dot.state.mn.us/edocs _public/DMResultSet/download?docld=11149035.
Grantee will ensure the appendices and solicitation language within the assurances are inserted into contracts as
required. The State may conduct a review of Grantee’s compliance with this provision. Grantee must cooperate with
the State throughout the review process by supplying all requested information and documentation to the State,
making Grantee staff and officials available for meetings as requested, and correcting any areas of non-compliance as
determined by the State.

21. Additional Provisions

Our office is formally submitting this proposal to the City for consideration of the criminal
prosecution duties for the City. Any inquiries about the proposal may be directed to me at the
address and telephone number stated above or via email at dsandy@ooblawfirm.com.

As for the description and overview of legal services proposal:

L. Firm History. O’Neill, O’Neill & Barduson has been a fixture in Pipestone since the
1940s, originally founded by Francis and Emmett O’Neill, and subsequently joined by Jim
O’Neill in the early 1970s and Scott Barduson in the late 1970s. I joined the firm in February
1998 and Destiney Grooters joined in October 2020. In addition to being a private practice law
firm, attorneys with the firm have held the office of the Pipestone County Attorney since January
1979, with Jim serving nine terms and me serving as an Assistant County Attorney to Jim for 17
years and succeeding Jim as County Attorney beginning in January 2015.

2-5. Name, Qualifications, Experience, Trials. Destiney Grooters, any person we may hire in
the future and I will be responsible for City criminal prosecution. This would include petty
misdemeanor, misdemeanor and targeted gross misdemeanors, as well as violations of City
Ordinances.

I am a 1988 graduate of St. John’s University, Collegeville, MN. I graduated cum laude from
William Mitchell College of Law, St. Paul, MN in 1993. Upon joining this office in 1998, I was
assigned prosecution and litigation duties of the County Attorney’s Office and have prosecuted
well over 1500 adult criminal cases, mostly consisting of felonies and gross misdemeanors, as
well as hundreds of juvenile criminal cases. I have had approximately 25 jury trials and
approximately 100 misdemeanor and petty misdemeanor court trials. I have also been involved
in numerous other contested hearings and have written several appellate briefs.

Destiney is a 2016 graduate of Minnesota State University—Moorhead and a 2019 graduate of
the University of North Dakota Law School. Prior to joining the firm, Destiney was employed as
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a law clerk for a judge in Ottertail County and had.experience in the Becker County Attorney’s
Office and the United States Attorney’s Office for North Dakota. She is currently handling all
adult criminal prosecutions for the County. Destiney has had four jury trials and several court

trials.

6. Information Services: We have access to the NCIC and Minnesota BCA databases.

7. Other Background. We have a good and solid working relationship with the Pipestone
Sheriff’s Office, Minnesota State Patrol and investigative branch of the BCA.

8. Other Services. We have not recently performed any services for the City. In the past,
we, as the County Attorney’s Office, would undertake conflict prosecutions for the City when
past attorneys such as Bill Scott, Jeff Jones and Mark Steffen had conflicts.

9. Conflicts. I cannot foresee any conflicts of interest arising from prosecuting for the City
with our current duties and responsibilities as the Office of the Pipestone County Attorney, with
a conflict being defined as representation of one client whose representative is adverse to another
past or existing client. Conflicts may arise, however, due to a direct conflict or because of the
appearance of a conflict if we are asked to prosecute an existing or former private client. If we
have a conflict, we will refer the conflict case out to another local County Attorney’s
Office/private law firm to handle the case.

10.  Research Capabilities. In addition to standard research and reference capabilities used by
most attorneys, such as Westlaw, we also have access to educational and substantive materials
provided through the Minnesota County Attorneys Association.

11. Response Capabilities. We are well aware of the deadlines and time-needs relating to
prosecution and have always had an open-door policy for law enforcement and those we work
with.

12. Crime Victims. We have policies and procedures in place to comply with the Crime
Victims Act.

13. Fees/Charges. Our proposal for fees is a flat fee, stated below, plus any extraordinary
costs that the firm may have to advance relating to said prosecutions. I cannot fathom that we
would have such a need or ever advance such costs. However, if extraordinary costs become
possible, we will notify the City and get the City’s approval before agreeing to incur such costs.
An example of extraordinary costs may include lodging for BCA personal required to testify in
DWI cases or expert witness fees. I note, however, during my 24-plus years as a prosecutor, that
the County has only once or twice needed to pay for lodging expenses and only once retained an
expert. Costs would not include incidentals for day-to-day expenses, such a postage, paper,
copying fees, pens, etc.

14.  Office proximity. 114 North Hiawatha Avenue, Pipestone.
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15.  Complaints. Destiney and I have not had a malpractice or ethics claim filed against us in
the past five years.

16.  Malpractice Insurance. The firm has malpractice insurance through Berkley Insurance
Company with $500,000.00 per claim and $1,000,000.00 aggregate limits.

Firm Qualifications:

1. References. You may contact Keith Vreeman, Pipestone County Sheriff, Mike Hamann,
Pipestone County Chief Deputy, and Edison Dengler, Lt. Investigator at 825-6700.

2. Prosecutions for other Cities. As the County Attorney’s Office, we have prosecuted city
cases for the smaller communities in the county as a curtesy for as long as Jim O’Neill and I
have been the County Attorney. I have also handled conflict cases for Klosterbuer & Haubrich,
who prosecute for the City of Luverne. I doubt, however, that any official in any of the cities in
Pipestone County or the City of Luverne is aware of any of the facts relating to said
prosecutions.

3. Proposed rate and fees: I propose a flat rate of $3,000.00 per month plus reimbursement
for extraordinary expenses. This would not be a retainer, there would be no maximum number
of hours we will work and there would be no hourly rate applied and fees tacked on above the
$3,000.00 rate if we exceeded a maximum number of hours--the proposed rate will apply
regardless of the number of hours work prosecuting city cases. As stated above, we will not
charge additional fees for equipment, office space, postage, paper, etc. If a conflict arises and we
have to engage outside counsel, I’d request the City set a rate of $125.00 per hour for conflict
counsel. This rate is line with what the City of Luverne and Murray County have authorized for
conflict counsel.

I also suggest we contract a yearly basis, with the City able to terminate on 30 days written
notice to our office, and our office able to terminate on 90 days written notice to the City. These
different termination periods are based on the possibility that the City may at some point find a
capable person to manage both the civil and criminal duties of the Pipestone City Attorney and
the City should not be handcuffed and unable to quickly put such a person into the dual roles
because it is locked into a contract for the criminal prosecution. The longer termination notice
for our office to terminate the contract is requested to afford the City adequate time to get find a
replacement should we elect to terminate the contract.
