RECOMMENDATION

1. Follow City Council Procedure to Elect a Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem.
BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

Resolution No.1127-2011 provides a procedure for appointments by the City Council for
vacant positions on the City Council and Commissions. It establishes the procedures for
selecting the Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem. Section 36801 of the California Government Code
also establishes the procedures for choosing the Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem as follows:

Section 36801: The City Council shall meet at the meeting at which the declaration
of the election results for a general municipal election is made pursuant to Sections
10262 and 10263 of the Elections Code and following the declaration of the
election results and the installation of elected officials, choose one of its members
as Mayor, and one of its members as Mayor Pro Tempore.

All Councilmembers shall be considered nominated for Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem unless a
Councilmember chooses to decline nomination. Each term will be for two (2) years ending
with the 2026 General Election.

Ballots will be provided to Councilmembers at the meeting. The process will begin with the
selection of the Mayor. The City Clerk will read the results of the vote and follow the
process for filling the position pursuant to Resolution 1127-2011. Councilmembers will
then be asked to vote for their choice for the position of Mayor Pro Tem, following the same
process.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF RIO DELL PROVIDING A PROCEDURE FOR
APPOINTMENTS BY THE CITY COUNCIL
FOR VACANT POSITIONS ON THE CITY
COUNCIL AND COMMISSIONS

WHEREAS, the City Council is authorized under RDMC Section 2.55 to establish and
by a majority vote appoint individuals to commissions, boards and committees; and

WHEREAS, City Council desires to use the same system to select the Mayor and Mayor
Pro Tempore as is used to appoint individuals to commissions, boards and committees;
and

WHEREAS, when vacancies occur on the City Council and Commissions, the City
Council will vote to appoint replacements for the duration of the term (or for a full term
when an election is planned and less candidates file than the number of seats that will
become vacant); and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires that a set of procedures be in place to formally
guide the voting process;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Rio Dell
that:

1. Upon notice of a vacancy, an application time period shall be designated
whereby interested applicants may complete an application to fill the vacant
seat.

2. Names of all qualified applicants shall be placed in nomination for the vacant
Seat.

3. All Councilmembers shall be considered nominated for Mayor and Mayor
Pro Tempore (with the exception of the newly appointed Mayor). Any
Councilmember may decline nomination for Mayor or Mayor Pro-Tempore.

4. Applicants shall be given an opportunity to make a short presentation to the
Council at a public meeting.

5. At a City Council meeting where the vacancy is agenized, each
Councilmember will write the name of the applicant of their choice, and
sign their ballot.

6. The ballots will be passed to the City Clerk to be counted and announced by
name and for whom they voted.

7. If an applicant receives 3 or more votes, that candidate is chosen for the
vacancy. Otherwise, there will be a runoff ballot between the top 2
applicants. Applicants receiving 2 votes will be placed in the runoff, and
a separate vote shall be held for those receiving 1 vote if only 1 applicant
has 2 votes (i.e. 2,1,1,1).

7. In the case of ties, a revote will be held.

8. After 3 ties, the Council will declare that the item be continued and placed on
the next regular agenda.

9. At the next regular or special council meeting where the continued item is
agenized, the Council shall re-vote up to 2 more times in the same manner
as described above. In the event there is still a tie vote, the Council will declare
a deadlock and reopen the application process.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the procedure for establishing a system for City
Council appointments to commissions, boards and committees and procedures for the
selection of Mayor and Mayor Pro Tempore as described in Resolution Nos. 416, 625,
700, and 822-1-2002 are hereby repealed and replaced with the procedure described
above.

REPORTS/STAFF COMMUNICATIONS

City Manager/Staff Update

City Manager Knopp provided highlights of the staff update and said that staff was looking at
the Redwood Region RISE Catalyst Pre-Development Funds Request for Proposal (RFP) for
potential projects for Northwestern Avenue. In initial discussions with staff, potential
opportunities were to approach the economic development funding for a food aggregate and
processing center. The City had a prior study done in 2014 or 2015 and identified the Cal
Fire site or Northwestern Avenue as potential locations for a food collaborative. The idea
would be to have a processing facility that could process fruits, vegetables as well as meats.
In taking a preliminary look at the program, the plan fits the criteria and would benefit the
community. Staff will bring a proposal back to the Council at the first meeting in January for
the Council’s review and approval.

City Manager Knopp said that overall, the City weathered the recent storm system well,
despite the sanitary sewer overflows and the power outage, noting that the City has a lot of
new information and intelligence on the wastewater collection system.

He said that staff will be paying close attention to the CalFire Fire Hazards Severity mapping
process. Rio Dell is in a transition zone between coastal and inland and the City doesn’t
want the fire risk to be over-categorized because of the potential for homeowners’ insurance
issues. As such, staff will be monitoring that situation very closely.

Mayor Pro Tem Carter said she thought an agricultural facility at Northwestern Ave. was
promising and looked forward to discussing the idea at the next meeting.

Councilmembers extended special thanks to Public Works and other City staff for their efforts
in keeping things going through the recent storm event.

Review of Parks Master Plan Community Survey
Mayor Pro Tem Carter provided a review of the recent Parks Master Plan Community Survey.

She said that an AdHoc Committee was formed consisting of herself, Councilmember
Woodall, Fire Commissioners Mickey Barsanti and Joe Timmerman, Rio Dell School Board
President Val Barrote, and 7" grade students Reed Harrington and Austin Haberstock. The
committee got together and came up with a survey to solicit community input for a Parks
Master Plan.

She said that they received approximately 300 responses to the survey with 50.5% of the
responses coming from kids between the ages of 5-17. Fireman’'s Park was named the
favorite park in Rio Dell with Davis St. Park receiving 57.6% as the park they would like to
see enhanced. Neighborhood Parks were the top choice regarding the type of park and
33.8% of the respondents thought that river access was important.

Regarding near-term park amenities, 56.3% of the respondents wanted to see a BMX/pump
track, followed by 52% wanting to see outdoor courts (basketball). Long-term amenities also
favored a BMX/pump track.

Mayor Pro Tem Carter pointed out that it was a statistically valid survey with the majority of
the respondents being kids.

She said that she would be attending the Rio Dell School Board meeting on
December 12" when the board will appoint two (2) board members to an AdHoc committee to
look at the potential development and sale of the Davis Street Park to the City.

Mayor Garnes said that she was glad to see the project on the horizon.

Mayor Pro Tem Carter noted that she has also been attending meetings of the Humboldt
Skate Collective and they have done work here before and have done fundraising for this
purpose and are ready and willing to help with the project.

Councilmember Woodall asked how long the process would take to finalize the purchase of
the school property should they agree to move forward.

Mayor Pro Tem Carter said realistically, it could take four (4) years as declaring school
property surplus is a complex and lengthy process. She agreed to keep the Council updated
on the progress.

COUNCIL REPORTS/COMMUNICATIONS

Mayor Pro Tem Carter reported on upcoming meetings and events and said that the next
Chamber of Commerce meeting would be held on Friday at noon in Scotia, the Annual Tree
Lighting would be held on December 7t" at 5:00 p.m. at the Community Resource Center, and
on December 21st, the Chamber of Commerce would be hosting the 60" Anniversary of the
1964 flood at the Scotia Lodge from 1-4 p.m. noting that it is free to attend and will be
catered.

SUBJECT:  Authorize the Purchase of two new rotary joints, split rings and gaskets for the
repair of the Sludge Dryer in the total amount of $14,309.98.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL:

Authorize staff to purchase the attached equipment from Kadant Johnson LLC.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

The existing rotary Joints are leaking to the point that the sludge dryer is not running efficiently.
Heat Transfer Fluid is leaking past the joints at a very high rate, keeping the heat transfer fluid
from effectively heating the sludge inside the dryer, causing longer hold times in the dryer to
produce a Biosolids A, per the NPDES Permit. Because of the length of time it takes to empty a
hopper the digesters are at peak capacity, and this is starting to affect the Wastewater Treatment
Process. As these joints are key components to the bio solids process their replacement is
necessary to allow the Sludge Dryer to run correctly and effectively.

The amount exceeds the City Manager’s authority to purchase, and it is requested that the City
Council authorize said purchase.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

The City Manager has engaged in an emergency agreement with Mercer Fraser Construction in
the amount of $10,200 (plus materials) for crack sealing of a section of Blue Slide Road.

The December 5, 2024 earthquake damaged a section of Blue Slide road, creating new cracking
and exacerbating existing cracking that had been sealed in the prior year from the December
2022 earthquakes. As a result, the sealing of the road needs to be conducted as soon as possible
to prevent water intrusion, further damage to the road and significantly higher costs from a road
failure. At this time, staff is aware of only one contractor locally with the equipment to conduct
such work, and the City used this contractor for similar work following the December 2022
earthquakes. Due to the urgent need for repair, the City was not able to engage in a competitive
bid process for this work. Under PCC § 22050 the City Manager is required to report this action
to the Council and seek concurrence.

Redwood Region Rising Grant Opportunity Staff Report January 7, 2025
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Discussion

Redwood Region Rising (RRRISE) recently announced grant opportunities through their
Catalyst Grant Program. Redwood Region Rise (Resilient Inclusive Sustainable Economy) is
part of the California Jobs First initiative, aiming to boost economic development in the
Redwood Region of California. The program is administered by the California Center for Rural

Policy through Cal Poly Humboldt.

Redwood Region RISE is a coalition of 150+ members engaging over a thousand residents
across Tribal Lands, Del Norte, Humboldt, Lake, and Mendocino Counties. Together, we've
created and are now implementing our 10-year Regional Roadmap: a community- and data-
driven plan to bring sustainable, quality jobs to our region while advancing environmental

stewardship and social equity through the statewide California Jobs First initiative.

As the Council likely knows the regions only USDA approved meat processing facility (Redwood
Meats) closed down recently. Our ranchers are now forced to truck their cattle to Modesto for

processing.

The City of Rio Dell is planning to submit an application with Redwood Region Rise
(https://ccrp.humboldt.edu/redwood-rise) for a grant to study the need and feasibility of a
Regional Food Collaborative at the former Eel River Sawmill site in Rio Dell. In 2010 the City

retained Planwest Partners to prepare a Business and Development Plan for a potential Eel
River Valley Regional Food Collaborative (ERVRFC). A copy is attached as Attachment 1.

With the recent closing of Redwood Meats, based on local reports (Times-Standard and Lost
Cost Outpost), and discussions with the Humboldt County Farm Bureau and local beef
producers, the City believes there is a need for a USDA certified slaughterhouse. In addition,
based on the 2010 Planwest report it appears there may be a need and opportunity to

capitalize, expand, market and distribute other Humboldt agricultural products, including:

Building on market demands for these well-established food products, the ERVRFC product line
could then expand to include artisanal processed foods such as cheeses, preserves, and
sausages. Future product lines will be largely driven by the in-depth knowledge of the ERVRFC

distribution partners who will guide sales efforts.

One of the issues to be addressed related to meat processing is the use of an Onsite
Wastewater Treatment System (OWTS) or commonly known as a septic system. The Health
Department has expressed concerns regarding BOD (Biological Oxygen Demand) and TSS
(Total Suspended Solids). “BOD” refers to the amount of oxygen microorganisms must
consume in order to oxidize (that is, break down) all the organic compounds in a liter of
wastewater. "TSS" refers to the measurement of the amount of solid particles suspended in
wastewater, including both organic and inorganic matter, that can potentially clog the drain field
if levels are too high; essentially, it's a way to gauge how much solid waste is present in the

effluent leaving the septic tank.

We have been told by industry insiders that blood and offal (intestines) are the major
contributors to both BOD and TSS levels. Apparently, a common method to mitigate those
impacts is to eliminate both from the waste stream entering the OWTS. As such, the blood and

offal would be separated from the waste stream and shipped off to a vendor for digesting and

composting.

Staff has discussed the lack of meat processing in the area with the Farm Bureau, the Humboldt
Cattleman’s Association and Humboldt Grass Fed Beef and all are in support of finding a local

meat processing facility.

The Redwood Region Rise Catalyst program provides grants to fund the pre-development
phase of projects. This crucial stage often involves activities like feasibility and technical studies,

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construction drawings, and securing necessary permits and approvals. If feasible these studies,

plans and specifications will lead to a “Shovel-Ready” project.

The California Jobs First Multi-Agency Team oversees the grant program and works with local

partners to ensure a successful project implementation.

At this time, staff is requesting the Council to support making the grant application. Applications

are due by January 15, 2025.

Staff recently prepared a Request for Proposal (RFP) for Phase Il of the Dog Park, a 30’ x 80’

small dog run. Of course, the bids came in higher than expected. The City received two bids,

one from Wendt Construction and one from Humboldt Fence. See below.

Wendt Construction

Primary - $10,717.00
Additive (Concrete Curb/Mowstrip) - $6,630.00

Humboldt Fence

Primary - $9,706.08
Additive (Concrete Curb/Mowstrip) — No bid

Staff was expecting the bids to be around $6,000.00 for the fence component of the project.

Nonetheless, the City has already invested close to $40,000 above and beyond the $180,000+/-

Grant. In addition, the City has not received any public requests to establish a separate small

dog run. As such, staff is recommending that the City not move forward with the construction of

a small dog run at this time. Should future grant opportunities become available, staff could

pursue additional grant funds should the Council direct staff to do so.

Phase Il of the Dog Park includes approximately 80 lineal feet of four-foot black
vinyl-coated chain link fence, with one four-foot man gate and one eight-foot
swing gate. The chain-link fence material shall be a minimum 9 gauge, 2-3/8"
corner posts, 1-7/8" line posts spaced no more than 8' on-center, 1-5/8" top rail
and a minimum 9-gauge bottom wire. Fence material, post and gates shall be
black vinyl coated or powder coated.
