Mayor Garnes called the regular meeting of the Rio Dell City Council to order at 6:00
p.m.

ROLL CALL: Present: Mayor Garnes, Mayor Pro Tem Carter, Councilmembers Orr,
Wilson, and Woodall

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Garnes invited public comment on non-agenda matters. No public comment was
received.

CONSENT CALENDAR

Mayor Garnes asked if any councilmember, staff, or member of the public would like to
remove any item from the consent calendar for a separate discussion. No items were

removed.

A motion was made by Carter/Woodall to approve the consent calendar including the
following items:

1) Minutes of the November 5, 2024 Regular meeting;

2) Proposal for one-time extension and training for the Rio Dell Bio-Scru by
BCR Environmental for $14,759.00;

3) Proposed American Rescue Plan (ARPA) State and Local Fiscal Recovery
Funds (SLWSF) Program Funds Allocation;

4) Authorizing the City Manager to execute an agreement with Regional
Government Services Authority in coordination with the City Attorney for an
amount not to exceed $60,000; and

5) Receive and File the Check Register for October.

Motion carried 5-0.
REPORTS/STAFF COMMUNICATIONS
City Manager/Staff Update

City Manager Knopp provided highlights of the staff update and provided a brief storm
update. He said that the Eel River at Scotia was expected to rise to 42’ with possible

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flooding in the low-lying areas of Ferndale. Likely local impacts would be related to power,
internet, and traffic conditions due to downed trees.

He reported that the Wastewater Collection System camera inspections (CCTV) were
completed with some immediate and easily correctable Inflow & Infiltration (I & I) sources
identified.

Staff met with regulators from the State Water Resources Control Board related to the
City’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit and ongoing | & |
concerns.

He announced that there would be a Nuisance Advisory Committee meeting tomorrow at
3:00 p.m., followed by a Traffic Committee meeting on December 4, 2024 at 4:00 p.m.

He then reported that at the request of CalTrans, staff is doing research regarding the

S. Sequoia Ave./Grayland Heights bridge as part of the State’s effort to evaluate local
bridges for seismic safety. He said that it is not clear whether the bridge was dedicated to
the City as part of the annexation and subdivision of Grayland Heights or if it is privately
owned. '

Councilmember Wilson asked if the City is responsible for the maintenance of the bridge.

City Manager Knopp indicated that ownership of the bridge is unclear and it could be
privately owned however, if there were a catastrophic failure, those residents would likely
turn to the City for a solution. He noted that staff is still researching the history of the
bridge and if there was an official dedication of the bridge to the City, there would be a
recorded Offer of Acceptance filed with the County.

Councilmember Wilson referred to the City’'s Solid Waste Agreement and said that the
City’s waiver on SB 1383 compliance would be slated to expire in 2025 and asked if the
City received an extension.

City Manager Knopp said that staff met today with the Franchise holder (Recology Eel
River) and the consultant working with the City on the new Franchise Agreement and was
told that the agreement would expire on December 31, 2026. He explained that the goal is
to come back to the Council in January or February 2025 and outline some of the City’s
options. One option would be to maintain the baseline services with some minor
modifications or possibly move to Universal Collection although there would likely be a
cost increase, possibly as much as 50% because of the cost of new equipment and
supplies. He said that the first step is to gather information so the Council can make an
informed decision.

Mayor Garnes asked staff if the foundation on the house at 4 Painter St. was a continuous
perimeter foundation.
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Community Development Director Caldwell explained that it is a continuous perimeter
foundation and that the builder is actually installing a block foundation with #5 rebar
instead of #4 rebar so it is actually being over-built. He indicated that they are doing a
great job with the rebuild and was glad to see the house being repaired after the
earthquake instead of being demolished.

SPECIAL CALL ITEMS/COMMUNITY AFFAIRS/PUBLIC HEARINGS

Appointment of Two (2) Council Members (Carter and Woodall) to Serve on a Rio Dell
School District/Davis St. Park Ad Hoc

City Manager Knopp provided a staff report and said that Mayor Pro Tem Carter and
Councilmember Woodall have recently been attending Rio Dell School Board meetings
where the topic of a new plan for Davis St. Park has gained attention. He noted that the
Davis St. Park is currently owned by the School District who may be interested in the
surplus or selling of the property for future development by the City as a more formal public
park facility. The appointment of the Ad Hoc will formalize the City representatives to work
with the District on the subject.

A motion was made by Orr/Carter to approve the appointment of Mayor Pro Tem Carter
and Councilmember Woodall to an Ad Hoc Committee on the subject of the Davis Street
Park and Rio Dell School District. Motion carried 5-0.

Ratify the Selection of the Artist for the Eel River Trail Community Art Installation

City Manager Knopp provided a staff report and said that on Saturday, November 9t and
Tuesday, November 12%, community voting sessions were held at City Hall for the
selection of the artist for the Eel River Trail community art installation. There was a total of
13 artist submissions with local area artist Blake Reagan being the overall pick from 38
total voters. Following closely behind Blake Reagan were artists Laci Dane and Kim Reid.

He commented that Blake is known as a prolific mural artist locally and recently painted
the owl mural on the corner of Monument Rd. and Wildwood Ave.

His vision for the art depicted native species including a Blue Herron with the Eel River
Valley in the background with the Redwood Forest skyline and Marbled Murrelets tucked
into a nearby redwood tree. The art would be focused on the river and the surrounding
forest, being the habitat for many species. He would also work with the school kids with
the art tiles on each side of the center art piece depicting a chosen animal on one side and
native plants on the other side.

City Manager Knopp extended special thanks to Mayor Garnes, Mayor Pro Tem Carter
and Councilmember Woodall for volunteering to staff the vote submission sessions.

Mayor Garnes thanked the community for coming out to vote on the artist and to
Councilmember Wilson and his wife for participating in the process.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL:

e Review the proposed allocation of ARPA/SLFRF funds.

» Provide feedback or approve the proposed allocation.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

On November 19, 2024, the Rio Dell City Council approved the proposed ARPA/SLFRF funds
allocation. Staff is proposing amending the name of the Wastewater Project from Sewer Lateral
Repair/Replacement Program Revolving Loan Fund to Sewer Inflow and Infiltration (I&I)
Repairs to broaden the scope of how the Rio Dell wastewater department can address sewer
inflow and infiltration issues. This allocation still includes the Sewer Lateral Repair/Replacement
Program Revolving Loan Fund but also allows the wastewater department to utilize these
obligated funds on additional I&I costs or repairs. No other changes have been made to the
allocations.

The City of Rio Dell received an allocation of $801,152 under the ARPA/SLFRF program.
Additionally, as of the most recent reporting period, the City has $740,132 in unobligated
SLFRF funds. Additionally, $50,960 was been expensed to the Rio Dell Dog Park not included
in the most recent report leaving $689,172 in unobligated funds. It is crucial to note that any
unobligated SLFRF funds must be returned to the Treasury by December 31, 2024, and will no
longer be available for the community.

The current fiscal year 2024-2025 budget has allocated $340,000 in ARPA/SLFRF funds as
follows:

The remaining funds will be allocated as follows:
e $39,172: Dog Park (to cover remaining expenses)

e $60,000: Earthquake Infrastructure Damage
e $250,000: Sewer I&I Repairs

Importance of Obligating SLFRF Funds

State and local governments have until December 31, 2024, to obligate their SLFRF allocations.
Failure to do so will result in the return of unobligated funds to the Treasury. It's essential to
ensure that the City takes the necessary steps to obligate its full allocation.

Obligation of Funds

Obligation involves taking specific actions to ensure funds are used as intended, such as signing
contracts or entering into subawards. Simply budgeting funds is not sufficient for the obligation.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION

It is recommended that the City Council authorize a one year extension for on-call City
Engineering Services. Staff needs additional time to review and process a more long term
agreement for City Engineer services.

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SECOND AMENDMENT OF PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT.
FOR CITY ENGINEER SERVICES

This SECOND AMENDMENT OF PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT
FOR CITY ENGINEER SERVICES (hereinafter referred by full title or as this “Second
Amendment™) is made on%_\i_, 2024, by and between the City of Rio Dell, a California
municipality ("City"), and GHD Inc. ("Consultant"). Where collective reference is intended, City
and Consultant are hereinafter referred to as the "Parties."

RECITALS
A. WHEREAS, City and Consultant entered into that certain City of Rio Dell Professional
Services Agreement for City Engineer Services dated January 1, 2019, and it continued
in full force and effect until December 31, 2021 with a renewal of an additional two (2)
years.

B. WHEREAS, at the end of the initial term of professional services, the Professional
Services Agreement was renewed for an additional two (2) years, continuing in full
force and affect until December 31, 2023, pursuant to which Consultant is providing
certain professional engineering services to City.

C. WHEREAS, the Parties wish to memorialize their desire and consent to extend the term
of the Professional Services Agreement for a period of one (1) year through December
31, 2024.

D. NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants of the Parties herein,
and for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

AGREEMENT
Section 1. Second Amendment of Terms

The initial term of Professional Services Agreement became effective on January 1, 2019
and continued in full force and effect until December 31, 2021 with a renewal of an additional
two (2) years. By the First Amendment, the term of the Agreement shall continue to be in full
force and effect one additional year, for a total of six years, through December 31, 2024, By this
Second Amendment GHD confirms the fee schedule of bill rates to be used on the project,
which are included in Exhibit "A".

Section 2. Continuation of Terms and Conditions of Agreement

All terms and of the Professional Services Agreement shall continue in full force and
effect, subject to the limited changes recited in Sections 4 through 13 of the First Amendment
(which are collectively deemed incorporated by reference).

1
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Section 3. Amendment Execution

This Second Amendment may be executed in counterparts, the separately executed parts
of which shall be considered one whole. Facsimile, electronic and/or scanned signature copies
shall be deemed to constitute original signatures.

Section 4. Campaign Contributions

The Professional Services Agreement is subject to Government Code Section 84308, as
amended by SB 1439. That statute requires Consultant to disclose any campaign contribution by
the Consultant or the Consultant’s agent to City Councilmembers or other City officials of more
than $250 in the aggregate within the preceding 12 months. If such contributions have been made,
Consultant shall provide a signed copy of the attached Campaign Contribution Disclosure Form
with Consultant’s execution of the First Amendment. If not, the Campaign Disclosure Form need
not be completed and returned to the City.

Section 5. Conflict of Interest

The Professional Services Agreement is subject to the requirements of Government Code
Section 1097.6 relating to consultants entering into subsequent or multiple contracts for the same

project.
Section 6. Engaging or Advising on Public Contracting on Behalf of the City

Where the scope of Consultant’s work includes conceptual, preliminary, or initial plans or
specifications for a prior stage of the project; Consultant shall provide access to the work, such
that all bidders or proposers for the subsequent stages shall have access to the same information
as Consultant, including all conceptual, preliminary, or initial plans or specifications prepared by
Consultant pursuant to the Professional Services Agreement.

Section 7. Multi-Phase Projects

Consultant’s duties and services under the Professional Services Agreement shall not
include preparing or assisting the City with any portion of the City’s preparation of a request for
proposals, request for qualifications, or any other solicitation regarding Consultant’s subsequent
or additional contract with the City. The City shall at all times retain responsibility for public
contracting, including with respect to any subsequent phase of this project. Consultant’s
participation in the planning, discussions, or drawing of project plans or specifications shall be
limited to conceptual, preliminary, or initial plans or specifications. Consultant shall cooperate
with the City to ensure that all bidders for a subsequent contract on any subsequent phase of this
project have access to the same information, including all conceptual, preliminary, or initial plans
or specifications prepared by Consultant pursuant to the Professional Services Agreement.

Section 8. Substitution of Personnel

Section K, Item 5.

Any persons named in the Professional Services Agreement or Scope of Services
constitutes a promise to the City that those persons will perform and coordinate their respective
services under the Professional Services Agreement. Should one or more of such personnel become
unavailable, Consultant may substitute other personnel of at least equal competence upon written
approval of City. If City and Consultant cannot agree as to the substitution of key personnel, City
may terminate the Professional Services Agreement for cause.

Section 9. Subcontracting or Assignment

The Professional Services Agreement covers professional services of a specific and unique
nature. Except as otherwise provided herein, Consultant shall not assign or transfer its interest in
this Agreement or subcontract any services to be performed without amending the Professional

Services Agreement.
Section 10. Disputes

The parties agree to meet and confer at mutually agreeable times to resolve any disputed
amounts contained in an invoice submitted by Consultant.

Section 10. Attorney Fees and Venue for Disputes

If litigation becomes necessary to enforce the terms and provisions of the Professional
Services Agreement or as a result of any breach by Consultant or the City of the Professional
Services Agreement, the prevailing party in any such litigation shall be entitled to recover
reasonable attorney's fees and costs. The Humboldt County Superior Court for the State of
California shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any dispute arising out of the Professional
Services Agreement or Consultant's provision of Services hereunder and shall serve as the venue
for any such dispute. All parties expressly consent to this designation of jurisdiction and venue.

Section 11. Ownership of Written Products

All reports, documents or other written material, and all electronic files, including
computer-aided design files, developed by Consultant in the performance of the Professional
Services Agreement (such written material and electronic files are collectively known as “written
products”) shall be and remain the property of City without restriction or limitation upon its use
or dissemination by City except as provided by law. Consultant may take and retain copies of such
written products as desired, but no such written products shall be the subject of a copyright
application by Consultant.

Section 12. Additional Insured

The City, its City Council, Commissions, officers, and employees of the City must be
endorsed as an additional insured for each policy required herein, other Worker’s Compensation
and Professional Liability , for liability arising out of ongoing and completed operations by or on

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behalf of the Consultant. Consultant’s insurance policies shall be primary as respects any claims
related to or as the result of the Consultant’s work.

Section 13. Non-Discrimination

Consultant shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, sex (including pregnancy, childbirth, or related medical condition), creed, national
origin, color, disability as defined by law, disabled veteran status, Vietnam veteran status, religion,
age (40 and above), medical condition (cancer-related), marital status, ancestry, or sexual
orientation. Employment actions to which this provision applies shall include, but not be limited
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; or in terms,
conditions or privileges of employment, and selection for training. Consultant agrees to post in
conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause.
