The library maintained a strong commitment to youth programiing, offering a wide range of in-person events including baby
lapsits, toddler music and movement sessions, story times, performances by musicians, STEAM programs, escape rooms, teen
late nights, and more. Evening youth programs saw increased participation compared to daytime offerings, reflecting growing
family demand for after-hours activities. The self-directed dramatic play area continues to be a comerstone of our services,
attracting thousands of visitors annually. To-Go packs, first introduced during the COVID-19 pandemic, remain consistently
popular with families. Qutreach to local schools expanded this year, with increased partnerships focused on getting library cards
into the hands of more students. A program now in its second year, aimed at first-grade students, resulted in nearly every first
grader in the community receiving a library card. Adult programming also continues to thrive, with regular offerings such as
book clubs, movie series, craft sessions, technology assistance, and guest speakers.

Title 5: Health and Safety
Chapter 1 Bloodborne Pathogens
05-01-01 Policy

a) The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines which will prevent or minimize employee
exposure to blood or other potentially infectious materials (OPIM) in compliance with OSHA
Bloodborne Pathogens Standard, 29 CFR 1910.1030.

b) Potentially infectious materials include blood, most human body fluids and tissue. Bloodborne
Pathogens are pathogenic microorganisms that are present in human blood and many body fluids that
can cause disease in humans. These pathogens include, but are not limited to: Hepatitis A virus
(Infectious Hepatitis); Hepatitis B virus; Hepatitis C; Human Immunodeficiency (HIV); malaria;
syphilis; and tuberculosis.

¢) The Lester Public Library adheres to the Bloodborne Pathogen Exposure Control Plan as written in
the City of Two Rivers Safety and Compliance Manual. The most recent version can be found in the
staft break room.
