WALLER CO. CONST. PCT. 1 has adopted a detailed written policy on racial profiling. Our policy:

1)  clearly defines acts constituting racial profiling;

2) strictly prohibits peace officers employed by the WALLER CO. CONST. PCT. 1 from engaging in racial 
profiling;

3) implements a process by which an individual may file a complaint with the WALLER CO. CONST. PCT. 1 if 
the individual believes that a peace officer employed by the WALLER CO. CONST. PCT. 1 has engaged in 
racial profiling with respect to the individual;

4) provides public education relating to the agency's complaint process;

5) requires appropriate corrective action to be taken against a peace officer employed by the WALLER CO. 
CONST. PCT. 1 who, after an investigation, is shown to have engaged in racial profiling in violation of the 
WALLER CO. CONST. PCT. 1 policy;

6) requires collection of information relating to motor vehicle stops in which a warning or citation is issued and 
to arrests made as a result of those stops, including information relating to:

a. the race or ethnicity of the individual detained;
b. whether a search was conducted and, if so, whether the individual detained consented to the search;
c. whether the peace officer knew the race or ethnicity of the individual detained before detaining that 
individual;
d. whether the peace officer used physical force that resulted in bodily injury during the stop;
e. the location of the stop;
f. the reason for the stop.

7) requires the chief administrator of the agency, regardless of whether the administrator is elected, employed, 
or appointed, to submit an annual report of the information collected under Subdivision (6) to:

a. the Commission on Law Enforcement; and
b. the governing body of each county or municipality served by the agency, if the agency is an agency of a 
county, municipality, or other political subdivision of the state.

This agreement is made by and between Waller County, (hereinafter referred to as 

“COUNTY”) and PRAIRIE LEGACY PARTNERS, INC., (hereinafter referred to as the

WHEREAS, the COUNTY is the owner of the right of way property described on Exhibit A 

attached hereto (hereinafter referred to as the PROPERTY); and  

WHEREAS, the County shall agree to allow DEVELOPER to Terms of Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, COUNTY has agreed to grant to DEVELOPER consideration for which 

includes, without limitation, the County’s agreement to and execution of this written Agreement: 

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties do hereby agree as follows: 

1.  TERMS OF AGREEMENT 

Pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, the COUNTY shall review, approve and may 

require engineering (if deemed necessary) of any future Improvements as it relates to utilities, said 

approval shall not to be unreasonably withheld.  It is expressly agreed that the COUNTY’s 

requirements will include, without limitation, the following:

B. The Developer shall repair any damages to the Property (road and right of way) as a 

result of busted waterlines at Developers own expense; 

C. The Developer shall repair any damages to the Property (road and right of way) as a 

result of busted irrigation lines at Developers own expense; 

D. The Developer shall submit Formal Notices via www.mgoconnect.org for all line 

placements within right of way Property; 

E. If there is a conflict with utilities in the right of way for road maintenance or future 

improvements, Developer shall be responsible for relocating waterlines, and irrigation 

lines, at Developers sole cost and expense; 

2.  GENERAL PROVISIONS 

A. REMEDIES. Each party shall have the right to enforce the provisions of this 

Agreement, including, without limitation, the right to collect damages for the breach of this 

Agreement.  In addition, as the agreement to and execution of this Agreement constitutes 

consideration for the Agreement.

Should any clause in this Agreement, or a particular 

application thereof, be held to be invalid or unenforceable, in whole or in part, by any court or 

arbitration panel, the remaining clauses or other applications herein shall continue in full force and 

effect. 

D. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  This Agreement, constitutes the entire agreement 

between the parties, and it is expressly understood and agreed that there are no agreements or 

promises by and between said parties, except as aforementioned, and that any additions thereto or 

changes therein shall be in writing and signed by both parties thereto, and shall not create any third 

party beneficiaries or third party obligations. NO ALTERATIONS, CHANGES, OR ADDITIONS 

SHALL BE MADE TO THIS CONTRACT EXCEPT IN WRITING. 

E. WAIVER.  No failure by a party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall 

constitute a waiver by such party.

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INDEMNITY AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN 

PRAIRIE LEGACY PARTNERS, INC. AND 

WALLER COUNTY, TEXAS 

This Indemnity Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between Prairie 

Legacy Partners, Inc., a Texas Corporation (the “Developer”), and Waller County, Texas (the “County”). 

RECITALS: 

The Developer is the owner of Lakeview, a residential subdivision community located in Waller 

County, Texas (“Lakeview”). 

Lakeview is comprised, in part, of the following real property: Lakeview Section 1, as described 

by the map or plat recorded under Clerk’s File No. 2301798 in the Official Public Records of Waller 

County, Texas (“Section 1”); Lakeview Section 2, as described by the map or plat recorded under Clerk’s 

File No. 2301800 in the Official Public Records of Waller County, Texas (“Section 2”); Lakeview 

Section 3, as described by the map or plat recorded under Clerk’s File No. 2301802 in the Official Public 

Records of Waller County, Texas (“Section 3”); and Lakeview Section 4, as described by the map or plat 

recorded under Clerk’s File No. 2301805 in the Official Public Records of Waller County, Texas 

(“Section 4”). 

Section 1, Section 2, Section 3, and Section 4 are collectively referred to in this Agreement as 

the “Subject Sections”. The roads within the Subject Sections are public roads that are, or will be, 

dedicated to the public. 

The Developer owns and operates one or more water/irrigation lines located in Lakeview, within 

the right of way of Subject Sections. 

The County has agreed to accept the public roads within the Subject Sections and to own and 

maintain the public roads within the Subject Sections subject to the Right-Of-Way Agreement, Between 

Waller County and Prairie Legacy Partners, Inc. -For The Residential Subdivision of Lakeview.  The 

Developer indemnifies the County for any damage to the public roads within the Subject Sections caused 

by the Water/Irrigation Lines, as set forth in this Agreement. 

The Board of Directors of the Developer has determined that it is in the best interest of the 

Developer to indemnify the County for any damage to the public roads within the Subject Sections 

caused by the Irrigation Lines, as set forth in detail in this Agreement. 

AGREEMENT: 

Now therefore, for and in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants, benefits, and 

obligations set forth in this Agreement, the Developer and the County agree and contract as follows: 

1. Road Acceptance. 
The County agrees to accept the public roads within the Subject Sections and to own and maintain the public 

roads subject to the executed Right-Of-Way Agreement, Between Waller County and Prairie Legacy Partners, 

Inc. -For The Residential Subdivision of Lakeview, with all applicable laws and regulations. 
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2. Release and Indemnity. 

THE DEVELOPER AGREES TO DEFEND AND INDEMNIFY THE COUNTY AND ITS 

OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, AND REPRESENTATIVES FROM ANY DAMAGE TO THE 

PUBLIC ROADS WITHIN THE SUBJECT SECTIONS, IF SUCH DAMAGE IS DIRECTLY 

CAUSED BY THE WATER AND IRRIGATION LINES OWNED BY THE DEVELOPER AND 

LOCATED IN THE RIGHT OF WAY. 

3. Applicable Laws and Standards. 

This Agreement must be construed under and in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas 

and Waller County, Texas. All obligations of the parties created pursuant to this Agreement are 

performable in Waller County, Texas. 

4. Assignment. 

No part of this Agreement or the rights granted to either party pursuant to this Agreement may 

be assigned by either party without the prior, written consent of the other party. This Agreement is 

binding upon and inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors and assigns. 

5. Entire Agreement; Amendment. 

This Agreement contains all of the covenants, promises, and agreements between the parties 

concerning the subject matter described in this Agreement, and this Agreement supersedes all prior 

agreements, arrangements, or understandings, whether written or oral, between the parties. This 

Agreement may not be amended or modified except in writing and signed by the parties. 

6. Severability. 

If any one or more of the provisions contained in this Agreement is, for any reason, held to be 

invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability will not 

affect any other provisions of this Agreement, and this Agreement must be construed as if the invalid, 

illegal, or unenforceable provisions had never been contained in this Agreement.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN WALLER COUNTY AND TEXANA CENTER 

 
This Agreement is made by and between WALLER COUNTY, TEXAS (County), a political subdivision of the 

State of Texas acting by its Commissioners' Court, and TEXANA CENTER (Texana), a community center 

and an agency of the State of Texas under the provisions of Texas Health and Safety Code Chapter 534. 

 
RECITALS 

 
WHEREAS, Texana has established programs and services as described in the attached Exhibit A, which is 

incorporated  by reference, to serve those  persons with  mental illness or mental retardation  in Waller 

County who are most in need of such services; and 

 
WHEREAS, as authorized in Section 534.019 of the Texas Health and Safety Code, a county may 

contribute funds to assist in the administration of a community center's programs and services; and 

 
WHEREAS, County desires to provide its proportionate share of matching funds for the administration of 

Texana's programs and services for residents of Waller County, Texas; and 

 
WHEREAS, the governing body of Texana has duly authorized this Agreement; and 

 
WHEREAS, this is made under the provisions of the Texas Government Code Chapter 791, the lnterlocal 

Cooperation Act. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and further consideration of the mutual promises 

and conditions herein, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

 
I. ADMINISTRATION PROGRAMS AND SERVICES 

A. Texana shall provide services and programs as described in Exhibit A to serve those persons 

with mental illness or mental retardation in Waller County who are most in need of such 

services. 

B. County shall pay to Texana the budgeted amount of $70,000.00 for the 2026 calendar year. 
 
 

II. TERM 

A. The initial term of this Agreement shall commence on January 1, 2026 and end on December 31, 

2026, unless terminated earlier as provided for in this Agreement. 

B. This Agreement is subject to renewal upon express written consent of both parties. 

C.   This Agreement may be terminated at any time, without cause, by either party by giving thirty 

(30) days written notice to the other party. 

D.   If this Agreement is terminated by Texana after County has paid its annual contribution and 

before the expiration of the term, Texana shall reimburse to County a pro rata share of the 

contribution. 
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Ill. PAYMENT 

County shall pay its contribution on the request of Texana, but not before January 1, 2026 as the 

funds come from the 2026 County budget. 

 

 
IV. HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFY 

 
Texana releases and forever discharges County from any and all claims, demands, damages, costs, 

expenses, loss of services, actions and causes of action arising from all losses or damages of any kind, 

including attorney's fees and court costs, sustained as a consequence of or in any way related to any 

actions or conduct of County regarding this Agreement. 

 
V. ASSIGNMENT 

 
This Agreement is not assignable by either party. 

 
VI. INDEPENDENT  CONTRACTOR 

 
 

A. In the performance of work or services hereunder, all personnel and/or agents employed by 

Texana for services under this Agreement are deemed independent contractors and shall not be 

deemed to be employees, agents or servants of County and shall not be entitled to any 

privileges or benefits of County employment. 

B. It is agreed that nothing herein intended or should be construed as creating a relationship or 

partnership between the parties, or as constituting Texana (including its officers, employees and 

agents) as representatives or employees of County.

D.  Any amendments to this Agreement shall have no effect unless made in writing and signed by 

both parties.
