BACKGROUND 

This resource was constructed in c.1907. Historically, this building was used as the hardware store for DP Wood. 
This is listed as "Hardware" or "Store" from 1908-1924 Sanborn maps. In 1931, it is listed as a "Paints and Oils." 
This resource represents a typical mid-nineteenth-century commercial-style building within the district. This 
resource retains integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association. It falls 
within the district’s period of significance and contributes to the commercial character of the district. Although it 
does not possess sufficient architectural or historical significance to qualify for individual listing in the National 
Register, it is a contributing resource to the Warrenton Historic District under Criterion C for architecture.

BACKGROUND 

This Italianate commercial building was constructed in 1876 and remains in excellent condition. Historically, it was 
used as the Masonic Hall on the third floor. In addition to its use as a Masonic Hall, this building had other uses, 
such as offices, grocery, and a cobbler, on the lower floors. This resource represents high-style commercial 
architecture within the commercial areas of the district. It retains integrity of location, design, setting, materials, 
workmanship, feeling, and association. It falls within the district’s period of significance and contributes to the 
commercial and institutional character of the district. Although it does not possess sufficient architectural or 
historical significance to qualify for individual listing in the National Register, it is a contributing resource to 
the Warrenton Historic District under Criterion C, for architecture, and Criterion A for commerce and social 
history.
