2. Discussion and Possible Action regarding proposed artwork on electrical boxes.
Following the successful completion of eight painted traffic control boxes during the summer of 2025, staff
issued a second call for artists to complete artwork on four remaining traffic control boxes. These boxes
are located at the following intersections:

Franklin Street and Main Street
Prince Street and Main Street
Starin Road and Jefferson Street
Starin Road and Newcomb Street

Six artist applications were received and reviewed by the Public Arts Commission. The Commission
recommended moving forward with applications submitted by Bill Miller, Justin Mane, Edith Wence, and

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Item 1.

Aliya (Mou) Noh. Three of the four proposed designs included wording. The Public Arts Commission
recommended that any wording be limited to the back side of the traffic control boxes.

Following approval at the May 13, 2025, Public Works Committee meeting and the May 20, 2025,
Common Council meeting to paint eight traffic control boxes, the Public Arts Commission recommended
four artists and their designs at its November 6, 2025, meeting for consideration by the Public Works
Committee.

At the December 9, 2025, Public Works Committee meeting, the Committee recommended three
applications containing wording be resubmitted with no wording included prior to final approval.
Funding in the amount of $8,000 (52,000 per box) has been included in the 2026 Street Department
budget for this project.

Two of the three applicants requiring revisions—Justin Mane and Edith Wence—resubmitted mockups
with no wording. Staff recommended approval of the revised submissions from Mane and Wence, along
with the previously approved design from Bill Miller, and forwarding these recommendations to the full
Common Council for approval.

Motion made by Board Member Majkrzak to approve the proposed artwork on electrical boxes from
Mane and Wence, along with the previous painting from Miller and forward to the full Council for
approval, Seconded by Board Member Hicks.

Discussion and Possible Action regarding Amendment No. 1 to Task Order No. 25-06, Main
Street/Franklin Street Intersection.

The Public Works Committee met on December 9, 2025, and discussed adding a dedicated left-turn arrow
for westbound Main Street traffic as part of the Main Street/Franklin Street intersection improvements.
The Committee recommended proceeding with this addition. Proposed Amendment No. 1 included the
additional design work and traffic signal sequencing updates necessary to incorporate the left-turn arrow.

At the previous Public Works Committee meeting on November 12, 2024, the Committee recommended
proceeding with the redesigning of the intersection to better accommodate eastbound semi-truck turning
movements from Franklin Street. Task Order No. 25-06 for the redesign of the Main Street/Franklin Street
intersection was subsequently approved at the April 8, 2025, Public Works Committee meeting and the
April 15, 2025, Common Council meeting.

Amendment No. 1 increased the total compensation under Task Order No. 25-06 from $46,000 to
$51,300.

Staff recommended approval of Amendment No. 1 to Task Order No. 25-06 and forwarding the
amendment to the Common Council for approval.

There is a request for an outdoor private cafe permit which
has been received there are some more items needed. If signage is changed they will
need to apply for a sign permit.

John Cordio just trying to normal hours set by the State 6 am to 2 am on week days and 6
am to 2:30 am on weekends which is state approved hours.

Binnie wanted to clarify that the outdoor permit doesn't have to do with public
sidewalks. It can apply to a private property permit.

McCormick asked if he had to reapply for this every year.

Zoning Specialist Dostie stated that the private cafe would require a conditional use if
they plan to serve after 10:00 pm.

Zoning Administrator Schwark stated that this could be a discussion item for the
conditional use.

John Cordio stated there is a current sign on the door that states no alcohol outside after
10 pm. It would be up to the new owner.

If
a trial or path or a walking path way was even desired to be put on any park it is
technically a permitted use under the Institutional zoning district because it is a park

use. The connective in that area doesn't make sense to add trails.

Community Development Director Becker stated there is nothing for a walking trail to
connect to in that section in the city.

Zoning Administrator Schwark stated that this is just a proposed rezone and typically
there are not conditions placed upon rezones. These conditions would require a zoning
text amendment.

Smith asked if there would be an a suitable zoning that would include Neil's concern.
Zoning Administrator Schwark stated no not at this time.

Parks and Recreation Director Boehm stated that the property looks very large but it is
actually is very narrow. In the Parks and Open Space Plan there are not projected
changes to this park.

David Stone stated we could make a it a conditional use for a trail in the institutional
zoning.

Binnie suggested that we deal with the parks in one motion instead of each one.

Zoning Administrator Schwark stated that in 2025 we made a change to the Institutional
Code. Our current zoning map shows how our properties are zoned. In the past the
parks were automatically placed in the zoning district with the subdivision. Institutional is
designed for public uses, where people congregate. The reason for this is to protect and
preserve this park land. Someone could be potentially building a house on a residential
zoned land. We are not seeking any modification.

David Dwyer 408 Ventura Lane for item 14 asked if there would be changes to use.

Hicks stated that we typically don't respond during public comment but like Allison stated
we are only looking at cleaning up the zoning to keep it a park.

Zoning Administrator Schwark stated that along with the rezone the City is seeking a
conditional use for a monument sign with electronic message center sign at this park.

Zoning Specialist Dostie explained that this was first presented to the board in April
2025. We were waiting for the state to do some changes, the state has upped the
number from 8 to 12. We removed at the request of the board the R-3 multi-family
residence district and added the B-3 and Institutional.

Binnie stated this is more than cleaning the code officially as we have not allowed
residential district even though we have known we have had these in our residential area.
It would be appropriate to use language that is identical to the state code. They call them
Licensed Family Day Care Centers. Getting the word licensed in there would a good
move. He would suggest that for the institutional ones to get the word licensed group
day centers. Suggests doing some tweaking and bring it back.

Stanek stated it makes sense to use what the state says.

Smith asked if we have the ability to refer to the state statute.
Binnie asked about district R1X not being included.

Dostie stated it can be.

BACKGROUND

(Enter the who, what, when, where, why)

The Common Council asked for an update regarding the City’s community service efforts during the
Common Council meeting on November 18, 2025. Community service has always been an option available
for the Court to use as a penalty for violation of City Ordinances. In the past the Court has on occasion ordered
community service to be completed by defendants. When assigned to community service defendants have
been notified that the community service must be served without compensation, within the City of Whitewater
and that they can coordinate with a non-profit entity within the City that is willing to confirm the community
service hours have been completed. The authority to provide community service arises from Wis. Stat. §
800.09(1b) (b).

It is important to note that in most instances, community service is offered in lieu of a forfeiture. This leaves
the defendant with the option of completing the community service or paying the forfeiture amount. When a
forfeiture is part of the penalty for violation of an ordinance, the total amount due under the forfeiture is
comprised of the fine amount plus various surcharges required by Wis. Stat. § 817.75. The most common
surcharges for municipal citations are as follows:

$38.00 Local Court Costs

26% of Fine Penalty Surcharge

$10 Jail Surcharge

$13 Crime Lab Surcharge

$535.00 Driver Improvement Surcharge (OWI/PAC/OCS/Reckless Driving)*
$75.00 Safe Ride Program Surcharge (OWI/PAC/OCS/Reckless Driving)*
$50.00 Ignition Interlock Surcharge (BAC > .15% or Second First OWI3)

While the Local Court Costs and fine amount remain with the City, all other surcharges are paid to the State
of Wisconsin when the forfeiture is collected. The surcharges are occasionally modified by the State. What
this means is that a $20.00 fine becomes a $86.20 forfeiture of which the City retains $58 and pays to the
state $28.20. However, if a defendant opts to complete community service based on the full forfeiture amount,
they will likely need to complete 5 hours of community service, and no additional funds are owed to the state.

In order to qualify for community service, the violation in question and interactions between the defendant
and police department or other City staff must not raise concerns that the individual would be violent or cause
damage while completing the community service. In addition, no community service is offered for
OWI/PAC/OCS! violations.

1 OWI means Operating While Intoxicated, PAC means Prohibited Alcohol Content, OCS means Operating with Controlled Substances

2 BAC>.15 refers to an OWI/PAC violation where the blood alcohol content is deemed to be .15 g/210 L or higher at the time of
driving the vehicle.
3 Second First OWI Means a defendant who has been charged with OWI who was previously convicted of OWI more than 10 years

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The City has been working to improve the options for community service and currently provides defendants
with three options. Option 1 is to contact the Parks and Recreation Department to coordinate with the
community service program. Option 2 is to contact the University of Whitewater Student Activities &
Involvement Coordinator to assist in locating community service hours. Option 3 is to contact a local non-
profit that is willing to supervise and confirm completion of the community service hours. Defendants are
provided with a community service form that needs to be completed by the entity they opt to supervise the
community service they provide. It includes a place for them to indicate the date, number of hours, and
signature of the person overseeing the community service. These forms are required to be returned to the
Circuit Court if community service is part of the judgment or to the City Attorney’s office if it is a requirement
of a deferred prosecution or condition to obtain an offer from the City.

The Whitewater Parks and Recreation Department has created a policy regarding 5 different types of tasks
that are often repetitive and may depend on the season. Those tasks include:

Cattail Removal

Weed Removal in City Flower Beds, Plantings, and Parks
Brush Removal

Trash Removal

Playground Cleanup

Some of these projects have supervision where City staff would be present and observing the activities to
ensure proper safety procedures are utilized. Others such as weed or trash removal are credited with time
based upon completion of the work. For instance an individual may be able to pull weeds for an hour, but
would need to show progress on the weed removal either by a bag of weeds removed, or a review of the
flower bed showing they are weed free. City Staff may use some time to explain the standards used by the
City and how to properly complete a project. While it is possible for larger groups to participate in community
service, it is more likely an individual would be completing the community service with occasionally small
groups of two or three people coordinating on a project. In addition supervision may occur while City staff is
working on other projects in the area.

As the program continues to develop additional tasks may be added and the City can coordinate with other
departments that may have community service options. The City has offered incentives in completing less
hours if there is a preferred community service option based upon the original violation. For example: a
defendant who pleads no contests to graffiti at a public park, may have an option of completing less hours of
community service for cleaning up graffiti or other damage to public parks, than if they were to volunteer at
a food pantry.

The second option for community service often assists UW-Whitewater Students in locating community
service opportunities and does not itself supervise or sign off on the hours of community service completed.

For the third option there are a number of different opportunities for volunteers at local non-profits, that would
need to sign off on the number of hours completed. Types that have been previously accepted include work
at food pantries, or on behalf of the school. The City does retain the right to determine if the community
service activity will be accepted and advises all defendants to discuss what non-profit and volunteer activity,
they will complete prior to trying to obtain credit for their community service.

Community service allows the City to provide more services and complete additional projects by having
routine minor tasks completed by volunteers and freeing up time for regular employees to work on more
complex matters. It also allows the full forfeiture amount to be allocated to the community instead of
sending surcharges back to the State.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

A City Attorney has substantial discretion in recommending, prohibiting or requiring some community
service. There is also discretion for a City Attorney to define what is acceptable for community service work.
As City Attorney, | am open to any feedback regarding requests to expand the program or place restrictions
on the use of community service. This could include any offenses that should be disqualified or provided a
community service option. Feeback could also be directed at the maximum rate at which community service
should pay off the forfeiture amount. It should be noted that any feedback provided will only ever be applied
to future cases and will not affect any case that is already pending before the municipal court.

It is also important to note that while a City Attorney has a lot of discretion regarding community service,
the final authority on accepting, requiring, or prohibiting community service lies with the Municipal Court
Judge. As an elected official, the Municipal Court Judge, is independent of the Common Council and can
reject or approve the City’s use of Community Service.

Program Overview

The City of Whitewater Community Service Program provides meaningful work
opportunities for individuals assigned community service through the court system. This
program supports community beautification, environmental stewardship, and city
maintenance while allowing participants to contribute positively to the community.

All assignments are supervised by City staff and coordinated through the Parks,
Recreation and Facilities Department in collaboration with the Streets and Forestry
Divisions. Participants are expected to report on time, follow all safety procedures, and
complete tasks as assigned.

General Participant Guidelines

Eligibility: Individuals referred through the court system for community service

within the City of Whitewater.

Supervision: Direct supervision may be provided by City staff within the Parks,

Forestry, or Streets Divisions, as designated.

Attendance: Participants must report to the designated site and check in with

their assigned supervisor at the scheduled time.

Safety Equipment: The City will provide appropriate safety gear (gloves,

waders, life jackets, kneeling pads, high-visibility vests, etc.) for each task.

Behavioral Expectations:

e Follow all directions from supervisors.

e Maintain a respectful attitude toward staff and other participants.

¢ No use of cell phones, tobacco, alcohol, or illegal substances while
performing service.

e Dress appropriately for outdoor work (long pants, closed-toe shoes, weather-
appropriate attire).

Injury Reporting: Any injury or safety concern must be reported immediately to

the on-site supervisor.
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Community Service Tasks

1. Cattail Removal
Purpose: To enhance water quality and shoreline aesthetics by managing invasive cattail
growth in Cravath and Trippe Lakes.

Description of Work: Participants will enter shallow areas of Cravath or Trippe Lake
wearing waders, gloves, and life jackets to manually remove cattails from designated
zones. Removed cattails will be placed along the shoreline for later collection by City
staff.

Supervision: Assistant Director of Parks, or designated Parks Division staff.
Schedule: Spring through late summer (as water and weather conditions allow).

Equipment Provided:

- Chest waders

- Work gloves

- Life jacket (PFD)

- Collection area markers or flags

Safety Notes:

- Participants must remain within assigned zones and avoid deeper water.

- Life jackets must be worn at all times while in or near the water.

- All work will be done by hand with minimal force to prevent damage to aquatic
habitats.

- Participants will receive a safety briefing before entering the water.

2. Weed Removal in City Flower Beds and Plantings

Purpose: To maintain clean, attractive landscaping in public spaces throughout the City
of Whitewater.

Description of Work: Participants will assist the Streets Division with manual weeding
and maintenance of flower beds, planters, and landscaped areas. Tasks include pulling
weeds by hand, light soil turning, and debris collection.

Supervision: Streets Superintendent or assigned Streets Division staff.

Schedule: Late spring through early fall.
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Equipment Provided:

- Work gloves

- Kneeling pad

- Hand weeding tools (if necessary)

Safety Notes:

- Avoid use of sharp tools unless directed by staff.
- Be mindful of bees, insects, and thorny plants.

- Hydrate frequently and wear sun protection.

3. Brush Removal

Purpose: To support ongoing park and city property maintenance through the removal of
fallen branches and brush.

Description of Work: Participants will collect and drag brush, branches, or small logs to
designated collection areas for later disposal or chipping. This work helps maintain park
cleanliness and assists the Forestry Department in seasonal operations.

Supervision: City Forester or designated Forestry staff.
Schedule: Late fall through early spring (weather dependent).

Equipment Provided:
- Work gloves
- High-visibility vest (as needed)

Safety Notes:

- Be aware of uneven ground, sharp branches, and tripping hazards.

- Only move brush as instructed—do not operate machinery or power tools.

- Follow all instructions from Forestry staff regarding safe lifting and dragging.

4. Trash Removal

Purpose: To maintain a clean and inviting community environment by removing litter and
debris from public areas.

Description of Work: Participants will remove trash and litter from downtown areas,
multi-use trails, creeks, lakefront shorelines, and city parks. This task promotes
community pride and environmental health by ensuring public spaces remain clean and
welcoming.
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Supervision: Streets Superintendent or assigned Streets Division staff.
Schedule: Year-round, weather permitting.

Equipment Provided:

- Work gloves

- Trash bags or collection buckets

- Litter grabbers or tongs (as available)
- High-visibility safety vest

Safety Notes:

- Participants must wear provided safety vests when working near streets or trails.

- Avoid handling hazardous materials (needles, sharp objects, chemicals). Report these
immediately to City staff.

- Be cautious along creek banks or near roadways.

- Dispose of filled trash bags only at designated collection points.

5. Playground Cleanup

Purpose: To maintain the safety and appearance of public playgrounds by cleaning,
raking, and removing debris.

Description of Work: Participants will perform general playground maintenance
including raking surfacing under and around playground equipment, removing weeds,
and collecting trash or debris. This work ensures that play areas remain clean, safe, and
inviting for families and children.

Supervision: Streets Superintendent or assigned Streets Division staff.
Schedule: Early spring through late fall.

Equipment Provided:
- Trash tongs

- Rakes

- Shovels

- Work gloves

Safety Notes:
- Be cautious around playground equipment and uneven ground.
- Avoid use of power tools or equipment.
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- Follow all directions from the Streets Superintendent regarding assigned areas and safe
work practices.

Documentation and Completion

* Participants must sign in and out each day on the official Community Service Log
Sheet.

* Supervisors will verify completed hours and tasks.

» Upon completion, the Parks and Recreation Department will issue written confirmation
to the referring court.

BACKGROUND

In April 2024, the City submitted an application to the DNR for an Urban Nonpoint Source & Storm Water
Program Construction Grant for the construction of the Starin Park Underground Wet Detention Basin. In
November 2024, the City was awarded $150,000 toward this project. The completion date associated with
the Agreement is December 31, 2026.

The City received noticed earlier this year that it did not rank high enough in the Clean Water Fund program
to receive Principal Forgiveness towards this project. Therefore, construction is not scheduled for 2026, but
staff is hopeful for construction in 2027.

To still receive the $150,000 DNR Grant, the City is submitting a request to the DNR for an extension to the
Agreement of one year, to December 31, 2027.

Stat. § 66.1335(1)
is the statute creating a Community Development Authority (“CDA”) which also permits a city to designate
a CDA as its agent for purposes of planning and carrying out community development programs and activities
approved by the common council under the Federal Housing and Community Development Act of 1974.

The City of Whitewater created the CDA by adopting a resolution on July 19, 1983 and in doing so elected
to have it act as its agent under the discretionary authority. The resolution was amended by Charter Ordinance
No. 7 on August 3, 2021. The Charter ordinance modified the members of the Community Development
Authority, but did not change their authority or directions from the City. The oversight and control of the
CDA is further complicated by the fact that the City of Whitewater has also created a Community
Development Department (“CDD”) which is jointly overseen and directed by the City Manager and the CDA.
While acting as an agent for the City, the CDA is restricted to acting based upon the approval of the Common
Council. However, the CDA does have clear authority to independently take actions regarding the elimination
of blight, slum clearance, urban renewal programs and projects and housing projects.

While creating the CDA the City reserved the authority granted to the City Plan Commission and the City
council under Wis. Stat. 88 66.40 — 66.431, 66.435 and 66.4325. This authority allows the City and Plan
Commission to develop a comprehensive plan, which the CDA is to use as a guide for carrying out its projects
while acting as an agent for the City. This means the CDA is able to independently give direction to its own
employees, take out loans, as well as buy or sell land without the express approval of the Common Council
in order to carry out its primary tasks. It may also be sued in its individual capacity should its actions cause
damage to others. The CDA is not entitled to funding from the City, maintains separate finances under Funds
900 and 910, and receives most of its funding from economic development within the City. As the CDA is
an independent entity, the City is not able to exercise direct control of the CDA’s day-to-day operations or
decision-making process. The City can define and set goals for the CDA and limitations on development
based upon the ordinances it adopts, as well as the City’s comprehensive plan. However, the CDA can
recommend modification of those goals and limitations which are modified if adopted by the existing
Common Council.

In the Street Department staff worked on clearing a blockage of trees and
cattails in Whitewater Creek. Additional work included brining streets;
tree pruning and brush collection; traffic signal repair and reinstallation;
filling potholes; picnic table repair; GIS training and app set up; and
cleaning, servicing and repairing equipment.

In the Water Department staff received their new service truck and
enclosed trailer. Staff collected raw and finished water samples for
submittal to the DNR. Staff worked with a supplier to investigate leaking
chlorine pumps. Staff also worked with a property owner on Clay Street
with a flooded basement. The house is a summer home and the property
owner came to check onit. The plumbing froze and flooded the
basement. The curb stop was bent and broken, so staff pumped out the
basement and turned the water off at the meter. The curb stop was then
repaired.

In the Wastewater Department staff assisted the Water Departmenton a
water main break by hydro excavating the area to expose existing private
utilities so the contractor could dig. Staff submitted quarterly Mercury,
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PFAS and monthly Chloride samples to the lab. The annual Multi
Discharge Variance Report was submitted the DNR. Staff worked on root
cutting in known problem areas of the collection system and located the
existing sanitary sewer in the lot east of Kwik Trip on Bluff Road.
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» Staff has been informed by the DOT, that the State Highway 59 repaving
project could start as soon as April 1.

In 2024, the City updated the Whitewater Urban Area Boundary. With that update now approved by the
Federal Highway Administration, it is necessary to review the functional classification of roadways within
our Urban Area. The functional classifications were last reviewed and updated in 2022. The functional
classifications are classified as: Interstate Highway, Principal Arterial, Minor Arterial, Major Collector and
Local. Functional classifications come into play when the City is applying for certain programs, such as the
Surface Transportation Program (STP-Urban). To be eligible, streets need a classification of Collector or
higher. The Department of Transportation is not recommending any changes to the functional
classifications. Staff has reviewed the functional classifications and has no recommended changes either.

BACKGROUND

The Public Works Committee was asked by Council to review the north to east turning movements of
semitrucks at the corner of Franklin Street and W. Main Street. Due to the configuration at the southeast
corner, semitrucks have a hard time maneuvering the northbound to eastbound turn, often times hitting the
bollards that are in place to protect the traffic signals from getting hit. After reviewing preliminary designs,
the Public Works Committee and Council approved a Task Order from Strand Associates for the redesign of
the southeast corner of the intersection. The realignment requires an acquisition of 212 square feet of real
estate for right-of-way purposes and 1,661 square feet for temporary construction easement.

PREVIOUS ACTIONS — COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

(Dates, committees, action taken)

The Public Works Committee and Council approved a Strand Task Order for the redesign of the intersection
at their respective April 8 and 15, 2025 meetings. The Plan and Architectural Review Committee approved
proceeding with the acquisition of the needed property at their September 8, 2025 meeting. At the
October 14, 2025 Public Works Committee meeting, the Committee directed staff to initiate land
acquisition with the property owner using the Walworth Avenue Sales Study from 2024 and the Wisconsin
Department of Transportation’s temporary easement calculator as guidance. The Public Works Committee
approved of the acquisition cost and motioned to proceed with the acquisition at their February 10, 2026
meeting.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

Using the Walworth Avenue Sales Study, the recommended value to purchase a strip of property was
$4.00/S.F. Numbers were then adjusted 5%.

Acquisition: 212 S.F. at $4.00/S.F. = $848. Adjusted at 5% = $890.4
Temp Easement Calculation = $1,297.16. Adjusted at 5% = $1362.02

Amounts were then rounded up. Acquisition $900, Temp Easement $1,400. Total = $2,300.

TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT AGREEMENT

This Temporary Construction Easement Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made as of the day
of ; , by and between CITY OF WHITEWATER, a Wisconsin municipal

corporation (“Grantee”), and DLK Farm Service, Inc., a Wisconsin corporation (“Grantor”).

RECITALS:

A. Grantor is the owner of certain real property in the City of Whitewater, County of Walworth,
State of Wisconsin, legally described on Exhibit 1 and depicted on Exhibit 2 attached hereto and made a
part hereof (the “Easement Premises”).

B. Grantor has agreed to grant to Grantee an easement for utility facilities, all subject to the
terms and conditions contained herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the agreements herein and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

1. Grant of Temporary Easement. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee a non-exclusive,

Grantee shall, at Grantee’s sole cost and
expense, install the Facilities and be responsible for maintaining the Facilities in good condition and repair,
and in compliance with all ordinances, regulations, and other laws and requirements imposed by any
governmental authority having jurisdiction. In exercising its easement rights pursuant to this Agreement,
Grantee agrees to give Grantor reasonable advance notice of any entrance onto the Easement Premises
except in the event of an emergency. All maintenance shall be done in a manner so as to limit interference
with the use of the Easement Premises and the remaining property of Grantor.

4. Restoration. After the performance of any maintenance, repair and/or replacement of the
Facilities by Grantee, Grantee shall promptly restore the Easement Premises to the condition in which it
existed prior to such maintenance, repair and/or replacement and shall be responsible, at its sole cost, for
any surface restoration necessary after the performance of any maintenance, repair and/or replacement of
the Facilities, including restoration of paved and unpaved portions of the Easement Premises.

BACKGROUND

Kristen Parks from Anderson Commercial Group submitted a term sheet on November 14, 2025 for an
offer to purchase Lot 5B in the Business Park (PIN # 292-0515-3434-002). This would be for an existing
business planning to relocate from another community.

This parcel is located at the current end of Endeavor Dr and is a good location for this type of business as
the parcel is currently undeveloped, as are the sites to the east, west, and north. City staff have no
concerns with this proposal meeting the requirements in the current M-1 zoning district, other than
outdoor storage of aggregate. Staff will recommend to the city’s Plan and Architectural Review
Commission to include screening and location requirements as part of the applicant’s future Conditional
Use Permit.

Following the November 2025 CDA meeting, city staff were made aware that wetlands had previously
been identified on the property during a 2016 wetland delineation conducted by the Southeast Wisconsin
Regional Planning Commission (SEWRPC). The Community Development Department, following discussion
with the Wisconsin DNR, is working with Strand to seek an artificial wetland exemption to allow
construction on the property. An updated wetland delineation by SEWRPC is also planned for this spring.

PREVIOUS ACTIONS — COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

(Dates, committees, action taken)

- The CDA approved the original Letter of Intent at its November 20, 2025 regular board meeting,
with the condition the buyer commence construction of the building on the property within three
years and complete construction within four years.

- The Plan & Architectural Review Commission advanced this Offer to Purchase with a positive
recommendation to the Common Council at its February 9, 2026 meeting.

MINIMUM STANDARD DETAIL REQUIREMENTS FOR
ALTA/NSPS LAND TITLE SURVEYS
(Effective February 23, 2021)

1. Purpose - Members of the American Land Title Association® (ALTA) have specific needs,
unique to title insurance matters, when asked to insure title to land without exception as to the
many matters which might be discoverable from survey and inspection, and which are not
evidenced by the public records.

For a survey of real property, and the plat, map or record of such survey, to be acceptable to a title
insurance company for the purpose of insuring title to said real property free and clear of survey matters
(except those matters disclosed by the survey and indicated on the plat or map), certain specific and
pertinent information must be presented for the distinct and clear understanding between the insured, the
client (if different from the insured), the title insurance company (insurer), the lender, and the surveyor
professionally responsible for the survey.

In order to meet such needs, clients, insurers, insureds, and lenders are entitled to rely on surveyors to
conduct surveys and prepare associated plats or maps that are of a professional quality and appropriately
uniform, complete, and accurate. To that end, and in the interests of the general public, the surveying
profession, title insurers, and abstracters, the ALTA and the NSPS jointly promulgate the within details
and criteria setting forth a minimum standard of performance for ALTA/NSPS Land Title Surveys. A
complete 2021 ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey includes:

)] the on-site fieldwork required pursuant to Section 5,

(i) the preparation of a plat or map pursuant to Section 6 showing the results of the fieldwork
and its relationship to documents provided to or obtained by the surveyor pursuant to Section
41

iii) any information from Table A items requested by the client, and
(iv) the certification outlined in Section 7.

2. Request for Survey - The client shall request the survey, or arrange for the survey to be
requested, and shall provide a written authorization to proceed from the person or entity responsible for
paying for the survey. Unless specifically authorized in writing by the insurer, the insurer shall not be
responsible for any costs associated with the preparation of the survey. The request must specify that an
"ALTA/NSPS LAND TITLE SURVEY" is required and which of the optional items listed in Table A, if any,
are to be incorporated. Certain properties or interests in real properties may present issues outside those
normally encountered on an ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey (e.g., marinas, campgrounds, mobile home
parks, easements, leases, mineral interests, other non-fee simple interests). The scope of work related to
surveys of such properties or interests in real properties should be discussed with the client, lender, and
insurer, and agreed upon in writing prior to commencing work on the survey. When required, the client
shall secure permission for the surveyor to enter upon the property to be surveyed, adjoining properties,
or offsite easements.

3. Surveying Standards and Standards of Care

A. Effective Date - The 2021 Minimum Standard Detail Requirements for ALTA/NSPS Land Title
Surveys are effective February 23, 2021. As of that date, all previous versions of the Minimum
Standard Detail Requirements for ALTA/ACSM or ALTA/NSPS Land Title Surveys are
superseded by these standards.

B. Other Requirements and Standards of Practice - Many states and some local jurisdictions
have adopted statutes, administrative rules, and/or ordinances that set out standards regulating
the practice of surveying within their jurisdictions. In addition to the standards set forth herein,
surveyors must also conduct their surveys in accordance with applicable jurisdictional survey
requirements and standards of practice.

Boundary - The boundary lines and corners of any property or interest in real property being

surveyed (hereafter, the “surveyed property” or “property to be surveyed”) as part of an

ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey must be established and/or retraced in accordance with

appropriate boundary law principles governed by the set of facts and evidence found in the

course of performing the research and fieldwork.

Measurement Standards - The following measurement standards address Relative Positional

Precision for the monuments or witnesses marking the corners of the surveyed property.

i. "Relative Positional Precision” means the length of the semi-major axis, expressed in meters
or feet, of the error ellipse representing the uncertainty in the position of the monument or
witness marking any boundary corner of the surveyed property relative to the position of the
monument or witness marking an immediately adjacent boundary corner of the surveyed
property resulting from random errors in the measurements made in determining those
positions at the 95 percent confidence level. Relative Positional Precision can be estimated
by the results of a correctly weighted least squares adjustment of the survey. Alternatively,
Relative Positional Precision can be estimated by the standard deviation of the distance
between the monument or witness marking any boundary corner of the surveyed property
and the monument or witness marking an immediately adjacent boundary corner of the
surveyed property (called local accuracy) that can be computed using the full covariance
matrix of the coordinate inverse between any given pair of points, understanding that Relative
Positional Precision is based on the 95 percent confidence level, or approximately 2 standard
deviations.

ii. Any boundary lines and corners established or retraced may have uncertainties in location
resulting from (1) the availability, condition, history and integrity of reference or controlling
monuments, (2) ambiguities in the record descriptions or plats of the surveyed property or its
adjoiners, (3) occupation or possession lines as they may differ from the written title lines, or
(4) Relative Positional Precision. Of these four sources of uncertainty, only Relative
Positional Precision is controllable, although, due to the inherent errors in any measurement,
it cannot be eliminated. The magnitude of the first three uncertainties can be projected based
on evidence; Relative Positional Precision is estimated using statistical means (see Section
3.E.i. above and Section 3.E.v. below).

iii. The first three of these sources of uncertainty must be weighed as part of the evidence in the
determination of where, in the surveyor’s opinion, the boundary lines and corners of the
surveyed property should be located (see Section 3.D. above). Relative Positional Precision
is a measure of how precisely the surveyor is able to monument and report those positions; it
is not a substitute for the application of proper boundary law principles. A boundary corner or
line may have a small Relative Positional Precision because the survey measurements were
precise, yet still be in the wrong position (i.e., inaccurate) if it was established or retraced
using faulty or improper application of boundary law principles.

iv. For any measurement technology or procedure used on an ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey,
the surveyor must (1) use appropriately trained personnel, (2) compensate for systematic
errors, including those associated with instrument calibration, and (3) use appropriate error
propagation and measurement design theory (selecting the proper instruments, geometric
layouts, and field and computational procedures) to control random errors such that the
maximum allowable Relative Positional Precision outlined in Section 3.E.v. below is not
exceeded.

v. The maximum allowable Relative Positional Precision for an ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey is
2 cm (0.07 feet) plus 50 parts per million (based on the direct distance between the two
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corners being tested). It is recognized that in certain circumstances, the size or configuration
of the surveyed property, or the relief, vegetation, or improvements on the surveyed property,
will result in survey measurements for which the maximum allowable Relative Positional
Precision may be exceeded in which case the reason shall be noted pursuant to Section
6.B.x. below.

4. Records Research - It is recognized that for the performance of an ALTA/NSPS Land Title
Survey, the surveyor will be provided with appropriate and, when possible, legible data that can
be relied upon in the preparation of the survey. In order to complete an ALTA/NSPS Land Title
Survey, the surveyor must be provided with the following:

A. The current record description of the real property to be surveyed or, in the case of an
original survey prepared for purposes of locating and describing real property that has not
been previously separately described in documents conveying an interest in the real property,
the current record description of the parent parcel that contains the property to be surveyed;

B. Complete copies of the most recent titte commitment or, if a titte commitment is not available,
other title evidence satisfactory to the title insurer;

C. The following documents from records established under state statutes for the purpose of
imparting constructive notice of matters relating to real property {public records):

i. The current record descriptions of any adjoiners to the property to be surveyed, except
where such adjoiners are lots in platted, recorded subdivisions;

ii. Any recorded easements benefitting the property to be surveyed; and

iii. Any recorded easements, servitudes, or covenants burdening the property to be
surveyed; and

D. If desired by the client, any unrecorded documents affecting the property to be surveyed and
containing information to which the survey shall make reference.

Except, however, if the documents outlined in this section are not provided to the surveyor or if non-public

or quasi-public documents are otherwise required to complete the survey, the surveyor must conduct that

research which is required pursuant to the statutory or administrative requirements of the jurisdiction
where the surveyed property is located and that research (if any) which is negotiated and outlined in the
terms of the contract between the surveyor and the client.

5. Fieldwork - The survey must be performed on the ground (except as may be otherwise
negotiated pursuant to Table A, ltem 15 below). Except as related to the precision of the boundary, which
is addressed in Section 3.E. above, features located during the fieldwork shall be located to what is, in the
surveyor's professional opinion, the appropriate degree of precision based on (a) the planned use of the
surveyed property, if reported in writing to the surveyor by the client, lender, or insurer, or (b) the existing
use, if the planned use is not so reported. The fieldwork shall include the following:

A. Monuments

i. The location, size, character, and type of any monuments found during the fieldwork.

ii. The location, size, character, and type of any monuments set during the fieldwork, if item 1 of
Table A was selected or if otherwise required by applicable jurisdictional requirements and/or
standards of practice.

ili. The location, description, and character of any lines that control the boundaries of the
surveyed property.

B. Rights of Way and Access

i. The distance from the appropriate corner or corners of the surveyed property to the nearest
right of way line, if the surveyed property does not abut a right of way.

ii. The name of any street, highway, or other public or private way abutting the surveyed
property, together with the width of the travelled way and the location of each edge of the
travelled way including on divided streets and highways. If the documents provided to or
obtained by the surveyor pursuant to Section 4 indicate no access from the surveyed
property to the abutting street or highway, the width and location of the travelled way need
not be located.
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iii. Visible evidence of physical access (e.g., curb cuts, driveways) to any abutting streets,
highways, or other public or private ways.

iv. The location and character of vehicular, pedestrian, or other forms of access by other than
the apparent occupants of the surveyed property to or across the surveyed property observed
in the process of conducting the fieldwork (e.qg., driveways, alleys, private roads, railroads,
railroad sidings and spurs, sidewalks, footpaths).

v. Without expressing a legal opinion as to ownership or nature, the location and extent of any
potentially encroaching driveways, alleys, and other ways of access from adjoining properties
onto the surveyed property observed in the process of conducting the fieldwork.

vi. Where documentation of the location of any street, road, or highway right of way abutting, on,
or crossing the surveyed property was not disclosed in documents provided to or obtained by
the surveyor, or was not otherwise available from the controlling jurisdiction (see Section
6.C.iv. below), the evidence and location of parcel corners on the same side of the street as
the surveyed property recovered in the process of conducting the fieldwork which may
indicate the location of such right of way lines (e.g., lines of occupation, survey monuments).

vii. Evidence of access to and from waters adjoining the surveyed property observed in the
process of conducting the fieldwork (e.g., paths, boat slips, launches, piers, docks).

C. Lines of Possession and Improvements along the Boundaries

i. The character and location of evidence of possession or occupation along the perimeter of
the surveyed property, both by the occupants of the surveyed property and by adjoiners,
observed in the process of conducting the fieldwork.

ii. Unless physical access is restricted, the character and location of all walls, buildings, fences,
and other improvements within five feet of each side of the boundary lines observed in the
process of conducting the fieldwork (see Section 5.E.iv. regarding utility poles). Trees,
bushes, shrubs, and other vegetation need not be located other than as specified in the
contract, unless they are deemed by the surveyor to be evidence of possession or occupation
pursuant to Section 5.C.i.

iii. Without expressing a legal opinion as to the ownership or nature of the potential
encroachment, the evidence, location, and extent of potentially encroaching structural
appurtenances and projections observed in the process of conducting the fieldwork (e.g., fire
escapes, bay windows, windows and doors that open out, flue pipes, stoops, eaves, cornices,
areaways, steps, trim) by or onto adjoining property, or onto rights of way, easements, or
setback lines disclosed in documents provided to or obtained by the surveyor.

D. Buildings

The location of buildings on the surveyed property observed in the process of conducting the

fieldwork.

E. Easements and Servitudes

i. Evidence of any easements or servitudes burdening the surveyed property as disclosed in
the documents provided to or obtained by the surveyor pursuant to Section 4 and observed in
the process of conducting the fieldwork.

ii. Evidence of easements, servitudes, or other uses by other than the apparent occupants of
the surveyed property not disclosed in the documents provided to or obtained by the surveyor
pursuant to Section 4, but observed in the process of conducting the fieldwork if they are on
or across the surveyed property (e.g., roads, drives, sidewalks, paths and other ways of
access, utility service lines, utility locate markings (including the source of the markings, with
a note if unknown), water courses, ditches, drains, telephone lines, fiber optic lines, electric
lines, water lines, sewer lines, oil pipelines, gas pipelines).

iii. Surface indications of underground easements or servitudes on or across the surveyed
property observed in the process of conducting the fieldwork (e.g., utility cuts, vent pipes,
filler pipes, utility locate markings (including the source of the markings, with a note if
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conducting the fieldwork, which evidence may indicate utilities located on, over, or beneath
the surveyed property. Examples of such evidence include pipeline markers, utility locate
markings (including the source of the markings, with a note if unknown), manholes, valves,
meters, transformers, pedestals, clean-outs, overhead lines, guy wires, and utility poles on or
within ten feet of the surveyed property. Without expressing a legal opinion as to the
ownership or nature of the potential encroachment, the extent of all encroaching utility pole
crossmembers or overhangs.

F. Cemeteries

As accurately as the evidence permits, the perimeter of cemeteries and burial grounds, and the

location of isolated gravesites not within a cemetery or burial ground, (i) disclosed in the

documents provided to or obtained by the surveyor, or (i) observed in the process of conducting
the fieldwork.
G. Water Features

i. The location of springs, ponds, lakes, streams, rivers, canals, ditches, marshes, and swamps
on, running through, or outside, but within five feet of, the perimeter boundary of the surveyed
property and observed during the process of conducting the fieldwork.

ii. Any new description of the surveyed property that was prepared in conjunction with the
survey, including a statement explaining why the new description was prepared. Except in the
case of an original survey, preparation of a new description should be avoided unless
deemed necessary or appropriate by the surveyor and insurer. Preparation of a new
description should also generally be avoided when the record description is a lot or block in a
platted, recorded subdivision. Except in the case of an original survey, if a new description is
prepared, a note must be provided stating (a) that the new description describes the same
real estate as the record description or, (b) if it does not, how the new description differs from
the record description.

xii. A note on the face of the plat or map identifying the source of the title commitment or other
title evidence provided pursuant to Section 4, and the effective date and the name of the
insurer of same.

C. Easements, Servitudes, Rights of Way, Access, and Documents

i. The location, width, and recording information of all plottable rights of way, easements, and
servitudes burdening and benefitting the surveyed property, as evidenced by documents
provided to or obtained by the surveyor pursuant to Section 4.

ii. A summary of all rights of way, easements, and other survey-related matters burdening the
surveyed property and identified in the title evidence provided to or obtained by the surveyor
pursuant to Section 4. Such summary must include the record information of each such right
of way, easement, or other survey-related matter, a statement indicating whether it lies within
or crosses the surveyed property, and a related note if:

(a) its location is shown;

(b) its location cannot be determined from the record document;

(c) there was no observed evidence at the time of the fieldwork;

(d) itis a blanket easement;

(e) itis not on, does not touch, and/or - based on the description contained in the record
document — does not affect, the surveyed property;

(f) itlimits access to an otherwise abutting right of way;

(g) the documents are illegible; or

(h) the surveyor has information indicating that it may have been released or otherwise

(h) The surveyor's project number (if any), and the name, registration or license number,
signature, seal, street address, telephone number, company website, and email address
(if any) of the surveyor who performed the survey.

(i) The date(s) of any revisions made by the surveyor who performed the survey.

(i) Sheet numbers where the plat or map is composed of more than one sheet.

(k) The caption "ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey.”

When recordation or filing of a plat or map is required by state statutes or local ordinances,

such plat or map shall be produced in the required form.

7. Certification - The plat or map of an ALTA/NSPS Land Title Survey must bear only the following
unaltered certification except as may be required pursuant to Section 3.B. above:

The following terms and conditions shall be deemed to be a part of the foregoing attached Offer to
Purchase dated January 26, 2026, (“Offer”) for the real estate described in the Offer (“Property”). The
terms of this Addendum shall supersede any conflicting provisions in the Offer.

l. Contingencies: Buyer’s and Seller’s obligation to conclude this transaction shall be contingent
upon the following:

A. Buyer's Contingency (Review Period): Buyer shall have up to and including June 1, 2026
(the "Review Period") to conduct physical inspections of the Property, to obtain all
governmental and other approvals and permits deemed necessary by Buyer to allow the
Buyer to use the Property for Buyer's intended use, to review the title insurance
commitment, survey and Seller Documents (as defined in Il C. below). If Buyer is
dissatisfied for any reason with the Property or any of Seller Documents, or is unable to
obtain such approvals or permits for any reason whatsoever, Buyer may terminate this Offer
by giving written notice of termination to Seller at any time during the Review Period. If
Buyer so terminates this Offer during the Review Period, Seller shall promptly return all
earnest money to Buyer.

B. Wetland Delineation Contingency: This Offer is contingent upon Seller providing a
wetland delineation of the Property, dated within the last six (6) months by May 1, 2026.
Buyer shall have up to and including June 1, 2026 to review the wetland delineation and
determine whether the delineation is acceptable for Buyer’s intended use of the Property. If
Buyer determines, in Buyer’s sole discretion, that the wetland delineation is unacceptable for
Buyer’s intended purpose, Buyer may terminate this Offer by delivering written notice to
Seller on or before the expiration of the Review Period, in which event all earnest money
shall be returned to Buyer and this Offer shall be null and void.

C. ALTA Survey: Seller shall provide to Buyer, at Seller’s expense, on or before June 1, 2026, an
ALTA boundary survey of the Property dated and stamped within 6 months prior to closing,
prepared by a certified Wisconsin surveyor showing all property lines, improvements,
encroachments, easements, alleys and adjoining roadways, cross-parking easements, and
utility installations located therein. Such survey shall be in satisfactory form and accompanied
by any required surveyor's report sufficient to enable Buyer to obtain removal of the standard
survey exception on the title policy at no additional cost to Buyer. If the Survey shows the
existence of conditions that would be detrimental to the Buyer's intended use on the Property,
Buyer shall have the option (a) to terminate the Offer by written notice to Seller within three
(3) days of delivery of the Survey whereby this Offer shall be null and void and all earnest
money paid hereunder shall be returned to Buyer forthwith or (b) if such condition is subject
to correction, to request Seller, at Seller’s option and sole discretion and at its sole cost and
expense, to correct such condition as promptly as possible, exercising due diligence, in which
case the closing shall be extended for a commensurate period.

D. Environmental/Soils Inspection: This Offer is contingent upon Buyer obtaining, at Buyer’s
sole cost and expense, a written report from a qualified environmental consultant and a
geotechnical soil investigation up to and including June 1, 2026, for the purpose of detecting
the presence of air pollutants, water pollutants, processed waste water, solid and hazardous

Staff Review

The applicant is requesting a Future Land Use Map Change from Highway Commercial to Single
Family Residential. In correlation with this submittal the applicant has also presented a rezone
request, and a preliminary plat for consideration.
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This future land use designation is intended for single-family detached residential development,
served by public sanitary sewer service. Small institutional uses such as parks, schools, and
churches may also be built on lands mapped under this designation. Single-Family Residential -
City areas are envisioned mainly in and around pre-existing single family areas. This category is
also a key component of the Future Neighborhood future land use designation.
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Policies and Programs: The following policies and programs are recommended for this future
land use designation:

a. When considering future rezoning requests, the existing City zoning districts most
appropriate to implement this future land use designation include the R-1 Single-Family
Residential District and the R1x District.

The proposed development is requesting this zoning designation for this
development which is consistent with the comprehensive plan.

b. Encourage new development in Single-Family Residential - City areas generally at
densities of four to six homes per acre. Promote the construction of compact, smaller lot
single-family uses.

The proposed Stonehaven development directly supports the Comprehensive Plan
objective to encourage new development in Single-Family Residential-City areas at
densities of four to six homes per acre. With 14 single-family homes planned the
project falls within the recommended density range and uses the land efficiently
while maintaining compatibility with the surrounding neighborhood.

In addition, the project advances the goal of promoting compact, smaller-lot single-
family housing. The R-1S zoning district is specifically designed to accommodate
modest lot sizes and a more compact development pattern. By transitioning the
property from Highway Commercial to a small-lot residential district, the developer
is able to provide attainable single-family homes that meet modern housing
demands without altering the established residential character of East Bluff Road.

Overall, the development fulfills the intent of this policy by delivering appropriately
scaled, compact single-family housing at the density level envisioned for Single-Family
Residential-City areas.

c. Minimize incompatible land uses (e.g., high traffic generators, noisy users) within or
adjacent to Single Family Residential - City areas. Where such uses do occur in close
proximity, encourage the use of buffers to mitigate the impacts such land uses could have
on these residential neighborhoods.

The proposed rezoning from Highway Commercial to One-Family Residential—
Small Lots helps minimize incompatible land uses adjacent to an established Single-
Family Residential-City area. Commercial zoning allows for higher-intensity uses
such as retail, service businesses, or auto-oriented activities that typically generate
increased traffic, noise, and lighting. These characteristics can create conflicts with
nearby homes and negatively affect neighborhood quality. By converting the parcels
to residential use, the development eliminates the possibility of future high-traffic or
noisy commercial operations on Bluff Road, thereby preventing land-use
incompatibilities before they occur. Instead, the land will transition to the same low-
intensity residential character already present to the south along East Bluff Road,
resulting in a more cohesive and predictable development pattern.

Because the proposed use mirrors the surrounding single-family neighborhood, no
buffering is needed, as the rezoning itself removes the potential for incompatible
activity. This change strengthens the long-term stability of the existing residential
area and ensures that future development will enhance rather than conflict with the
neighborhood’s character.

d. Plan for interconnected street, sidewalk, trail and open space networks in new residential
areas; between individual subdivisions; and between new neighborhoods, parks, the
University, schools, the downtown, the Business Park, and the Technology Park.

By rezoning the parcels from commercial to residential, the development will be
constructed to meet residential subdivision standards, which typically require
pedestrian-friendly infrastructure such as sidewalks, internal street connections,
and appropriate access points to the existing road network. Highway Commercial
zoning does not require or encourage these circulation features, but a residential
district does, allowing the site to integrate more naturally into the surrounding
neighborhood fabric.

The project provides an opportunity to extend or connect existing sidewalks or
pedestrian routes along Bluff Road and East Bluff Road. Converting the land to
residential use allows the City to ensure that new homes contribute to a continuous
pedestrian network that links this area with nearby neighborhoods and public
amenities.

Overall, by transitioning the site away from commercial use and incorporating it
into the City’'s residential network, the development supports the broader goal of
building a safe, connected, and walkable community that links homes to parks,
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schools, the University, and major activity centers.

e. Promote diversity in housing architecture, design, formats, and colors. Promote housing
designs in which garages are recessed from the front facade of the house, side-loaded, or
detached and located behind the house. In any case, the garage should not dominate the
front fagade of the house.

The developer plans to offer several different floor plans, exterior layouts, and a
variety of siding and trim color packages. This variety prevents the neighborhood
from appearing repetitive or uniform and instead creates an attractive, visually
appealing residential streetscape that enhances the overall character of the area.

Additionally, the following should be taken into consideration:

1. The extent to which the project provides a positive and lasting contribution to
the character of the neighborhood.

The proposed development provides a significant and lasting contribution to
the neighborhood by addressing a well-documented regional shortage of
housing. Housing studies and presentations from Walworth, Jefferson, and
Washington Counties have identified persistent unmet demand for high-
quality, family-style development that support working households. This
project responds directly to that need by introducing thoughtfully designed,
modern housing that will enhance neighborhood vitality and strengthen the
city’s overall residential fabric.

2. A determination that such project is supported by adopted City plans covering
the area, including the City’s desire to preserve certain areas outside of the district
for single-family housing that is not student-oriented.

The project is fully consistent with adopted City comprehensive and strategic
housing plans that emphasize balanced growth, housing diversity, and
preservation of established single-family areas. The change to single-family
housing will further protect that preservation.

3. The extent to which the project improves the appearance and condition of the
building and lot, and increases or at least maintains the value of the subject
property and surrounding properties for current and possible future uses in
accordance with City plans.

The currently vacant and underutilized parcel will be transformed into a
productive, high-quality residential use consistent with City plans. The
development will significantly enhance the site’s appearance and contribute
to neighborhood appeal through attractive, cohesive design. By introducing
modern construction and improving the visual landscape, the project will
maintain or increase property values in the area and reinforce the
surrounding residential character.
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The proposed project site has been undeveloped and has remained vacant for several years under
the current zoning and future land designation classification. As the City of Whitewater
continues to grow, change, and expand, it is common that future land use and zoning
designations may need to be amended and changed to better fit the needs of a growing
community. The City of Whitewater has struggled to find commercial development for these
sites that would not negatively impact the existing adjacent residential neighborhoods.

The proposed project area is surrounded by a variety of uses and zoning designations, with
technology park to the north, commercial to the west and east, and residential to the south and
west. Single family housing would provide a good transition between the existing low impact
commercial usage, future technology park development and the adjacent single-family
developments.

BACKGROUND

In the spring of 2024, a Congressionally Directed Spending (CDS) request was submitted to Senator
Baldwin’s office to fund an Immigration Liaison project. We have been in periodic contact with Senator
Baldwin’s office obtaining updates on the request. On February 4, 2026, we were informed that a partial
government funding bill for Fiscal Year 2026 was signed into law which includes $85,000 of CDS funding
for a Whitewater Immigration Liaison project.

Key considerations:

e The CDS funding is not a tax increase. This is strictly federal funding that does not increase the levy.

e This is independent of the public safety referendum and the CDS funding request was submitted
prior to the referendum. This is also independent of the federal COPS Hiring grant that was
received.

e The acceptance of the CDS funding does not change our enforcement posture. An Immigrant
Liaison position is not immigration enforcement and does not alter the City’s existing policies and
practices regarding federal authorities.

e An Immigration Liaison is an administrative response to a service demand to address gaps in
service such as language barriers, crime reporting gaps, service coordination, education on local
laws, and trust in our municipal services. The position is not intended to serve a political or
ideological agenda.

e Council oversight of this project remains. Further planning regarding placement, supervision,
duration of funding, etc. will be brought before Council.

PD staff are in communication with staff from Senator Baldwin’s office to obtain further details. At this
point in time, we are requesting Council direction regarding acceptance of CDS funding.

The purpose of this appropriation request is to secure funding for a City Immigrant Liaison position. We need resources to be able
to fund programs aimed at improving the quality of life of our immigrants. Funding an immigrant liaison position would give us the
ability to focus resources, deliver what our immigrant population needs, and ultimately build the trust that is needed to ensure they
are successful here long-term. A number of non-profit organizations have taken great strides in providing this group with basic
essentials like clothing and medical care. However, with this funding, an Immigrant Liaison could work one-on-one with
immigrants to determine their needs, and work to create programs to incentivize new initiatives such as ride-share programs,
affordable housing opportunities, and language courses.

. Problem/Issue Statement: *

Our police department has identified major challenges associated with the demographic change which have utilized a great deal of
our law enforcement resources and made it increasingly difficult to police proactively. Communication, transportation, housing, and
documentation/identification concerns are some of the top obstacles that we have been addressing.

As law enforcement, one of our greatest challenges continues to be building trust with the individuals who have recently arrived.
Many of them are fleeing countries where the government, and law enforcement specifically, cannot be trusted. This creates a wall
between this new population and law enforcement and results in problems like under- and unreported crime, a lack of
understanding of our laws, and a greater likelihood of using false documents to evade apprehension. We believe that in order to
break down that barrier, we need to be make positive connections with informal leaders within this new community. However, this
has been exceptionally difficult for us in the police department due to the increase in workload. We have held a community event
and created a bilingual immigration guide, but we are still struggling to make the positive connections that are so sorely needed.

. Project Goals and Results: *

The Immigrant Liaison position would be responsible for the following tasks:

Making positive relationships with the immigrant population in the City of Whitewater

Educating the immigrant population on the resources available to them across all municipal departments

Providing bilingual support to the immigrant population as well as City staff when needed

Planning events that support the building of trust between the existing community and the immigrant population

Seeking out grant funding for programs that support immigrant educational and medical access

Connecting newly arriving families with the resources that are provided through our local non-profit organizations
Educating the immigrant population on our federal, state and local laws and regulations

Providing access to immigration attorney resources

Informing elected officials about the immigrant population and what their needs are

Creating programs that meet the needs of the immigrant population

This position is a critical link that we are currently missing in the City of Whitewater. The goal is to ensure that the immigrant
population has the same access to services that our existing population has. That boils down to ensuring that they have the
knowledge of the resources first and foremost, but also the trust to seek out those resources.

The impact of the Immigrant Liaison position will be shown in the quality of life of the immigrant population. While this is very
difficult to measure economically in the short-term, the long-term gains of having this population integrate with the community will
become very evident. If the immigrant population can successfully integrate, they will be able to become business owners and will
provide a great deal of economic output long into the future. Our goal is to see the immigrant population that plans to stay here do
so legally and in a way that allows them to be productive members of society.

The project also includes some work on Walworth Avenue between
Putnam Street and Scott Street. Work in this section includes replacing storm sewer and asphalt pavement.

The design of this project was approved in the 2022-2023 CIP budget with the Task Order approved by the
Public Works Committee and Common Council in August 2022. The project was originally scheduled for
construction in 2024, but discussions with the railroad about storm water drainage resulted in the project
being delayed. The construction project was approved as part of the 2026-2027 CIP budget. The Public
Works Committee recommend approval of the contract to the low bid submitted by CJP Excavating at
their February 10, 2026 meeting.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

The low bid is a bit higher than the budgeted amount. Below is a breakdown by account.

Budgeted Bid
Levy $235,100 $277,111.65
Water $176,000 $130,657.80
Storm Sewer $90,800 $146,414.10
$501,900 $554,184.05

The big difference in the Levy amount is in the asphalt price where the estimated cost of $79/ton jumped
to $103.5/ton for a difference of $32,400. In the storm sewer amount, the design was changed after
discussions with the railroad forced us to run the storm sewer to the north to Walworth Avenue. There
are remaining borrowed funds from last year’s Stormwater Detention Maintenance project that can be
used to offset the difference. On the Levy side, there are additional paving projects that could be delayed,
if need be, to offset the difference.
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION
CJP Excavating is located in Helenville, WI. They were prequalified to submit a bid on this project. Though
this project came in slightly over budget, there are funds available. Staff recommends a motion to accept
the low bid from CJP Excavating award the Putnam Street Reconstruction contract to CJP Excavating.

BACKGROUND

(Enter the who, what, when, where, why)

The University is looking to improve the safety of pedestrians crossing Starin Road within the campus area.
One possibility the University wanted to explore was closing Starin Road to vehicular traffic between
Warhawk Drive and Prairie Street during weekday school hours. To see what issues might arise, Starin
Road was closed to traffic Monday — Friday from 6:00 am to 6:00 pm from October 7 — October 18. Traffic
cameras were installed on Main Street and Schwager Drive to collect vehicle data from October 7 —
November 1.

Attached are the data files for Main Street and Schwager Drive. The Volume Change Summary tables
show an increase, on average, of 541 more vehicles per day on Main Street and 838 more vehicles per day
on Schwager Drive between the hours of 6:00 am and 6:00 pm during the weekday. This is an increase of
6.3% and 68.2% respectively during that timeframe. On Main Street the Average Week Day Traffic
(AWDT) was 8,968 with Starin Road open and 9,454 with Starin Road closed. On Schwager Drive the
AWDT was 1,448 with Starin Road open and 2,309 with Starin Road closed. The AWDT on Starin Road
in February 2024 was 3,677.

Also attached are comments received from various city departments. In general, the consensus is to leave
Starin Road open due to: reduced police response times, the additional traffic added to an already busy
Main Street, pedestrian accidents on Main Street versus none on Starin Road, the closure of Starin Road not
incorporating all of the busy campus crosswalks crossing Starin Road, and the unknowns with snow
plowing operations.

At the Public Works meeting on December 10, 2024, the University indicated they had additional traffic
counters on Prairie Street and Prince Street. Prairie Street had an increase of approximately 40 vehicles per
day during the closure of Starin Road while Prince Street had an increase of approximately 400 vehicles per
day.

BACKGROUND

At the December 17, 2024 Council meeting, Council discussed the possibility of closing Starin Road
between Warhawk Drive and Prairie Street during the week while the University is in session. Instead of
closing the road, the Council decided to look at some other measures, including adding stop signs, lowering
the speed limit, and installing speed bumps/humps that might help with pedestrian safety.

The measure of adding stop signs included looking at adding stop signs at the four mid-block pedestrian
crossings. According to the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), it appears stop signs
are only to be used at intersections to help control traffic movements.

In lieu of stop signs, staff is suggesting the use of “Stop Here for Pedestrian” signs. These
signs would be post mounted approximately 10 — 15 feet in front of the marked crosswalks. The yielding
(which includes stopping) to pedestrians is a state statute, and thus no ordinance is required to install these
signs.

Regarding speed bumps/humps, the rubberized ones, according to the dealers, are not snowplow friendly.
They recommend removing them for the winter. Speed bumps/humps that remain in place year-round are
typically paved into the street.

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The total cost of installing eight “Stop Here for Pedestrian” signs is $892.00. The cost of the speed bump
(12 inches wide, 2 inches tall) is $242.90 per speed bump. The cost of the speed hump (36 inches wide, 2
inches tall) is $859.80 per speed hump.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Based on the discussions at the last Council meeting and referencing the MUTCD, staff recommends a
motion to proceed with the installation of the “Stop Here for Pedestrian” signs.

With the reduction in the speed limit, the addition of stop signs at Prince and Warhawk, and the potential
to stop every approximately 250 feet for the mid-block crosswalks, staff does not see the need to install
speed bumps or humps. Additionally, the speed bumps/humps would slow the response of emergency
vehicles. If Council would like to proceed with speed bumps/humps, staff would suggest two locations.
One for eastbound traffic placed just east of Warhawk Drive and for westbound traffic, one placed near
the bookstore. In talking with the University, they also suggested that if Council would like to proceed
with the speed bumps/humps that they be installed during spring break, in order to first observe the
effects of the addition of stop signs, stop here for pedestrian signs and the reduced speed limit have on
traffic.

Please note, there is an estimated 2 — 3 week lead time in ordering of signs.

e University indicated an increase of approximately 40 vehicles per day on Prairie Street
and approximately 400 vehicles per day on Prince Street. University also noted that as
students got accustomed to the closure of Starin Road, they saw an increase of students
heading east from Prince Street to cross Starin Road in the closed area instead of using
the crosswalks west of Warhawk Drive. In response to reduced response times, the
University mentioned that the barricades would be replaced with gates
(remotely/electronically controlled) to allow emergency vehicles to get through if needed.

e Alderperson Hicks indicated he received emails both in support and against. Would like
to see the possibility of additional less intrusive options before resorting to the closure.
He mentioned better lighting by the bookstore crosswalk and additional signage. He
mentioned that streets are not closed by elementary schools and that the School District
Transportation Committee he sat on heard comments about parents already not letting
their kids cross Main Street, even at traffic signal controlled intersections, because of the
amount of traffic.

e Alderperson Majkrzak was in favor of the closure. He mentioned there are more
opportunities with pedestrian accidents on Starin Road than anywhere else in the City.
He also mentioned, if there are other areas in the City that need to be looked at for
pedestrian safety, the City should do that.

e Alderperson Smith was also in favor of the closure. While not specifically receiving
emails Smith did hear conversations of students who appreciated the closure. It was also
mentioned that the University did have a CSO at the crosswalk west of Warhawk Drive
that was not included in the Starin Road closure.

e Resident Jan Bilgen noted she has seen a number of close misses of pedestrians being hit.
Though she did agree both parties have a mutual responsibility. She believes the right
thing to do is to close the street and provide safety for the pedestrians. Additional signs
or lights are only a band aid.

e Resident Jane Mortensen mentioned students are adults and they should be prepared for
the real world when they leave college. She is against the closure. She mentioned there
are issues on many streets, should those streets be closed also.

Subject: Starin Road Closure Proposal

Members of the Common Council,

Thank you for your continued discussion on the proposed closure of Starin Road. I also
want to recognize and thank staff for their thorough analysis and thoughtful
recommendation to keep Starin Road open. After reviewing the data and feedback, I
support staff’s conclusion.

The proposed closure of Starin Road would result in significant impacts on traffic and the
community. During school sessions, the roadway would be closed for approximately
94.87% of total workweek commute hours, leaving commuters to rely on alternative
routes during critical peak travel times. Annually, this equates to the roadway being
closed for roughly 25.34% of the total hours in a year. These closures would
disproportionately impact local residents and businesses by increasing traffic congestion
on Main Street and Schwager Drive while adding wear and tear to these already busy
corridors.

Further, Staff’s recommendation to keep Starin Road open is well-founded. The closure
trial increased traffic volumes on Main Street and Schwager Drive, creating congestion
and potential safety risks without fully addressing the pedestrian safety concerns cited as
the rationale for the closure. Additionally, input from Public Works and Police Department
staff highlighted operational challenges and increased risks associated with emergency
response times and roadway maintenance during the closure.

However, if the Council wishes to further explore this proposal, I strongly recommend a
longer, non-permanent test period and a structured approach to planning, cost-sharing,
and formal agreements.

I recommend the following steps to ensure a comprehensive and equitable approach:

1. Longer Test Period: Extend the closure for a longer, non-permanent testing
window (e.g. six months) to better assess the long-term impacts on traffic patterns
and safety. Adjustments to the closure boundaries should be considered, based on

staff feedback, to align more closely with pedestrian traffic patterns and safety
concerns.

2. Formal Cost-Sharing Agreement: The City and University must enter into a
formal Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that clearly defines financial
responsibilities. This should include:

o Capital Costs: The University should cover all capital costs associated with
installing the necessary infrastructure, including barricades, electrical
systems, and signaling for emergency vehicle access without human
intervention.

o Annual Maintenance: The University must proportionally share annual
maintenance costs for that portion of Starin Rd. with the City. This includes
routine upkeep such as crack sealing, curb and sidewalk repairs, etc.

o Long-Term Milling and Paving: The University must also share in the
substantial, multi-million-dollar costs of future milling and repaving
required when the roadway exceeds its useful life.

o Cost-Sharing Principle: The cost-sharing framework must reflect the fact
that the road will be closed primarily for the University’s benefit during
peak weekday commuting hours and most workweeks. Proportional costs
should be determined on a per-hour basis to ensure an equitable
distribution of financial responsibilities.

o Right-to-terminate: The City should retain the right to terminate the
agreement at any time, with notice.

3. Legal Review and Compliance: As the proposal involves potential payments from
the University to the City, legal counsel must be involved to ensure compliance
with state laws. Past experience, such as the termination of the MOU for dispatch
services, underscores the importance of adhering to strict processes that may
require approval from state departments.

In summary, I support the staff’s analysis and recommendation to keep Starin Road open.
However, if the Council decides to move forward with this proposal, a longer test period
is essential to evaluate long-term impacts. During this time, we must establish a
comprehensive legal and financial framework to ensure City taxpayers do not bear the
burden of a change that primarily benefits the University’s pedestrian population during
peak workweek commuting hours. This framework must include cost-sharing for
maintenance and full payment for infrastructure installation.
