SUBJECT:  Pre-approved plan review process 
DATE:  February 26, 2025 
 
As discussed, I met with Mark Van Voast and colleagues (copied) at Hood River County, following a 
meeting with Dev Bell of Bell Design.  The following points emerged: 
 

• We discussed the incentives for applicants to use the citizen pre-approved plans, and the benefits 
we could provide through the review process. The actual review in this case would be similar to 
that of any new application, with the main difference being the certainty of a plan that had already 
been screened by Planning (City of WS or Skamania County) and Building (HR County). In either 
case, HR County’s review time would likely be within two weeks.  

• The actual routing would likely be: 
o The applicant would select a plan, and draw (or have drawn) a site plan for their own site 
o The City would review for conformance with the zoning code (after collecting the 

application fee) 
o The applicant would order and pay for the full plan set from the provider 
o The plan would then go to Bell Design for any upgrades needed to meet local conditions, 

at the Applicant’s expense (This could be reduced over time as most conditions would be 
repeats, e.g. similar additions of hold-downs, etc.)  

o The set with any revisions would go to HR County for building review, and after any 
corrections needed, a permit would be issued 

• It was noted that this is not much more streamlined than any other plan set would be, except that 
the use of repeat plans could allow a fixed lower review fee, and/or a rebate to the applicant. 

• The other major incentive would be an acceleration of the overall review time, including planning 
review (assuming the Applicant used a typical layout, which we could provide in schematic form). 

• It was noted also that this program is targeted especially at lot owners who are reluctant to move 
forward on infill projects because of the uncertainty, potential delay and risk of the regulatory 
process. A more formalized process with increased certainty and speed could be very helpful 
motivations.  

 
In addition, we discussed the City’s fee structure which has been reviewed recently by Facet. HR 
County is undergoing a process of equalizing the fee structures across their county, City of Hood 
River, and Wasco County.  
 
We discussed the desirability of a follow-up meeting with the Mayor, Paul, and other staff to discuss 
the process more generally, particularly once a permanent planner comes on board.

I did a bit of background research on this issue, and below are some conclusions as reflected in the 
experiences of other early adopters. 

1. Core Benefits Identified 

A. Regulatory Efficiency and Reduced Friction 

For applicants (builders, homeowners, small developers): 

 Faster approvals: Pre-approved plans cut weeks or months from permitting because the 
architectural/design review work is already done. Builders can submit designs that are ready to be 
permitted as-is, eliminating repetitive review cycles.  

 Lower soft costs: Standardized plans reduce the need to hire architects repeatedly or pay for 
bespoke designs for every site. Permits that are essentially “by-right” save on professional fees and 
avoid drawn-out negotiations with staff and boards.  

For jurisdictions (cities/staff): 

 Predictable workload: Planning and building departments see more standardized submissions 
rather than highly variable bespoke packages, making reviews smoother and consistent.  

 Fewer discretionary decisions: With pre-approved plans aligned to local codes, fewer decisions 
hinge on subjective review, lowering political risk and increasing transparency.  

Shared benefits: 

 Supports infill development: Especially in legacy cities with many small vacant lots, pre-
approved plans make inner-city development more viable by matching common lot geometries and 
regulatory frameworks.  

 Preserves vernacular and design quality: A curated set of plans can ensure context-sensitive 
architecture that fits existing neighborhood character, addressing common opposition to new 
housing.  

 

B. Cost Reductions and Market Impacts 
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 Reduced regulatory drag translates into economic savings: Reports from multiple cities find 
per-unit cost savings (e.g., >$10,000 per home) when fast-tracking permits and reducing 
architectural/design costs.  

 More attainable housing without direct subsidies: Instead of tax incentives or subsidized units, 
streamlining regulatory processes lowers costs indirectly, making homes more accessible to small 
builders and future owners.  

 

C. Systemic and Policy Benefits 

 Encourages housing variety: By including duplexes, townhouses, ADUs, and other small-scale 
types in plan libraries, communities expand missing-middle options without structural zoning 
battles.  

 Leverages existing infrastructure: Because the focus is on infill, pre-approved plans help fully 
utilize legacy city infrastructure rather than promoting sprawl.  

 Aligns with broader reforms: When tied to zoning reforms (e.g., permitting smaller lots, right-
sizing parking), pre-approved plans become part of a coherent housing strategy rather than a 
stand-alone tactical fix.  

 

2. Pitfalls and Key Implementation Challenges 

A. Early Adoption and Market Uptake 

Real-world barriers: 

 Builders still want tweaks: Plans that are too rigid can be unattractive because builders and 
buyers often want personalization; too many tweaks can remove the advantage of “pre-approved.”  

 Psychological resistance: Even when plans are approved, small developers sometimes hesitate 
because of unfamiliarity with designs or fear they won’t sell.  

 

B. Design and Code Alignment 

 Generic plans vs. local codes: Statewide plan catalogs risk not maximizing buildable space under 
local zoning; they must be tuned to the most prevalent local regulations to be economically 
compelling.  

 Regulatory alignment is essential: Approving plans alone isn’t sufficient; zoning, parking, lot 
sizes, housing type permissions, and permitting rules must be aligned so that approved plans can 
actually be built without extra variances or exceptions.  

 

C. Administrative Investment and Commitment 

 Initial cost and capacity: Developing pattern books and expanding plan libraries requires 
upfront design work and staff time. Smaller jurisdictions may lack capacity without external 
assistance.  

 Training and systems integration: E-permitting systems, clear process guides, checklists, and 
staff training are necessary so the theoretical benefits translate into real practice.  
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3. Steps to Ensure Real Incentives and Success 

A. Match Plans to Local Context 

 Curate a portfolio of plans that reflect the vernacular architecture and typical lot dimensions of the 
community, increasing their appeal and feasibility.  

 Engage builders early to validate that the plans are “sellable” and buildable in the local market.  

 

B. Streamline the Entire Regulatory Pipeline 

 Update zoning codes to permit the housing types represented in the plan library without special 
exceptions.  

 Optimize permit processes with e-submissions, clear checklists, and fast-track pathways tied 
explicitly to the plan catalog.  

 

C. Institutionalize Incentives 

 Offer actual incentives such as reduced fees, expedited reviews, or tax abatements tied to using 
approved plans to make the choice financially rewarding relative to the status quo.  

 Create public-private partnerships to sustain and update the plan library and associated outreach, 
keeping designs fresh and relevant.

Summary 

Pre-approved housing plans don’t magically solve affordability or supply challenges on their own, but when 
implemented with supporting code reform, technical assistance, and outreach, they offer: 

 Reduced regulatory friction 
 Faster and cheaper housing delivery 
 Design predictability and quality assurance 
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 Meaningful incentives for builders and jurisdictions 

The value becomes real when jurisdictions calibrate these plans to their context, institutionalize fast-track 
pathways, and combine them with procedural and financial incentives that matter in practice.

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Shared Utility thoughts: 

 

The city only has jurisdiction over Water & Sewer.  Other utilities (gas, electricity, 

phone/internet/TV) are not within the jurisdiction of the city.   

In our last meeting we came to an understanding that shared Sewer lines were feasible, 

but shared Water was more challenging. 

How much could a homeowner save with shared utilities? 

- Water Base fee = $61.88/month, Water Rights fee = $6.25/month and Sewer 

Base fee is $67.04/month.  With fully shared city utilities this would save a 

homeowner $67.58/month.  Sharing Sewer only would save them $33.52/month.  

Water Base fee is increasing by 8%/year.  Sewer Base fee is increasing 

$5%/year. 

How much will construction cost be reduced by sharing utilities? 

- ¾” Water line cost $5287.  This will serve one home.  Sharing between 2 homes 

would necessitate a 1” line to provide adequate flow which costs $7705.  Sharing 

between 3 or more homes would require a 2” line which costs $24,289.  It is less 

expensive to install three 1” lines than one 2” line.  One 1” line rather than two ¾” 

lines would save the contractor $1435.  How much of that savings would be 

passed along to the homeowners?  I could not find installation costs for sewer 

line on the City website. 

Questions for workshop: 

- Do the contractors propose sharing both Sewer and Water? 

- Do the contractors propose using a sub-meter to track water usage per 

household so they can split the cost appropriately? 

- How do the contractors propose the homeowner deal with the cost of repairs on 

shared lines? 

- Sewer and Water are typically billed on one statement.  If ULS is used to divide a 

lot into two separate individually owned properties with shared Sewer and 

separate Water how would that be billed?

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WHITE SALMON, WA, AMENDING WHITE 

SALMON MUNICIPAL CODE 13.16.020 HOOKUP CHARGES AND PROVIDING FOR 
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

 
WHEREAS,  the city council has reviewed municipal code providing for hookup charges 

and has determined that an amendment is necessary as the city will no longer install 1-1/2 inch 
water meters; and  
 

NOW THERFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WHITE SALMON DO 
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: by the City Council of the City of White Salmon that the following 
amendments be made to White Salmon Municipal Code Chapter 13.16.025: 
 
SECTION 1 – Amendment to WSMC 13.16.020 
 
Section 13.16.020 is hereby amended to read:

 Strikethrough = deleted language 
 
13.16.020 Hookup charges. 
 
A. The charges for hooking up to the city's water system include the impact fee, connection 

fee and installation costs.

C. Connection Fees. The city will facilitate the water tap if needed and supply, install and 

connect the water meter valves and service piping not to exceed a distance of thirty feet

from the line connection to the meter. The connection fees for this work are actual cost 
plus 17%.  

 
D. Installation Costs. It shall be the responsibility of the applicant or owner to accomplish all 

excavation, bedding, backfill, pavement repair and restoration as may be required to 
make connection from the city's facilities to the service location in accordance with 
applicable city, county and state requirements. Each applicant or owner may elect to 
accomplish the necessary work by private contract or by city forces. The minimum fee 
for installation work by city forces shall be two hundred fifty dollars inside city limits, 
and three hundred fifty dollars outside city limits. Charges for additional work such as 
rock blasting will be billed at actual cost for labor, equipment and materials, plus for 
work performed by city forces.  

 
E. Miscellaneous Fees. Charges for work such as relocation or up-size of existing water 

meters or service, repair of meter or service damaged by others, or installation of 
additional meters for existing customers shall be billed at actual cost for labor, equipment 
and materials, plus 17% percent.  

 
F. Waiver of Impact Fees. The city council may waive all or a part of an impact fee under 

the following circumstances:  
 

1. The applicant is a local government;  
2. The proposed use will serve the public interest; and  
3. Residents of the city of White Salmon will benefit from the proposed use.  

 
SECTION 2 - SEVERABILITY.   
 
If any section, sentence, or phrase of this Chapter is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a 
court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity 
or constitutionality of any other section, sentence or phrase of this Chapter.  
 
SECTION 4 - EFFECTIVE DATE.   
 
This ordinance shall become effective following passage and publication as provided by law.

Payments are due on the 20th of each month. If the 20th falls on a weekend or holiday, payment is due on 

the next business day. Payments received after the due date are considered delinquent and are subject to a 

$10.00 late fee. If payment is not received by the following month’s due date, water service may be 

terminated for non-payment. 
  

The City of White Salmon accepts payment by cash, check, credit card, and debit card with a Discover, 

Visa, or MasterCard logo. With a signed ACH agreement, payments can be automatically withdrawn from 

a checking or savings account on the 20th of the month. Payments can also be made online through our 

secure third-party provider, Xpress Bill Pay, at https://www.xpressbillpay.com/#/. Please ensure that only 

one auto-pay option is active to avoid duplicating monthly payments.

Water –  

you must meter water. I haven’t seen shared water. 

 

Sewer –  

I have done shared side sewers in the Puget Sound area, including City of 

Seattle. From an engineering standpoint, there’s no issue. 

From a resident standpoint, the challenge comes for the most upstream people. 

If the side sewer gets clogged, you can’t easily pinpoint who caused the sewer problem. 

From a city standpoint, you end up with a lot of calls to the city, and usually angry 

calls. 

For new development, there are minimal cost savings, a “drop in the bucket”,  to 

share a side sewer, compared to the problems and friction it can create later.  

Shared sewer works better when project-specific, for example a public sewer 

main that cannot be extended such a great distance for a small number of homes, so a 

shared private sewer is a solution. It’s better to do it as a case-by-case basis. Similar to 

a variance. Need to demonstrate why it is necessary or beneficial. 

On infill projects, this would have more of a cost benefit, even substantial cost 

benefits, to the developer. Can also be a benefit to the city because existing 

infrastructure is not impacted as much, you minimize the trenching and patching of 

streets and sidewalks. On infill projects, it’s a very different discussion. But it’s still better 

to be a case-by-case basis. 

Final plat will have some kind of easement that shows up in title reports. It would 

be good to have a shared side sewer called out on the face of the final plat, so that it’s 

very visible and also shows up on Title Reports (similar to a “Private Road” notice). But 

whatever else, there’s a section of the population, regardless if they knew what they 

were buying at the time or no, who will call the City and get mad that we won’t fix their 

sewer.

Interviewed by: Rowan Fairfield, City Planner 
 
(Note: To protect the privacy of these residents, no identifying information is being 
shared.) 
 
In fall 2025, the Public Works on-call person received a call from a woman that sewage 
was backing up into her basement. The on-call employee went out to investigate. The 
manhole was not backed up at all, so we knew it was not an issue with the public sewer 
main. Because of the health hazard caused by the sewage, Public Works used their 
equipment to camera the line and find the location of the clog. Normally, this would be 
an entirely private matter once we learned there was no problem with the public pipe. 
 
She contacted a plumber who discovered that there was a 10-foot root clog in the pipe. 
This is caused by a joint separation or other break in the pipe, which allows liquid to 
seep out, which then feeds the roots in the area and allows them to grow and invade the 
pipe. 
 
Before the clog was pulled, it was conveyed to neighbors that there was a clog and 
please limit use of plumbing until it was fixed. One individual was very upset about 
being asked to limit, and did not understand why it was his problem when his house’s 
sewer was fine. The original complainant was the most “downstream”, and she suffered 
the results of the clog. She asked all the neighbors on the shared sewer to chip in for 
the cost of repair. And he was also upset about sharing those costs, and said he might 
need an attorney. Apparently, it was never revealed to him when buying the property 
that the sewer lateral was shared. The sewer was installed in early 1980s. One of the 
conditions of approval from the short plat in the '80s was to dedicate the sewer line, but 
it never happened. Because it was a private matter from there, we do not know how this 
matter was ultimately resolved. 
 
There's at least one other recent incident, where people learned from Public Works that 
their sewer was shared and they had no idea prior to that. 
 
Public Works only owns and maintains the sewer main, and we do not have any 
documentation for what sewer lateral situation is on each parcel.
